New Technology to Continue
6. New technologfy will continue 

to pose new opportunities and 
choices. Extensive investment in 
research and development will 
likely continue to pay o ff in more 
economical sources o f power, high­
ly automated systems and unique 
production techniques. How much 
investment the farmer will make 
to aid output— both in research 
and application— will be another 
decision.

7. Farmers will also be con­
fronted with social programs that 
initially seem hard to swallow, 
such as the public concern about 
pesticides, nitrates and odors. 
These public concerns are bring­
ing about restrictions on farm op­
erations, and threats o f further 
restrictions will influence the 
farmer’s choices. Instead o f re­
maining a part o f the problem. 
Black suggests that farmers be­
come a part o f the solution.

8. Income taxes will increase. 
The economist cites two reasons 
for this— large anticipated income 
per farm, and greater demand for 
public services and programs at 
the local, state and national lev­
els. Thus, taxes will become in­
creasingly important as a consid­
eration in managing farms— par­
ticularly income and estate taxes.
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other management decision, 
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Labor Picture Changing
9. “ The hired farm labor situa­

tion is changing. Farmers must 
now compete with the total econ­
omy in a more or less national 
market.”  As farmers expand in 
the labor-intensive enterprises, 
they become involved in new con­
cepts for employing labor— em­
ployment and health insurance, 
minimum wages, pension plans 
and unionization rights. Part of 
these programs will be defrayed 
by the farmer directly.

10. “ The geographic and cultur­
al divisions between the farm and 
non-farm world will continue to 
fade,”  contends Black. “ Farms 
will not be able to operate in an 
agrarian world. They will become 
a bigger part o f the process that 
allows society to survive.”  Thus 
the farm public will be demanding 
assistance in a wide variety of 
subject matter in addition to that 
for commercial agriculture.

11. “ In order to compete with 

farm product substitutes, farmers 
must become more concerned with 
how the consumer accepts his 
product— and her desires regard­
ing that product. They must relate 
their business to their customer 
rather than to themselves. Farm­
ers must take a stronger hand in 
developing and maintaining mar­
kets for their products.”

12. Agriculture will become 
more international. Thus farmers 
will need to relate to the world­
wide dimensions o f food and fiber, 
points out the economist. “ Inter­
national trade will continue to be 
one o f  the mainsprings o f our ag­
ricultural economy.”

13. Financial arrangements will 
change as the financial structure

Austin, Tex. —  Legislators face 
a week o f major decisions.

Before the House are key por­
tions o f Gov. Preston Smith’s fi­
nance plan. House followed the 
Senate in hurrying to a vote the 
proposal to lift the $80 million 
a year welfare spending lid.

An emergency $48.4 million 
deficit spending bill to avert a 
welfare crisis is perhaps their big­
gest problem today.

A four-fifth vote o f both houses 
is resuired to suspend the Texas 
constitution’s “ pay as you go”  
requirement and permit lawmak­
ers to go into the red for the 
balance of this fiscal year . . . 
which ends in August.

If legislators decline to take 
this route, they must pass a tax 
bill to raise the money by March 
1. To place a revenue-raising 
measure into immediate effect 
would require passage by a two- 
thirds majority.

Alternative is reduction in wel­
fare benefits by early spring.

Another matter being moved 
to an early showdown is Governor 
Smith’s proposal to float a $450 
million state bond issue secured 
by income from permanent school 
fund revenue diversion. Both bond 
issue and tapping of school land 
lease money would require consti­
tutional amendments.

I Barnes sizes up Senate sentiment 
! toward it as cold.

NEW CAR INSURANCE PLAN 

OFFERED —  Auto insurance 
' agents in a hearing before the 
j Insurance Board proposed “ a much 
! better insurance package”  at re-

But a spokesman acknowledged I  no actuarial studies have been 
made to back up their claim.

I  While their plan keeps present 
I liability coverage, it also would 
! extend unlimited medical expense 
I  benefits to the insured regardless

of who is at fault in accidents. 
It would replace up to 60 per cent 
of wages lost due to accident in­
juries to maximum o f $250 a 
week, and provide death and dis­
memberment coverage.

Although all of the above (pro­
posed as mandatory coverage in 
each policy) would increase costs, 
agents claimed the overall pre­
mium would be reduced if  $150 
deductible damage coverage was 
substituted for $50 and $100 de­
ductible.

I “ The management decisions 
facing farm families in the 70’s 
constitute a continuing and in­
tense challenge to those planning 
to succeed in farming,”  points out 
Black. “ Many adjustments must 
be made now, and the pace will 
continue to pick up. For those 
who fail to adjust to critical 
changes, the opportunity to ad­
just to future changes can be 
lost.”

Have you ever heard some 
preacher say: “ There are many 
things in the Bible which are hard 
to understand, but, thank God, 
the plan o f salvation is as simple 
as can be.”

Well, the plan of salvation is 
simple if we obey II Timothy 
2:15, “ rightly dividing the Word 
of truth.”  Otherwise, it is far 
from simple.

The apostle Paul wrote: “ We 
conclude that a man is justified 
by faith, without the works of 
the Law”  (Rom. 3 :28). Yet James 
wrote: “ By works a man is justi- 
fie<l, and not by faith only.” 
(James 2:24).

Again, at Sinai God said to Is­
rael through Moses: “ If ye will 
obey My voice indeed, and keep 
My covenant, then shall ye be a 
peculiar treasure unto me above 
all people . . . ”  (Ex. 19:5). But 
our Lord said, as He sent His 
apostles to witness for Him, that 
“ He that believeth and is bap­
tized shall be saved . . . and these 
signs shall follow them that be­
lieve: in My name shali they cast 
out demons, they shall speak with 
new tongues . . . ”  etc. Thus, 
according to their “ great com­
mission”  water baptism was re­
quired for salvation and miracu­
lous signs were the evidences of 
salvation.

Confusing? Contradictory? Not 
if we “ rightly divide the Word 
of truth.”  It was after “ the law 
was given by Moses,”  after our 
Lord’s earthly ministry, after the 
commission to the twelve, that 
God raised up another apostle, 
Paul, and sent him forth with 
“ the gospel o f the grace of God” 
(Arts 20:24).

It was Paul who w-as sent to 
declare: “ But now, the righteous­
ness o f God without the law is 
manifested . . . ”  (Rom. 3:24). 
“ To him that worketh not, but 
believeth on Him that justifieth 
the ungodly, his faith is counted 
for righteousness”  (Rom. 4 :5). 
“ Therefore, being justified by 
faith we have peace with God 
through our Lord Jesus Christ”  
(Rom. 6 :1).

BasketbaD Coach 
Speaker at Rotary 
Club Meeting

Bob Cook, Crowell High School 
basketball coach, was the princi­
pal speaker at the Wednesday 
meeting of the Rotary Club last 
week. Mr. Cook told the Rotarians 
something about himself and also 
about basketball.

Mr. Cook grew up in Denver, 
Colo. Upon finishing high school, 
because he is 6 feet, 7 inches tall, 
he began looking around for a 
place to play basketball and go 
to college. He chose Wayland Col­
lege in Plainview. He enjoyed the 
!ong-,standipg history of winning 
teams from the girls there that 
are known a.s the “ Flying Queens.”

After finishing Wayland— he 
and Mrs. Cook were married while 
both were sophomores there— Bob 
thought of becoming a profession­
al basketball player. He worked 
out a few weeks as a try-out and 
said he learned more about bas­
ketball in that short time than 
in all the years before. However, 
he decided to teach and coach in­
stead o f going into professional 
basketball.

Mr. Cook also gave some infor­
mation about the game basketball.
