Crowoffs Are With fororo Tribe . . . 

1 It WoTMt Yoar

Does a langruaite which has nev­
er been written have paragrraphs? 
Is a speech made by a Bororo 
chief who has never attended a 
day o f school likely to have an 
intricate and beautiful style? The 
answer to both these questions 
is yes, say Mr. and Mrs. Tom 
Crowell who have completed about 

years of their current ftve- 
year term as missionary lingruists 
with W’yeliffe Bible Translators 
livings with a tribe of Bororo In­
dians w’est of Cuiaba, Brazil. (See 
map).

The Indians speak the Bororo 
lanKuaire. Mr. and Mrs. Crowell 
are developing readers in the Bor­
oro languaite and will teach the 
Bororos to read their own lan­
guage. After teaching the Indians 
how to read Bororo, they will at­
tempt to teach them Portuguese, 
the national language of Brazil.

Mr. Crowell, a Foard County 
native and son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Marion Crowell, and his wife are 
the parents of two sons, Jon, al­
most 3 years old, and Dan, 1.

The Crowells spend three-Afths 
of their time in the Bororo tribe. 
The other two-Afths of their time 
is spent in Cuiaba studying and 
preparing for their next stay with

Their house is a small wooden 

one with concrete floors. They 
have a small two-bumer kerosene 
stove to cook on.

Their village is about Ave hours 
from Cuiaba by road or 46 min­
utes by air.

During the time in the tribe, 
Mr. Crowell spends most of his 
time working on various aspects 
of linguistics, such as analyzing 
various aspects of the grammar 
and sound system, preparing prim­
ers and other educational mater­
ials, teaching people to read, and 
just talking to the Indians in or­
der to gain fluency. They have 
made an alphabet for the language 
and have produced one primer, 
with more on the way.

Right away, Tom hopes to be­
gin translating: Arst, a little book­
let on “ How to Make Bread,”  the 
Bororos are “ crazy”  about bread; 
second, a booklet on “ How to 
Grow a Garden.”  Hopefully, this 
will not only help them in learn­
ing more about how to read, but 
will also promote the worthwhile­
ness and possibility of improving 
their diet with vegetables. Right 
now, their diet is very poor, moet- 
ly rice, manioc (kind of like a 
crude potato) and Ash. Third will 
be a booklet of Bible stories.

In the tribe, ideally, Mre. Crow­
ell would do similar things in 
linguistics. Practically, however, 
two little boys under three years 
old and a total lack of any mod­
ern conveniences make her have 
to spend almost all o f her time 
being a housewife and mother.

The Crowells buy some Ash and 
occasionally some papaya and eggs 
from the Indiana. Otherwise, they 
have to take their food from town. 
In letters home, they indicate that 
they miss fresh food acutely after 
about the Arst two weeks with 
the tribe.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Crowell do 
some medical work each day, most­
ly dispensing medicine. While in 
town, Tom does desk work, ana­
lyzing data that he'a gathered in 
the tribe. The oldest ton, Jon, 
plays a great deal with Indian 
children while they’re in the tribe 
and the Indians are always want­
ing to know what medicinea the 
Crowells give Jon and Dan to 
make them to big and strong.

In a recent letter to his par­
ents, Tom sent his and Jan’s love 
to all their friends here.

Jan (Mre. Crowell) adds, "I 
can’t explain our deep desire to 
reach our Indians while at the 
same time having a deep desire 
for the day when we come home. 
It’s a good life, great satisfaction 
with the present and nothing but 
ecstatic anticipation of the fu­
ture. Let me tell you Satan tries 
hard to deter us from reaching 
the Bororos through things like 
discouragement. I don’t mean to 
sound polly-anniah about our Uvea, 
but we are learning the deptlia o f 
His love and strength, and there­
fore, are highly content.”

a survey of the Pease River flood 
-plain from the proposed site of 
a new dam eastward through 
Foard, Hardeman and Wilbarger 
counties.

Hollingehead expects to spend 
two weeks contacting a portion of 
the 300 property owners along 
the river, teeking to determine 
the 100-year loss which might oc­
cur from flooding in the river 
plain, including damage to struc­
tures, utility lines and farmland 
and other propertiee.

Farmers Union 
Opposes Increase in 
SMond Class Postage

The Farmers Union has urged 
the Postal Rate Commission to 
turn down a proposed increase 
in second class postal rates.

Dr. Weldon V. Barton, assist­
ant national legislative director of 
the Farmers Union, said in tes­
timony before the Commission 
that increasing second class postal 
rates would threaten the exist­
ence of small town newspapers. 
But in addition, he said, it would 
also “ combine with other forces 
working to stagnate rural Amer­
ica.”

Loss of weekly newspapers and 
other printed information sources 
that move through the mails 
“ would serve to drag down and 
frustrate efforts to upgrade 
health, transportation, employ­
ment, education, and other activ­
ities essential for rural revitaliza­
tion,”  Barton said.

Furthermore, he urged that 
rates on other classes of mail not 
be increased in order to absorb 
the deficit that will reault from 
maintenance o f current second 
class rates. “ Instead,”  he said, 
“ Farmers Union urges that— af­
ter the Postal Service makes ev­
ery effort to secure financial sav­
ings by squeezing out operating 
inefficiencies— the deficits be al­
lowed to accumulate so as to en­
courage remedial amendment of 
the 1970 Postal Reorganisation 
Act.

’ ’Over the long run— as deficits 
accumulate— Farmers Union rec­
ommends amendment of the 1970 
Act to authorise continued aubsi- 
dization out o f general revenues 
of the federal government for es­
sential mail and other informa­
tion-communication services. We 
are convinced that efficient and 
inexpensive mail service to all 
areas of the nation is related to 
the public interest in a way that 
fully justifies the subsidization 
out o f general tax revenue that

the 1972 elections, but young vot­
ers can participate in presidential 
and congressional voting and the 
national nominating convention
series. .

New voter registration provides 
for year-around sign-up (with 
temporary cutoff 30 days before 
any election) and automatic re­
newal for three years by voting 
in any primary or general elec­
tion. First registration under the 
new system will begin October 1. 
March 1, 1972, is the earliest vot­
ing date for new registrants. Vot­
ers will continue using present 
registration certificates for elec­
tions through next February.

A federal court invalidated the 
old Texas annual registration re­
quirement, which was unique in 
the nation. Texas’ new automatic 
registration law would be repeal­
ed if appelate courts reinstate an­
nual registration.

Under a bill passed by the 62nd 
Legislature, in response to an­
other federal ruling that present 
filing fees are excessive, candi­
dates would pay a maximum of 
four per cent of the term of of­
fice salaries to get in the ballot.

Bill also permits “ filing by af­
fidavit”  stating that the candidate 
cannot pay the prescribed fee, or 
by a “ petition”  signed by 10 per 
cent of the voters in the last 
general election within the area 
(state, county, precinct) served 
by the office sought. If the Su­
preme Court invalidates this act, 
a special legislative session may 
be necessary to provide a method 
of paying primary election costs 
in 1972.

L«gislatur« Vot«s 
lncr«aM in Tuition to 
Stat« Coll«g«t

The recent Texas legislature 
boosted the tuition for higher 
education at all state-supported 
institutions but it will be the only 
increase facing students attending 
Wrst Texas State University this 
fall. “ We feel it is important to 
hold the line on other student fees 
at this time because o f the tui­
tion increase,”  said Virgil Hen­
son, financial vice president.

The new tuition bill acts out 
these rates:

Resident (Texas) students —  
$4 per semester credit hour but 
the total of such charge shall not 
be less than $60 per semester. 
A students registered for from 
one through 12 hours would pay 
the $60 minimum. Students reg­
istered for 13 or more hours 
would pay $4 per hour a semester 
(i. e., 13 hours, $62; 14 hours, 
$66; 16 hours, $60).

Non-resident (out o f state) stu­
dents— $40 per semester credit 
hour. The legislation provides that 
students who were non-residents

During the session o f the Texas 
Legislature just ended, a new law 
has been passed concerning im­
munization o f students against 
various diseases.

According to the new law, all 
students will be allowed to enter 
their respective school systems 
during the summer and fall 1971 
terms, with the provision that 
their immunizations against at 
least one o f the diseases will have 
been started by January 1, 1972, 
and all completed as soon as med­
ically feasible.

The State Board o f Health has 
set out the following information 
on required immunizations;

Children in kindergarten and 
grades 1 through 5, or children 
ages 5 through 11 in ungraded 
schools; polio— at least 3 doses 
o f oral vaccine, provided one or 
more doses have been receive<l 
since the fourth birthday. Diph­
theria-tetanus— minimum o f .3 
doses, with at least one dose hav­
ing been received since the fourth 
birthday. Measles —  1 dose of 

, vaccine, or history of measles ill- 
I ness. Rubella— 1 dose o f vaccine.
I .Not required past age 12 years.
I Smallpox— 1 vaccination within 
I the past 10 years.
j Children and others in grades 6 
I through 12, or children and others! 
I ages 12 and older in ungraded' 
schools other than institutions of 

¡higher education; Polio— at least 
3 doses of oral vaccine, provided 
one or more doses have been re­
ceived since the fourth birthday. 
(Polio vaccine is not required for 
persona 19 years o f  age or older). 
Diphtheria-tetanus— minimum o f 
3 doses with last dose within 10 
years. Booster dose only after 
initial series. Measles—The major­
ity of children in this group will 
have been previously immunized 
or obtained natural immunity 
through infection. Recommended 
but not required. Rubella, not re­
quired past age 12 years. Small­
pox— 1 vaccination within the 
past 10 years.

Students in institutions o f high­
er education; polio— at least 3 
doses o f oral vaccine, provided 
one or more doses have been re­
ceived since the fourth birthday. 
Diphtheria-tetanus —  minimum of 
3 doses with last dose within 10 
years.

Smallpox— 1 vaccination within 
the past 10 years.

Since many types of personal 
immunization records are in cur­
rent use, any document listing 
each immunization received by 

«cepU ble  during 
the 1971-/2 school year for either 
initiating or updating school im- 
munization records. Signature or 
rubber stemp validation o f person­
al »•ecord? by physicians or public 
health clinics is recommended but 
not required until the summer 
19,2 semester, after which vali­
dation of new records is required.

A new standard certificate o f im­
munization form is being develop­
ed; however, compatible docu­
ments will also be acceptable.

One o f the greatest prophecies

Soil and water coniiervationists 
are AgThting mad over events tak- 
inK place In Washinirton now, ac­
cording to J. A. Marr, chairman 
of the Foard County Soil and 
Water Conservation District.

Critics of the very popular Pub­
lic Law 566 Watershed Program 
are “ combining emotionalism, a 
narrow focus and lack of factual 
information with honest concern I 
over the environment,”  Marr said, j 
“ They are attempting, during; 
hearings now being held by the 
House government operation sub­
committee on conservation and

natural resources, to withhold 
funds for one year from projects 
that include channel alterations,” 
Marr says.

At stake in this area are several 
projects: Wichita Valley-Pond
Creek in .Vrcher and Wichita 
counties; China Creek in Wilbar­
ger and Wichita counties; Lewis 
and Seymour Creeks in Baylor 
county; Upper North Wichita 
River in Cottle, King, Dickens and 
Motley counties; Lakeview in Hall 
and Donley counties; Kent Creek 
in Hall and Briscoe counties; and 
Dutchman Creek Shinnery Draw 
in Motley county. Sponsors of 
these projects are county com­
missioners courts and soil and 
water conservation districts.

Also at stake could be the large 
fresh water dam on Pease River 
between Crowell and Quanah now 
being studied by the Corps of 
Engineers, Marr adds.

terations in a few projects, Marr 
said. “ These people are evidently 
not willing to accept the unrefu­
table evidence of the enhancement 
of wildlife habitats and recreation­
al benefits in PL-566 Watershed 
Projects. An example is the over 
1450 watershed dams built in Tex­
as under this Public Law 566, 
Marr said Tuesday.

“ This effort to halt all channel 
improvement affects the entire 
watershed program, not just chan­
nel improvement,” Marr .says. 
“ Where channel improvement is 
needed, this controversy could 
cause entire projects to be held 
up indefinitely and stall all con­
struction in those projects. Con­
ceivably, channel improvement 
could be interpreted by some peo­
ple to include terraces, terrace 
outlets, irrigation channel, diver­
sion, etc. This could paralyze our 
entire programs, not just the wat­
ershed program.”

Marr said now U the time to 
act. The house Appropriations 
Committee will take up the 
1972 fiscal year appropriations 
bill on June 18, and the House 
is scheduled to debate the bill 
on June 23. Rep. Reuss has 
asked the committee to include 
a provision in the bill to with­
hold funds for one year from 
projects that include channel 
alteration.

Conservation districts are the 
principal sponsors of the 1,000 
PL 566 watershed programs that 
are underway and the 2,000 addi­
tional applications that await fed­
eral action.

"The time has come for district 
leaders and other friends of wat­
ershed projects to speak out force­
fully to the Congress in support 
of upstream water resources work. 
The time is short. Telephone, tel­
egraph or write your senators and 
representatives now so that when 
they consider the appropriations 
bill on the 23rd, they will know 
your views. Be sure the letters 
specifically request they let their 
views be known as a matter of 
record and be ready to oppose 
Congressman Reuss’ moratorium 
on and before June 23. Thi.< ac­
tion is unprecedented in import­
ance,”  Marr concluded.
