Follow­
ing that tour of duty, the family 
moved to Liberia, Africa, where 
his father was on the staff and 
then chief of sU ff at the Fire­
stone Plantations Company hos­
pital for six years. They moved 
back to the States and to Crowell 
in 1969.

During the summer of 1967, 
Paul and a friend toured Texas, 
New Mexico, Colorado, UUh and 
Wyoming by bicycle for six weeks.

Music has always held an im­
portant place in Paul’s life, as 
he follows in his mother’s foot­
steps as an accomplished pianist. 
He also plays several other instru­
ments and is a composer. In the 
summers o f 1968 and 1969, he 
planned and directed a Sing Out 
for Crowell and Quanah youth, 
using some original compositions. 
He planned and directed the Lub­
bock Sing Out in 1970 and 1971, 
again using his own compositions. 
He was the band director for the 
Austin Sing Out this past June 
and composed its theme song.

Paul accepted an invitation to 
be director of the Sing Out for 
Missouri and Kansas which was 
held in St. Louis in July, 1971.

An honor graduate of Crowell 
High School, Paul earned mem­
bership in the freshman honorary 
scholastic fraternity. Phi Eta Sig­
ma, at Texas Tech. He’s been on 
the dean’s honor roll continuous­
ly. He is currently working tow­
ards two degrees at Tech— a bach­
elor o f music in music theory and 
a bachelor of arts with a major 
in German— and plans to complete 
both upon his return to Tech 
from the University of Bonn.

While at the University of 
Bonn, Paul will study German, 
music and coordinated subjects.

From Sept. 16 to Oct. 15, the 
HE group will have an intensive 
language study and orientation. 
During these weeks o f prepara 
tion, the students will live with 
German families who will provide 
additional language practice as 
well as the opportunity for a more 
intimate knowledge of German so­
ciety. University classes, which 
will be in German, will begin Oct.

In addition to regular course 
work, special field trips will be 
arranged to acquaint the students 
with the German people and their 
culture. His final examinations 
will end next July 21, and he 
plans to depart for the United 
States in time to enroll for next 
fall’s term at Tech.

Major Court Decision Last Week 
Invalidates Redistneting Bill

By Bill Boykin

Austin, Tex.— A major court 
decision last week left up in the 
air the question of how Texas 
is to achieve a valid reapportion­
ment act for both houses of its 
legislature before next year.

State Supreme Court agreed 
with an August 2 Austin district 
court finding that a House re­
districting bill passed this year 
is unconstitutional because it un 
nece.ssarily split up 23 counties.

The decision left unanswered 
how the bill should be corrected 
or if it should be redone before 
1973. Basic questions are these.

* Should House reapportion 
ment and state Senate redistrict 
ing (left untouched by the I.eg 
islaturej be the subject of an 
emergency special session?

ing session of the annual fall 
meeting of the council's board of 
directors.

“ Shooting for a crop that is 
just enough to meet expected de­
mand and no more will not do the 
Job," said Dabney S. Wellford, 
director of the council’s economic 
and market research service. He 
pointer] out that demand cannot 
be accurately forecast, and un­
favorable weather can drastically 
reduce the crop, as it has in five 
of the past six years.

“ If we expect to hold our mar­
kets, we must aim higher and 
build up the carryover stock from 
the dangerously low level at which 
it now stands," Mr. Wellford con­
tinued.

The carryover from previous 
crops is expected to be about 4.1 
million bales, and “ once more 
there would not be enough in 
the carryover to cushion us if 
next year’s crop falls short of 
demand." The demand has exceed­
ed the amount grown in each of 
the past five seasons, and as a re­
sult stocks have been reduced to 
the point that they hardly meet 
working stock requirements.

Secretary of .\griculture Clif­
ford M. Hardin will announce the 
1972 government cotton program 
in the early fall. Mr. Wellford 
pointed out that unless there are 
reassurances about next season’s 
crop, the industry can expect 
pressures to continue for textile 
mills to shift out of cotton because 

I o f the uncertainty of the supply. I Mr. Wellford stated that the 
Secretary has the mandate for a 
program to relieve this pressure. 
His reported pointed out that the 

. Agricultural Act of 1970 states 
that the “ . . . national base acre­
age allotment . . .  in the case of 
the 1972 and 1973 crops shall be 

! in such amount as the Secretary 
determines necessary to maintain 
adequate supplies."

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quate supply is defined specifically 
in the law as “ not less than 50 per 
cent of the average offtake for 
the three preceding marketing 
years.’ ’ That figure is 5.5 million 
bales, not including extra long 
staple. .\n increase in the paying 
allotment to induce a crop that 
will build the carryover to that 
level would be one incentive in 
1972, Wellford said.

A second alternative would be 
to eliminate the requirement for 
cotton set-aside acreage, thus 
freeing land normally held out of 
use in order to keep agricultural 
production in balance with de­
mand. Thus farmers could grow 
what ever crops they wanted, in­
cluding cotton, on this land. Mr. 
Wellford pointed out, however, 
that feed grains or soybeans might 
go on some of this acreage, thus 
depressing prices for these crops.

Another alternative would be 
to retain the set-aside and allow 
only cotton to be grown on it.

Mr. Wellford added that if the 
1972 program offers no reassur­
ances about next season’s supply, 
it is likely that the supply prob­
lem would be resolved anyway— 
through loss of both foreign and 
domestic markets. “ The specter 
of drastic losses such as those 
which resulted from the 1967-68 
price run-up will continue to hang 
over us until it is laid to rest by 
prospects of a larger 1972 crop," 
the economist said.

“ Oar Great CemmiMien”

Much is said of the “ great com­
mission" which our Lord gave to 
His apostles just before His as- 
cension. We wonder whether our 
listeners have ever examined the 
various record.« of this commis­
sion carefully.

This “ great commission”  does 
not say one word about “ the 
preaching of the cross”  or “ the 
gospel o f the grace of God.”  The 
“ gospel”  which they were sent 
to preach was very evidently the 
same “ gospel”  they had been 
preaching— the Gospel of the 
Kingdom— only they could now 
declare, as Peter did at Pentecost, 
that the King had risen from the 
dead and would still some day 
occupy the throne of David.

The “ great commission”  de­
manded faith and baptism for the 
remission of sins (Mark 16:15,16); 
it included the power to heal the 
sick and work miracles (Mark 
16:17,18), but it did not include 
the glad message that “ Christ died 
for our sins”  (I Cor. 15:1-3). At 
Pentecost, when Peter began to 
carr>’ out this commission, he 
rather blamed his hearers for the 
death of Christ and when, con­
victed of their sins, they asked: 
“ What shall we do?”  he did not 
say: “ Believe on Christ who died 
for your sins.”  He rather com­
manded them to “ repent and be 
baptized everj- one . . .  for the 
remission of sins" (Acts 2:38).

But after Christ and His king­
dom were again rejected, God in­
terrupted the prophetic program 
and sent Paul forth to proclaim 
“ the preaching o f the cross”  and 
“ the gospel of the grace of God.”  
In II Cor. 5:14-21 this apostle 

¡proclaims “ the love of Christ”  
¡who “ died for all”  and instructs 
I us as to our "great commission.” 
I “ And all things are of (provided 
jby) God, who hath reconciled us 
I to Himself by Jesus Christ, and 
I hath given to us the ministry of 
reconciliation;

I  “ To wit, that God was in Christ, 
reconciling the world unto Him­
self . . . and hath committed unto 
us the word of reconciliation”  (II 
Cor. 6:18,19).

This year, as usual, too many 
hunters may stay at home, Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
officials say.

Many landowners have good
hunting on their farms or ranches 
but don’t make the right efforts 
to sttract hunters.

Hunters should contact cham­
bers of commerce in areas where 
they would like to hunt, as most 
such groups keep a file o f leases 
or available day hunting.

Landowners can use their local 
weekly or daily newspaper to ad­
vertise, including game available, 
size of hunting area and the price. 
Usually a telephone number ia 
better than a mailing address.

Hunters should keep an eye on 
the classified columns of newspa­
pers and an ear attuned to radio 
and television spots.

Game that needs harvesting is 
wasted if not used, the hunter 
lo.ses recreation time, and the 
rancher loses dollars if all factions 
are not brought together.
