The U. 8. farm population de-
clined 5.8 per cent in 1970 to a
total of 9,712,000, reports the U,
S. Department of Agriculture, As
a result, farm population accounts
for only 4.8 per cent of the na-
tional total compared to 8.7 per
cent in 1960,
