H. D. Agent Gives 
Several Recipes 
For Potatoes

By Mrs. Marion Meads 
County H. D. Agent

Potatoes or spuds, whichever 
you would like to call them, are 
in plentiful supply for October 
eating, according to the U. S. 
Department o f Agriculture’s Con­
sumer and Marketing Service.

Whether you pride yourself on 
a cosmopolitan taste or are more 
“ Just plain folks,”  you probably 
like potatoes, most folks do. Why 
not try these ideas and surprise 
your family with something new? 

Potato Pudding
2 cups finely diced potatoes, 

1 cup boiling water, 1 cups hot 
milk, 4 eggs, slightly beaten, 1/3 
cup minced onion, 1 teaspoons 
salt, 1/8 teaspoon pepper, 1 or 2 
tablespoons chopped parsley, sour 
cream.

Cook potatoes in boiling water 
until tender; drain. Stir hot milk 
slowly into eggs. Add potatoes 
and remaining ingredients, except 
sour cream; mix well. Pour into a 
greased 1 Mi quart casserole. Bake 
at 350 degrees 40 minutes or un­
til set. Serve topped with sour 
cream. Makes six servings.

With pork also on the plentiful 
foods list for October, why not 
try

Scalloped Potatoes with Pork 
Chops

2 cups thinly sliced raw pota­
toes, 1 small onion sliced, 1 tea­
spoon salt, pepper, 4 loin or rib 
pork chops ( H to 3 /4 inch thick) 
4 tablespoons floud, 1 cup milk.

Arrange potatoes and onions in 
layers in a greased baking dish, 
seasoning each layer with salt and 
pepper. Trim fat from pork chops 
and save it for later use. Lightly 
season each chop with salt and 
pepper and coat w'ell with 3 table­
spoons of the flour. Brown chops 
on both sides in some of the pork 
fat in a frying pan. When the 
chops are well browned, remove 
from pan. Set aside all except 1 
tablespoon fat from frying pan. 
Mix the remaining 1 tablespoon 
flour with the fat in the pan. 
Avoid scraping o ff any browned 
flour from pan. Add milk, blend 
lightly until smooth, and rook to 
the consistency of thin white 
sauce. Pour sauce over potatoes 
in baking dish. Rake in moderate 
oven (350 degrees F. > from 50 
to 60 minutes until potatoes 
are soft and meat is tender. .Makes 
4 serving.

Try this, too. It’s sure to please; 
Potato Curry

4 tablespoons butter, 1H tea­
spoons tumeric, 2 pounds pota­
toes, 1 cup boiling water, 1 H tea­
spoons salt, 1 / 4 teaspoon dried 
ground red peppers, 2 tablespoons 
minced parsley.

Melt the butter in a skillet. 
Stir in tumeric and potatoes that 
have been peeled and quartered. 
Cook over low heat 5 minutes, 
shaking the pan frequently. Add 
the cup of boiling water, salt and 
dried red peppers. Cook 10 min­
utes longer or until tender. 
Sprinkle with 2 tablepsoons min­
ced parsley. Serves 4 to 6.

When you have left-over mash­
ed potatoes, do you wonder how 
to use them? Try this idea.

Potato CriddU Scones 
Sift together 2 cups flour, 1 

teaspoon salt and 1 tablespoon 
baking powder. Cut in 3 table­
spoons fat. Blend in 1 cup cold 
mashed potatoes. Mix 1 beaten 
egg with 1 3 cup milk; add to 
the first mixture. Mix slightly. 

Sharia was ' 3 /8  inch thick and cut into
2-inch squares. Bake slowly on a 
hot greased griddle or frying pan, 
7 or 8 minutes on each side. .Makes 
10 to 12 scones. These go well 
with creamed meat or fish.

“ Turned Out to Grass”  is an 
address designed to stimulate the 
thinking of people, whether they 
be in their 40’s, 50’s, or 60’a, as 
to the importance of discovering 
and developing their special in­
terests and talents prior to retire­
ment so that when retirement day 
comes, they will be prepared to 
retire “ To Something”  —  not 
“ From Something.”

“ Monty”  Montague, a past o f­
ficer of Rotary International, is 
an old Kansas cowhand who be­
gan hia education in a one-room 
country school. This led to a mas­
ter of science degree from Kansas 
State University, graduate work 
at Harvard, and membership in 
Phi Kappa Phi national honorary 
scholastic society.

Reared on a cattle ranch, he 
spent his early years raising pure­
bred Hereford cattle, and during 
the 19.30’s grew five million tree 
seedlings annually for the govern­
ment’s dust bowl shelter belt 
project.

PruMgie A d d  Pofsoning
Farmers and ranchers should 

be cautious when turning live­
stock out to graie on hybrid sor- 
ghum-suden pastures, says Dr. 
James Armstrong, extension vet­
erinarian, Prussic acid poisoning, 
caused by hydrogen cyanide in the 
plants, occurs when livestock graze 
pastures that have been damaged 
by frost or when pastures perk 
up and begin fast growth after a 
drouthy period. Hay that is im­
properly cured can also present 
prussic acid poisoning problems 
for a short time. Nitrate poison­
ing may occur during the late 
fall on winter pastures when there 
is a lot of cloudy weather.
