Game Warden Says Guns Used for 
Hunting Quad Must Be Plugged

Quail hunters in Foard and 
Haideman Counties must have 
their shotguns plugged to hold 
only three shots, Jimmy Harris, 
game management officer, said 
here this week.

Harris said information has 
been published that indicates hunt­
ers may hunt quail with unplugged 
guns.

“ That is correct in some areas, 
but not in Foard or Hardeman 
Counties,”  Harris said.

He explained that unplugged 
shotguns may be used in so-call­
ed “ regulatory authority”  coun­
ties, but may not be used in the 
“ general law”  counties.

“ And a stone of stumbling, and 
a rock of offence, even to them 
which stumble at the word, being 
disobedient . . .”  (I Peter 2: 
7.8).

It is true that Israel’s builders, 
1000 years ago, “ disallowed”

Prevention and prosecution of 
the more common types o f com­
mercial crimes is the subject o f a 
new booklet issued by District At­
torney Bill Neal and to be dis­
tributed by local law enforcement 
officers to businessmen and other 
interested citizens in this area.

The drive to prevent and to 
more effectively prosecute such 
common commercial crimes as giv­
ing worthless checks, forgery, 
shoplifting, credit card frauds, 
vandalism, burglary, theft, rob­
bery and other commercial fraud 
practices was announced last week 
by Mr. Neal at a meeting o f area 
law enforcement officials.

Attending the meeting were 
Vernon Police Chief Walter But­
tle, Wilbarger County Sheriff 
Loran Smith, Hardeman County 
Sheriff Chester Ingram, Foard 
County Sheriff Edward Howard, 
Chillicothe Constable E. A. Stone, 
and Mr. Neal.

The booklet includes an expla­
nation o f the Texas criminal law 
in each o f these areas as well 
as a »liscussion of how business­
men can protect themselves, and 
finally, if victimized, how to re­
port the crime and assist in the 
prosecution.

Mr. Neal said that he and local 
officers in the three-county area 
would begin distributing the book­
lets immediately. Also, the book­
lets will be available to any citi­
zen at any o f the law enforce­
ment offices in the district or the 
district attorney’s office.

Other topics discus.sed at last 
week’s meeting included the adop­
tion of a standardized offense re­
port form, the preparation o f 
criminal complaints and search 
warrant affidavits and other cur­
rent law enforcement problems.

Another district law enforce­
ment conference has been sched­
uled for January 24, 1972, in 
Quanah, Neal added.
