Herndon said that brush is a
tremendous problem in Texas:
there are 88 million acres of brush
in the state with 56 million of
these acres in mesquite. He said
it takes 1,700 pounds of water
to make 1 pound of mesquite,
while it takes only 400 to 700
pounds of water to produce a
pound of grass. He said estimates
are that it requires 146 million |
acre feet of water to maintain
this state’s crop of brush and
weeds, |
