But the increase in 
new smokers is greatest at 
the younger ages: 13, 14, 
and 15. Even among 12-year- 
olds, smoking has doubled.

Q. Is smoking as hazardous for 
young people as for adults 
who have smoked for years?

A. Even regu lar sm oking 
among teenagers tends to 
be at fairly- low daily levels 
by adult standards. But 
studies of youngsters from 
ages 11 to 18 show signifi­
cantly- more sickness among 
those who smoke. New re­
search makes clear that 
even one cigarette cause.' 
immediate damage to the 
circulatory system and up- 
ets the normal flow oi 

blood and air in the lungs. 
One cigarette also slow 
down the action of the cil.- 
the tiny- hairlike structure 
in the bronchial tubes tha 
sweep out dirt and germ 
This is why people v.'.’, 
smoke, including teenagers 
are more susceptible to re­
spiratory- infection than no.n- 
smokers.

“ The more free federal aid be­

comes, the less free will Ameri­
cans be. If only because they’ ll 
be forced to spend more time 
working to pay taxes and have 
less time free to work for their 
own nee<ls.” — Altoona, Pa., Mir­
ror.

The maintenance and preserva­
tion of more than 10,000.000 doc­
uments which tell the history of 
Texas land is the function of the 
Records Division of the General 
Land Office in Austin.

All records involving public 
lands, some ilating back to 1745, 
are kept in a constant-temperature 
vault on the third floor of the 
Land Office Building. Individual 
documents comprising basic title 
to 170,206,000 acres of land in 
the state are located there. Head- 
rights granted by the Republic of 
Texas after 1836 are frequently 
consulted by visitors to the GLO. 
In fact, records director David 
Reeves estimates approximately 
200 people visit this division each 
month in search of information 
contained in the files.

Some of the state’s most val­
uable documents are kept in the 
Spanish Archives section. More 
than 4,200 land grants issued by 
the Spanish and Mexican govern­
ments over a period o f two cen­
turies and covering 22,500,000 
acres are on file. Because of their 
importance as the basis of exist­
ing land claims and the establi.sh- 
ment of conflicting boundaries, 
the translation of these land 
grants has been one of the chief 
duties of the Land Office since 
its beginning. Virginia Taylor, a 
Texas historian and writer, is the 
Land Office’s Spanish translator. 
The Spanish Archives are consult­
ed daily hy lawyers, writers, edu­
cators, students, and genealogists. 
Certified tran.<lations and photo- 
static copies o f these documents 
arc available upon request for a 
small fee.

Governor Preston Smith Friday 

announced his approval during the 
past week of a community action 
grant of $122,772 in new federal 
funds to EOAC o f CoMe, Foard 
Hardeman and Wilbarger Counties 
in Crowell for operation o f the 
agency’s programs.

The grant is funded 'under Ti­
tle II of the Economic Opportu­
nity Act, and is effective Dec. 1 
1971, through Nov. 30, 1972. Pro­
gram accounts and the amount of 
new federal funds allotted each 
are: CAA administration, $36,602; 
housing services, $9,706; general 
services, $56,561; and senior op­
portunities and services, $19,903.

Self-help housing projects will 
be promoted through the housing 
services program. Assistance will 
be provided low-income persons 
to repair their own homes by 
training them in construction 
skills and loaning them necessary 
tools. Also, they will be helped to 
obtain housing construction and 
repair loans.

One center for each of the four 
counties in which this agency op­
erates will be operated through 
the general services program.

W inter W atering of 
Shrubs and Lawns 
Aids Plants Vigor

Yards and gardens are all too 
often neglected during the winter 
months, says county agent Joe 
Burkett. Long dry periods without 
supplemental irrigation may cause 
severe dying back on the growing 
tips o f plants.

Drying is especially serious on 
evergreens and late winter or 
early spring flowering plants since 
they have rapidly developing flow­
er buds and require a .steady sup­
ply o f moisture.

It’s a good idea to water thor­
oughly at four-to-six-week inter­
vals throughout the dormant per­
iod.

CONSUMER

When you receive unordered 
merchandise through the mails, do 
you know your legal rights? A 
law passed by the sixty-first Tex­
as Legislature in 1969 provides 
that where unsolicited goods are 
delivered to a person, he has the 
right to refuse to accept delivery 
o f the goods and he is not bound 
to return the goods to the sender. 
If such unsolicited goods are eith­
er addressed to or intended for 
the recipient, they shall be deem­
ed a gift and the recipient may 
use them or dispose of them in 
any manner without any obliga­
tion to the sender.

There are three exceptions to 
this law— first, when the good) 
are sent due to a bona fide mis­
take, and the sender has the bur­
den of proof to show the error. 
Second, the law does not apply to 
goods which have been substituted 
for goods ordered. Finally, the act 
does not apply to goods ordered 
by the recipient.

In summary, if a consumer re­
ceived merchandise which he did 
nut order he can refuse the goods 
or treat the goods as a gift. The 
consumer is under no legal obliga­
tion to pay for the merchandise 
received in this fashion.

A related area is the negative 
option plan employed by book 
and rerord clubs whereby an in­
dividual signs a contract with the

club and items are automatically 
sent to him. Under this negative 
option arrangement, the consum­
er is obligated to pay for all items 
received unless he returns a card 
to the company indicating his re­
fusal to purchase the item. The 
common complaint with this plan 
is the failure of the consumer to 
realize his legal obligation if he 
fails to periodically notify the 
company of his wishes. In addi­
tion, some companies do not al­
low a sufficient time period to 
receive the option cards prior to 
mailing the merchandise. The 
consumer who signs up with one 
of these companies should under­
stand his legal obligations under 
the contract and he alert when 
the option notices are received 
so that merchandise is not inad­
vertently ordered.

At a meeting held in the dis­
trict court room Friday night, 
Dec 19, with Judge Leslie Thom­

Taxpay­
ers who bought these items in 
1971 may ad<l deductible .«ales 
taxes paid on them to the amount 
shown in the table.

The table is furnished as a 
guide for the convenience of tax­
payers who do not keep detailed 
reconis of payments. Taxpayers 
who prefer to deduct the actual 
amount of state sales taxes paid 
during the year should have rec­
ords as proof o f payment, Camp­
bell said.
