State Supreme Court found The
University of Texas at Austin
used “undue influence” on a 90-
year-old retired professor to get
him to leave valuable property to
the institution.

DEMOCRATS IN QUANDARY

State Democratic Executive
Committee Chairman Roy Orr of
DeSoto accepted appointment as

a Dallas County commissioner,
setting the stage for the new
wrangle.

Secretary of State Bob Bullock
said he would not issue a certifi-
cate of appointment as a com-
missioner to Orr until he resigned
his SDEC place because election
duties of the two offices may prove

incompatible.

Orr was quoted as saying he
would resign, then that he
wouldn’t, then that he might in
30 days and again that he
wouldn’t.

Meanwhile, Gov. Smith asked

William R. Anderson, Jr. of Cor-
pus Christi to seek the chairman-
ship. Anderson said he would agree
to be a candidate, if and when
Orr vacated the job.

RETROACTIVE PAY APPROV.
ED—State employees and school
teachers will receive retroactive
pay increase for the September
1-November 13 period in mid-Feb-
ruary.

The extra money represents pay
raises approved by the 62nd legis-
lature but stalled during the pres-
idential wage-price freeze.

State officials have notified the
federal pay board of intentions
to go through with the raises that
would have been granted Septem-
ber 1 had the freeze not been in
effect. Since the pay board has
until February 1 to challenge pay-
ments, Comptroller Robert 8. Cal-
vert said he would not accept ret-
roactive payrolls until February 2.

HOG CHOLERA ATTACK IS
PLANNED — State and federal
animal health officers plan to send
a task force of inspectors into
South Texas to try and destroy
the virus which causes cholera in
hogs.

Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion drafted stringent quarantine
rules to restrict movement of
breeder and feeder hogs in 54
counties to stop spread of the dis-
ease.

Success of the operation, ac-
cording to Dr. E. 8. Cox of the U.
S. Department of Agriculture ani-
mal and plant health services divi-
sion, could mean complete elimina-
tion of the virus in the U. 8. Dr.
Cox said the virus is not known to
exist in this country outside South
Texas.

Short Snorts

Beer drinkers consumed the
equivalent of 21.47 gallons for
every man, woman and child in
Texas last year, according to Tex-
as Alcoholic Beverage Commission
figures.

R. G. (Randy) Pendleton, for-
merly of Andrews, resigned as di-
rector of the office of state-fed-
eral relations in Washington to
run for state comptroller.

Texas Building and Construc-
tion Trades Council withheld en-
dorsement of political candidates,
and angered former Sen. Ralph

Food-Waste Chain

A small farm in Sydney, Aus-
tralia, is showing that an inter-
linked food-waste chain is pos-
sible, points out Dr. David Mellor,
extension poultry marketing spec-
ialist. The food cycle on the farm
works its way down through tur-
keys, cattle, hogs, ducks and fish.
The fish are finally ground up and
fed back to turkeys and hogs. The
farm annually produces 4,000 tur-
keys, 260 hogs, 256 head of cattle
and 500 ducks on only 10 acres
of land. Poultry fits in well in
the food-waste chain as the feed
to food conversion for all poultry
is among the best of any animal

species,

“And such were some of you,

Farmers H;\_n Jan. 31
Deadline to Send In
1971 Wage Reports

Farmers and crew leaders who
employ farm workers have until
January 31 to send 1971 wage
reports and social security con-
tributions to the Internal Revenue
Service.

According to Wayne Klipping,
social security manager in Vernon,
a farm worker is covered by social
security if an employer paid him
£150 or more in cash wages for
farm work in 1971—or if the em-
ployee did farm work for the em-
ployer on 20 or more days during
the year.

Social security contributions in-
clude 5.2 per cent of the employ-
ee's covered wages, plus a match-
ing amount paid by the employer.

Grass Tetany

Grass tetany in beef cows can
be a problem during the winter
season, says Dr. James Armstrong,
extension service veterinarian.

Attorney General of Texas

“What can I do to get out of
this contract? This gyp outfit
came by and talked me into sign-
ing up with them, and I am really
unhappy with the deal.”

The Consumer Protection Divi-
sion of the Attorney General's of-
fice hears this plaintive plea all
too often, but the sad truth of
the matter is that there is not
much anyone can do about a sit-
uation like this. When you put
your signature on that dotted
line, in the eyes of the law you've
had it. It is almost impossible to
“get out” of the contract as the
many consumers contacting our
office desire, and if consumers
want to try to break the contract
they need to get their own private
attorney. This is not something
which the attorney general’s office
can do for them.

If the above seems to put the
consumer in hot water, remember
we are talking about his plight
after he has signed the contract.
Happily, he does have options pri-
or to signing on the dotted line.
The informed consumer will, of
course, always be wary when en-
tering into a contract. This is the
first rule of survival in the world
of legal contracts and red tape.
Anytime you are asked to sign
an instrument in a business deal,
you can be pretty sure that there
is a reason and that the person
asking you to sign is not just an
autograph collector in the sense
that that term is normally used.
Any instrument may be a contract,
so read it thoroughly . . ., read
every single word, even the small
ones. Many times the small ones
are the ones that cause you the
most trouble later on. The second
rule for survival then is to read
every instrument carefuly before
you sign.

The third rule is that if you
don’t understand something you
have been asked to sign, refuse
to sign it. Don't take chances.
Don’t take the word of the person
with whom you are dealing un-
less you know personally of his
honesty and reliability.

Even then take what he says
with a grain of salt. You will be
better off if you get help
from your own lawyer, from a
legal aid agency, or from some-
one upon whom you can rely be-
fore you jump into any legal deal.

The next rule for survival
would be to refuse to be rushed.
Take your time and determine
that the contract you are entering
into is one by which you wish to
be bound. If you have any doubt,
do not sign the contract until you
have fully resolved it. Remember,
after you sign the contract you
are bound. It is too late to back

If the purpose of
the contract is legitimate and val-
id and the person with whom you
are dealing is reliable, in nearly
all cases the opportunity will be
available in the morning the same
as it is tonight. It is a good pol-
icy to refuse to enter into a con-
tract which must be signed then
or never.

Another rule to follow is never
sign a contract just to get rid of a

persistent salesman. Many times
we get letters from people who
sign a contract “just to get rid
of that salesman” only to find out
that they have obligated them-
selves to a legal and binding con-
tract. You should never sign a
contract until you know the total

sign the contract.
A cardinal rule in the area of
contracts is never sign a contract
which contains blank spaces ‘to
be filled in later.” Remember, the
dishonest salesman can fill the
blanks in any way he wants to af-
ter he has gone, and you have no
way of proving that you did not
agree to the terms that the sales-
man inserted. If a business deal
is important enough to require
a contract, it is important enough
to fill out the contract completely
before signing it. Under no cir-
cumstances should you be rushed
into signing a contract with blank
spaces.
A contract that reads ‘“as is"”
means that there is no guarantee
of any type given with the sale
of the merchandise. If you believe
you are getting a guarantee, be
sure to get a copy of the guaran-
tee in writing. Read and under-
stand the guarantee. Know what
is covered by the guarantee, who
is to make the necessary repairs
or replacement, the period for
which the guarantee runs and oth-
er salient points.
Another rule to follow is don’t
be fooled or confused by legal
double-talk. As pointed out above,
it's what's on the paper that
counts regardless of what the
salesman says or promises., Even
if he intends to keep his prom-
ises, his boss may not let him. He
may not be around or he may say
that there was a misunderstand-
ing, It is virtually impossible to
prove that the salesman made
any oral promises. It is just a
swearing match between you and
the salesman and you have the
burden of proof. Besides he has
that contract with your signature
on the dotted line to back him up.
Finally if you do sign on the
dotted line, get a copy of the
contract then. Don't wait for one
to be mailed to you at a later date
and once you get a copy of the
contract keep it. It is for your
protection if questions or diffi-
culties arise at a later date.

Batteries Lose Power .

“The Sample Case” notes that
batteries lose a lot of their power
when they get cold. So much, in
fact, that a healthy, fully charged
battery at 80 degrees will have
only 65 per cent of its power at
freezing, and only 40 per cent at
zero. To keep your battery up
and in top shape, the publication
recommends the following: keep
the top of the battery clean; be
sure the cables are free of corro-
sion (a greenish-white build-up
that is easy to see); coat the con-
nections with grease or other cor-
rosion inhibitor to prevent this
build-up, and make certain the
engine is in good condition. Even
a strong battery cannot start an
engine that needs a tune-up.
