As Easter Seal representative, 
he is the person to contact to re­
quest rehabilitation services from 
the Easter Seal Society for Crip­
pled Children and Adults o f Tex­
as. These services include physical 
and occupational therapy, speech 
and hearing programs and special 
information services to help solve 
the many problems faced by the 
families of handicapped children 
and adults. Last year over 22,000 
handicapped people received help 
from the Texas Easter Seal So­
ciety. With the costs of providing 
expert professional rare rising, 
more money than ever will be 
needed.

Funds help support 19 centers 
in Texas, where crippled children 
and adults are treated, regardless 
of their ability to pay. Walkers, 
wheelchairs, and related ser%ices 
are provided to those who cannot 
provide for themselves.

“ The people of Texas have al­
ways responded generously to 
helping the handicapped, and I 
feel certain they will make it pos­
sible to ini rease Easter Seal ser­
vices to crippled Texans through­
out the coming year,”  Mr. Kincaid 
said.

Under the new system auth­

orised by the 62nd Legislature 
during its 1971 regular session, 
Texas schools will be required 
to divide thoir 180-day school 
year into three quarters in­
stead of two semesters. A school 
district may also operate a 
fourth quarter if it chooses, pay­
ing for the extra time out of 
local tuition charges or tax 
funds.

Moit Ttxas <li.-tricts are ex­
pected to offer three quarters of 
insti'uction, ut least during the 
Arst year. State funds allocated 
to districts under the Foundation 
School Program will cover only 
the usual 180 days o f instruction 
plus 10 days for teacher inservice 
training.

Texas high schools (grades 9- 
12) will have two options in meet­
ing accreditation standards. They 
may grant credit under the cur­
rent semester unit plan but extend 
the instruction time spent daily 
or weekly in a course. Or, they 
may grant credit on a quarter unit 
plan which would, in effect, grant 
less credit for fewer hours of in­
struction.

Detailed deAnitions in the new 
guidelines will allow more flexible 
scheduling o f student* for individ- 
ualizeil instruction, continuous 
progress programs, and still as­
sure an adequate number o f hours 
for cla.ss work, according to 
Charles Nix, Texas Education 

I Agency associate commissioner.

“ Members o f our task force in­
cluded experienced profcsaionala 
from a wwssber of department* 
within the Texas Education Agen­
cy. We have also met with school 
administrators and teachers at ma­
jor conforMics« and at small in­
formal gatherings in all sections 
of the .<t*t« in order to get their 
viewpoints and suggestions for 
implementing the new plan.

“ This foundation work has tak­
en time, but we believe it will 
have more time and avoid a num­
ber o f mistakes in the long run,”  
Nix added.

A .sample three-quarter calen­
dar outlined tor the 1972-73 
school year could begin on Aug­
ust 21, 1971, and run until May 
31, 1973. The Arst quarter would 
run from August 21 to November 
24, 1972, with seven days o f 
teacher insenrice training and 
three holidays. The second quar­
ter would run from November 27 
to March 2, 1973, with two in- 
service days and eight holidays. 
The third quarter would begin 
March 6 and end on May 31, with 
one teacher inservicc day and 
three holidays.
