Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER 6 ON THE BALLOT (SJR 7) 
. General Election November 7, 1972

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article V III,

« ! • — tho «ame as in 1972— and 
farm-stored and warehouse-stor­
ed loans are aveilable to pro­
ducers who participate in the 
program. As in past years, pro­
ducers who elect to set aside 
only Ike acreage resjuired for 
participation will be eligible for 
certificates on their allotment 
acres and for loans on all 
wheat produced on the farm.

Farmers who elect to partici­
pate in the voluntary option may 
set a.side additional acreage up 
to 150 per cent of their domestic 
wheat allotment. Payment rate 
for this additional set a.side will 
be 88 cents per bushel, times the 
farm’s established yield, times the 
acres set aside. In 1972 the vol­
untary option was limited to 75 
per cent of their domestic allot­
ment with a payment of 94 cents 
per bushel. Producers who choo.se 
this option must agree to limit 
their total 197.3 wheat program 
acreage planted for harvest. The 
limit will be their 1972 spring 
and winter wheat program acre­
ages plus the 1972 voluntary .set 
aside minus the 197-3 voluntary 
set-aside acreage. Program acre­
ages are tho.se reported and ac­
cepted for compliance in 1972.

Substitution provisions of the 
197.3 wheat program are identical 
to those in 1972 with corn, grain 
sorghums, barley or soylieans al­
lowed for pre.servation of allot­
ment history. The I 'SDA al.so an­
nounced that the 1973 fee<l grain 
program will have a mandatory- 
set aside for barley o f not less 
than 25 per cent o f the farm’s 
barley base, with other details of 
the feed grain program to be an­
nounced later.

Loan discounts for undesirable 
varieties o f wheat have been dis­
continued. Undesirable varieties 
listed in the past were thu.se deem­
ed not suitable for milling pur­
poses. The USDA said that leas

Producers will again receive 
preliminary payments after July 
1. 1973, equal to 75 per cent 
of the estimated face value of 
the wheat certificate. Any re- 
mainder will be paid after Dec. 
1. 1973. Face value of the wheat 
certificate will again be the dif­
ference between 100 per cent 
of the July 1. 1973. parity and 
the n.itional average market 
price received by farmers dur­
ing the firet five months of the 
marketing year.

As in the pa.st two years, a 
producer will earn ceitifu-ate pay­
ments ha.sed on his domestic allot­
ment times the farm's established 
yield, and producers are not re­
quired to plant wheat to earn 
certificate payments. However, 
failure to plant at lea.st 90 per 
rent of the farm’s 1973 domestic 
wheat allotment to either wheat, 
corn, grain sorghum, tiarley or 
soybeans can result in reriuction 
of allotment liy- as much as 20 
per cent. Under the .Agricultural 
•Act of 1970, if no wheat or sub­
stitute crops are plantetl for 
three consecutive years, the en­
tire allotment may be lost. All 
allotments removed from farms 
will be reallocated to other wheat 
farms.

Substitution provisions allow 
acreage devoted to feed grain or 
soybean.  ̂ to be considered to 
wheat to prevent loss of history 
and to qualify for payments. 
Acreage devoted to wheat or soy­
beans will he ronsitlered planted 
to feed grains to prevent loss of 
that ba.se. This enables a producer 
to plant the combination of wheat, 
feesl grain or soybeans that best 
fits hi.s operation and preserve his 
planting history and program ben­
efits.

The 1973 national wheat al- 
letmonl it 19.7 million acrot, 
at announced on April 17. The 
■llotmoni roproeentt the acro- 
age required to produce the S3S 
million buehcle for which cor- 
lificalci will bo ieiuod to par­
ticipating producer*. Th* na­
tional allotment i* based on a 
national average yield of 31.0 
bueheU per acre. In 1972 it 
was 19.7 million acres and th* 
national average yield was 29.8 
bushel* per acre which also re­
sulted in 535 million bushels 
on which certificate* were is­
sued to producers. The 86 per 
cent set aside applied to the 
new alintment will give a pro­
ducer about the same set aside 
this year a* last.

Acreage which is not planted 
due to drought, flood or other 
natural disaster* or a condition 
beyond the control of the pro­
ducer will be considered plant­
ed to wheal. Also, any producer 
who make* a required acreage 
set aside but elects to receive 
no payment will not lose allot­
ment.
Under the current program, the 

farmer may plant a.- much wheat 
or any other non-quota crop a.* 
he wishes after he has met hi* 
acreage *et-a-iilc and con.-erving 
ba.«e requin-moi.t-.

K.stablishetl summer - fallow ' 
farms which devote at least 55 
per cent of their cropland to that 
use will not be required to set 
aside any additional acreage in 
order to qualify for program ben­
efits.

.As in 1972, land offered for 
set a.side must be equally produc­
tive and similar to that on which 
the program crop is to be grown. 
Producers may graze .set-aside 
acres except during the five prin­
cipal months of the normal grow­
ing season, but .«et-aside acreage 
must be protected against erosion, 
weeds, insect damage and rodents,

In 1973, sweet -sorghum again 
may be planted on the set-aside 
acreage and grazed, except during 
the five months of the growing 
.season.

Producers who wish to qualify 
for program l)enefits need to sign 
up to participate. Sign-up dates 
will be announced later for the 
1973 program. A producer may 
participate in the wheat program 
on any or all farms in which he 
has an interest, as he wishes.

NUMBER 5 ON THE BALLOT (HJR 3bl 
Gerseral Election Novemlter 7, 1972

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 2. 

Article V III Constitution o f 
the State of Texas, be amended 
to read at follows:

“ Section 2. (a) All occupa­
tion taxes shall be equal and 
uniform upon the same class o f 
subjects within the limits o f 
the authority levying the tax; 
but the legislature may, by gen­

I son who is mentally ill in a hoi- 
I pilal for the rest of his life, is 
' drastically changing and consid­
erable success is being achieved 
in the treating of out-patients 
through the Outreach Service Cen­
ters. Incidentally, Foard ( ounty 
residents are served by the Quii- 
nah outreach center.

.Mr. Trent said that the out­
reach centers are designed to as­
sist rural Texans in the same man­
ner as residents of metropolitan 
areas are helped by the many fa­
cilities available in bigger towns.

One of the main deterrents to 
treating mental illness, accoixling 
to Trent, is doing away with the 
stigma always attached to mental

illness, and have people come in 
for help.

The Outreach Centers provide 
out-patient care, help for mental 
illness patients (or as Trent said 
"people with a problem"), mental 
retardation, alcoholism and drug 
abuse.

Tranquilizers, although not a 
cure for mental illness, are used 
extensively in treating the dis- 
ea.-̂ e, as 'they slow the person 
ilown and make them easier to 
treat.
