Curley Hays of Abilene, farm 

and ranch representative for West 
Texas Utilities Co. and a game 
official for the Southwest Con­
ference football, was the speaker 
at the M’ednesday, October 25, 
meeting of the Rotary Club of 
Crowell.

Hays frankly expresed the opin­
ion that professional football 
"stinks.”

111 
plays are run while in the average 
college game, the total number 
o f plays run jump.s to 148.

He cited the difficulty officials 
have had, especially in intersec­
tional games. He said there are 
three sets of rules being used in 
different parts of the country, 
which makes officiating even more

STATE ACTION TO HALT 
WATER RATE INCREASE

The Texas M'ater Development 
Board, acting on a request by 
the Greenhelt Municipal and In­
dustrial W’ater Authority, has 
voted to extend a portion o f the 
principal maturities o f its bonds 
by refunding 1110,000 into long­
er maturities, it was announced 
last week by Henry Black, Crow­
ell’s representative on the Green- 
belt board of directors.

The 0110,000 was to be paid 
in a total o f $460,000 in payments 
in the next five years, but will 
he payable in two equal payments 
o f $55,000 on July 10, 2003, and 
July 10. 200 4.

The refund lowered the pay­
ments in the next five years to

equal payments of $70,000 in­
stead of the prior payments of 
$70,000 in 1073, $80,000 in 1074, 
$00,000 in 1075, $105,000 in
1076, an<i $115,000 in 1077.

The Greenhelt Water .Authority 
supplies water for several cities in 
thK area including Crowell. Chil­
dress, Hedley, Clarendon and Qua- 
nah. The water is supplied by Lake 
Greenhelt near Clarendon.

REVENUE SHARING 
^STRINGS’ LISTED

Foard County, to receive $39,- 
296.00 in federal revenue-sharing 
funds, has been informed of rules 
governing .«pending the money.

The fund.s may not be used by 
state and local governments to 
match federal funds or other sim­
ilar federal grant-in-aid programs.

But they can he used to supple­
ment other federal grant funds. 
State governments may not reduce 
financial aid to local governments 
from non-revenue sharing funds 
and revenue sharing funds may 
not he used in a manner that dis­
criminates on the basis of race, 
color, national origin or .sex.

Local governments are requir­
ed to provide that all laborers
