$4.20 under effective parity. Hogs 
at $29.."iO are more than $2 under 
effective parity.

Crop price.« show an even great­
er parity discrepancy. Cotton at 
21.2 cents per pound compared 
with an effective parity price of 
57.20 cents per pound.

Two Minutes 
With the Bible

W ithout the Law

In Rom. .3:21,22, we find a mo.-t 
striking statem ent:

“ But now the righteousness of 
God without the law is manife-t- 
ed, being witnessed by the law 
and the prophets;

“Even the righteousness of God 
. . . hy Jesus Christ unto all and 
upon all them that believe . . .’’

The “ righteousness of God,’’ be­
stowed upon believers, apart from 
the law? Do you believe that? 
This is difficult for many people, 
especially religious people, to ac­
cept, yet here it is in the written 
Word of God: “ Now the right­
eousness of God without the law 
has been m anifested.’’ And the 
pa.ssage goes on to say tha t the 
law and the prophets bear witness 
tha t this is righteousness indeed, 
for it is the righteousness of 
Christ freely conferred upon the 
believer.

But how shall we interpret the 
words “but now,” in this pas­
sage? When was this “bestowed 
righteousness” first manifested or 
revealed? At Calvary? No, there 
it was purchased for us, but not 
yet proclaimed. Under our Loid's 
“ great commission” to His eleven 
apostles, then? No, not one rec­
ord of this commission contains 
one word about ju.stification 
through the finished work of 
Christ at Calvary.

M'as it a t Pentecost, then, that 
C hrist’s righteousness was first 
proclaimed for the remission of 
sins. No, not even a t Perteco.-t. 
There convicteil hearers were still 
told “ repent and be baptized . . . 
for the remission of sins” (.Acts 
2:3S).

It was not until Paul that this 
blessed mes.sage went fo .th . It 
was Paul, and no one until Paul, 
who declared: “ But now the right­
eousness of God without the law 
is m anifested.”

This was appropriate, since 
Paul was the chief of sinnei"s, 
saved by grace, and through him 
God could now send forth  the 
glorious message that sinners may 
be saved by grace, through faith 
in the One who died for their 
sins: “ In whom we have redemp­
tion, through His blood, the for- 
g iv en ett o f tin s according to  the 
tiche« o f His grace” (F7ph. 1:7).

15,500 Cotton 
Samples Graded at 
Altus Last Week

The USDA Cotton Division 
classing office at .Altus graded 
15,500 samples for the week end­
ing January  12, and the season 
total .stood at 245.000 samples 
classes. W eather brought cotton 
harvesting to a complete halt, al­
lowing gins, warehouses, and the 
classing office to clear accumu­
lated back-logs, according to  C. 
E. Cox, officer in charge at Altus. 
Last year at this time only 87,500 
samples had been graded, and 
two years ago 192,800.

Total classed from North Tex­
as counties this year stood at 41,- 
000 samples, compared with 13,- 
000 last year a t this date, and 
25,800 two years ago.

The Agricultural Marketing Ser­
vice reported that cotton m arket­
ing activity was about one-third 
higher than the previous week. 
Demand increased, and average 
prices advanced during the week. 
Some of the lower qualities show­
ed no gain to about 50 points 
increase, while some of the better 
qunlities increased up to 105 
points over previously reported 
levels. Cottonseed was reported 
unchanged at |6 6  per ton.
