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brought an additional .3 inch of 
moisture. This makes .56 inch of 
moisture for the month of April.

In addition to the light snow, 
the mercury dropped to the upper 
20’s by early Monday morning, 
and speculation continues as to 
the amount of damage done the 
small grain crops. Most observers 
say the fruit crop was destroyed 
by the low temperature«.

The county received a big April 
snow in 1938 and a check of the 
Foard County News files of that 
time showed that the county av­
eraged about 8 bushels o f wheat 
to the acre that year.

According to the old papers, in 
addition to some damage from 
the cold, the crop suffesed heavily 
that year from hail, as well as ex­
cessive moisture about harvest 
time.

So, it looks like only time will 
tell what the damage will be to 
the wheat crop.

Two Minutes 
with the Bible

Ckorck o* Firo
The Chicago newspapers carried 

an account several years ago o f 
a large church, burned to the 
ground, at a loas o f about half 
a million dollars. Our sympathy 
went out to the pastor and con­
gregation who, at beat, had to 
carry on for a time under make­
shift arrangements.

But the account reminded me 
of the story of another church on 
fire. The crowds had gathered to 
see the fire engines pour water 
on the burning building, when one 
man spotted a friend in the crowd. 
“ Hi, Boh!”  he shouted: ’''This is 
the fiist time I’ve seen you at 
church!”  “ Well,”  responded the 
other, “ this is the first time I’ve 
seen a church on fire!”

We write this as a special ap­
peal to true, born-again Chris­
tians. Isn’ t it true that if believ­
ers were more “ on fire”  for Christ, 
more completely told out to Him, 
those who are now diaintercated 
would be more apt to become in­
terested and come to know Him 
as their Savior? We ao soon lose 
interest or become discouraged, 
and quit. This is why the Apostle 
Paul, that tireless ambasaador for 
Christ, wrote:

“ Therefore, my beloved breth­
ren, be ye stedfaat, unrooveable, 
always abounding in the work o f 
the Lord, forasmuch aa ye know 
that your labor it not in vain in 
the Lord”  (I Connthians 15:58).

This, we repeat, ia his exhorta­
tion only to believers, for God 
will not accept our money or our 
good works, until we have first 
accepted from Him “ the gift o f 
God,”  which is "sternal Ufa, 
through Jesus Christ our Lord”  
(Romans 6:231.

Accept that g ift; trust the 
Christ who died for your sins and 
He will give you plenty to do—  
the most rewarding service any 
man can possibly render.
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after all a guy’s entitled to a 
rest. No stealing neither.

’ ’But the cops started arresting 
the girls.

“ Each bust meant going to bail 
them out, and then money for the 
bondsman and the lawyer. They 
were losing time because of the 
arrests, so it wa« a very hard 
time for us.

“ Well, the upshot is that I had 
to go back to work for my bookie 
friend. One of his marks had 
welshed and he needed me to go 
get the money.”

The moral shock o f so-called 
“ victimless”  vice —  prostitution, 
gambling and corruption —  has 
faded with the times.

For the most part criminal ac­
tivity o f this “ blue”  nature con­
tinues without complaint. I f there 
is a victim, he is usually a willing 
victim.

But someone always loses— of­
ten the “ victim’s”  family.

In the consensus o f three Texas 
metrol vice squad chiefs: “ Nobody 
gets as upset over prostitution as 
they used to. The only time we 
get a complaint is when a person 
gets clipped or something.”

Most professional gamblers 
willingly admit that a bettor is a 
sucker, that the odds are over­
whelmingly against the bettor. 
Gambling experts have estimated 
that for every dollar bet legally, 
five to seven dollars are wagered 
illegally.

As one famous East Coast book­
maker used to tell his aides, 
“ Boys, don’t be envious of any 
rich customer. No matter how 
much money he makes in his own 
business, remember if he keeps 
playing the horses, he’s working 
for us.”

From the nickle numbers bet 
to the sophisticated computer-cal-' 
culated wager, Texans trusted lady 
luck to the illicit tune of $4.8
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million a day . . . $.33.9 million a 
week . . . $815.2 million a year 
on one sport— professional and 
college football— for one season: 
Sept. 1, 1971, through Jan. 15, 
1972,

The Department o f Public Safe­
ty figures do not include bets on 
horse racing, baseball, basketball, 
or other sporting events.

These unlawful gambles put 
over $97.8 million into the crimi­
nal purses o f an estimated 847 
individuals currently known to be 
operating in organized bookmak­
ing activities in the state.

Says DPS Director Col. Wilson 
Speir: "W e found that football 
betting on a dollar volume basis 
is greater than all other sports 
booking combined in Texas.

“ In contacting other agencies 
and researching DPS intelligence 
files, we determined that for the 
average bookmaking case, to make 
a raid, or get enough evidence 
for a search warrant, required 
360 man hours of surveillance 
work.”

Lacking enforceable legal aids 
and statutes, law enforcement 
personnel work under a handicap 
in deterring organized gambling 
practitioner re. Badly needed is a 
law which w o.ld permit electronic 
surveillance under court supervi­
sion.

Intelligence information reveals 
that a number of bookies used $30 
to $50 per day for public pay tel­
ephones to obtain lines (the odds) 
and make layoffs (a bookie's in­
surance whereby he balances his 
bets on each side of an event) 
from out-of-state and Texas 
sources.

Colonel Speir gave some more 
dollars-and-cents examples of the 
scope o f organized bookmaking in 
Texas:

. . .  A bookmaker averages 12 
per cent return on his betting vol­
ume. For the ’71-72 football sea­
son, this amounted to a tidy $97.8 
tax-free million;

. . . .  On the average, college 
bets make up 66 per cent of the 
bets taken, pro football the re­
maining 34 per cent;

. . . The gross investment or 
bankroll for a bookie to operate 
and stay in business in Texas is 
$30 thousand (for an estimated 
criminal investment of $17.6 mil­
lion) ;

. . .  A raid on a bookie costs 
him about $3 thousand (new loca­
tion, losing bettors and business 
as a result o f the raid).

Prostitution, gambling’s kissing 
cousin, is another “ victimless” 
crime according to the DPS def­
inition: one that implies a willing­
ness on the part of the consumer 
to participate— with no complaints 
afterwaid— in organized criminal 
activity.

Vice squad chiefs point again 
toward today’s liberalism as a re­
flection o f public attitude on pros­
titution.

“ It’s the change in society it­
self . . . today there’s by far a 
greater liberal attitude towrard 
morality.”

“ Some people have a more per­
missive attitude toward prostitu­
tion.”

However, what you get in addi­
tion to prostitution, is its com­
panion crimes.

The prostitute “ works”  to sup­
port her procurer and often to 
support a drug habit. When busi­
ness gets bad due to arrests, the 
procurer often steals. He sella his 
stolen goods to the fence, who 
ups the price and resells the mer­
chandise for a profit.

(In the underworld, fencing 
hardly registers as a crime but as 
a method o f receiving the benefits 
of discount buying without hav­
ing to go to a shopping center.)

Profits from fencing help swell 
the purses o f organized criminals 
— profits which are often used to 
fund heroin trafficking and other 
crimes.

Tip s  intelligence information 
reflects that “ many persons in­
volved in criminal violations with 
respect to prostitution are (or 
were) also involved in the follow­
ing criminal violations: narcotics, 
auto theft, burglary, theft, fen­
cing, stolen goods, armed robbery, 
murder, assault, bribery, graft, 
blackmail, gambling and book­
making.”

In the words o f Dallas Police 
Chief Frank Dyson: “ Prostitution 
goes hand in hand with other
types of crime.

“ Prostitution is involved in
shoplifting in a large way; pros­
titution is involved in drug traffic 
in a large way; prostitution is in­
volved in highly organized crime 
and in violence.”

Organized crime rs not a legal 
category and thus is not legally 
punishable. Legal recourse comes 
from one-at-a-time attempts to 
cripple those elements of organ­
ized crime (i. e. prostitution) 
which operate contrary to the 
laws of the state.

Texas law prohibits prostitution 
and engaging in prostutition. Oth­
er laws make it a crime to keep a 
bawdy house or employ prosti­
tutes.

Living outside these laws can 
be expensive. Brothel prostitutes 
split 60-40 with the house, accord­
ing to the DPS report. Prostitutes 
working with procurers split 50- 
50.

DPS analyses of prostitution 
uncovered a number of circuits 
working in and out of Texas, say­
ing that a prostitute averages 10 
to 14 days at each circuit location.

As a result of local and state en­
forcement agency investigations, 
many arrests have been made.

From the independent street­
walker to the professional circuit 
call girl, prostitution contributes 
millions o f dollars to organized 
crime coffers, the DPS believes.

It used to be that you could 
point out the prostitutes on the 
streets, comments one young wo­
man. “ They wore spike heels, 
no hose and lacy evening dresses 
in the middle o f the day. But now 
they dress like everyone else and 
you can’t recognize them.

“  I hear a lot of them are col- 
lege girls; some are married,”  she 
added, “ working to earn extra 
money.”

Such was the case in one county 
where DPS undercover operatives 
broke up a call girl operation in 
hotels.

Charges o f pandering were 
brought again.st a 47-year-old se­
curity guard who claimed to have 
300 women working for him. Auth­
orities estimated the number was 
more like 50. Testimony revealed 
that some clients paid $100 an 
hour for the girls to come to their 
rooms.

As has been pointed out, chang­
ing morality has little to do with 
either prostitution or gambling in 
Texas.

They are businesses— lucrative 
ones. The customer rarely, if ever, 
considers the legality of the vice 
in question. As long as the public 
is willing to participate, there will 
be a market.

Extent of winter damage will 
result in some other highway con­
struction projects being deferred 

j to complete the weather-induced 
repairs to prevent more extensive 
damage.

Fantastic at it may sound, food today is still a 
bargain. Put the situation in its proper perspoctive and you 
realize this it true. While we complain about the high cost 
of food, most of the world population's major concern it 
firxJing enough food to just stay alive.

While we complain that beef steak and hamburger 
and bacon and broilers "are out of tight financially", 
two-thirds of the world's peoples are happy if they can find 
a piece of bread or any scrap of meat to help them survive 
from one day to the next.

Because of the production eff icierKies of agricultural 
producers, food in this country is in abundant supply and is 
of top quality. We are the only nation in the world that can 
produce enough for ourteh/es and have leftovers for the rest 
of the world.

This has rrat come about by accident. It is the quiet 
revolution that has been going on all around us without 
fanfare or notice by consumers. Ample food production is 
this nation's greatest blessing. Agricultural producers have 
constantly been increasing production. This is one of the 
major reasons food is still one of the best bargains in our 
economy today.

Consider these facts as they relate to farm prices 
before blaming the farmer for high costs of food:

Farm prices for food are up only six percent from 20 
years ago.

The farmer gets only 40 cents out of each dollar 
spent on food; the rest goes for transportation, processing, 
packaging arxJ marketing.

During the last quarter of 1972, the average American 
family spent only 15.8 percent of his irKome after taxes for 
food. Even with increases in early 1973, the level is about 
16 percent. Compare this with 23 percent 20 years ago.

Farm production costs have more than doubled in the 
past 20 years; hired help is up two and half times higher 
than 20 years ago while farm machinery has more than 
doubled.

Average wage rates per hour of non-farm production 
workers are more than two and a half times higher than 20 
years ago. In 1950, norvfarm production workers averaged 
$1.33 per hour; in 1972 they averaged 3.65 per hour; in 
1973 it was up to S3.78 per hour.

While retail food prices went up 33 percent from 
1965 through 1972, per capita income was increasing 62 
percent.

SINCE 1950 if prices receivad by farmers for cattle 
had risen at the same rate as first class postage, cattle would 
now bring $72 per hundred pounds. Had cattle prices risen 
at the same rate as hospital care costs, cattle would now 
bring $179.69 per hundred pourKis.

Although farm prices have shown some increases in 
recent months, agricultural irx;ome is still below the rest of 
the eocnomy. Parity-that figure used to show how 
agriculture is faring with the rest of the economy-is about 
80 percent, still 20 percent under the rest of the economy.

The prices the cattlemen get today for their livestock 
are only slightly higher than they were receiving 20 years 
ago.

Only six commodities are currently above parity; all 
others are at price levels below that ratio.

— Apply ice packs to the area 

surrounding the bite.
Do not treat the wound as you 

would a snake bite. Do not cut 
the fang punctures. Do not ap­
ply suction. Do not employ a 
tourniquet.

The Department of Agriculture 
brochure says an insecticide call­
ed lindane is effective in con­
trolling this pest. It should be 
sprayed along baseboards, behind 
furniture and pictures, beneath 
boxes and around other objects 
which serve as hiding places.

You should limit the amount 
of lindane you use. Do not spray 
large surfaces such as walls, floors 
or ceilings. The brochure warns 
lindane users to follow directions 
on the insecticide package care­
fully, taking notice of the cau­
tions listed.

U. Europe 
Food Prices

Although food prices continue 
to increase in the U. S., food 
is still a better buy than in the 
European countries, says an econ­
omist for the extension service. 
In the U. S., the average family 
‘-pends less than a fifth of its in­
come on food. In Italy and Eng­
land this total is a third, in France 
one-fourth, and in Germany 30 
per cent. It also takes less work 
to buy food in the U. S. and its 
quality is the highest in the world.

Brown Recluse 
Spider in Need of 
Control Measures

Spring, with its attendant craw­
ly pests, is not too far off.

Texan« are becoming increas­
ingly concerned about one pest 
in particular— the brown recluse 
spider.

A brochure from the U. S. De­
partment o f Agriculture says that 
the brown recluse has been in 
North America for centuries, but 
until 1967 it was not known that 
it had a poisonous bite.

The little spider is not aggres­
sive. It prefers to hide in dark 
quiet places. But it will sometimes 
bit« if handled, or when it is trap­
ped in clothing.

Normal reactions to the bite 
include intense local pain, a blis­
ter, inflammation o f the affected 
area and an ulcerated aore.

The bite of this pest is especial­
ly dangerous to children, to the 
elderly and to those in poor physi­
cal condition. However, fatalities 
from the bite o f the brown re­
cluse are very rare.

The mature brown recluse spi-

der, also called the “ brown spi­
der’’ or “ fiddleback spider,’ ’ has 
a body about 3 /8  inch long and 
3/16 inch wide. Its legspan is 
about the size o f a half-dollar.

The most noticeable mark on 
the brown recluse is a dark, fiddle­
shaped «rea on the front half of 
its back.

The bite from the spider is usu­
ally followed by intense pain. 
Sometimes the victim is not im­
mediately aware that he ha.s been 
bitten, and an hour or more may 
pass before he experiences dis­
comfort.

The first visible symptom o f 
brown recluse poisoning is a small 
white blister at the site o f the 
fang punctures. The affected area 
enlarges and becomes inflamed. 
Eventually, affected tissues begin 
to die and peel away.

If you think you have been 
bitten by a brown recluse spider, 
get immediate medical attention. 
Keep calm and, if possible, try 
to find the spider that bit you—  
positive identification o f the spider 
by an expert can be helpful.

Although there is no specific 
antidote for the bite of the brown 
recluse spider, patients have re­
sponded well to steroids, antihis­
tamines and antibiotic«.

Immediately after being bitten:
— Apply an antiseptic solution 

to the fang punctures to help pre-
