FORECAST FOR COUNTY

County Continues 
to Receive 
Spring Rains

Now Is the Time 
for Notaries Public 
to Be Re-Appointed

Secretary o f State Mark W. 
White Jr. announced that all pres­
ently commissioned notaries pub­
lic desiring re-appointment for 
the new term which begins June 
1, 1973, and ends June 1, 1975, 
must pay the required fee and 
file a new oath and bond with the 
county clerk between May 1,

Within recent years organized 

crime has gained a foothold in the 
legitimate business world in Tex­
as.

Credit card theft, criminal “ mo­
nopolies,”  extortion and stock 
fraud are beginning to get their 
share o f attention from law en­
forcement officials at all levels.

The Texas Organized Crime 
Prevention Council co-chaired by 
Attorney General John Hill and 
Colonel Wilson E. Speir, Director 
o f the Department o f Public Safe­
ty, is mapping an all-out campaign 
on this relatively new organised 
crime endeavor in our state.

Credit card companies and inno­
cent merchants are feeling the 
pinch of organized criminal rings 
as well as individual operators.

Illinois recently completed an 
exhaustive three-year investiga­
tion into the criminal field. Esti­
mates there are that illicit credit 
card practices cost companies in 
that state more than (20 million 
during the period under study.

One high-rolling crook bragged 
he “ averaged out around $50,000 
a year”  and boasted various credit 
card companies would verify he 
had “ beat them out o f $30,000 
to $40,000 in cash.”

figures for Texas available at this 
time. The Illinois investigation 
was under a legislative mandate.

But there ia no doubt Texas 
credit card firms are being bilked, 
as newspaper stories verify almost 
daily.

In a North Texas city not long 
ago, police officers se is^  between 
600 to 700 credit cards and iden­
tity documents which had been 
stolen.

Credit card theft is an all too 
frequent occurrence, as court rec­
ords throughout the state will 
show.

The underworld price for a 
credit card ranges from $25 to 
$100— depending on its origin.

Cards stolen from the U. S. 
mails and bank cards go for the 
top price.

Stolen cards procured by pick­
pockets, burglars or prostitutes 
who “ roll”  ’a client are in the 
cheaper price brackets because 
their loss is more quickly noticed.

These cards usually are good 
for a buying spree lasting from 
two days to a week. Typically, a 
thief will either purchase mer­
chandise or sell the card outright.

When a card gets “ hot”  it often 
will be left in some public place. 
Smooth operators pick a neigh­
borhood where the finder usually 
would not be inclined to turn in 
the card anyway.

When the unsuspecting— and 
dishonest at heart— finder tries to 
make a purchase he may not only 
get caught on nis own fraud at­
tempt but may also be left hold­
ing the sack for all the previous 
illegal buys.

Organized crime has eagerly 
reached into this type o f profes­
sionalism, adding the aspect of 
collusion as it refines the process.

One shyster explains “ some com­
panies are so interested in giving 
you credit, they very seldom go 
into a really thorough check of 
a card applicant’ i  background.”

A credit card obtained through 
a fraudulent application is con 
sidered the “ safest”  by business 
crooks.

Merchandise obtained with 
fraudulent credit cards is especial 
ly valauble to the thief’s “ fence’ 
(dealer in stolen goods.)

A “ fence”  doesn’t ask where 
the goods came from. Television 
sets, shotguns, clothes —  items 
such as these make up the bulk 
o f hot merchandise found on the 
fence’s shelves.

Fraudulent credit cards are 
used to mainuin luxury living 
habits, to gain funds for legal ad­
vice and bail bonds.

Stealing and selling a credit 
card is a common means for a 
drug addict to obtain funds to 
support his habit.

Fraudulent —  and legitimate—  
credit cards often are used by 
criminals to do everything from 
settle a gambling debt to keeping 
his automobiles running.

Some credit card abuses involv­
ed collusion with employees or 
even the merchants themselves. A 
store clerk will write a fraudulent

sales invoice on a “ hot”  card, then 
give his cohort half the value of 
the merchandise which is left on 
the shelf.

Later, that same crooked em­
ployee sells the merchandise to a 
legitimate purchaser at full value 
. . . or sells it to an out-of-town 
friend or gives it to another mer­
chant at a lower price.

Forgetful customers will go o ff 
and leave their credit cards at 
times, opening the door for dis­
honest employees to haul in the 
loot.

This is especially true at ser­
vice stations where such items as 
tires or batteries can be charged 
without knowledge o f the credit 
card owner and later sold to a 
“ fence”  for cash.

Crooked transactions such as 
these are punishable under state 
laws.

Most Texans are credit card 
holders from one or more major 
companies. Each o f these com­
panies has simple reporting sys­
tems for lost or stolen cards. Ev­
ery card holder should maintain 
his own file o f card numbers sep­
arate from the cards themselves 
so that he will have this informa­
tion for reporting in case hrs 
cards are lost or stolen. Missing 
cards should be immediately re­
ported to the card issuing com­
pany to insure minimum risk to 
the rightful cardholder.

Less easy to pinpoint and rep­
rimand than credit card abuses are 
some o f the more subtle tactics 
practiced through underwolrd cir­
cles to gain footholders in legiti­
mate business enterprises.

Mob infiltration o f the business 
community appears in many dis­
guises.

According to the U. S. Cham­
ber o f Commerce, an industry or 
firm may serve as a front to cam­
ouflage the presence o f criminal 
individuals or syndicate opera­
tions.

Specifically, organized crime 
uses commercial enterprises as 
sources of reportable income. Bus­
iness fronts are used to siphon- 
o ff profits through legal and il­
legal means and to clothe the 
criminal entrepreneur in an aura 
o f semi-respectability.

Such “ legitimate fronts" also 
are used as a dodge to cover tax 
gimmicks.

Ultimately, of course, the crim­
inal executive is interested in 
making money just like his honest 
counterpart. He just goes about 
it in a different manner utilizing 
scare tactics and sometimes “ mus­
cle.”

Two common racketeer schemes 
involve criminal monopolies and 
extortion.

A national task force on organ­
ized crime points out the d iffer­
ence in the two methods.

A  criminal monopoly is a "pure 
racket”  employing strong-arm tac­
tics to keep competition destroyed 
or scared away to gain business 
success.

Protection money to the mob 
once was a way o f life— and still 
is sometimes— for small business­
men in the large cities o f the East. 
Fail to pay and you get a brick 
through the window or your store 
burns down.

This type of extortion doesn't 
seek to destroy competition as is 
the case with criminal monopoly.

There are no indications, said 
the Organized Crime Prevention 
Council, that Mafia families are 
operating as such in the Lone 
Star State.

However, direct links between 
“ home grown”  Texas hoods and 
the organized underworld do ex­
ist.

One particular scheme which 
has shown up in Texas is the plan­
ned bankruptcy fraud.

A corporation will be set up 
as a going legitimate concern. It 
promptly buys all sorts of equip­
ment through credit and then 
quickly takes voluntary bankrupt­
cy.

The illicit gains are converted 
to cash quickly and the mob has 
pocket money.

This particular device was one 
o f the favorite methods of supply­
ing “ family”  members with their 
every need during the heyday of 
the Mafia in New York and Chi­
cago over a period o f three dec­
ades.

The mind-boggling, whirlwind 
high-finance arena o f stock fraud 
and stock manipulation really 
doesn’t touch the life o f the av­
erage Texan— unless he has his 
life savings invested in a company 
which is involved.

There is evidence o f some link 
to organised crime in specific 
cases, but for the most part dis­
honest businessmen are able to 
operate because there always are 
potential investors with ideas of 
quick wealth.

Where organized crime does 
directly become involved in cor­
porate swindlings, strong-arm tac­
tics are often employed. It is not 
unknown for a mobster to actually 
take over a legitimate business and 
freeze or scare the owner ouL

One classic case came to light 
in South Texas several months 
ago where the owner o f a small 
incorporated business became in­
volved in creation o f a new con­
glomerate through a legitimate

friend.
A “ friend” o f his friend con­

vinced him to put his business into 
the conglomerate “ because it will 
double your profits.”

To the lasting regret of the 
honest businessman, he discovered 
the conglomerate was mob-control­
led. They milked his assets bone- 
dry, even threatening violence at 
one point, then walked away.

This short-term exploitation o f 
the small businessman in Texas is 
not prevalent, but it can happen 
to anyone unless prospective new 
partnerships are carefully check­
ed.

Recognition o f the enemy is the 
best weapon against organized 
crime for the average Texan.

The public must be constantly 
aware o f and educated to the fact 
there is organized crime in the 
areas o f theft, prostitution, nar­
cotics, gambling, illegitimate take­
overs o f businesses, credit card 
abuse and all the other by-prod­
ucts o f criminal activity.

Colonel Speir says “ the best de­
fense against organized crime is 
an educated public, a public un­
willing to be victimized.”

He urges “ recognize organized 
crime for what it is and what it 
stands for and then illegally-based 
criminal operations won’t stand a 
chance in Texas if the tax-paying 
citizen is willing to strike with us 
at the economic threshold of mob- 
dom and help us keep our state 
clean.”

The need of weeding out old 
books which are never read was 
emphasized. Libraries should do 
this every one or two years.

Under the loan 
program, boolcs or materials not 
available locally can be requested 
through the local librarian, to the 
Kimp Library in Wichita Falls, 
which is classified Phase 2. I f  not 
available there, the local librarian 
can contact the Phase I library- 
in Fort Worth.

Two Minutes 
with the Bible

Craca aad Dabt

“ Now to him that worketh is 
the reward not reckoned of grace, 
but o f debt.

"But to him that worketh not, 
but believeth on Him that justi- 
fieth the ungodly, his faith ia 
counted for righteousness”  (Rom. 
4:4,5).

As we look back at all the Old 
Testament type«, the narratives, 
the sacrifices, the physical types, 
we exclaim: “ The cross was not 
an accident, nor an afterthought 
on God’s part: He had it in mind 
all the time.”  Surely Paul was 
right when he said of believers 
that God “ hath saved us and call­
ed us with an holy calling, not 
according to our works, but ac­
cording to His own purpose and 
grace, which was given us in Christ 
Jesus before the world began” 
( I I  Tim. 1:9).

It is on the basis of the cross, 
typified all through the Old Tes­
tament, that God now saves us by 
grace through faith alone, and 
the types show that this was His 
eternal purpose. Furthermore 
salvation should be by grace 
through faith.

As our text above declares: I f  
man could earn his salvation it 
would be the payment o f a debt, 
not the bestowal o f a gift— and 
God will never be indebted to any­
one. He will never be in a posi­
tion where He owes us sinners a 
debt. Nor will He ever allow us 
to disgrace ourselves and annoy 
others by our boasting about how 
w'e earned eternal life.

But He can, on the basis of 
the penalty paid at Calvary, be­
stow salvation as a free gift. This 
is why we read:

“ The wages o f sin is death; but 
the Gift o f God ia eternal life 
through Jesus Christ our Lord” 
(Rom. 6:23).

“ It is the Gift of God, not of 
works, lest any man should 
boast”  (Eph. 2:8,9). i

A Wsskly Report Of Agri-Butinou Now*

armcast
Compiled From Source*
Of The Texai Department of Agriculture 
John C. Whito, Commi**ionor

Still Only Six . .  . Sheep and Lamb Feeding Spurt* 
Upward . . .  Down But Still Up . . .  Report Suspected Caies.

With all the furor being raised about how high farm 
prices are these days, a government report still notes that 
only six commodities are above parity. Overall parity is 
now piegged at 82 per cent, which means the agricultural 
segment of our economy is still 18 pier cent below being on 
an equal piar with the rest of the economy.

For the record, those six commodities which are 
above parity include hogs, beef cattle, calves, sheep, wool, 
and mohair. Lambs and oats which were above parity in 
February have now slippied under that ratio.

No crop is repiorted at or above piarity prices. 
Cotton's average price of 21 cents is almost 40 cents pier 
px>und below effective parity. Grain sorghum at $2.77 per 
hundred pounds is down two cents from February and 
almost a dollar under piarity. Wheat at S2.16 pier bushel is 
$1.05 per bushel under parity. Corn at $1.75 p>er bushel is 
41 cents below parity Oats, which were above piarity in 
February, now average $1.05 pier bushel, a pienny pier 
bushel under parity.

Hog pirices in Texas as of March 15 averaged $37.20 
pier hundred piounds; that's $3.30 per hundredweight above 
piarity. Calves at $63.40 pier hundredweight are $13.80 
above piarity. Sheep at $19 pier hundred piounds are $7.50 
above piarity. Lambs at $41.60 pier hundred piounds are 30 
cents under parity.

A NINETY pier cent increase in sheep on feed is 
repiorted in Texas compared with a year ago. Drylot sheep 
feeders with a lot capacity of 2,000 head or more had
93.000 sheep and lambs on feed for slaughter as of Apiril, 
according to the Texas Crop and Livestock Repiorting 
Service.

This is 26 per cent above the number on feed a 
month earlier and a whopping 90 per cent above the 
number on feed April 1 of last year.

Placements during March totaled 51,000 head. 
Marketings during March were 32,000 head, 1,000 above 
the intended marketings repiorted earlier

Current intentions are incomplete because additional 
lambs could still be placed on feed and marketed during the 
pieriod.

RED  MEAT production is up and down in Texas. 
Com m ercial slaughtering plants in Texas produced
171.400.000 pounds of red meat during February, This is 
down 12% from the previous month but three per cent 
above the amount produced in February of 1972.

Nationwide, commercial production of red meat 
during February was down five per cent from a year earlier.

GROSS income from chickens sold in Texas during 
1972 was up $300,000 from 1971.

Cash receipts for chickens sold were $4,700,000, up 
from the 1971 cash receipts of $4,400,000. The number of 
chickens raised during 1972, excluding commercial broilers, 
decreased 11 per cent from the previous year.

SUBMIT suspjected screwworm samples to the fly 
laboratory at Mission. This year is oft to a good start in 
controlling the screwworm for 1973, but continued 
reporting of suspected samples is imperative if the program 
is to succeed, authorities at the fly plant at Mission 
emphasize.

County agents and vocational agriculture teachers 
have vials in which the samples can be mailed.

Only Winner in Austin

Son of Former CroweD Resident 
Is National Merit Scholarship Winner

Foard Counk

(Editor’s note: The following 
article appeared in an Austin, Tex­
as, newspaper last week. The sub­
ject of the story is the «on of 
Joe W. Beverly and grandson of 
Mrs. A. Y. Beverly, both o f Aus­
tin, and both o f whom are form­
er Crowell residents.)

Jay Beverly, a McCallum High 
School senior, reads for pleasure 
an hour a day, watches re-runs 
o f Star Trek in the afternoon, and 
M one o f the smartest kids in 
Austin because he knows when 
to listen.

Jay’s formal name is Joe W, 
Beverly, Jr., and he is Austin’s 
only announced National Merit 
Scholarship winner this year, plac­
ing him among approximately 
3,200 top high school graduates 
around the country to receive the 
awards.

His scholarship— along with 
1,100 other winners including Re­
becca D. Fry of Burnet High 
School, and Linda L. Marinik of 
Temple High School— w’as announ­
ced Wednesday.

The three area students will 
receive between $400 and $6,000, 
based on need, to finance their 
college education.

Jay’s is for a full $1,500 per 
year for four years. His ability 
in winning it— through perform­
ance on a nationally administered 
achievement test for high school 
juniors— has brought him a sec­
ond o ffer from the University of 
Maryland for $500 per year and 
a part-time campus job that 
should bring him another $800 
annually.

The 18-year old admits, “ I don’t 
know why I took the University 
o f .Maryland,” when he listed the 
school and the University of Texas 
here as possible college choices.

He said he wants to attend 
school out-of-state and adds that 
the Maryland campus is near 
Washington, D. C., "and I ’ve al­
ways been interested in govern­
ment and journalism.”

But the stocky, boot.<-and-jeans 
clad student also listed mathemat­
ics as a possible major when he 
took the test as a junior and has 
spent “ three to four”  months of 
this year involved in McCallum’s 
extracurricular drama productions.

“ I ’m interested in a lot of 
things,”  he says, adding that “ it’s 
hard to say”  just what he will 
eventually decide to study and 
specialize in.

The conflict, he says is a big 
one. “ I sit back and say, ‘ You 
really can go both ways (between 
the sciences and humanities), and 
that’s the problem’.”

“ It seems like people are trying 
to force you.”  At one school he 
applied to. Jay notes, “ It ’s’ prac­
tically impossible to switch from 
program to program.”  He rejected 
the school as a final choice be­
cause of that, he said.

On his high school education, 
which included one year at Mur­
chison Junior High and three at 
.McCallum, the student says, “ Some 
o f it’s been pretty good and some 
o f it’s been pretty bad."

McCallum’s and the Au.stin In­
dependent School District's pro­
gram. he says frankly, “ is really

no great «hake«," but he add« that 
different courses “ varied greatly 
with the teacher«— I ’ve had «ome 
that are good and «ome that are 
really bad— that»’ really the whole 
thing.”

Asked if he attribute« his scho­
lastic succe«« to anything partic­
ular, he dodges all the normal 
answers.

On homework, h« says he does 
“ what I have to. W'hen I don’t 
have something to do, 1 don’t go 
and hunt for something.”

On hi« family and surroundings, 
he points to his stepbrother and 
the book shelves the two share in 
a cluttered room in their parents’ 
home at 6906 Fairlane Dr. in 
northwest Austin.

On his reading— which has rang­
ed from “ Tom Swift and the Har­
dy Books”  as a kid to Moliere, 
Mark Twain, and Joseph Heller’s 
“ Catch 22”  in later years —  he 
says, “ It’s good to do when you 
don’t have anything else to do.”

But pinned down, he finally ad- 
miU his secret, “ I always felt like
I knew when to listen to some- 

»*one.
Whether it be his father. Joe, 

Sr.; a teachei, or a friend, the 
scholar adds, “ Somehow or an­
other, I was always able to tell 
what was important and what 
wasn’t. And I always tried to 
learn what I needed to know.”

Scabies is caused by small white 

mitea which bite the animal. This 
causes skin irritation that leads 
to itching and the formation of 
scabs which in turn leads to fur­
ther irritation. Cattle scabies does 
not a ffect the quality or whole­
someness o f the meat, but the ir­
ritation can cause decreased meat 
production because the animal 
will not gain weight as rapidly.

Social Worker Is 
Speaker at üon 
Club Meeting

Sammy White o f Knox City, so­
cial worker for this area, was 
the principal speaker at the Lions 
Club’s Tuesday noon luncheon.

Mr. White, an employee o f the 
State Department o f Public Wel­
fare, told of some o f his duties 
as a social worker. He makes reg­
ular visits to Foard County as a 
full-time social worker is not as­
signed here.

Introduced by Lion Emmitt E. 
Howard, Mr. White told briefly 
about the four areas in which he 
works. They are 1. Old age as­
sistance. 2. Aid to the blind. 3. 
Aid to families with dependent 
children. 4. Protective serv’ices 
which means child welfare work.

He added that part o f his duties 
also consists o f assisting the el­
derly who live in rest homes in 
his territory.

Speaking about the AFDC pro­
gram, Mr. White said basically it 
is a fine program, but through 
some court decisions, the program 
is being abused.

He said, in speaking of the 
old age assistance program, that 
eligibility requirements are liberal; 
that is, a person may own up to 
200 acres of land, have as much 
as $3000 in savings and own an 
automobile (any year except the 
present year), and still be eligible 
to receive old age assistance if 
they are 65 years of age or older.

In child welfare work. White 
said every efforl is made to keep 
the child in the home, and remov­
al o f the child from his parents 
is a last resort.

Preceding Mr. White’s talk, 
Mrs. Clarence Garrett spoke brief­
ly on the Foard County Library. 
A  fund drive to assist the local 
library is now in 'progress. She 
was introduced by Lion Pay Shir­
ley.
