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AUSTIN. T ex.-“ The way a man 
comes across on television says 
absolutely nothing about his 
qualifications to govern,” ex­

plains Bob Hardesty, Press 
Secretary to Governor Dolph 
Briscoe and former speech 
writer for President Lyndon B. 
Johnson.

Hardesty, speaking before 
the .Austin Advertising Club, 
said “ On television, the way a 
pervin comes across all too 
often has little to do with what 
he is really like What’s of 
paramount importance is what 
he appears to be like. W'e are 
faced with a basic conflict -  the 
conflict of illusion versus 
reality"

Hardesty defended IB J ’s 
“ illusion that he was devious 
and secretive.” stating that “ it 
was under his (LBJ’s) personal 
orders that there was no press 
censorship in Vietnam -  for the 
first time in the history of 
American warfare.”

There w as the “ illusion that 
he was a southern racist, yet he 
was responsible tor passage of 
every civil rights act since 
reconstruction," his former 
speech writer added.

Governor Briscoe “ lives with 
myths that he is a business­
man's governor, but he vetoed a 
bill which would have raised 
interest rates -  and the myth 
that he is a remote, inaccessible 
governor, but he is the man who 
IS probably more accessible to 
members of the legislature than 
any Governor in recent 
history."

“ My remarks are not directed 
against the television industry 
and the fine people who work in 
It; this is something out of their 
control and is a fact of life.

“ My point is obvious. We 
elect our public officials to run 
our government honestly, ef­
fectively and compassionatley -  
not to entertain us. W'e have our 
Johnnv Carsons for that.” he

stressed.
“ Therein lies the tyranny of 

television. The more we as a 
people become used to the 
suave, polished en tertainers 
and newscasters, the more we 
expect public servants to be like 
them. In this day of 
pre-packaged candidates and 
edited TV compaign spots, it 
takes a long, long time to see 
through a ‘snow job*. The day 
we judge all o u r ' political 
candidates on style, rather than 
merit, we will all be the losers,” 
he concluded.
LBJ W AS ‘TRICKED’ INTO 
QUITTING?-In a UPl interview 

last week Sam Houston 
Johnson, brother of LBJ, said 
"If anybody tells you that he 
didn't intend to run for a second 
term , they’re very badly 
mistaken."

“ He was tricked. He was led 
to believe if he withdrew he'd 
save thousands of lives. It had 
the opposite effect of what he 
thought is would.” he added.

Sam Johnson is revising and 
updating the book. “ My Brother 
Lyndon." He will tell in his book 
that LBJ “ gave up politics for 
peace" The choice, he thinks 
shortened his brother's life.

“ Politics was his life. He gave 
up living when he gave it up. If 
he'd stayed on in the White 
House there's no telling how 
long he'd have lived."

and SIS,000 annual pay.

Daniel applauded the recom­
mendations and announced 
immediate plans to begin a 
review of them with key House 
committee chairmen. Actually, 
the study applied only to the 
House, as the Senate refused to 
go along with the request for 
CeSL evaluation.

Larry Margolis, CCSL execu­
tive director, said implementing 
all the recommendations may 
cost as much as twice the 
present rate of legislative 
expenditures. However, he 
m aintained, the legislature 
spends only two-tenths of one 
per cent of the state budget on 
its own operations, and 
proposed changes would lead to 
overall economies in other areas 
of government.

MORE AUTO INSURANCE 

CUTS PROMISED A new com­
petitive rate law will bring auto 
insurance rate cost up to 20 per 
cent for many motorists. State 
insurance Board Chairman Joe 
Christie announced.

Christie and Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe jointly announced rate 
deviations approved for 13 
companies under the law which 
permits changes above or below 
state board standards.

Most of the 13 companies 
sought rate reductions for key 
classes of coverage ranging 
from 10 to 15 per cent. 
SCHOOL FINANCE PLAN 
ADVANCED--A House educa­
tion committee recommendation 
for the state to assume S600 
million in added school costs 
over a six-year period went to 
Speaker Daniel and Briscoe last 
week.

“ What we are trying to do is 
relieve the local taxpayers and 
shift the burden to the state,” 
said Rep. Dan Kubiak of 
Rockdale, committee chairman. 
‘The local districts are at about 

their (taxing) limit."
Kubiak said overhauling the 

school finance formulas can be 
accomplished without any im­
mediate new taxes, because 
S109 million in unexpended 

funds rests in the state treasury.
Recommendations included a 

reduction in the teacher-pulpit 
ration; limiting ad valorem taxes 
for other than capital facilities, 
equipment and debt service to 
75 cents per $100 of market 
value; local leeway funds of 
from SI00 to $200 per pupil in 
two-step form: increasing the 
transportation allocation by 50 
per cent; increasing the 
operation and maintenance cost 
to $85 per average daily 
membership and a new teacher 
pay raise.

Briscoe named Robert C. 
Rowers of Austin to succeed 
Mack Wallace of Athens as 
executive director of the Texas 
Criminal Justice Council. Wal­
lace was appointed to the State 
Railroad Commission.

Bruce Hughes succeeded 
William O. Bowers III as 
assistant secretary of state. At 
the same time. Secretary of 
State Mark W. White Jr. named 
Bob Lemens as chief of his 
elections division, succeeding 
Paul Wehrle; Bill Didlake 
counsel to the secretary, 
replacing Donald Ray who 
resigned and Bill Zimmerman 
as head of the Uniform 
Commercial Code Division.

Cattle on Feed Up Again. . .Pecan Crop Two-Thirds 
Under 1972. . .Cotton Crop in Texas Largest in 11 Years.

Both in Texas and throughout the nation, cattle on 
feed are increasing in numbers. In Texas as of Sept. 1, there 
are 2,314,(X)0 head of cattle and calves on feed. This is 10 
per cent above a year ago and one per cent more than a 
month ago.

Nationwide, in the seven major cattle feeding states, 
cattle on feed are up one per cent from a month ago and six 
per cent more than a year ago.

Texas continues to be the number one cattle feeding 
state in the nation. The Sept. 1 total for Texas is almost
750.000 higher than second ranking Iowa.

PECAN prospects for Texas appear poor. The Sept.
1 forecast from the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service is 23,000,(M)0 pounds. This would be only 31 per 
cent of the record crop of 75,000,000 pounds produced 
last year.

The Texas crop will account for only nine per cent of 
the total U.S. estimated production this year compared to 
41 per cent for the 1972 totals.

Pecan set is extremely poor in most areas of the state. 
A late freeze in April along with extensive insect damage in 
the larger pecan producing areas has created a dismal crop 
prospect for 1973. Only in the Trans-Pecos area and in 
counties in North Texas along the Red River has a good 
crop pKJtential developed.

Nationwide, the 1973 pecan crop is forecast at 
263,000,000 pounds. This is 43 per cent more than last 
year's short crop and six per cent above 1971. Prospects are 
above average in all states except Florida and Texas.

C O TTO N  crop in Texas this season is expected to be 
the best since 1962. Production in the state is now 
estimated at 4,650,000 bales. This compares with 
4,246,(X)0 bales produced in 1972,

Yield based on Sept. 1 conditions is expected to 
average 406 pounds per acre compared with 408 pounds in 
1972.

Harvest for the state has reached about 10 per cent 
completion. Cotton on the High Plains and Low Plains is 
making excellent progress. Crop potential on the Plains is 
above average.

Rains have hampwred harvesting in southern sections 
and cotton root rot is a problem in the Blacklands.

BASED on Sept 1 conditions, a record grain 
sorghum crop is forecast for Texas at 421,600,(XX) bushels 
This would be more than 100,000,000 bushels above the 
1972 crop.

Peanut production is now estimated at a record high 
m lexas of bUZ,4UU,U0U pounds compared with
480.455.000 pounds in 1972. Yield is expected to average 
1,600 pounds per acre. Acres estimated for harvest total
314.000 which is 7,OCX) more acres than the 1972 crop.

Soybean production for Texas is also estimated now
to set a new record of 11,475,000 bushels. This would be 
more than twice the 1972 soybean production. Acreage this 
year is double that of the previous year Average per acre 
yield is estimated at 27 bushels per acre

Production of corn in the state this year is estimated 
at 60,800,000 bushels, an increase of 54 per cent over last 
year.

Wheat seeding for the state is now above 10 per cent 
and is on schedule with last year Farmers are preparing 
fields or have them prepared throughout the state.

RANGE and non irrigated pasture conditions as of 
Sept. 1 averaged 76 per cent of normal and compared with 
77 per cent last year and 86 per cent last month.

Foard County.
The number of food stamps 

for any person is determined by 
the federal government using 
annual income as a guide. All 
Foard County residents who 
have applied have been notified 
as to the number of ftxxl stamps 
they are entitled to under the 
new program.

Postmaster Ted Reeder said 
Tuesday that beginning October 
1. food stamps can be purchased 
at the local postoffice between 
the hours of 10 a.m. and 3 p.m. 
by persons certified as being 
eligible by the State Department 
of Public Welfare. The person 
will receive an identification 
card at the time he is certified 
and will receive an Authoriza­
tion to purchase (ATP) card 
in the mail each month. Both 
cards must be presented at the 
time of food stamp purchase, 
Reeder said, and he added that 
only cash will be accepted for 
the stamps.—No checks.

over-drying. Concentrate on the 
following areas to prevent lint 
problems:

1. Check lint filters. Clean 
after each wash and dry load.

2. Examine sorting proced­
ures. Separate lint "givers” 
(towels, flannel pajamas) from 
lint "attractors" (linens, cor- 
durovs, dark cottons, man-made 
fabrics and durable press.) 
Laundry heavy linters, such as 
chenille bedspreads, alone.

3. Use proper amount of 
detergent. It increases the wet­
ting of fabric surfaces. If too 
little is used, lint sticks more 
easily. Proportion detergent to 
type of machine, water 
hardness, load size, and degree 
of soil.

4. Don’t overload. Too many 
clothes in a washer stops free 
movement of clothes, which 
normally flushes lint from 
fabric.

Avoid overdrying. It causes 
man-made fabrics to draw lint 
due to static buildup. Correct 
timing and use of fabric softener 
help eliminate this problem.

Certain durable press and 
synthetic fibers, such as 
polyesters and acrylics, tend to 
"pill." Pilling is the formation 
of small balls on fabric surfaces 
and it comes from abrasion or 
rubbing of fabric in normal 
wear. Lint clings to pilled 
surfaces and is extremely 
difficult to remove.

To remove lint, brush fabric 
carefully with a stiff bristled 
brush for best results.

Mrs. Murphy, now in her 
80's. can look back over thirty 
years of befriending foreign 
students. .Arranging passage, 
locating jobs, finding scholar­
ships. providing a home and just 
being a friend and counselor 
have kept her busy.

The first foreign student she 
assisted—a talented economics 
student from Japan—was. she 
explains, "sort of thrust upon 
m e"  The student was sent by 
her daughter, then a teacher in 
Japan at the end of World War 
II. Mrs. .Murphy took the boy to 
live in her home in Atlanta. Ga.. 
while he attended Morehouse 
College. He later became a 
faculty member of the Univer­
sity of Tokyo and acquired a 
worldwide reputation. Others 
followed in quick succession.

A Japanese girl was enrolled 
in Bennet College at Greens­
boro. N. C. A Chinese girl 
studied library science at 
Atlanta University. Others came 
from India. Korea. Thailand and 
.Africa. Mrs. Murphy still 
corresponds regularly with all of 
them and has visited some on 
her travels around the world. 
She presently has two boys from 
Kenya who are attending De- 
Kalb College.

"I have always had a keen 
interest in life." she says, "and 
I believe if you don't participate 
in what is going on around you. 
you lose."

To Josephine Dibble Murphy, 
participating in life has meant 
constant involvement in giv­
ing—of her time, her home, her 
intelligence and her friendship.

were tilling their land with 20 
horsepower tractors. Changes 
over the years have brought 
tractor horsepower up to 175 in 
some models. Plows have 
changed from 5 or 6 feet width 
in the JO's to JO feet and bigger 
now. Combines have grown over 
the years from 12 to 14 foot to 
the present 24-foot models now 
available.

He said that farms have 
grown in size by JO per cent in 
the U. S. during the past 12 
years, and the average 
American farm now contains 
400 acres.

Population in the U. S. has 
grown from 4 million in 1790 to 
211 million in 197J and a 
projected 2 ^ 5  million in 1975.

He cited the changes in 
options for tractors, which have 
drastically changed the indus­
try. Years ago a tractor had no 
starter, no generator or lights. 
Now over one-half of the 
tractors m anufactured have 
cabs and are air conditioned.

As in many facets of 
American life today. McLain 
said there is a shortaae of farm 
machinery, with demand cur­
rently outstnpping supply. Last 
year was a banner year for the 
Case Company—whose prod­
ucts McLain handles— and 
production by Case this year is 
IJO per cent of last year. He 
cited the effect of unions on 
machinery manufacturers and 
said that at least two farm 
machinery manufacturers will 
have to negotiate new' contracts 
with unions this year.

He added that the industry is 
streamlining operations now. As 
an example, he said Case's 
main product now is tractors. 
They are specializing in tractor 
manufacture and leaving other 
lines of farm equipment to other 
manufacturers and they in turn 
are specializing.

McLain was optimistic about 
agriculture and cited the fact 
that many young people are 
returning to the farms at the 
present time.

McLain had one of his new 
employees—Larry Hord—as a 
guest at the meeting.

The siKial security benfkiary 
who receives his red, white and 
blue Medicare card by mail 
need take no further action, 
according to Henry Chustz, 
social security manager in 
Vernon. The beneficiary will be 
entitled to both the hospital and 
medical insurance part of 
Medicare. He should cut out the 
the card and put it in a safe 
place, Chustz said.

When a beneficiary reaches 
65 or receives disability 
payments for 2 years, he is 
automatically entitled to the 
hospital part of Medicare. 
Under a recent change in the 
law, this individual is now also 
automatically enrolled in the 
medical insurance program. 
This is the part that helps with 
payment of doctors bills among 
other medical services.

There is at present a S6.30 
monthly premium for the 
medical insurance coverage. 
The beneficiary still may refuse 
this part of Medicare. In this 
event, he should complete the 
back of the card and drop the 
entire form in the mail. Another 
card will be sent showing 
hospital insurance only.
