In a called meeting Tuesday
night of last week, the Crowell
school board approved some
$13,000 in bills to be paid
covering the period from August
22 through October 9.

Also at the meeting last week,
the tax roll for the school district
for the current year was
approved. Valuations in the
district are $10,929,270 for 1973
which is an increase of $129,540
over the preceding year. Tax
rate in the district is $1.80 per
$100 valuations.

The board accepted the
resignation of Ernest Tucker as
school bus driver, and recom-
mended to the county school
board that Willie Rodriquez be
hired to replace Tucker.

The board reviewed bus
drivers physical examinations,
as set by the state.

Since every person that drives
a school bus must have both a
physical examination and a
drivers license check, the board
voted to reimburse the cost of
physicals. Present cost of the
physical exams is $7.00. A
number of people drive buses on
special occasions as a courtesy
to the school, such as driving
the band students to contests
and other occasions.

The board agreed to join other
schools in Region IX in a suit
against Barnes Maintenance
Co. of Wichita Falls which
secured a contract to supply all
schools in Region IX with paper
at 68 cents per ream and has not
yet delivered the paper.
According to local school
officials, Region IX has secured
paper from other sources for 98
cents per ream for one-fourth of
that needed by each school with
the other three-fourths to cost

Due to state requirements
that lunch room prices for adult
staff members must be at least
fifteen cents more than that
charged students, staff lunches
at the local lunch room will now
be 65 cents.

Up Comes Down ... Sheep,

While much notice was given when farm prices were
advancing to new record levels, very little has been said
regarding recent farm price declines. Agricultural producers
are well aware of price declines during the past few weeks.

Cattle prices, for example, have decreased in price 30
per cent during the past several weeks (the same is true for
hogs). The price decline is the biggest since 1950,

It shows again that the law of supply and demand
does work in agriculture. As more livestock went to market,
the price declined and these downward dips to producers

hopefully will result in

Livestock prices--as is

lower prices for the consumer.
the case

with all agricultural

commodities--will continue to go up and then down. Prices
to farmers do in fact fluctuate widely on the short range as

well as the long haul

Meanwhile, production costs of

farmers remain fairly static and in fact continue to increase
in price even though the price that farmers receive for their
food and fiber gyrate constantly.

This is one of the lessons in agricultural economics
that the general public knows very little about, yet it is

basic to farming and ranching.

Texas' farm prices as of Sept. 15 are down two per
cent below the previous month,
Beef cattle at $47 .80 per hundred pounds are down

$8.50 from a month ago

Hogs at $41.80 were $14 below last month. Other
meat and poultry prices were also below month ago levels,

Sheep at $15, for

example,

was down $4.40 per

hundredweight from a month ago; lambs were down $3.90.
Broilers were off two cents from last month, and turkeys
declined four cents per pound. Eqg prices dropped six cents

per dozen from a month ago.

Crops showed some price increases, the first in some
time. Cotton was up nine cents from a month ago but is
still more than 20 cents under parity. Grain sorghum was
up 28 cents from a month ago. Wheat was up 23 cents per

bushel,

PASQUALE MANCINO
EDUCATOR-INVENTOR

Several years ago, Pasquale
Mancino began teaching cere-
bral palsied children in New
Haven. Dissatisfied, he felt that
conventional classes for such
children required far too little of
them. Lacking muscular coor-
dination, the cerebral palsied
voungster usually spent his time
in school just sitting.

That was when Mancino
began a series of inventions that
were to revolutionize the
teaching of handicapped chil-
dren. He designed and built
special headgear with a device
permitting youngsters to active-
ly point to things by moving
their heads.

Then, he added special
writing or typing attachments.
Slings and special furniture
were designed, tried out in
Mancino's classroom and shar-
ed with other teachers.

“‘For most of the youngsters,
just to strike a typewriter key
became a great feat,”" he
explains. “‘none of them had
ever done anything expressive
in their lives. Our problem in
the beginning was that no one
really believed the children
would learn. Hadn't every
known technique been tried,
only to fail?"”

Now, solid achievements are
seen daily. Some children are
learning to eat by themselves
for the first time.

Said one mother, *We know
our children will never run a
mile or become great scholars,
but we see a slim chance that
the time may come when they
can contribute some small
measure to society, instead of
being completely dependent on

. I

Dissatisfaction with the frus-
trations of one's job are
commonplace in almost every
career of profession. But dis-
satisfaction, coupled with a
heartfelt determination to do
what we can to change or
improve the conditions can be a
blessing not only to ourselves
but to many around us.

AUSTIN, Tex.--The chairman of
the State Railroad Commission
has issued a grim new warning
that natural gas shortages will
hit Texans hard this winter.

In a speech to Texas
Mid-Continent Oil and Gas
Association at Dallas, Chairman
Jim Langdon said:

Propane already is in short
supply due to stockpiling to
offset the natural gas shortage.

As much as 500,000 barrels
daily of distillate fuel oil will be
needed from November to
March.

If distillate use is as high as
predicted in the state, three to
five times above normal,
shipments to out-of-state con-
sumers may have to be cut 50
per cent.

Out-of-State  commitments,
mandatory federal allocations
and other factors may require
that Texans share porportionally
in shortages

“*This means that Texas
might not only be denied access
to its total distillate needs, but

that access to its normal
requirements could be cut,”
said Langdon. “‘The gasoline

supply-demand situtaion, as
well as every other petroleum
product, will experience short-
ages this winter. As in the case
of natural gas, a shortage in any
type of fuel which results in an
unsatisfied demand will exert
pressure on available supplies
of other fuels, setting up a
domino-like effect.”’

Langdon recommended early
construction of offshore deep-
water ports to accommodate
super-tankers from foreign
countries and stepped-up de-
velopment of domestic reserves
of oil and gas (including shale
oil) and increased use of coal.

Meanwhile, only one major
customer of Lo-Vaca Gathering
Company, Lone Star Gas
Company of Dallas, rejected a
Railroad Commission temporary
rate increase -- to 29.55 cents
per 1,000 cubic feet -- on natural
gas delivered by the big
Houston-based company to its
customers around the state.

One of the greatest attributes
of competitive athletics is that it
develops an appreciation for
“*making sacrifices.”” This
contribution of athletics 1is
seldom given due credit, and to
many people it perhaps is the
one contribution which ranks
above all others which can be

traced to the competitive
program
General Robert E. Lee, the

famous southern military lead-
er, while president of Washing-
ton and Lee College, said, "'If a
boy learns to appreciate the
sacrifices which others have
made for him and learns to
make sacrifices himself, then he
has learned the greatest lesson
which our educational systems
have to offer.”

Similar statements on the im-
portance of learning to make
“sacrifices’’ and to apreciate
the ‘‘sacrifices’’ of others have
been reiterated by outstanding
people in all areas of life

Appreciation of Sacrifice

The only way that a boy can
learn to appreciate the sacrifices
of others is to make sacrifices
himself on behalf of his family,
team, school or community.
Nothing can develop in a boy a
better appreciation of what
others do for him than to
practice the Biblical statement
that it is better to give than to
receive.”’

There is no other way to
develop self-discipline than to
make sacrifices. Discipline and
sacrifice go hand in hand,
regardless of whether it is on a
personal or group basis.

Self Discipline

One of the first and most
important sacrifices any athlete
must make is to give up many of
the so-called *‘pleasures’’ which
accrue to non-athletes. This
includes eating only the proper
foods and getting regular hours
of sleep and abstaining from
tobacco and alcohol. It means
that an athlete must discipline
himself into giving up many
parties, dates and other social
activities. Only through sacrifice
can a boy achieve his best
physical and mental condition
and best insure that he will be
ready to give his best for his
team.

Give Up Ego
It is necessary that each
athlete sacrifice his own
personal ego and his own

personal dreams of achieving
individual glory in order that the
team may participate as a well-
organized unit. There are
countless numbers of instances
on record where failure of
individual boys to make
sacrifices to team unity have
resulted in team failures.
Most people are self-cen-
tered, and one of the most
difficult disciplines is the
sacrifice which eleven individual
boys must make in order to
develop a well organized team
effort in football. Although
individual ego must be
disciplined more in team games
than in individual games, there
must be adequate discipline

Another important discipline
which must come along with
every successful athlete is the
ability to have an orderly and
scheduled activity
There must be
adequate time set aside for
study, for one of the most
desirable disciplines is the
ability to set aside a specified
period of time and let nothing
interfere with this program.
This means that the boy must
give up many activities in which
others are engaging. There have
been no great achievements
made in any area, whether in
athletics, science, politics or
religion, which have not been
achieved through sacrifices on
the part of someone.

2 Minutes
with the
Bible

CREATION & REDEMPTION

In Romans 1:18 the Apostle
Paul declares that ungodly men
are “‘without excuse'’ because
they are surrounded by the
evidences of the Creator’s
“‘eternal power and Godhead'".

Our Authorized Version calls
the creation, in this passage,
“‘the things that are made,’’ but
in the Greek it is called literally
“‘the poyeema,”" from which we
get our word poem.

The apostle refers, of course,

to the harmony of God's
creation. And is it not indeed
amazing how billions of

heavenly bodies can continually
revolve in the vastness of space
and never collide! And are not
the flowers, the seasons, the
sunsets all part of a harmonious
creation, which God alone could
have conceived and set to
music?

But very interestingly, this
word poyeema is used just once
more in Scripture. We find it in
Eph. 2:10 where it is translated
“workmanship.”’ Let's consider
this passage in its context:

“For by grace are ye saved,
through faith, and that not of
vourselves; it is the gift of God:

“Not of works, lest any man
should boast.

“For we are His workmanship
[Greek, poyeema], created in
Christ Jesus unto good works,
which God hath before ordained
that we should walk in them''
(Eph. 2:8-10).

Romans speaks of the poem of
creation, Ephesians of the poem
of redemption, and the latter is
the more wonderful. An old
hymn says: ‘“‘Twas great to
speak a world from naught; ‘tis
greater to redeem."’

In this poem of redemption
which God has composed, we
believers too often want to
change some word or phrase.
We would like this or that in our
circumstances to be different.
Ah, but this would destroy the
meter and the meaning of God's
new creation.

Thank God, when we who
trust Christ some day go to be
with Him, we will see the beauty
and glory of the poem of
redemption. Then we will
rejoice that He did indeed
“work all things together for
good"" for us.
