Veterans Death  
Benefits Explained  
by Veterans A dm in .

“ If you haven’t done so, tell 
your survivors what benefits 
they might be entitled to in 
event o f your death,”  the 
Veterans Administration per­
iodically reminds the nation’s 
more than 29 million veterans.

Jack Coker. VA Regional 
Office Director, insists there are 
good reasons for this advice.

"Too often.”  he pointed out, 
’ ’ the veteran and his w ife 
neglect to discuss the subject of 
death, resulting in unnecessary 
burden on survivors in times of 
great emotional stress.”

Not only should the veteran 
and his wife discuss locations of 
important family documents, 
they should make sure they are 
protected from fire, theft and 
damage. It also was emphasized 
that survivors should be briefed 
on what to do in case of the 
veteran's death.

The veteran’s family should 
be told of possible survivor’s 
benefits such as VA ’ s depend­
ency and indemnity compensa­
tion for service-connected 
death or non-service-connected 
death pensions for widows, or 
just for children in cases where 
a widow may be ineligib le 
because of excessive income.

Burial benefits for wartime 
and certain peacetime veterans 
should not be overlooked. These 
include a maximum $250 burial 
allowance, plus a plot allowance 
not exceeding $150 for veterans 
buried outside national cem­
eteries. In lieu o f these benefits, 
there is an $8(X) burial allowance 
for veterans who die o f 
service-connected disabilities.

Coker further stressed the 
importance of keeping track of 
GI insurance policy numbers, 
claim numbers for inclusion in 
all correspondence with VA, 
commercial insurance policies, 
social security numbers and 
naturalization papers-all im­
portant in claim ing various 
survivor benefits.

"And don’t forget to turn VA 
offices, veterans county service 
offices, and veterans service 
organizations where assistance 
is available," Coker advised.

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New Plant 
Varieties Aid 
Consumer Prices

Consumer food budgets 
would be even higher with­
out the benefit of new crop 
varieties developed by plant 
bri'eders. says a University of 
Minnesota scientist.

Herbert \V John.son. head 
of the University's agronomy 
and plant genetics depart­
ment. backs up his statement 
with some convincing facts:

Extra yields from two new 
wheat and soybean varieties 
planted in his state alone last 
year meant about 276 million 
more loaves of bread for 
consumers and some 294.000 
extra tons of high quality 
protein for producing poul­
try, pork and beef.

This was due to about 6.4 
million extra bushels Min­
nesota farmers harvested 
from Era wheat and about 
14 million extra bushels from 
Corsoy soybeans, he explains.

The new wheat variety has 
been grown since 1970 and 
the new soybeans since 1967. 
Both were developed co- 
opi'ratively by the U.S De­
partment of Agriculture and 
state experim ent stations. 
Era was developed in Min­
nesota, and Corsoy in Iowa, 
but both are now grown in 
other states as well.

In addition, Johnson says 
two more new soybean varie­
ties released this year will 
result in higher yields for 
areas with shorter growing 
seasons.

He points out that public 
plant breeding programs and 
other agricultural research 
probably benefit consumers 
more than they do farmers.

"A  plentiful supply of food 
at reasonable prices is im­
portant to everyone,” he 
notes, “ and this is what plant 
breeding is about.”

Things Are Buzzing 
In Cucumber Fields

Honeybees are playing an 
important role in boosting 
cucumber yields in Maryland.

Bees’ role in pollination for 
good yields and quality is 
often overlooked. But Mary­
land agricultural scientists' 
research proved that bees 
can increase cucumber yields 
from two to three times.

As a result of this finding, 
most cucumber growers in 
Maryland now rent two col­
onies of bees per acre from 
apirulturalists.

In fact, the USDA reports 
that more than half the na­
tion's potato crop is now used 
for processing

F'rozen French fries take 
the biggest bite out of the 
crop, accounting for 26 per- 
ci'iit of the total Next in pop­
ularity are potato chips, de­
h yd ra ted  pota toes, and 
canned potatoes.

This change in eating pat­
terns is having a big effect on 
potato growers, says Exten­
sion Specialist W. W Reid 
of North Carolina State Uni­
versity.

Contributions from the 
Crowell Bellringer Campaign 
for mental health amounted to 
SJIS.49 it was announced this 
week by Bellringer Chairperson 
Mrs. Jan Bond 

Contributions from the drive, 
which was held during May, 
Mental Health Month, will be 
used to support the programs of 
the Texas Association for 
Mental Health, a citizens' 
advocacy group. The mental 
health association works on 
behalf of the mentally ill and to 
promote mental health. Priori­
ties this year include community 
and children's mental health
services.

Providing education to pre­
vent mental or emotional 
problems is an important 
function o f the association. 
Currently the Texas Association 
for Mental Health is sending out 
the newsletter series. "Pierre 
the Texas Pelican" to all new 
parents in the state, in

conjunction with the Office of 
Early Childhood Development.

Sent out periodically until the 
child is seven, the series deals 
with mental and emotional 
development of children. Over 
7,000 new parents are added to 
the mailing list each month.

Emphasizing the extent of 
mental health problems. Tom J. 
Caldwell, Jr., President of the 
Texas Association for Mental 
Health, noted that one in four 
families is touched by a mental 
or emotional disturbance 
requinng professional help.

"T h e  number one health 
problem of the nation is mental 
illness", he said. "M ore people 
are affected by it than all other 
diseases combined, including 
heart and cancer."

“ Yet today we know that 
mental illness can be cured, and 
it can be prevented. It is only 
through strong citizen support 
as demonstrated by Ms. Jan 
Bond, the local Bellringer, and 
the people of Crowell that the 
mental health association will be 
able to continue its work."

Caldwell emphasized that 
legislative action is needed and 
he urged citizens to write their 
elected officials in support of 
mental health legislation.
