An Open Letter
to Foard County
Residents

In recent months there has
been some changes made in the
“‘Red Cross Blood Program."

First of all, if you give blood,
you, your family or your
spouce's family (parents,
grandparents, etc.) will be
entitled to the corresponding
number of units for twelve
months without being asked to
have it replaced. You might call
it a ""Family Reserve Blood
Supply.” This DOES NOT mean
that if you do not give you will
not receive blood when you or
your family needs it.

Second; no eligible donor will
be refused if they come before
the cut off time. The blood
mobile will accept donors from
3:30 until 7:00 p.m. regardless.
Anyone from the ages of 18 to 66
is considered a prospective
donor. Some of the past
restrictions_have been lifted or
revised to help out.

Third: THE QUESTION OF
“*Quota’’ has come into light. A
quota is set because this is a
projected usage for our area. If
this quota (63) is not met we
face the posibility of being cut
off from transfers out of our
region or possibly, if it gets bad
enough, even being cut out of
the program completely. 1
personally do not wish to see
either one of these instances
happen. We are a part of a
program that presently provides
all blood and blood products for
35 participating hospitals
serving over 350,000 people in a
20,000 square mile area of
Texas and Oklahoma. As long as
we participate in the program,
the Red Cross will replace blood
used by you anywhere in the
United States (provided the
hospital will accept replacement
by Red Cross).

A great deal of people have a
gross misunderstanding about
the charges they receive when
they have to have blood. This is
not a charge for the blood itself,
but a blood service charge. A
private blood bank charges for
the blood it distributes because
they have to pay to obtain it.
Since the Red Cross receives
blood voluntarily, only a fraction
of the operational costs is
charged. The balance of the cost
of operating this program is
obtained by Red Cross through
your Red Cross and/or United
Fund campaigns. Some places
charge as high as $100.00 for a

Mrs. Mary Durham, who
raises and sells tiny toy poodles,
was the speaker at the
Wednesday, June 12, meeting
of the Rotary Club of Crowell.

Durham told about the poodle
business and said she sells her
dogs in as far distant places as
Florida and Georgia.

In Florida, she sells the tiny
dogs, which weigh from 3 to 4
pounds when grown, to pet
shops in Pompano Beach, Fort
Lauderdale and West Palm
Beach. The first time she sold
dogs in Florida, she said she got
$50 each for them, and later
learned that the pet shop which
bought them had in turn sold
them for $275 each.

Mrs. Durham said the raising
of the poodles began when she
bought a dog for her daughter, a
1974 CHS graduate, when she
was in the third grade. It has
grown until now she has 23
females in a fine modern kennel
10x60 feet in size, with
individual stalls for each dog
and a concrete runway for each
animal. Each female produces

about two litters each year.

In a brief history of the
poodle, she said they originally
were bred in Europe as hunters
weighing up to 90 pounds.

Gradually the different colors
and sizes of poodles have been
developed from these original
European stock. She said all her
dogs are registered and papers
are furnished with each animal.
She says the poodle doesn't
shed hair, and with proper care
does not have an odor, which
makes them ideal for house
pets. Mrs. Durham begins
training the puppies when they
are three weeks old and they are
sold at the age of 8 weeks.

hbock Schools

Dedication Saturday

Robert Benjamin (Ben)
Masterson was a rancher’s
rancher—a cattleman who. in
childhood, learned the business
from his father and then
expanded his own cattle
Interests as the frontier
expanded.

He died in 1931, 77 years old
and a cattle king.

The memory of who Ben
Mastetson was, how he lived his
life and the JY ranch he built in
King and Knox counties in
Texas will last longer than he
might have expected: for it is
the JY bunkhouse which will
stand within the Ranch
Headquarters—a symbol of
Masterson’s era. !

The bunkhouse will be
dedicated at 11 a, m. Saturday,
June 22, at the Ranch

Headquarters, an authentic
outdoor exhibit depicting the
ranching history of America’s
West. The Ranch Headquarters
is adjacent to The Museum of
Texas Tech University, 4th and
Indiana in Lubbock.

The bunkhouse will stand as
one of 20 buildings eventually
dedicated there. Each rep-
resents a particular aspect in a
particular era of ranching
history. Although some were
dilapidated through disuse
when acquired by the Ranch
Headquarters, research and
great care are a part of their
restoration. The bunkhouse
would be recognized
immediately by any who worked
for R. B. Masterson Sr.

The public is invited to attend
the dedication. There is no
charge.

The bunkhouse was built of
rock, probably just before the
turn of the century. A man taller
than six feet-six couldn’t stand
upright in it, but it did provide
shelter on stormy nights when
cowboys were at headquarters.

A bunkhouse was essential
for any ranch but to hear some
tell it, cowboys slept there only
in bad weather. It was more
shelter than home because
cowboys carried their home with
them—always their suggans,
sometimes a French harp and
maybe even a deck of cards.
Suggans were a heavy wool or
cotton quilt which, covered by a
tarpaulin, made a bed wherever
the \‘(\V&hﬂ)\ were.

When using the bunkhouse,
the suggans were thrown upon
the floor. Handmade chairs of
wood and cowhide and an old
table stood in the bunkhouse.
On the floor was a wolf skin for a
rug. The roof stretches out
beyond the wall on one side, and
in the protection of it there was
a bucket to hold water and lye
soap for washing a dusty face.

The bunkhouse was shared by
many cowboys and those there
one night were likely to be gone
with the herd next morning,
leaving room for others to move
in.

Moving and restoring it were
made possible by a $15,000
memorial gift from descendants
of R. B. Masterson Sr.

Joining in the gift are
Masterson's three surviving
daughters and the families of
another daughter and two sons:
Mrs. Z. T. Scott (Sallie Lee
Masterson); Mrs. D. S. Kritser
(Anna Belle Masterson); Mrs.

Mrs. Beaumont Stinnett (Peggy

One
treasure is a silk piecework
quilt, made and hand em-
broidered with cattle brands by
Ben Masterson’s mother-in-law
especially for him.

Increases
Set for
Veterans

The timetable for payment of
increases to some 2.5 million
service disabled veterans and
dependents of veterans who
died of service-connected dis-
abilities was reported today by
the Veterans Administration.

A new law (Public Law
93-295) signed by the President
May 31 increased disability
compensation payments to
veterans by 15 to 18 per cent,
and dependency and indemnity
compensation for widows and
children by about 17 per cent.
The statue made the increases
retroactive to last May 1.

A separate retroactive check
covering the increases for the
months of May and June will be
sent by VA to the veterans and
dependents by mid-July.

The regular monthly checks
due next on July 1 will be paid at
the old rate, but the new
increases will be reflected in
checks received August 1 and
thereafter.
