All profits from the sale go to 
support the rehabilitation center 
which provides needed therapy 
for children and adults in Gay 
County, as well as throughout 
the North Texas-Southern 
Oklahoma area.

" I t ’s hard to explain the 
personal satisfaction derived 
from helping these unfortunate 
children get more out of life," 
Parker said, adding, "but I’ll 
guarantee you’ ll feel real good 
way down deep if you’ ll help 
make this year’s auction the 
greatest ever."

A number of ranchers and 
businessmen have volunteered 
their time to serve on the 
auction committee. Parker said, 
"and this is no easy job." They 
will be contacting cattlemen in 
their areas, seeking pledges of 
cows, calves, bulls, steers, 
horses, lambs, goats, and all

other livestock. “ Cash dona­
tions also will be accepted," 
Parker said.

In Foard County, the auction 
committee member is Dick 
Todd.

"When Todd calls on you in

We moved early in June from 
Greenville. S. C. to this farming 
community northwest of 
Winston-Salem. N.C. Antone is 
employed at Hanes Knitwear in 
Winston-Salem.

This is beautiful country, 
good farming here. The main 
area industry is the huge R. J. 
Reynolds Tobacco Co. All the 
local farms seem to have a half 
acre planted in tobacco. Much 
com is grown here. Oats and 
barley have just been harvested. 
In our immediate area there are 
a number of large dairy farms. 
While driving around the 
county, we’ve seen large herds 
of sheep.

W e’ ve been interested to 
learn about the history of this 
area. A Protestant Sect from 
Germany, the Moravians, came 
down from Pennsylvania and 
founded the town of Salem in 
1766. A few years later they 
built the town of Winston a mile 
to the north for non-Moravians 
moving into the area. The two 
towns grew together eventually. 
The old Salem has been 
carefully restored and is a 
beautiful place to visit— much 
like W illiam sburg. Va. The 
descendents of those original 
Moravians are still here. 
German surnames are pre­
dominant in this area, and there 
are many large, beautiful 
Moravian Churches here.

total U.S. production, according 
to statistics compiled by Texas 
Mid-Continent Oil Sl Gas 
Association.

In 84 years o f recorded 
production, Texas oil fields have 
produced some 38 billion barrels 
o f o il— approximately 36
percent of the U.S. total.

"The decline in production 
indicates the basic task of the 
state’ s oil men— the more 
extensive development o f Texas 
fields,”  said the Association's 
president. Sherman Hunt, a 
Dallas independent producer. 
“ But if Congress will adopt 
economic policies to encourage 
the search for new fields, we 
feel this trend can be changed.”

Despite the drop in produc­
tion, the oil that was produced 
last year in 203 of the state's 254 
counties was valued at some $5 
billion, an increase of 
approximately $500 million over 
the value of oil produced in 
1972. This increase partially 
reflects the increased prices 
paid for some Texas crude oil 
during the latter part of 1973.

In addition to larger payments 
to royalty owners, the higher 
prices also have been reflected 
in the state com ptroller’ s 
reports of increased severance 
taxes paid by the oil men of 
Texas.

Foard County, which has had 
recorded production since 1929, 
last year produced 270,762 
barrel's of oil at the rate of 742 
barrels a day. Production in 
1973 biwsted Foard County’s 
production total through the end 
of the year to 15.108.971.

In 1973. some 33 counties 
produced more than 10-million 
barrels of crude oil.
