Longhorns Graze A t Copper Breaks News from.

The Longhorn cotUe grazed 
contentedly on the short native 
grass along the edge of Devil's 
Canyon

From a solid white to a deep 
red. they were a motley herd, 
looking very much the anachro 
msms they a re  just off to the 
east of Highway 287 13 miles 
south of Quanah 

The herd, one of the new addi­
tions to Copper Breaks State 
P ark , moved to the park this 
sum m er They a re  pastured on 
the field of cane planted near 
the entrance of the park and a l­
lowed to graze to the south off 
into the breaks of Devil's Can­
yon

The Longhorns are excellent 
specimens of the breed of cattle 
that helped establish the m am ­
moth Texas cattle industry Al-

though the cattle a re  no longer 
part of the breeds used on mod­
ern ranches, their num bers are 
growing as m ore and more 
stockm en and go v ern m en ta l 
agencies try  to preserve the h is­
toric cattle

The largest of the herd at 
Copper Breaks stand almost six 
feet tall with curved horn 
spreads of five to six feet The 
Longhorn w as o rig in a lly  a 
Spanish cattle  breed, brought 
over by the colonists in the 
1700’s from Andalucia and other 
provinces of Spain

In time the cattle  strayed 
from the ranches and developed 
a wild breed that by the post- 
a v i l  War days had multiplied 
and developed in the lush grass 
lands of the Texas plains.

The Longhorns a re  just 
another phase of development 
for Copper Breaks State Park 
Although the park has been 
open officially for tourists since 
the first of 1974. improvements 
continue to be m ade

This sum m er, P ark  Ranger 
Bob Martin and his staff built an 
am phitheatre for nature  talks 
that will seat up to 70 persons, 
started work on a nature trail 
that will be completed this fall, 
built a children 's stockade play 
area and added some concrete 
pits for fires at cam ping and 
picnic areas

The P ark 's  new Quanah P a r ­
ker Interpretative Center is 
near completion on the eastern 
rim  of the canyon while the new 
60-acre Copper Breaks Lake is 
under construction at the mouth
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Crowell, Texas

Cotton Figures 
Down 1.6 
Million Bales

A f STIN-Latest ‘ cotton 
figures reveal that produc­
tion has declined more than 
l.f> million hales from last 
year and projected yield is 
3.1 million hales, according 
to Agriculture Commissioner 
John C. White.

White said dry conditions 
througliout Texas are respon­
sible for the heavy decrease, 
which also has hit grain sor­
ghum and wheal.

Sorghum production is 
projected at 2‘>5 million 
bushels, a 1 22-million bushel 
decrease from l ‘>7.3.

Wheat yields are down 
45.8 million bushels from 
lU7.5’s record 98.6 million 
bushel yield.

"These are the final pro­
duction figures for the l ‘>74 
wheat crop, and they indi­
cate just how badly some of 
the High Plains' farmers were 
hurt by the drought." White 
said.

Harvested cotton acreage 
has decreased almost eight 
percent to 4.8 million acres. 
Cotton being harvested is 
averaging only .305 pounds 
an acre compared to 4.31 
pounds in l ‘f7.3.

H a r v e s te d  sorghum  
acreage is estimated at 5.9 
million acres, a million acre 
decrease from last year. 
White said many dryland far­
mers were unable to plant 
because of lack of preplant 
moisture in the soil.

Prospects look brighter 
for corn and rice. Corn is 
expected to yield almost 70 
million bushels and acreage is 
up 135 thousand acres. Rice 
production is projected at 
around 24 million pounds 
per hundredweight, a 15 per­
cent increase over 1973.

LAW ENFORCEMENT
Of the 1.207 offenders known

Wild Horses, 
Burros 
On Increase

Wild horses and wild 
burros are far from being a 
vanishing breed, reports the 
U. S. Departments of Agri­
culture and Interior.

A report on the Wild 
Free-Roaming Horse and 
Burro Act indicates that the 
number of animals using 
public lands is substantially 
greater than had been re­
ported prior to passage "of 
the act in 1972.

Data available in 1971 
indicated there were approxi­
mately 17,000 wild horses 
and 10,000 wild burros on 
lands administered by Agri­
culture’s Forest Service and 
Interior’s Bureau of Land 
Management.

Today it is estimated that 
there are 27,000 wild un­
branded  and unclaimed 
horses and 14,000 burros 
grazing on public lands. 
Another 17,000 horses and 
100 b u rro s  have been 
claimed as privately owned.

E xpanded  efforts to 
locate wild herds, improved 
inventory methods and pop­
ulation growth were given as 
the reasons for the increase.

This Area Provides 
Tons of Salt for 
Red River

A volume of salt solids 
equivalent to the size of the 
Empire State Building moves 
down the Red River from our 
area each year. This can be 
reduced by about 80 percent by 
the Red River Chloride Control 
Project. This was recently 
explained at m eetings in 
Childress and Vernon by the 
U S. Corps of Engineers. Ten 
sites are being considered for 
control m easures. One in 
Oklahoma Nine in Texas with 
five in or joining the Four Winds 
RCicD Project area. A cost of 
$200 million is estimated to 
complete the entire project. The 
Wichita and Pease River 
projects are designed and ready 
for construction. Funding for 
these two river projects is 
expected soon.

Local landowners within the 
area will benefit from the 
structures as well as users of 
water down the Red River. 
Water from the rivers would be 
available for more industrial and 
residential use. Removal of 
chlorides would reduce first cost 
and m aintenance cost for 
industrial plants or municipal 
water systems using water from 
the stream s. Water for 
irrigation would provide better 
crop yields and add additional 
acres to be cultivated. Land 
adjacent to the streams and 
reservoirs would increase in 
value for agriculture, industrial, 
recreational, and residential 
purposes.

RCicD funds could be used to 
construct reservoirs along our 
streams after the chlorides were 
removed. One-half of the 
construction cost for recreation 
and wildlife uses could be 
furnished. Additional storage 
for industrial or irrigation would 
be paid for by the local people. 
An irrigation system to 
distribute the water from such a 
structure could be cost-shared 
by RC&D funds.

WINTER WHEAT; As the final produc

Added to 
this were damages reported from diseases, 
especially various fomis of “mosaic,” as well 
as what seemed, m a few areas, to be heavier 
than normal loss from isolated hail storms 
and high wind When all of the farm storage 
wheat Is finally measured and added to that 
already m various commercial storage posi­
tions the final winter wheat production fig­
ures for the states o*' Kansas. Oklahoma, 
Texas. Colorado and New .Mexico may total 
575 million bushels. This compares with 
1973 I a record crop) prvvduction of over 
70^.5 million bushels
