Texas Agricultural Extension
Service and the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station. Feed
costs continue to jump while the
price they receive for milk is
dropping. The uniform price per
100 pounds of milk has
decreased more than $1.30 since
May. Texas dairymen have cut
their herds by more than 6,000
cows from 1973 levels.
