It’s a real native American 
the pumpkin. The Indians 
introduced this cucurbit to the 
Pilgrims at the first Thanksgiv­
ing. "Ciwked by the sun" is the 
general meaning of the Greek 
word from which "pumpkin is 
derived. How apt the descrip 
tion. because the pumpkin must 
have a period of sunshine to 
ripen and mellow to be at its 
best.

The pumpkin has become the 
sy mbol of autumn and the signal 
for the gaiety of Halloween. 
What is more exciting for a child 
than a "real" pumpkin to make 
his own jack-o-latern?

Adequate supplies of pump­
kins in all sizes and shades of 
orange are moving to local 
markets now. The same general 
buying criteria for pumpkins 
and winter squash apply. They 
should be mature and have a 
rich, orange color. They should 
be clean, free from soft sptMs 
and excessive searring. Store in 
a coxil dry place.

There are many versions of 
pumpkin pie. but whatever your 
favorite here are some ideas to 
brighten the dish. Dairy sour 
cream makes pumpkin pie. For 
variety, add 2 teaspoons grated 
orange rind, 4 teaspoons orange 
juice and 3 teaspoons sugar to a 
cup of sour cream. Another 
choice may be whipped cream 
topping. Add creativity with 
combinations of spices, fruits, 
nuts, and flavorings.

Jr., president of 
the local organization, presided 
and introduced the program, 
which consisted of a talk by 
Miss Barbie Scott, who told of 
her experiences while attending 
the Farm Bureau Citizenship 
Seminar held during the 
summer in Waco. Miss Scott 
represented Foard County at the 
seminar.

On behalf of the local FB, Mr.

9 . Recommend halting of 
exports of U.S. farm machinery 
and teriilizer.

10. Reaffirm the FB stand 
asking for a return of the 
bracero program.
