CROP REPORT

WINTER WHEAT: Condition of the 
1975 winter wheat crop in the states of Kan­
sas, Oklahoma, Texas, Colorado and New 
Mexico would appear to have changed very 
little during the last month with much of the 
eastern part of the area still receiving above 
normal moisture while much of the acreage 
in Eastern Colorado, Western Kansas and to 
a lesser extent, portions of the Oklahoma 
and Texas Panhandles, as well as Eastern 
New Mexico is showing the effect of lack of 
moisture. Some damage has been caused by 
high winds in fields without adequate vegeta­
tive cover andjor where the top soil has been 
loosened by alternating freezing and thaw­
ing, followed by high winds. Whether dam­
age by dry weather and high winds will be 
more than usual will depend oh the amount 
and timing of moisture received in the next 
couple of months and the extent and severi­
ty of high winds in the area. In the Eastern 
portion of the five states, clear, open weath­
er is needed to alhiw the wheat plants to 
develop normally.

Top dressing of fertilizers, as supplies are 
available and weather is favorable, as well as 
spraying for outbreaks of greenbugs in iso­
lated areas is under way over much of the 
Five state area.

Present assessment of the 1975 hard win­
ter wheat crop in the five states would seem 
to indicate (slightly more than 2'k months 
before the start of harvest in the Low Roll­
ing Plains of Texas and adjacent areas of 
Oklahoma), assuming normal weather from 
now through the harvesting of the 1975 
winter wheat crop, slightly less than average 
abandonment of acreage and a crop some­
where in the range of 6.50 million bushels or 
almost 13 percent more than 1974’sc ro p o f
576.100.000 bushels and second only to the
708.526.000 bu.shels produced in 1973.

FERTILIZER FOR CROPS 
OR Tl RF?

With the present world 
food crisis and fertilizer 
shortages, some people are 
questioning the use of 
fertilizer for other than crop 
production. However, a turf 
specialist for the Texas 
A g ricu ltu ra l E x tension  
eoniends that fertilizer is 
im portant for m aintaining 
grasses in lawns, parks and 
golf courses and that these 
areas make significant 
eontrihutions to the 
environment as well as 
having aesthetic and 
recreational values. Grasses 
release oxygen to the 
environment while filtering 
many harmful pollutants. 
They also reduce soil erosion 
and water runoff and reduce 
tcm pcraiures, glare, dust 
and noise in urban 
environments.

W HILE some farmers are still making 1975 cropping 
plans, other producers in Texas are busy with planting 
chores And while cotton harvesting operations are winding 
up on the High Plains, farmers in the Rio Grande Valley are 
planting cotton.

Primarily because of weather, only a smell per cent of 
the cotton crop has txeen planted to date in the Valley. 
Estimates ate that less than five per cent of the 1975 crop 
has been |)ut in the ground. Projections that at least a 50 
per cent reduction in cotton acres in that area continues to 
tie valid.

Meanwhile, South Texas farmers are planting sorghum 
and producers in Central Texas are "chomping at the bit" 
to get started, too. Many areas of the state are still too wet
to work for spring crops.

Farmers -as well as city dwellers--are also making big 
plans for home gardens this year throughout the state.

HARVEST of oranges in the Rio Grarxfe Valley is 
approaching the final stages. Based on Feb. 1 conditions, 
the 1974 75 Texas citrus crop is forecast at 12.9 million 
iKixes; this is down 25 per cent from the previous season. 
Overall, grafiefruit harvest is down 27 per cent from last 
year.

And while citrus harvest is nearing its end, cotton 
planting is in progress in the Valley. Indications there still 
point to a 50 pet cent reduction in acreage compared to last 
yeai. One of the reasons for this is that about two-thirds of 
the 1974 cotton crop in Texas is still unsold.

BE ON THE lookout for the March 17 planting 
intentions report. It will be issued on or about that date 
anrt will give producers a (letter insight into what the 
nation's farmers are planning in the way of planting 
tirojections for major crops.

Also included in the repiort will be Texas farmers' 
planting plans for 1975.

Veterans Now 
Eligible for 
Gl Insurance

An estimated 2.7 million 
Vietnam—era veterans sep­
arated from April 2, 1970, 
through July 31, 1974, are 
eligible for new low—cost 
Veterans Group Life Insur­
ance (VGLI), but they must 
apply before August 2, 1975. 
The new program is 
designed as interim protec­
tion during readjustment to 
civilian life, according to the 
Veterans Administration.

Servicemen discharged 
since August 1 receive 
application forms automat­
ically, but those discharged 
before the insurance became 
available must apply. Jack 
Coker, VA Regional Director, 
said.

Nonrenewable, five—year 
term coverage is available in 
$5,000 increm ents up to 
$20,000. Monthly premium 
for the maximum coverage is 
$3.40 for veterans aged 34 
and under and $6.80 for 
those 35 and over.

Former servicemen may 
convert Servicemen’s Group 
Life Insurance to VGLI 
without medical examination 
if applications are received 
within 120 days of sepera- 
tion. Applications after that 
time must include evidence 
of good health. This 
requirement is waived for 
veterans with VA—rated , 
service—connected disabil­
ities.

Application forms are 
available from the Waco VA 
Regional Office, 1400 North 
Valley Mills Drive, and 
veterans service organiza­
tions. Completed forms and 
premiums should be sent to 
the Office of Servicemen’s 
Group Life Insurance, 212 
Washington Street, Newark. 
N.J. 07102.

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30 Years 
Ago in 
The News

News items below were 
taken from the Thursday, 
March 1, 1945, issue of The 
Foard County News:

Following a warm spring 
day last Sunday, a norther 
blew up about night with a 
sudden drop in the tempera­
ture.

Scseral Foard County 
residents were present last 
Wednesday for the garden­
ing program presented by 
two F.\tension Specialists. 
One of the topics covered 
was fertilizer.

The numbers on a bag of 
fertilizer tell the buver how 
many pounds of a particular 
nutrient are in the fertilizer. 
A SO-pi'und bag of lO-lO-lO 
contains five pounds each of 
the three plant
nutrients (50 x .10 = 5). 
These three numbers 
represent the percent 
nitrogen, phosphorus, and 
potassium, respectively.

A lack of nitrogen in the 
soil causes vellow ing of low er 
leaves, stunted growth and 
reduced flowering. It 
generally needs to be applied 
more frequently than the 
other nutrients because it

tends to wash out of the soil. 
Excessive am ounts of 
nitrogen however will burn 
plants as well as cause 
excessive growth.

Plants lacking phosphor­
ous have abnormal bluish- 
green to reddish-purple 
lower leaves and tender 
growth. When applied 
phorphorous should be 
mixed thoroughly into the 
soil. For this reason 
phosphorous should be 
applied prior to planting.

The last major plant 
nutrient is potassium. Lack 
of potassium will result in 
mottling and browning along 
the edges of older leaves. 
Most soils in Foard County 
have an adequate supply of 
potassium for the home 
garden. Deficiencies will 
usually first appear in the 
sandy soils.

Two minor nutrients, iron 
and zinc are sometimes 
deficient in our alkaline soils.

•April 1, 1975. has been set 
as the final date to release 
a l lo tm e n t .  r e q u e s t  
reapportioned acreage or 
transfer cotton acreage, 
accordng to information 
contained in the February 
new sletter of the Foard 
County ASCS office.

Another deadline is May 
31. 1975, which is the final 
date for applying for a 1974 
cotton loan. Cotton placed in 
the loan now will mature at 
the end of the tenth month. 
The ASCS office says the 
approximate cost for holding 
cotton in the loan for ten 
months is about 3.7c per 
pound.

Producers who believe 
they may qualify for a 
low-yield disaster payment 
on cotton are reminded to file 
applications within 15 days 
after harvest, the newsletter 
reminded producers. Also, in 
1975. all planted wheat 
regardless of use must be 
accounted for. "If high winds 
or floods or other natural 
disaster destroys your crop, 
notify this office before 
plowing or destroying the 
crop evidence," the news­
letter stated.

All farm operators were 
mailed notices Feb. 14 
showing 1975 feed grain, 
wheat and cotton allotments 
and yields. Some notices did 
not show a cotton yield 
because 1974 production had 
not been turned in by that 
date. Revised notices show­
ing cotton yields are being 
mailed when production is 
received in this office.

The concluding statement 
in the new sletter stated 
"Please continue to notify 
this office when you buy. sell 
or lease additional acreage. 
We appreciate the help you 
give us in keeping our 
records up to date.”

Only a small amount is 
required, so they should be 
applied cautiously to the soil.

4-H youth programs help 
young people know the 
"when, how and why of 
decision-making." And the 
4-H meeting is a key part of 
the decision-making process.

It 
provides a physical outlet 
and helps promote a team 
spirit.

The decision-making skills 
acquired in 4-H can carry 
over into school, work and 
play.

An area cotton production 
meeting sponsored by the 
Rolling Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., and the 
Rolling Plains Economic 
Program is scheduled for 
Friday, March 14.

(S.J.R. No. 3)

Repealing Sections 48a, 
48b, 61e, and 51f of Article 
111 and Sections 62 and 63 
of Article XVI of the Texas 
Constitution, Article XVI of 
the Texas Constitution is 
amended to;

Provide for the revision 
and consolidation of pro­
visions relating to state and 
local retirement systems 
and programs and to pro­
vide that all general laws 
that have established retire­
ment systems and optional 
retirement programs for 
public employees and offi­
cers in effect at the time 
of the adoption of this con­
stitutional amendment will 
remain in effect, subject to 
the general powers of the 
Legislature.

Provide that the amount 
a  participating officer or 
employee contributes to the 
employee retirement sys­
tem or the teacher retire­
ment system shall be estab­
lished by the Legislature 
but may not be less than 
6% of current compensa­
tion and providing further 
th at the amount contributed 
by the state may not be less 
than 6 nor more than 10% 
of the aggregate compensa­
tion paid to participating 
persons, except that in an 
emergency, as determined 
by the Governor, the Legis­
lature may contribute more 
than 10% of the aggregate 
eompenaation paid to per- 
■ons participating in state 
retirem ent systems.

Provide that the Legisla­
ture shall provide for local 
retirem ent systems created 
by any city or county for 
Its officers and employees 
and shall further provide 
for a  state-wide system of 
benefits for officers and

state-wide system of bene­
fits shall be provided for 
officers and employees of 
cities which may voluntar­
ily participate.
