Refinancing of Greenbelt
Water Authority Announced

The announcement of
approval of a $750,000
Farmers Home Administra-
tion (FmMHA) grant, and the
transferring of all storage
:apacity of Greenbelt Lake to
the Greenbelt Water
Authority, highlighted a
special luncheon Friday at
the Clarendon Country Club.

Crowell was represented
at the meeting by Henry
Black, local representative
on the Greenbelt board and
Mayor Robert Kincaid.

““The FmHA grant will
complete the matching funds
of the Water Development
Board for various improve-
ments in the overall
system,”’ Black said
following the meeting. The
$10 million refinancing

program for the Greenbelt
Water Authority became
official during the meeting.

The refinanced bond issue
of $10,500,000 will pay for
the state ownership of a
portion of Greenbelt water at
the reservoir near
Clarendon.

A check was transferred
from the Water Development
Board to the Greenbelt
Water Authority, and there
is now only one bond out and
it extends over a 40 year
period.

Six priorities were listed as
improvements within the
Authority. They are (1) a
reservoir and pump station at
Quanah; (2) an elevated tank
at Medicine Mounds; (3) a
pump station at Crowell; (4)

Buck Tinsley, a member of
the Water Development
Board, was present to speak
for the Board during the
meeting. ‘‘We are very
pleased that we were able to
assist all of the member
cities in the project,’” Tinsley
said.

The refinancing plan was
instigated by Danny Burer, a
financial advisor for the
Water Development Board.
“This is a very unique plan
Danny came up with, and the
plan will be recommended to
other water authorities,”’
Tinsley said.

From the financial point of
view, the water is now all
Greenbelt's. *'‘We have been
emancipated, so to speak, as
we don’t have to go to the
Water Development Board
any more for refinancing,”
Tinsley said.

The major purposes of the
new contract, in addition to
improvements of the services
rendered by Greenbelt
Water Authority, are to
increase the water supply to
the Red River Water
Authority and to the existing
contracting cities, and to
smooth out debt payments.

The bond issue was for
$10,500,000 and the new
proposed contract is the
same as the old contract
except that it is a '‘more
modern edition'’ to better
handle debt payments.

Under the new contract,
the Red River Authority is
considered a ‘‘member
city,”" but it will not have
voting power within the
Authority.

The Water Development
Board made a loan to the
authority on a 50-vear basis
at 3.72 interest rate on the
total loan.

Under stipulations in the
new contract, customers will
pay at least the amount
member cities pay, with the
condition that more can be
charged to them for the
water.

Greenbelt Water Authority
will make improvements &s
the water usage increases
because increased usage is
putting a strain on the
treatment plant at
Clarendon.

Officials are predicting
a decrease of no more
than 20 percent in
domestic purchase of feed
grains during the current
marketing vear. Others
are saying that an
improved livestock
market will cut the
decrease to even less.
USDA projections are for
the production of about
220 million short tons of
feed grains with about 165
million tons sold in the
United States and another
42 million tons exported
to foreign countries.
According to the figures
released by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, total
arryover of feed grains
by the end of the
marketing year should not
exceed 30 million tons
Although that's a lot of
grain, records show it to

be only about 60 percent
as much as the carryover
at the end of 1971
Officials citing these
figures are predicting
relatively stable prices for
grain sorghum. Major
factors which could
produce a change in the
situation include the
extent of recovery of the
cattle market and, as
always, the most variable
of all, the weather
