HEAVY RAINS FALL OVER

Assistance
Offered
Farmers

September 30, 1975, is the 
last day to apply for 
emergency conservation 
measures assistance, ac­
cording to Joe Sabbe, 
executive director o f the 
Foard County ASCS. 
Farmers who have had 
severe damage to conserva­
tion structures or farm land 
by the heavy rains may be 
elig ib le for assistance to 
correct the problem.

Sabbe added that a farmer 
qualifying for ECM 
assistance may receive up to 
80 per cent of the cost for 
performing the following;

1. Grading or shaping 
severly damaged farmland.

2. Restoring conservation 
structures (terraces, and 
earth dams.)

No Set- 
Aside for 
1976 Crops

There will be no set-aside 
requirement for 1976 feed 
grain, wheat and upland 
cotton programs. Joe Sabbe, 
executive director of the 
Foard County ASCS, told 
producers Tuesday. It will 
be the third consecutive year 
for the feed grain and wheat 
programs and the fourth for 
the upland cotton program in 
which no set-aside was 
required.

Sabbe says that in 1976, as 
in the present year, 
producers may substitute 
any non-conserving crop or 
any conserving crop (except 
marketing quota crops) used 
for hay or tor grazing in order 
to preserve their wheat, feed 
grain or cotton allotments.

Cattlemen are suffering 
from poor market prices 
brought on mainly by 
excessive numbers of calves. 
A remedy to the situation can 
be made by culling their cow 
herds and reducing the 
number o f replacement 
heifers.

The extension service is 
ciwperating with the Ameri­
can National Cattlemen's 
Assix'iation in urging pro­
ducers to reduce the size of 
the cow herd and thus bring 
about a more favorable beef 
supply-demand situation for 
all concerned.

Due to the overload of beef 
cows, late summer and fall 
culling will be doubly 
important this year. First of 
all. culling will take the 
pressure off fall pastures and 
reduce herd maintenance 
costs during the coming 
winter months. Secondly, 
supplies o f other meats, 
particuarly ptirk and poultry.

are down at this time, so 
there is a ready outlet for the 
increased beef supply that 
would result from heavy cow 
culling.

Cow slaughter is currently 
heavy and was 47 per cent 
more during the first half of 
1475 than the same period a 
year ago. If this pace 
continues through the re­
mainder of this year, the 
nation's cow herd on Jan. 1, 
W b , may be down by almost 

one million head from Jan. 1, 
14‘'5. Heifer retentions for 
cow herd replacements are 
also down about 7 per cent 
from a year earlier.

If cow slaughter continues 
at a heavy rate for the rest of 
the year and into 147b and if 
heifer hojding is not 
excessive, the total cow herd 
may get back in line with 
population and income 
growth by 147t.

The adjustment in cattle 
numbers must come about if 
prices to cattlemen are to 
improve. This adjustment

Future Supply of Grain 

Is at Stake
Texas Farm Bureau Pres­

ident Carrol Chaloupka said 
future supplies of grain may 
depend upon the outcome of 
the current grain export 
controversy.

■'If farmers lose a part of 
their legitimate export mar­
kets because of actions of the 
federal government and 
labor unions, they will be 
forced to reduce plantings for 
the next crop season." 
Chaloupka said. "F a ll 
planting for wheat is just a 
few weeks away and some 
farmers will be making that 
decision soon."

Chaloupka said farmers 
are angered over the 
.Administration's curtailment 
of future grain sales to 
Russia until final crop 
reports are in and also the 
actions of the International 
Longshoremen's Association 
in refusing to load grain on 
ships hound for Russia.

"These actions will result 
in less grain, not more, for 
the .American consumer.”  
the Dalhart grain and 
livestock producer said. " I f  
our farmers find their export 
markets destroyed and if 
resulting prices are below 
cost of production, they may 
not plant at all."

Chaloupka said farmers 
must find overseas outlets 
for two-thirds of their wheat 
and rice and a fourth of their

Contour farming, with or 
without terraces, can help to 
control erosion but it is only 
the beginning unless used 
with conservation practices 
such as cropping systems, 
minimum tillage, residue 
m anagem ent, terraces, 
emergency tillage, fertilizing 
and stubble mulching.

The effectiveness of con­
tour farming in conserving 
soil and moisture is also 
influenced by such factors as 
types of soil, slope and 
rainfall.

The major factors for 
farming on the contour are to 
reduce the velocity of runoff 
water, conserve sufficient 
moisture, and our most 
valuable resource, the soil.

Since conservation of 
moisture is so vital contour 
cultivation should be used -n 
most circumstances even on 

1 our long flat slopes. Crops
i continue to produce higher
- yields on contoured Fields

npared to fields cultivated

up and down the slope and 
across terraces.

Recent heavy rains broke a 
high percentage of terraces 
throughout the county. In 
comparison, terraces de­
signed and maintained at an 
effective height that received 
no more than the 24 hour 
average maximum rainfall 
for Foard County and with 
tillage operations performed 
on the contour failed to 
break. This untold dollar 
value resulted in tons of 
topsoil being saved.

How well terraces do their 
job of protecting the soil 
depends on how they are 
farmed—on the contour or 
across them and maintaining 
their effective height.

can be orderly if cattlemen 
made the decision to act now.

In addition to a more 
stable beef supply and price 
situation, reducing beef cow 
herds will also help produc­
ers improve herd quality by 
eliminating poor producers, 
reduce feed and other costs 
by eliminating ‘ ‘ boarder”  
cows, and increase the 
flexibility of their operations.

A cow-calf operator could 
cull more cows and retain 
some calves. Then, during 
the next year, he would have 
the flexibility of putting the 
heifers back into his 
breeding herd if conditions 
warrant. Some consideration 
also might be given to 
backgrounding the yearlings 
for an additional period if 
costs are not excessive.

Officer Recalls
Crowell
Tornado

A story in the August 28 
issue of The Vernon Daily 
Record about a former 
commander of Victory Field 
south of Vernon tells some 
interesting things about this 
area during the war years.

The Vernon visitor was 
Col. James M. Johnson of 
Atlanta, Ga., who was 
visiting his wife’ s relatives in 
Vernon last week. Col. 
Johnson moved to Vernon 
during the construction of 
Victory Field and stayed on 
to become commander of the

feed grains. He said these 
markets permit volume 
production with resulting 
lower costs to American 
consumers.

Article III, The Legis­
lature, is amended to;

Continue the present 
structure of the legisla­
ture consisting o f a se­
nate with 31 members 
and a house of represen­
tatives with 150 mem­
bers. The present organi­
zation and procedure of 
the legislature are con- 
tinuea except that the 
provision allowing closed 
executive sessions of the 
senate is omitted.

Provide that the coun­
ties o f the state are those 
that exist on the date o f 
adoption of the local gov­
ernment article and that 
county boundaries may

pie for the operation of 
state government is re­
tained. The legislature 
shall establish separate 
formulas for appraising 
land to promote the pre­
servation of open-space 
land devoted to farm or 
ranch purposes and may 
establish separate for­
mulas for appraising 
land to promote the pre­
servation o f forest land 
devoted to timber pro­
duction. The $.3000 ex­
emption from state ad 
valorem taxation for re­
sidential homesteads is 
continued and the legis­
lature by law may in­
crease this amount. A 
separate $3000 exemp­
tion from ad valorem  
taxation by political sub­
divisions is provided for 
the residentia l hom e­
stead of persons at least 
65 years of age and the 
pblitical subdivision may 
increase this amount. 
The legislature by law 
may exempt from ad va l­
orem taxation certain 
property owned by veter­
ans’ organizations, non­
profit water corpora­
tions, and persons in 
need because o f age or 
disability, and economic 
circumstance. The legis­
lature may also exempt 
property to preserve his­
torical, cultural or natur­
al h istory resources. 
Taxpayers are provided a 
new method of correcting 
inequitable tax assess­
ments by paying ad va l­
orem taxes under protest 
and suing for a reuind in 
a d istrict court. S tate 
debt may be authorized

be changed if approved 
by a majority of tne qual­
ified voters in each af­
fected county who vote on 
the question. Counties 
may be merged or county 
seats relocated i f  ap­
proved by two-thirds of 
the qualified voters in 
each affected county who 
vote on the question. The 
present elected constitu­
tional county offices are 
retained and four year 
terms of office are pro­
vided. The voters o f a 
countv may create addi- 
tionaf offices, eliminate 
offices, or combine the 
duties and functions o f 
offices. The voters may 
also grant ordinance 
m aking power to the 
govern ing body o f the 
county. Cities and towns 
having more than 1,500 
inhabitants may become 
home-rule c ities. Tax 
lim ita tions are estab ­
lished for operating pur­
poses for cities and coun­
ties and the legislature is 
required to fix debt limits 
for cities, towns, coun­
ties, and school and 
community jun ior col­
lege districLs.

The word ing o f the 
proposed constitutional 
amendment as it will ap­
pear on the ballot is as 
follows:

"The constitutional 
amendment revising 
the LOCAL GOV- 
ERNMENT PR O V I­
SIONS of the Texas 
Constitution.”
I f  adopted by the voters, 
will become effective on 
September 1, 1976.

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

Revising the general 
provisions o f the Texas 
Constitution. Article X, 
General Provisions, is 
amended to:

Provide the basic re­
quirements relating to 
public officeholders such 
as the official oath and 
residency requirements. 
The provision defin ing 
the separate and com­
m unity property o f 
spouses is retained, and 
the protection o f a 
homestead from forced 
sale is continued. The 
legislature is required to 
protect certain personal 
property from forced 
sale. Current wages for 
personal service are not 
subject to garnishment.

STILL TIME FOR QUALITY 
HAY

Fall moisture is generally 
adequate over much of 
Texas, and with adequate 
use of fertilizer, top quality 
hay can still be produced for 
the coming winter season. A 
lack of fertilizer use along 
with varying rainfall resulted 
in some rather poor quality 
hay this spring and summer, 
points out a forage specialist 
for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. For good 
quality hay, use adequate 
amounts of nitrogen fertilizer 
and harvest the hay at the 
prpper stage of growth. 
Producers are encouraged to 
enter hay samples in the 
State Hay Show set for Oct. 
14 near Austin. Deadline for 
entries is Sept. 24.

Waterfowl 
Hunt Dates 
Are Set

A daily bag limit of up to 
10 ducks and generally 
longer waterfowl hunting 
seasons were established 
the Parks and W ild life 
Commission at their August 
29 hearing.

The commission set split 
seasons for both ducks and 
geese in the eastern portion 
of the statC” both to open 
Nov. 1 and again on Dec. 20.

Goose season east of U. S. 
Hwy. 81 is Nov. 1 - Dec. 12 
and resumes Dec. 20, 1975 - 

Jan. 18. 1976. West of U. S. 
Hwy. 81, Texans will have 93 
continuous days of hunting. 
Oct. 18. 1975 - Jan. 18, 1976.

Duck and coot season east 
of a line running from Del 
Rio to Vernon is Nov. 1 - 30 
and Dec. 20, 1975 - Jan. 18, 
1976.

West of the Del Rio - 
Vernon line duck and coot 
season is a straight 83 days, 
Oct. 28. 1975-Jan. 18. 1976. 
1976.

Duck bag and possession 
limits will again be deter­
mined by a 100-point system, 
but with significant changes. 
For the first time since the 
1971-72 season, canvasback 
and redhead ducks may be 
hunted over most of Texas.

This year each canvasback 
and redhead counts as 100 
points except in Brazoria. 
Chambers, Galveston, Har­
ris, Jefferson and Orange 
Counties, where the season 
remains closed. Last year 
the season on the two species 
was closed in all 16 coastal 
counties.

There are no changes in 
70-point ducks from the 
1974-75 season; mallard 
hens, wood ducks and 
hooded mergansers.

All species of teal count as 
10 points, a change from last 
year when green-winged teal 
were 35 points and blue - 
winged and cinnamon teal 
counted as l5-point birds.

Other 10-point birds this 
year include pintails, gadw- 
walls. scaup, shoveler and 
mergansers except hooded 
mergansers.

All other species and sexes 
of ducks count 25 points in 
eastern Texas. In the 
western third o f Texas, 
25-point ducks will count 20 
points.

Bag limit on geese east of 
U. S. Hwy. 81 is five birds, to 
include no more than one 
Canada or one white-fronted 
goose, with a possession 
limit of five to include no 
more than two Canadas or 
two white fronts, or one of 
each. Daily bag and 
possession limit shall include 
not more than one Ross' 
goose.

West of U. S. Hwy. 81. 
daily bag and possession 
limits are two and four geese 
respectively, except the daily 
bag possession limits shall 
include not more than one 
Ross’ goose.

Bag and possession limits 
on coots in all of Texas are 15 
and 30 respectively.

Seasons remain closed for 
fulvous and black-bellied 
tree ducks and Mexican 
ducks.

Seasons and bag also were 
set on sandhill cranes, 
woodcock and snipe.

M IN IM U M  TILLAGE
by Tbomas Sblnn, SCS

Minimum tillage farming 
continues to gain in 
popularitv among local 
farmers. This system contin­
ues to increase in popularity 
with lower production costs. 
This is accomplished by 
reducing the number of 
tillage operations to those 
essential for the production 
of the next crop. Any 
operation that can be 
eliminated and the objective 
still reached can mean big 
savings, not only in labor, 
but in fuel and equipment. 
One trip at a cost of $2.50 
per acre could save $250 plus 
per 100 acres.

Most minimum tillage

systems require two cultural 
operations across fields ffom 
harvest to harvest whereas 
conventional systems and 
improper equipment may 
require 4 to 6 trips.

Land that is clean-tilled 
can be se> erely damaged by 
wind ai.d water erosion. 
Residues left on and near the 
soil surface sharply reduces 
wind-blown dust and water 
erosion in addition to 
conserving moisture. Leav­
ing sufficient protective 
cover of crop residues will 
also reduce evaporation of 
soil moisture resulting in 
cooler soils in the summer 
and warmer in the winter.

To the contrary less water is 
needed on irrigated crops 
where minimum tillage is 
practiced.

Present research shows 
this tillage system has cut 
soil erosion on some soils by 
95 per cent by allowing the 
residues to slow down and 
catch the raindrops letting 
them trickle gently onto and 
into the soil.

It also provides for better 
fixxl and cover for wildlife by 
leaving additional stubble 
and seed for quail and dove.

The minimum tillage 
system continues to become 
one of our most important 
conservation practices.
