Speaker Talks on 
Beef Cattle Outlook

Norman B rints of the 
extension service, in a talk at 
the Rotary Club Wednesday 
of last week, said it will 
probably be 1977 before the 
cow-and-calf cattleman can 
see a tu rn ing  around in 
prices. He added that the 
cu rren t ra te  of slau g h te r 
must continue through 1976 
before the turn-around in 
prices can begin.

He said th ere  was a 
smaller percent of increase in 
the number of cattle and 
calves last year, and more 
forage-fed cattle are being 
slaughtered. He said that in 
1975 the number of cattle 
slaughtered is up 16% and 
tonnage of slaughtered cattle 
is up 5 per cent. He added 
that overall production of red 
meat is down in the U. S. this

profit for the operator. He 
said current figures show 
that an average 400 lb. calf 
will gain an average of 1.5 
pounds per day during the 
180 day period.

In com m enting on the 
wheat s itu a tion , Brints 
predicted the price of wheat 
will be from $3.60 to $4.00 
per bushel at harvest time 
next year.

Four Mishaps Reported Here
The Texas Highway Patrol 

investigated four accidents 
on rural highways in Foard 
County during the month of 
August, 1975, according to 
Sergeant Billy Dean.

At a recent meeting of the 
committee for the annual 4-H 
and FFA Project Show, the 
dates of the show were 
set for March 12 and 13 at 
the vocational ag ricu ltu re  
building.

A new stocker-feeder calf 
program is being inaugurat­
ed in the W b  show and the 
following rules were set for 
entry in this division:

1. All bonafidc members of 
4-H Club or FFA are eligible 
to partic ipa te  in th is 
program.

2. The club members may 
purchase any breed of cattle 
or crossb reed  and must 
weigh from 400 to 500 lbs. 
This will include a steer or 
heifer.

3. Calves m ust be 
purchased at public auction 
sale or any public market, 
between Nov. 1 and Dec. 1 
and weight tickets turned in 
to the county agent or 
vocational agriculture teach­
er not later than Dec. 10. .At 
this time the club member 
will be handed a record bixik.

4. O w nership by any 
member of immediate family 
prior to the date  calves 
purchased  at auction is 
strictly prohibited.

5. All conditions pertain­
ing to purchase of calves 
shall be subject to review by 
the stocker-feeder committee 
and any participant found 
violating the rules shall be 
disqualified from the show.

b. Calves must be weaned 
from their mothers and will 
not be allowed to be placed 
on a nurse cow.

The calves can be run on 
native grass, wheat pasture. 
Sudan or similar pasture, 
supplemental feed, fed in lot 
or whatever arrangements 
boys and girls can make that 
will make the most money.

8. All participants must 
keep records on the expenses 
of their calves and turn them 
in the day of the show. 

Complete honesty is a must if 
this program is to succeed.

4, To standardize record

keeping. 1 cent per pound 
per month will be charged for 
grazing

10. The charges for home 
grown feed are; oats $5.50 
per 1(X). barley. S4.50 per 
UX); maize. Sb.OO per 100;

12. Be sure and include
costs of vaccine.

13. Do not charge any
expense for hauling.

lt>. The calves will be 
weighed the day of the show 
by the committee and the 3% 
shrink will be assessed to 
each calf.

17. Prize money will be 
awarded on the basis of net 
profit per calf or per head 
with the champion receiving 
$35.00 and the reserve 
receiving $15.00.

18. The committee will 
appoint a man to establish a 
fair market price on all calves 
and the records will be closed 
out and be p«isted in the 
show barn for review by the 
public.

10. Following the show, all 
participants must claim their 
calves for sale or return 
home.

20. You must exhibit your 
calves the day of the show to 
be eligible for any prize 
money and be able to answer 
any questions asked by the 
committee abtiut your calf.

21. The stocker-feeder 
committee's decision shall be 
final whether or not it is 
specifically m entioned in 
rules and regulations and 
this committee is authorized 
to make decisions as needed.

The following rule* were 
set for the other sections of 
the project show:

1. To be eligible to 
compete in the show, a boy 
or girl must be an active

member of FFA or 4-H Club.
2. The animal must be 

carried as a project in either 
FFA or 4-H

3. All exhibits shown must 
be owned and cared for by 
the exhibitor.

4. To be eligible for the 
show, steers must weigh at 
least 800 lbs.: sheep must 
weigh at least 80 lbs., and 
not over 120 lbs.
