QOut-door carpet. Indoor
carpet. Outdoor/indoor
carpet. Kitchen carpet. It's
enough to confuse anybody.

Why is there such
confusion about types of
carpeting available?  Just
exactly what do these terms
mean? Which is what and
which is good for what?

The term indoor/outdoor
carpet is misleading. It
implies that one kind of
carpet can be used both
indoors and outdoors, but
there's no single carpet with
built-in characteristics that
make it desirable for both
uses.

It's a mistake to assume
that the characteristics which
make a carpet practical for
outdoor use will make it even
more practical indoors.

Let's take a closer look.

Outdoor carpet is cons-
structed differently from
indoor or kitchen carpet and
has different properties and
different maintenance prob-
lems. An outdoor carpet has
definite requirements.

To qualify for outdoor use,
a carpet must be made of 100
per cent synthetic fiber that's
resistant to moisture, sun,
soil, mildew and pests.
solution-dyed polypropylene
olefin and acrylics meet
these requirements best and
are the most used fibers.

Some outdoor carpet is
flocked with nylon, which has
the highest abrasion resist-
ance of any fiber. But since
nylon can’t be solution-dyed,
it's apt to fade.

The construction of the
carpet is as important as the
content. It must be made so
that drainage is possible
during wet weather and
cleaning.

Most outdoor carpet is
made by needle-punch con-
struction. The result is a
felt-like, non-resilient mat
similar to carpet underliners.

Liquids penetrate rapidly
and drain right through the
carpet. An outdoor carpet
must never have a foam or
sponge backing because such
a backing would be unable to
withstand the elements and
would eliminate the possibil-
ity of drainage.

Tufting is another type of
construction used to make
outdoor carpet. Both
polypropylene and acrylics
are used.

Tufted carpets are aesthet-
ically more pleasing than
those made with needle-
punch construction because
they look less like mats and
more like traditional pile
carpeting. But the relatively
non-porous latex backing can
turn the carpet into a water
trap after a heavy rain or a
thorough ‘‘hosing down."’

A new set of standards is
needed to evaluate outdoor
carpeting daily.  First, it
must be viewed within the
proper frame of reference--
the outdoors.

When used as originally
intended, outdoor carpeting
is a long-wearing, economi-
cal utilitarian product. It
could also be considered a
luxury item in that it's
softer, warmer and more
attractive that what it
replaces.

Care of outdoor carpet is
relatively simple. Regular
vacuuming (except when
wet), quick attention to spots
and stains and a periodic
“‘hosing down'’ should keep

KITCHEN CARPETING

Any homemaker who
assumes that ‘‘indoor/out-
door'’ carpet would be ideal
for her kitchen makes a
serious mistake.

Conditions in a kitchen
differ not only from those
outside, but also from those
in the rest of the house
Kitchen floors are subject not
only to atmospheric dust, but
also to continuous spillage of
water, oil and grease as well
as to other food stains.

So kitchen carpet must be
constructed in such a manner
that it can be easily
maintained.

It should be either woven
or tufted with low-level,
dense loop pile. Foam or
sponge rubber cushioning
should be bonded to the
carpet rather than separate.

Felt-type needlepunch
carpets should never be used
in the kitchen.

The densely matted,
horizontal fiber construction
of needlepunch carpet be-
comes a trap for grease and
food particles which sift right
through to the bottom.

This type of carpet may be
cleaned effectively only by
flooding which is obviously
impossible in a kitchen.

Tufted or woven carpet, on
the other hand, can be
home-shampooed as well as
vacuumed. The backing acts
as a barrier just below the
pile, keeping any moisture
and food particles from
penetrating to the bottom of
the carpet and making them
easier to remove.
