TO EXCELLENCE IN EDUCATION

IIt has recently come to light 
that in the last seven or eight years, 
the cumulative scores of junior stu­
dents in high school who took the 
Iowa Test on Educational Develop­
ment (ITEO) have declined alarm­
ingly. In the high school where I 
formerly taught, the scores declined 
33 per cent within a two-year peri­
od. In a nearby high school, the rate 
was 43 per cent. One can only con­
clude that something is wrong.

Throughout the country, it is 
generally felt that the schools have 
slipped in their teaching of funda­
mentals. Twenty years ago educa­
tional standards in my place of em­
ployment were gratifymgiy high. 
Teachers and principals were proud 
of their students' records. Dress 
codes were taken for granted and 
never needed mentioning. Disci­
pline and character education were 
emphasized right along with 
academic progress. Earned promo­
tion was the order of the day in­
stead of "social promotion," and 
extensive work was done in the 
basic skills, such as phonics in 
reading instruction and computa­
tional abilities in mathematics. Stu-

dents in English classes could write 
comprehensively and coherently, 
with fewer spelling and punctuation 
flaws that seem to abound in writ­
ten work now.

Recently, too, it was brought to 
the public's attention that the 
Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) 
scores and the American College 
Tests (ACT) entrance exams of 
college-bound students have de­
clined steadily in verbal and mathe­
matical areas, and especially in so­
cial studies.

One reason for this, I truly 
believe, is the proliferation of 
innocuous alternative courses that 
allow students to avoid the basic 
subjects, particularly in the second­
ary schools. Liberalism of curricu­
lums and the general trend toward 
"permissiveness" have resulted in a 
downgrading of educational 
achievement. "Open education," 
the new math travesty, the stressing 
of existentialism and humanism in 
literature courses, nofKompetitive 
theories of grading —  all these 
terms are dear to the hearts of many 
academicians, enthusiastically abet­
ted by ivory-tower inhabitants of 
the Texas Education Agency. 
School boards' and parents alike 
seem apathetic and fail even to 
question the trend, much less do 
something about it. Nearly every­
one seems resigned to a doctrine of 
mediocrity, lest one group of stu­
dents seems smarter or above the 
low-average level.

During the Soothing-Syrup 
Sixties, FHjblic school pupils were 
encouraged to "do your own 
thing." Now it is the Saddened 
Seventies, and suddenly those 
"things" are not good enough. At 
last, a few critics of public (and pri­
vate) schools are beginning to gath­
er like tumbleweeds on a West 
Texas prairie. When are the major­
ity of parents going to becorne con­
cerned about this trend toward ac­
ceptance of mediocrity? Preventing 
a widespread decline in education­
al standards is much more 
important than busing our kids hith­
er and yon over the landscape! B
