The present time is the harvest 
season of experience for all who 

are engaged in the cuture of the land 
or in the feeding of cattle, but most of 
all to the careful, intelligent shepherd, 
wiites Henry Stewart in the American 
Swine Breeder. And of all the c.xpc- 
rimental knowledge gained In recent 
times, that in regard to the growth 
anil uses of rape Is just now the most 
valuable.

'1 his crop is a standard one in all the 
European countries, especially in Eng­
land. and the other parts of Great Brit- 
ai:i in which sheep are thicker on the 
¿round than in any other country in 
the world, and rape is the main fall 
and winter feeding, along with tur 
nips. It has got a good str.rt here on 
thi.s side of the world, but It is only 
like the first pale glimpse of the com­
ing dawn compared v.ith the bright 
fullness of the noonday sun. For by ; 
and by it will be found on the major­
ity of the fi r̂nis, ns well as on the 
ranges wherAer the climate will ad­
mit of its growth, and the cheapness 
ami value of it will be so fully recog­
nized that sheep will be seen on every 
hand and their plaintive bleating will 
he heard from east to west, as the 
sunrise glows across the vast expanse 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, and 
starts the sheep to feeding, in one con­
tinuous pleasing harmony.

But while this has its poetic point 
of view and thought, the material re­
sults will be astounding; As the cul­
ture of the turnip and of rape for the 
feeding of sheep is the commonly ad­
mitted foundation of the prosperous 
culture of the soil, by which two dis­
tinct p'rofits are made and gained from 
it, one going to support in comfort the 
millions of farmers who occupy the 
land as tenants, and the numerous pro • 
prietors who represent the enormous 
money capital Invested In the land. In 
the croivded islands of Great Britain 
and Ireland; so it will be on this side 
of the ocean, but with far more satis­
factory results, for the American far­
mer is his own landlord and gains In 
each hand the income from his thought 
and skill and labor, with that which 
represents the Interest on his capital 
Inv-.'sted in his farm, and which the 
economists call rent, or profit for uses, 
end distinct from that for labor, thus 
tbfriving himself all the profits of his 
capital invested and those from his 
business enterprise and personal labor. 
With the culture of rape one most val-

UTILIZING BAD EGGS—Waste eggs 
—that is. heated or spotted eggs— 
unless they are absolutely black, 

are utilized for the preparation of a 
tanning solution known as salted egg 
yolk. This is used largely by tanners 
of America and Europe in preparing 
fine skins. The eggs are first broken 
In a churn, in which they are rapidly 
revolved for about twenty minutes. 
The albumen rises to the top in the 
form of foam and is skimmed off. leav­
ing the yolks. Next 30 per cent by 
weight of salt and 1 per cent of powder­
ed boracic acid is added, and the churn­
ing continued, the skimming being 
again repeated. This compo'jnd is 
then stored in barrels.

Crystallized eggs are made from the 
broken eggs and surplus stock. These 
are largely used on shipboard, but in­
creasingly of late by bakers, as well. 
Good eggs are broken and churned, 
thoroughly mixing whites and yolks. 
The liquid is then dropped on slowly 
revolving stone cylinders, through 
which arms of the same material ex­
tend. Over these cylinders is passed 
a strong current of ■warm, di‘y air, 
evaporating the moisture from the 
eggs. After being thus dried the egg 
is scraped off by means of oj stone 
scraper. The resulting powder is 
known as crystallized eggs. When her­
metically sealed they may be kept in­
definitely. For use they are merely 
moistened with ■water and beaten up 
to the natural consistency of their orig­
inal state.

TRIGONOMETRY IN SURGERY.

KANGAROO HUNTING.
Kangaroo hunting, in addition to be­

ing bech a novel and exciting form of 
the cha„e is excteuiagly protitabie, as 
there is a bonus paid for the ears and 
nose of the animal. The business re­
quires a good horse, as most of the 
shooting is done from the saddle. The 
bush horse for this purpose is prefer­
able, as he is very swift and full of 
endurance, 'fhe hunters, who gener­
ally go in parties of three or four, arc 
called "scalpers.” The small bore 
Winchester lifle is the favorite weapon 
as they are sharp-sighted and ^treme- 
ly light-triggered.

When the scalper desires to realize 
on his scalps, he takes the evidences of 
his pelt destruction to a “ reserve,” for 
which receipts are given in return, and 
such acknowledgments are as good as 
a check.

Skinning a kangaroo is most deftly 
carried out by the scalp-hunters. After 
being ripped open with the knife, the 
skin is i>unchcil back, the hands are 
placed around the animal's back, in­
side, and the hide is peelqd off the car­

cass In a moment or twa The skins 
are stretched out with wire 
sharpened at one end and driven into 
the ground one Inch apart round the 
skin. 'An arsenic solution is then rub­
bed into the hide as a protection 
against weevils.

The greatest quantities of exported 
kangaroo skins are shipped from Syd­
ney and other Australian ports to this 
country, where “ kangaroo” has be­
come a popular fur.

Scalpers and skinners are not likely, 
for a long time yet, to bring about 
anything like the extermination of the 
kangaroo. In one year in New South 
Wales alone the butchers’ bill of these 
hunters stood at nearly 2,000,000 kan­
garoos and wallabies (the latter a 
smaller species of the former), and yet 
there must remain throughout Austra­
lia many millions of these fast multi­
plying creatures.

SERMONS BY M ACHINERY.
Sermons preached by machinery are 

the latest The instrument used is of 
brass, and is called a “ monsterphone." 
It performs pieces of music for the en­
tertainment of the congregation, and 
varies its program with an occasional 
address. It has been introduced with 
the hope that it would play upon the 
curiosity of the populace and attract 
crowds to the services. Already baa 
the hope been justified, for St. Mary- 
at-Hill, the church in which the mon­
ster machine has been placed, now re­
sounds on Sundays, with the tramp of 
many feet, instead of being left to its 
usual desolate emptiness, introducing 
this modern and highly sensational 
crowd-attracting method into this five- 
centuries old church has, withal, a 
touch of pathos. Into an interior 
which carries one back to ages long 
since dead, has this “monsterphone” 
been put. In addition to it there is a 
maaic lantern in the loft, which throws 
pictures on the screen stretched across 
the middle aisle. These pictures illus­
trate the text of the machine sermon. 
A skilled pianist presides at the grand 
piano, a numerous-stringed orchestra 
ranged before the altar performs pieces 
of music that are known in every 
household, the bass drum booms and 
echoes through the venerable pile, 
and an earnest preacher tells his con­
gregation some plain home truths—no 
subtle, theological, hair-splitting, n-5 
didactics, but straight rhetorical blows 
from the shoulder.

It Is a novel method of bringing the 
people to church, but it has succeeded, 
for the congregation, numbering once 
barely a dozen, is now over GOO. At 
midday the ■workmen, in their toll- 
stained clothes, sp<?nd part of their 
dinner Interval listening to the “ mon- 
storphonc” or looking at the magic 
lantern pictures, and the Sunday con­
gregation is just as homespun in its 
character.

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HERMANN’S TRICKS
EXPLAINED BY ASSISTANT.

Hudson Everett, a former assistant 
of Hermann, the great magician, while 
under arrest at Detroit, explained a 
number of the necromancer’s feats 
which have puzzled audiences all over 
the continent. His explanation of one 
of the great “ Strobika” tricks is as 
follows: The audience Is shown a

small platform about four by six feet 
This is suspended several feet from 
the floor. The audience can see all 
about it. A committee is sent up from 
the audience, which, by the ŵ ay, is a 
genuinb committee, without any 
knowledge of the trick. A man, pick­
ed from the audience, is stretched out 
on the platform, handcuffed, a steel 
band is placed about his neck and 
locked, and his feet are placed in 
stocks and locked, all by the commit­
tee. The committee retains the keya 
Curtains are drawn for an instant 
They are opened and the man is gone 
In his place lies Mme. Hermann, or 
whoever the assistant may be, as se­
curely locked as was the man. The 
committee has to use its keys to re­
lease her. The committeemen, during 
-^e time the curtains are closed, are 
^ l e  ‘to see entirely around the plat­
form, above, below and on all sides. 
The committee is really as much puz­
zled as the audience.

“That’s easy,” chuckled Everett re- 
cenjJy. “The man who dees -tie act 
is paid in advance. '■ He is laid out on 
the platform and shackled by the com- 
When the trick is to be played Mme. 
Hermann takes her place on the plat­
form. There is a post in each corner 
from which t̂he curtains are strung 
When the trick js to bep layed Mme. 
Hermann steps into a stirrup on trie 
left hand post. The curtains when 
opened fold around her and hide her. 
The minute the curtains are drawn 
she hops down and releases the man 
■with a key ■R'hicli opens all the locks 
at once. 'The man takes her place and 
she lies do'wn and drops the locks over 
her arms and neck. The curtains are 
opened and bide the man.

“ One of the prettiest tricks that ‘the 
old man' ever plaj’ed,” said Everett, 
“was the one ■where he grew a beauti­
ful rose bush from a seed on a table 
in full sight of the audience. The ta­
bles are about three feet high. In front 
they are covered to within a short dis­
tance of the floor. The backs are open 
and a rose bush is ready prepared on 
each table. The magician drops a seen 
on the table in a little pile of dirt. 
Then he takes a big tube and puts over 
the seed, and makes some passes.

When he picks up the tube a twig Is 
shown. Then he shows the empty tube 
again and carelessly sets it do'wn at 
the back of the table. He is putting 
it over another tube, which sets on the I table below the level of the audience’s 
gaze. This tube contains a full-grown 
rose bush. The professor takes the 
tube containing the plant up and puts 
it on another table for an instant 
‘This is growing faster, I think,’ he 
says, and jerks the tube off. The roses 
drop to their natural position, waving 
about and make a pretty sight. While 
the audience is watching them the pro­
fessor is picking up a third tube and 
bringing out another rose bush, for 
the other table.

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We looked before ns and then to left 
and right, and everywhere we saw the 
smoke of the enemy’s musketry ex­
tending ̂ ike fire in a field of dry grass, 
while the little bullets sang like a 
swarm of bees, cutting jown our ranks 
and driving the survivors Into a hud­
dled ma.«3.

since th* presence of humus in the soil 
is the most essential prerequisite to 
ample crop production, and the pre­
vailing methods of farming have a 
tendency rather to destroy than to pro­
duce humus. The predominating char­
acter of Southern soils is light sand, 
and the presence of a large and con­
stant supply of vegetable matter in the 
soil is necessary to the maintenance 
and increase of its fertility; while the 
physical nature of the soil, together 
with the long and hot summers, con­
spires to bring about not only a rapid 
denitrification, but a general depletion 
of the soil’s fertility.

Rotation necessitates more or less 
diversity and diversity facilitates the 
practice of rotation and enhances its 
profit. In devising a system or plan of 
rotation there should be added such 
crops as will "find ready sale, or that 
may easily and profitably be converted 
into live stock, and preferably both, 
and at the same time satisfy the home 
demand for the product grown and 
grow the products demanded. On 
many of the large cotton plantations 
only a small per cent of the hay and 
meat consumed are produced on the 
plantation, practically no flour and not 
all the corn, while thousands of horses 
and mules for farm work are shipped 
to them from Kentucky, Missouri and 
Kansas. Mutton and beef are luxuries, 
while poultry and butter are not infre­
quently inadequate for the needs of the 
planter’s family.

The farmer is more lax In applying 
thought, judgment and well-directod 
labor to his business than the man of 
any other professoin. and too frequent­
ly leaves future plans entirely out of 
his calculations. He is too frequently 
content to follow practices of the past 
without regard to reasons for following 
them or to past results. He does not 
enter into his work with that vim, de­
termination and persistence that are 
necessary to the observance of the^n- 
numerable details so essential to suc­
cess. He is no|t only inclined to put 
off till to-morrow the things that 
should be done to-day, but either does 
not do them at all or only half does 
them. He is content to adhere to prac­
tices and tools that he can make do, 
and thinks it pays to keep a cow that 
averages six qarts p t  milk for half the 
year and is dry the other half. He 
rarely compares the cost of produc­
tion with prevailing market prices and 
plants his crops without due regard to 
supply and demand.

the cactus, and against all rascality in 
this world we need a kind of new pat­
ent chaffmlM, run by gas, to blow out 
all the chaff.

But as we cannot get all this it might 
be w'ell to try to do something by 
which we get rid of wolves and wild­
cats and thorny bushes and cactus and 
chaffy men. How to do this is what I 
now will proceed to tell you:

In the first place we must go to work 
and kill the wolves and the wildcats by 
putting a tax of fifty cents per year on 
every dog (more than one) owned by 
anybody in Texas; and all the stock 
men who live in any part of Texas 
where there are any wolves or other 
kinds of “ varmints” that kill stock of 
any kind, should be taxed sufficiently 
to raise money enough to pay a fair 
price for the scalps of wolves and other 
such animals. I think that $3 each for 
wolf scalps is sufficient and 50 cents for 
wildcat scalps, and from $5 to $10 for 
the scalps of panthers and Mexican 
lions. To get rid of all kinds of brush 
and cactus we need more Angora goats 
and to get rid of the “ chaff’’ among hu 
man beings we need more self-control 
and liberty and liberality.
