Another great advantage of this home 
elevator scheme is this: The wheat
can be shifted from one bin to another 
at pleasure and as often as necessary, 
thus keeping it well^tirred and aired, 
preventing mildew and weevil, and 
keeping it in a fine, bright, market­
able condition until it suits the owner 
to sell it. The cost of operating the 
elevator is nominal, as the power is 
furnished by windmill. No steam en­
gine does the work more effectually, 
either. The proprietor of this up-to- 
date grain and stock farm (whose 
name is withheld by request) says that 
for the past seventeen years his w'heat 
crops have averaged fifteen bushels per 
acre. Being a very conservative man, 
hlg statements can be relied upon as 
strictly correct, and the above average 
will compare favorably with that of 
any other state.

Fruits are men­
tioned particularly because of the fre­
quency of deception In tree-selling and 
of the ease with •which profitable, 
thrifty, reliable, nursery stock may be 
secured.

GUINEAS ON THE FARM.—The 
guinea fowl Is not as common on 
the farm as some others. There are 

of course reasons for this, and yet 
there are many who do not have them 
who are making inquiry about them. 
We have had numerous inquires about 
them recently, says the Homestead, and 
in reply to them wil say that there are 
two varieties of guineas, the white and

earl. There is said to be no difference 
their characteristics other than their 

color, but we have very good reasons 
to believe that the white variety is 
much more domestic than the pearl. 
In most other respects they are ve'.'y 
much the same. The pearl variety are 
very beautiful, being covered wkh a 
plumage of a bluish gray, with white 
spots on the feathers. On the top of 
the head is a horny spike that curves 
backward. The beak and legs are 
brown in the pearl and w hite in white 
variety. In the white variety the beak 
very often has a yellowish color and 
sometimes a pinkish color is notice­
able.

Guineas are great foragers and will 
pick up enough injurious bugs and in­
sects to pay for themselves easily. 
They do not stand confinepient well 
and will not lay more than one-half 
as many eggs when in confinement as 
when permitted to run at large. If 
they are fed regularly, morning and 
evening, they can be counted on as al­
ways being on hand to get their feed. 
They prefer to roost in trees, or on 
some elevated place near the barn, and 
are considered very good guards, either 
night or day. Should anything unusu­
al occur they will set up a great cry. 
They roost so high that hey are usually 
out of the way of thieves and wild ani­
mals. In their wild state they will 
fight and drive away other fowls, but 
if they are cared for and fed with other 
fowls they will do fairly well without 
showing a pugnacious habit. The 
guinea cock is always ready for a fight, 
should any other fowl in the yard show 
a disposition to call his prowness in 
question.

In the spring and summer the guinea

hen will lay from 90 to 120 eggs. She 
like« a secluded place in which to make 
her nest, and will dseert It if the eggs 
are taken away, so for this reason it 
is necessary to have two or three eggs 
in the nesL Sometimes they will lay j 
the nests in the poultry house where I 
the other hens lay, but this is not the 
rule. The white variety are more lia­
ble to do this than the pearl. It is 
in the nests in the poultry house where 
i nthe season. For this reason the 
eggs are mostly set under hens. Hens 
will care for the young guineas better 
than would their natural mothers, since 
they are not led In far away places to 
be picked up by vermin. Fifteen to 
seventeen eggs can be set under one 
hen and with good care nearly all can 
be hatched and the chicks reared. 
Guinea eggs are noted for vitality, and 
most of them hatch. The meat of the 
guinea is black and of a gamey flavor. 
The cocks may be distinguished for the 
females by the screeching cries which 
they utter. The spike in the head of 
the males Is larger, their heads are 
held higher and their wattles- are 
slightly larger. The hens utter that 
well-known cry, “ come back," “ too 
quick”  or “ patarack.” The hens sel­
dom screech. A flock can be kept on 
most farms at a profit.

FOREIGN RULERS’ PAY
The “ allowance”  that Britain’s new 

ruler may draw from the royal treas­
ury is a question that now confronts 
parliament. The kaiser of Germany 
receives $3,000,000, not to mention his 
vast revenues from the private prop­
erty of the reigning house of Hohen- 
zollern. Francis Joseph receives $2.- 
000,000 from the Austrian treasury, and 
as much more from Hungary. Young 
King Alfonso of Spain, has a civil list 
of $1,500,000. The czar draws $4,000,- 
000 from the Russian treasury, and his 
revenues from the private domains of 
the crown are something enormous. 
King Victor Emmanuel receives $3,- 
000,000 from the state, -and, like most 
of the other rulers, is expected to 
spend fully that amount in maintaining 
the pomp of royalty. The president 
of the French republic receives $250,- 
000 in salary and allowances, or five 
times as much as the president of the 
United States. The other rulers of Eu­
rope draw lesser sums from their pub­
lic treasuries, but their expenses are 
correspondingly smaller. The smallest 
salary drawn by any head of any Eu­
ropean state is that of the president 
of the Swiss republic, whose term Is 
one year and whose compensation is 
$3000. '

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TRUE WINTER MUSKMELONS.—H.
K. VanDeman’ of Virginia, says:
One of the most uotahle of the new 

things brought out by the department 
of agriculture and sufficiently tested to 
prove of value, is the class of winter 
muskmelons from Turkestan. I say 
class, because there are several varie­
ties of them, and they seem to differ 
very distinctly from any that w’e have 
before grown in this county. The day 
before Thanksgiving I was In Wash­
ington looking over a lot of these 
muskmelons at the department of agri­
culture. They seemed more like 
squashes than muskmelons. yet a t^ t 
proved that they were of most excel­
lent quality. There w’ere ’ wo kinds at 
lea.st that I like very much. Thè one 
under the record number 114, which was 
of a dark green color with a few yel­
low spots, was there in large quantity.

• and No. 118, which was dull yellow all 
, over, was not so numerous. In shape 
they were oblong, tapering to blunt 

I pointed ends. Their size was immense 
for muskmelons. being from ten to al­
most twenty inches long and about 
half as large across the axis. A few' 
would weight twenty pounds or more 
each, as the flesh was very thick, in 
some cases more than three inches. It 
was very juicy, tender and melting, 
yet by no means soft or mushy. In 
color it was a greenish white. The fla­
vor was sweeet, yet different from any 
melon of any kind that I ever tasted, 
and peculiarly delicious.

But the most remarkable character of 
these melons is their keeping quality. 
Although they had been grown in 
Utah they had borne shipment almost 
across the continent and after two 
months or more In Washington were In 
fair condition, and some of them look^ 
ed as if they would keep until Christ­
mas. There was no attempt at cold 
storage or any other artificial means 
of keeping them. In a dry climate and 
carefully handled they would doubtless 
keep still better.

This one thing has been learned, so 
far as experiments have gone, that 
these winter muskmelons do not flour­
ish In the eastern states, but do exceed­
ingly well in the arid regions west of 
the continental divide, wherever water 
is sufficient for growth. They seetn to 
delight in a dry, hot air, with plenty of 
water at the roots. ’They aiso require a 
rather long growing season. It may be 
that some of the other varieties (for 
many were Imported) w'lll be found to 
suit the humid atmosphere of the 
Bcuthem and central states. Or. there 
may be crosses made with our own va­
rieties. which will retain the good 
points of theee newcomers from Tur­
kestan.

The seeds were originally taken by 
Prof. M. E. Hansen, an American ex­
pert, from melons found In the gardens 
aud markets of Khiva, Bokhara and 
Amu Daria, and chiefly In the valley 
of the great Oxus river. From these 
Interior and elevated valleys, where the 
nights are very cool and the days hot. 
there have come to us a few rare things 
besides in the way of fniits, grains, 
forage plants, etc., but we. doubtless, 
have much more to get, especially when 
Intelligent men are sent there ■with 
open eyes, money at command and

with the good will and sympathy of our 
government behind it all. Every seed 
of these and other novelties is being 
saved for future distribution in 
a judicious manner and to those 
who are best situated to fairly test 
them. Nor will this be done at the option 
of he average congressional politician; 
for the fund from and by w’hich ail 
this comes is separate from the annual 
appropriation of $150,000 for political 
seed distribution.

TREES FOR BARREN PLACES.—A 
bulletin from the Arizona experi­
ment station says:

The experience of several years past 
on the university grounds has shown 
some especially suitable things for an 
arid mesa underlaid with the limy 
hardpan commonly known as caliche.

Trees—Among trees, the pepper 
stands not far from first for such a sit­
uation; being a graceful evergreen, a 
rapid grower, and thriving on relative­
ly little water. This tree, sw'eeping the 
ground •with Its lower branches, may 
serve admirably as a screen, but may 
also be trftnraed up Into a taller and 
more shapely fonn. The Arizona ash 
Is a slow grower, but never sulks; pros­
pering whoii water is abundant, main­
taining life and waiting for its oppor­
tunity •vi'hen water Is scarce. The Ba­
góte, a species of Palo Verde, Is an at­
tractive oddity, evergreen, graceful, 
and covered with a wealth of yellow 
blossoms for three weeks in the spring. 
One tree on the university grounds has 
thriven for three years past without 
irrigation, but Is slightly damaged by 
our coldest winter weather, say 20 de­
grees F. The date palm is highly orna­
mented and when well watered, takes 
strong hold on rocky soils. When 
ornament alone is considered, however, 
Phoenix canarienses, closely resem­
bling the date palm. Is perhaps pre­
ferable. It Is a morp •vigorous grower 
and does not put forth the trouble­
some growth of suckers which must be 
removed from the date. The native 
cottonwood, too. though It has Its ene­
mies, Is an excellent thing to plant— 
next year. This year you should watch 
the trees In your neighborhood and 
mark the males—those which produce 
no cotton. Switches from this source 
■will produce clean trees free from the 
annoying nuisance of cotton. Perhaps 
the handsomest trees on the university 
grounds are three cottonwoods, about 
nine years old. but 50 feet high aud 
with trunks 16 to 20 Inches In diameter. 
All of these trees will force sufficient 
root room for themselves In caliche, if 
properly irrigated.

The olive, the umbrella tree, and the 
Washingtonia palm are less hardy In 
the hardpan soil of our location, being 
occasionally subject to a destructive 
root rot where, apparently, the health 
of the tree is Impaired by adverse con­
ditions. In most cases. It Is desirable 
to prepare root room in a hardpan soil 
by blasting, as a growing tree will oth­
er-wise soon become cramped for room. 
When caliche is found -within two or 
three feet, it is well to drill up •with a 
stock of No. 2 Giant on top of a large 
handful of black powder.

Hedges—The pomegranate takes vig­
orous hold of rocky ground, as does 
also the California privet (Uqustrum 
Japonlcnm), bat both require attention 
with regaM to water in the hot season.

The di­
rections as to quantity of seed per acre 
sometimes seen In farm papers seems 
so ridiulous, when the number of seeds 
is considered, that one must feel that 
the poorest possible quality of seed is 
suggested. A peck to the acre has been 
suggested. An ounce of clover seed 
contains 16,000 individual seeds. At 
this a little computation will show 
that one pound of seed uniformly dis­
tributed over an acre of ground would 
give six plants on each square foot of 
surface. The flm  bushel of clover Seed 
on our farm cost J12, but it was made 
to give a good stand on fifteen acres 
But then the land was prepared with 
more than a “ lick and a promise” of 
care, and the season was favorable 
Since then a bushel to ten acres Tibs 
been the rule. It is always to sow 
timothy seed with clover; then timothy 
will always occupy spots v/here clover 
fails to catch, which would otherwise 
grow to weeds.

OSTRICH FARMING IN
THE UNUTED STATES

One of the most uniquX  ̂as well as 
interesting ways of the ingenious Yan­
kee has found to make mohey, says 
the St. Louis Republic, is t l^  main­
taining of ostrich farms. A la r^  rev­
enue is obtained by the sale of fea 
and souvenirs and the admission that 
sight-seers are charged. This last 
no inconsiderable amount, as every cu 
rious person avails himself of an op­
portunity to see these giants of bird- 
dom.

Farms are now established in Flor­
ida, California. Texas and Hot Springs, 
Ark. This last is a new farm, stocked 
in the past few months. It now is the 
home of forty ostriches, the largest of 
which is a monstrous fellow approach­
ing ten feet in height. The farm is in­
closed by a board fence, tall enough 
to keep in the highest steppers and 
keep out the intrepid small boy.

Once inside of the farm, the ob­
server may wander at leisure along the 
paths, lor the ostriches are kept in 
groups or pairs in small lots, but num­
erous signs warn him not to go too 
near the fences. The ostrich is not a 
pleasant enemy, as a well-known pugi­
list came near discovering a few days 
ago. An ostrich escaped and pu^ued 
the pugilist with such vigor thar had 
not a door near-by opened to give him 
a friendly cover he would have mejt his 
match arid been knocked out in the 
first round.

Ordinarily the bearing of the os­
triches is stately and aristocratic, their 
countenances calm, even commanding. 
The large, limpid, brown eyes that 
meet the gaze of the observers with 
so much serenity belie their natures. 
One woud never accuse them, seeing 
them thus, of “ losing their heads” eas­
ily, but when excited they are certain­
ly the silliest of all ceratures. They 
can outrun the fleetest horses, but be­
ing compartlvely short-winded give out 
sooner. Then the heads are buried In 
the sand. This is perhaps the best- 
known trait of the ostrich. Being un­
able to see. they Imagine themselvee 
unseen.

\Mien they are transported from one 
place to another or have to go through 
crowds caps are put on them to blind­
fold them, and they are easily man­
aged. If this were not done they might 
either (being very strong) break away, 
or, failing to do this, kick their at­

tendants, dealing powerful 
structive blows.

On the farms dogs are trained to 
chase them, so that the close confine­
ment and inactivity will not be in­
jurious. They are awkward when run­
ning, but very graceful when •n'alking. 
They put their feet down with a light, 
easy movement that would do credit 
to a dancing girl. At the same time 
they sway their big bodies in a pe­
culiar fashion, but could give lessons 
to the most graceful society woman 
on how to carry the head.

The largest feathers are the quill 
and tail  ̂feathers. Some good plumes 
also come from the upper legs. When 
stripped of these they seem so much 
in need of trousers, that some modest 
young ladles out with their escorts 
have been seen to blush, and, looking 
heavenward for inspiration, talk most 
animatedly about the weather.

! Texas Iron Industry.—The legislat- 
!ive committee which investigated the 
' iron industry at the state penitentiary 
at Rusk recently made the following 
report; In regard to the iron industry 
at Rusk, we submit the following re­
port of conditions, and why this indus- 
trv should he continued:

First. Because the state now owns 
unlimited iron ore developed at great 
expense in the past and viovi in such 
condition that iron ore In reach and 
sight without further developing ex­
pense is sufficient to supply the fur­
nace for at least ten years. This in­
dustry has been in operation at Rusk 
for over seventeen years and has used 
only about forty acres of ore. There 
are now developed over fifty acres as 
cohvenient as that already used. There 
is no more expense in handling the 
ore in sight than in the past, and in 
fact less, for the following reasons:

1 The furnace and appurtenances, 
which have cost the state at least 
$500.000, are now in existence, paid 
for and in first class condition. As a 
result the blast is now ready after 
a great expenditure of both time and 
money to do its duty and requires, 
except Incidental repairs, no rurther 
expense.

2. The “Jim Hogg” pipe foundry 
we find in first class condition, thor­
oughly equipped and with cranes of 
the latest and most improved pattern, 
and everything necessary to the ec­
onomical manufacturing o f Iron pipes, 
and we find that with some few in­
cidental repairs no further expenditure 
is required in this department.

3. We further find from Informa­
tion famished us on our visit that In

our opinion iron and iron pipe can be 
profitably manufactured at Rusk.

4. That there are orders to this 
foundry for more pipe and casting 
than can possibly be filled under this 
management.

5. There has been constructed at 
great expense a railroad to reach the 
timbered lands adjacent to the pen­
itentiary, and we find that with some 
slight extensions and branches the 
same will supply timber for a number 
■of years to come.

6. That it is our opinion there is 
no industry carried on at the penit­
entiary or farms which will pay as 
great a profit to the state as the iron 
industry at Rusk when properly oper­
ated and maintained.

Your committee desires to submit 
the following reasons that they find 
why the present system at Rusk does 
not pay:

1. In regard to the wood which is 
used for fuel purposes, we have been 
informed that they have been cutting 
wood one and one-half miles ahead of 
the railroad, and after the wood has 
been cut and hauled, then build a 
track up to the„tlmber, the track at no 
time being nearer than one-half mile 
to the timber. This has been the way 
all the time, which requires a great 
many more men and teamsters than is 
necessary. Correct business policy 
would demand that the track should 
be laid into the timber, thus reducing 
the expense in obtaining fuel to a 
large extent.

2. We were informed that the fur­
nace has not run on an avet^fee of srx 
and a half months during the yeai* 
While, if It had been kept in blast ten 
or eleven months in the year the ex­
pense for salaries would have been 
no greater, and the pro rata cost per 
ton of iron would’ have been greatly 
reduced.

We have been informed that all ex­
penses of constructing and equipping 
the furnace has been charged to this 
industry. ,

All expenses o f building and equip­
ping railroads, equipped right of way, 
etc., has b*en charged up to this indus­
try.

We have been informed that no 
credit is charged back to this industry

for the present value of any of th eg  
above. §

Gives Interesting Information About 
the New Land Along the Rock Island.

Rural Free Delivery.—Superinten­
dent Machen of the general free deliv­
ery service gave out a statement a j 
few days ago showing that Texas on 
March 1 had in operation thirty-eight 
rural free delivery routes, with fifty- 
four applicajtions pending. Compared 
with Iowa and other republican states 
this is a small showing and indicates 
in what direction official favors arc 
bestowed. Iowa, for instance, the state 
from which the secretary of agricul­
ture and the speaker of the house hail, 
with an area infinitely small, com­
pared with Texas, had 294 routes in 
operation at the same period, with 516 
applications pending. It Is estimated 
that the total number of routes in 
operation on January 1, in all parts of 
the country, will be 4300, and under 
the increased appropriations of the 
last congress the number bby July, 
1902, will be 8600, or double the pres­
ent number.

MODERN HAROUN IS
AN EASTERN PRINCE.

“ Arabian Nights” fame—who traveled 
in disguise in order to familiarize him­
self with the ways and doings of Tiis 
subjects—the Gaekwar visits different 
districts in disguise, consulting village 
hea<is and others he may meet on his 
rounds.

HOKSES FOR FARMERS.—The ship- 
ing of farm horses from the mar­
ket centers to the farming dis- 

triots continues unabated. One would 
think that this was “ carrying coals to 
Newcastle,” but it seems that in many 
of those districts where a decade ago 
a large surplus of horses was annual­
ly sold the farmers have actually not 
team pow er enough to do their spring’s 
work, says Breeders Gazette. Nor is 
this shortage confined to any one 
state. These sales of farm workers 
have been held in Iowa, Illinois and 
Indiana and in all instances the bid­
ding has been brisk and the offerings 
readily absorbed at paying prices. 
Reference has already been made in 
these columns to this extraordinary 
condition. When the wheat lands in 
Minnesota and the Dakotas were first 
settled up, dealers in Illinois and Iowa 
annually sent large bands of work 
horses to central points in the north­
west and sold them off, taking cash 
when it was offered by purchasers but 
more generally siving six or eight 
months’ time and taking a mortgage 
back on the horses sold ami others 
owned by^the buyer. Enormous prices, 
it seemed*, at times were paid for only 
fair teams in this 5vay, but the risk of 
crop-failure in a new country had to 
run witha 11 its attendant evils and the 
man witliout the cash in his hand had 
to pay tlie added price to get the power 
wherewith to till his ground. Now, 
the tables are in a measure turned. 
Not a few of the “ chunks” and smaller 
horses being sold to the farmers of the 
corn-growing country were bred in 
Minnesota and Dakota and these 
northern regions are getting some of 
the money the pioneers paid to the 
corn-belt.

Naturally it is not a high class of 
work horses that is being sent back 
into the country for distribution, but 
the price is a revelation when com­
pared w ith that for which such horsf-s 
were actually sold in these very dis­
tricts along in 1893, 1894, 1895 and 
189G. Then an ordinary 12G0-pound 
w-erker brought from $35 to $(¡0. Now 
the farmers are paying on an average 
$125 to SI30 for what they buy. ¡Some 
are content w-ith the poo;-est offerings 
at $75 or thereby; some take the tops 
aiound $150. Many of these animals 
are mares which will be used for breed­
ing. The strongest competition is for 
the best and largest mores and for 
them the longest prices are invariably 
paid. The farmer who linds that ho 
must pui-cfiar-e horses wherewith to 
get his croi's into the ground may do 
much for his future income if he w’ ill 
select wisely the mares for which be 
pays his money. Geldings he must 
have or infei-ior mares if his means 
will not permit him to buy good ones, 
but the m-an who can, even if be has 
to strain his credit somewhat, should 
by all means buy mares that are likely 
to produce salable offerings. It -will 
pay a farmer far better to go in debt 
to a reasonable amount, if by so doing 
he can encompass the purchase /)f ttvo 
or three marcs weighing 1500 pounds 
each, than it will to buy as many for 
the price of two and get mares that 
are not fitxed by nature to produce 
the horses that bring paying prices. 
In other words it will prove much more 
remunerative in the long run for the 
farmer who must buy a three-horse 
team, to pay, say. $150 for throe 1500- 
pound mares than it will to pay $300 
for three little things that are cheap 
themselves in a time of high prices 
and that are not likely ever to pro­
duce anything that will sell for more
