“The quarantine regulations of Gal-
veston and New Orleans were practl-
cally the same last year, but this fact
did not prevent the ship agents and
ship captains from, complaining at the
port of Galveston that the reuqutlons
at that port were more severe than
those at New Orleans and the same
ship captains would ‘make the same
complaint against New Orpleans 'n fave
or of Galveston when they entered the
former port, It s In order to avoid
these groundless complaints that we
propose to issue uniform regulations
governing all these ports.”

SQUABS AS AN ADJUNCT TO

POULTRY.

The breeding of squabs for markct
bids fair to equal the Belgian Hare
craze. There will be a great differ-
ence, though, In the outcome, squabs
being a moré rational and a more safe
thing to go into.

The
Homer undeniably comes first, A good
Homer is the survival of the fittest--a
bird that has gained for itself, through
much }‘»hﬁling against time, distance,
wind and weather, a vigor and vitality
not nearly attained by any other va-
rlety of pigeon. A bird that ecan fly
home over 500 miles in a single day
is not made of common stuff. The
Homer first of all Is a home-loving
bird, hence his owner runs no risk of
his straying or leaving.

I am referring to the
true Homer, not to many birds that
are only Homers by courtesy.

SUCCESSFUL SWINE BREEDING.

C. 8. Plumb of Pardue Unlversity,
says:

““In order to promote successful swine
husbandry there are a few things that
it will be well to keep in mind. There
has been too much of a tendency for
brood sows to produec litters small in
number, and as one goes about among
breeders
ters of four and five pigs.
severyl causges for this, but one Is a
matter\of inheritance. Sows from pigs
that have farrowed such small litters
should not be used for mothers. A pro-
cess of splection should be adopted, and
every breeder-should have a st‘&‘mdm"l_
to be adhered to excepting under un-

usual circumstances, Sows should far- |
row litters of eight or more, and should
eagily rear, barring accident, litters of
ten at least, if that number are far-
rowed. Boars from large litters, 1f
possible, should be used for service, so
that the tendency will be to develop
the prolific- habit. Tf one is a breeder,
the difference between profit and loss
is often one of size of litter. If our
breeders will select large, roomy, well
matured sows, from prolific families,
and will mate them to strong bonel,
thick fleshed, blocky, short legged
boars, they will add greatly to their
wealth in swine.

MILKING THE COW.

The farm hand who knows how to
milk properly is more valuable to the
careful dairyman than any other help.

To milk a cow requires time and pa-
tience. The milk should be drawn
slowly and steadily. Some cows have
very tender teats and if you want a
well disposed cow, be gentle in your
treatment toward her. A good cow s
naturally impatient and does not like
rough handling.

With constant irritation any cow will
fail in quantity of milk.

As the udder becomes filled with mlik
she is anxious to be relieved of its con-
tents and will seldom offer resistance
without a cause,

When a patient cow becomes frac-
tious we can always trace it to the
milker. Make a nofe of this.

We should not allow them to stand
a long time waiting to be milked.

When cows give a large quantity o
milk it is very painful when the udder

'in selecting him. Breeding from such
animals is always satisfactory, and the
returns are proportionately greater
than the outlay.

Professor Thomas Shaw
Is generally conceded that the type
of sheep produced in any particular
country must depend upon the naturve
of the country, its climate, food sup-
ply and trade demands. _More attea-
tion must, therefore, be given to the
types best suited to Montana condi-
tions.

SHEEP NOTES.

The ram needs to be changed every
two years at least and fresh blood ia-
fused into the flock.

Those who say that sheep do not pay,
never kept a paying kind or gave them
the proper attention.

If you notice that your stud ram
does not urinate as freely as he should,
put a little rosin in his feed.

If you want good, strong lambs, feed
the ewes right. You can't expect strong
lambs from weak ewes,

When you buy a sheep for breeding
purposes endeavor to get one that s
betier than the best in vour flock.

Wool is a product from feeding, the
same as flesh, and a flock must be well
fed to produce the most wool.

A lamb that has become chilled is
very likely to become constipated, es-
pecially after the warm _bath treat-
ment,

It is not good pollcy to feed well and
give good shelter and then allow our
sheep to dArink ice water to cool off.

Water under foot is a great detriment
to sheep growing, hence it is best to
keep sheep away from low, wet pas-
ture.

No breeder has been able to ralee all
good sheep even from the most dis-
tinguished sires and dams that ever
lived.—Breeder and Sportsman.

This
is supplemented by carob beans whex
the herd is driven back to shelter af
night. How the Maltese goat can glve
the quality and the quantity of milk
which it does upon this food is a mate
ter of frequent speculation. An avere
age goat produces 414 pints of milk
per day, and sometimes as much as 5
pints. The height is about 2 feet 6 In-
ches, while the weight will often reach
nearly 100 pounds. The cost of a good
milch goat in Malta varies from $10 to
$25. There are a few cows upon the
islands, but their milk is thin ana wa-
tery on account of- feed fwlng‘ s0 costly.
