HORSE BREEDING EXPERIMENTS
While in Colorado two weeks ago, Sec-

retary Wilson of the department of ag-
riculture, inm a conference with Professor
Carlyle of the Colorado Agricultural Col-
lege and E. H. Grubb of the Colorado
board of agriculture, announced his plans
for the experiments in horse breeding
to be inaugurated immediately at the
Colorado station, This experiment is made
in accerdance with the act passed at the
last session of congress, appropriating
$25,000 for feeding and breeding experi-
ments under the direction of the bureau
of animal industry. Secretary Wilson has
declded that the first big experiment shall
be in building and perfecting a purely
American breed of carriage herses.

It is my idea that by using
our standard bred trotter and the thor-
6ughbred as improved in this country
as the base, by careful selection and feed-
ing, we can produce a type of carriage
horse that will be superior to any on
earth,

[.et the furnishings be light, cheerful
and dainty. No floor covering is so
good from a sanitary point of view
as matting. Single iron or brass bed-
steads are preferable to all others,
but as every family does not possess

one, any bedstead with a low head
and foot-board may be used. The
sheets are more easily handled on

a narrow bhed, and the laundering is

less, A good mattress should be
used instead of a feather bed, for it
is much cooler, but feather pillows
of the proper size are restful and at
tractive.
