I f  the beef and oil 
prosecutions produce no more sub­
stantial results, and If the rate legis­
lation does not come and bring with 
it effective curtallnsent ot corporate 
powers, then th« anti-trust campaign 
must enter on a new phase.

Politically the posslbllltlPS' of this 
new phase are v.ast. President Roo.so- 
velt la not expected to give up his 
fight witiiout getting results. I f  he 
fails to make present laws serve his 
ends, then It Is full.v expected that he 
will demand more law and very like­
ly some carefully considered consti­
tutional amendments. It he does, those 
recommendations will determine tho 
issues of the next presidential cam­
paign; and alrc.ady there Is serious 
discussion of the effect such a move­
ment will have in the national con­
ventions of 1908. Th.at Roosevelt may 
be forced Into the field as a candidate 
to succeed himself Is the obvious pos­
sibility, widely recognized and freely 
discussed by politicians.

Nationalization o f corporations is 
one of the means suggested for giving 
the federal government a grip on them 
by which It may force them to accept 
a fair measure of government control. 
Failure lo achieve result through the 
less radical methods that are now be­
ing tried out would bring this pro­
posal to the front, and It would mean 
a long nnd hard fight No man In the 
republican party can hardly claim s ' 
large a capital of public confidence In 
his position and fighting ability as 
Roosevelt.

So there 1» endless discussion e f the 
possibility of a long era of Roosevolt- 
Ism. One theory which has been 
brought out lately is that the Presi­
dent may insist on standing by his 
promise not to be a candidate again in 
1908, but may Instead undertake to 
force his party to nominate a man of 
his selection, preferably Taft, as hi* 
successor. This Is the common po­
litical explanation o f his struggle for

W ASHINGTON, D. C„ Dec, 30.—The 
policy of charging fees for live stock 
pastured on the forest reserves having 
been upheld by the sentiment of a ma- 
Jorfty of the stockmen using the re­
serves. and having been approved by 
the President, th© efrorts of the forest 
service are now directed toward ren­
dering the grazing prlvjleges so se­
cured by permit o f the fuTlest value to 
the user consistent with the permanent 
good o f the reserves.

Since the first grazing regulations 
were Issued by" the secretary of agri­
culture on July 1 last the forest service 
has attentively watched their work­
ing In practice. It became evident 
that they would need certain modifica­
tions to assure to stockmen a more 
equitable use of the range without In 
the least loosening those essential re­
strictions on which the very existence 
of the live stock Industry depends.
From the first, the main body of the 
grazing interests quickly grasped the 
advantages o f grazing under a sy.s- 
tem of regulation, and Justly appn>- 
clated the fairness of a reasonable 
charge which would secure both the 
grazing privilege and a permanent use 
of the range. Natur.ally enough, the 
terms of the grazing regulations hax-o 
called forth discussion and sugges­
tion, but, with the exception of Colo­
rado, protests have been recelv.pd from 
no grazing state calling for more than 
the amendment of certain of the re­
strictions under which the grazing 
privilege was to be paid for. The pro­
test o f Colorado grazing interests 
ag.alnst the payment of any grazing fee 
whatever led to the conference held on 
Dec. 1 at Glenwood Springs, at which 
representatives of local associations of 
live stock owners conferred with the 
forester. Certain concessions for 
which the experience of the forest ser­
vice with the new regulations had 
paved the way were then agreed to by 
the forester. These concessions ■will 
be Included In the revised edition of 
the grazing regulations which the sec­
retary of agriculture will issue on 
Jan. 1, when the charge for grazing 
permits ■will go Into effect as planned.
Soms Nsw Regulations

Among the new regulations to go In 
force on Jan. 1 are these:

Regulation 14 provides for the con­
struction and maintenance o f drift or 
division fences, under certain condi­
tions -without charge other than the 
regular grazing fee.

Regulation 17 haa been amended so 
as to provide that "Whenever any 
stock Is removed before the expiration 
of the permit. It can be replaced by 
other stock to fill out the number cov­
ered by the permit. If the nearest forest 
offlcsr Is notlflsd at once of such ac­
tion.” This amendment is dssigned to ___  ___ _______
to give permit holders the full use of. .free on request.

WHY HE LEFT FORT WORTH
Bij^nificant Letters Received by 

W . C. Guthrie Here

REPORTED DEAD IN MEXICO

Sheriff’s Office Receives No  

Verification of AUefred 

Arrest

That letters were received from J. C. 
Hills promising to explain the reason 
for his sudden departure for Mexico
lust prior to the arrest of W. C. 
Guthrie In Fort Worth on a charge of 
complicity In the death of J. D. Mc- 
Oaughey, a ranchman of Rayner, 
Texas, and a report from Mexico that 
Hills was arrested In San Luis Potosí 
and ended his life by poison after his 
art*est, are today’s new developments 
In the mystery connected with Mc- 
Oaughey’s sudden death and the 
charges Implicating Hills and Guthrie, 
two prominent young men of Fort 
Worth.
■ The report of Hills’ alleged arrest 

''and suicide was contained In a private 
dispatch received In Fort Worth 
Wednesday night, bearing the date of 
Ban Lula Potosí, Mexico, and the sig­
nature of Deputy Sheriff O. H. Buck 
of Fort Worth.

The Fort Worth sheriffs office has 
received no word from Deputy Buck 
confirming the reported arrest or sui­
cide. It la stated at the office that 
Deputy Buck’s present whereabouts In 
Mexico are not known, although he 
left for the republic several days ago, 
as was told In The Telegram at the 
tlm*.

The foregoing letter was received In 
this city the day after Mr. Guthrie was 
being taken to West Texas for a pre­
liminary hearing. He had not seen the 
letter. It came addressed to him, and 
during Mr. Guthrie’s absence, Mr. 
Bryce, In accordance with Instructions 
from Mr. Guthrie before departure for 
Aspermont, opened the letter and on 
reading Its contents. Immediately 
turned It over to Capps, Canty, Hanger 
and Short, attorneys In the case. This 
letter had, no doubt, considerable bear­
ing on the release o f Mr,. Guthrie on 
bond.

It will be noted that the letter con­
tains a sentence that would seem to 
go a long way toward establishing the 
apparent Innocence of Mr. Guthrie.

The sentence referred to, "Some day 
I am going to give you a fu’ 1 history 
of the affair which caused m/ sudden 
departure,’’ Is repeated, in substance.

diately previous to McGaughey's death. 
Wired from City of Mexico 

The deputy sheriff who had a warrant 
for Guthrie, also h.id a warrant for 
Hills, but It was not served, owing to 
the latter’s absence from the city. Prior 
to the deputy’s arrival In Fort Worth 
a message dated "City of Mexico" had 
been received by the State National 
Bank from Hills, asking for a recom­
mendation to aid him In securing em­
ployment. The sheriffs office. In Fort 
Worth notified the Mexican authorities 
to arrest Hills on the strel^kh o f the 
warrant held by Deputy Senter, and 
later Deputy Buck of Fort Worth was 
sent to Mexico. How he came to lo­
cate Hills at San Luis Potosí is not 
known here..

Hills, who was about 25 years of age, 
was popular in Fort Worth and his 
friends believe him Innocent of any 
complicity In McGaughey’s death.

He was a warm personal friend of 
the latter and had known McGaughey, 
who was an elderly man, a long time. 
McGaughey’s death, according to re­
ports received here, followed a brief 
Illness and occurred last September 
while Hills was In Haskell. After 
McGaughey's death. Hills returned to 
his ranch, afterward coming back to 
Fort Worth and resuming his work In 
the State National Bank hare.
Story of Insurance Pollolss

After McGaughey's death It de­
veloped that Hills was holding, as col­
lateral, two life insurance policies on 
McGaughey’s life. One of these poli­
cies was In the sum of $10,000 In the 
Penn Mutual and the other for $6,- 
500 In the New York Life. These poli­
cies were In the name of Mr. McGaugh­
ey and were transferred to Hills, who. 
It Is said, had paid the premiums on 
both.

Some time after the death of Mc­
Gaughey, H1I1.I presented to a legal 
firm In this city two notes, one for

110,000 and the other for $8,500, agcinat 
McGaughey, deceased, which Hills iteD- 
resentkd were given him by Mc­
Gaughey during eome transaction in 
the sale of cattle. Hills stated, ac­
cording to the lawyers consulted, that 
as a further protection to himself In 
this deal McGaughey had had hie life 
Insured. Hills payed the premiums and 
the policies were transferred to Hills.

In proving up his claim against the 
estate Hills had copies made of the 
notes and they were eent to the at­
torney of the widow.
Note Signatures Genuine

Both the attorney and the widow 
disclaimed any knowledge of the tran­
saction and both came to Fort Worth 
to Inspect the original notes. Mr. 
Hills showed the Instruments to Mrs. 
McGaughey and her attorney and both 
were satisfied as to the genuineness 
of the signature of Mr, McGaughey. 
The widow, however, disclaimed any 
knowledge of any transaction that 
could have been made between Mr. 
Hills and Mr. MoGaughey that could 
have been so large as $16,600. In fact 
she claimed that she knew that was 
almost an Impossibility for Mr. Hills 
to have had so large an amount of 
money or property as the two notes 
would Indicate.

It was only a day or two after the 
presence In Fort Worth of Mrs. Mc­
Gaughey and her attorney that Mr. 
Hills disappeared.
Poison Bought Here

One pound of prussic acid and two 
pounds of cyanide o f potash, both 
deadly poisons, were bought from the 
Renfro Drug Company o f Fort Worth 
and paid for by J. C. Hills In the lat­
ter part of last August, according to 
Elsa T. Renfro of that company. The 
poisons were purchased, according to 
Mr. Renfro, for the stated purpose of 
killing prairie dogs on the Hills ranch.

Mr. Renfro says that at the time the 
order was given, the company did not 
have enough of either poison to fill the 
order and that a sufficient supply had 
to bo secured from another souroe. Mr. 
Renfro says they were ordered sent to 
the State National Bank for express 
shIpmenL Mr. Renfro states that the 
poisons were packed and sent to the 
bank as ordered, and that they were 
paid for by a personal check on thin 
State National bank, signed by Hills.

^'ort Worth sheriffs office Is 
still without Information from Deputy 
Sheriff O- H. Buck, who Is In Mexico, 
and is at a loss to'understand the re­
ports of suicide from the two towns so 
widely apart.

The dispatch to Haskell from Deputy 
Senter at San Luis Potosí risked for 
Instructions regurdlng the disposiflon 
of Hills’ ronialiis. Advices from Has­
kell say that Senter was Instructed to 
have the body Interred there.

Deputy Sheriff O. H. Buclf of Fort 
Worth, who went to Mexico with Dep­
uty R. B. Senter of Stonewall county In 
an effort to locate J. C. Hills of Fort 
Worth, wanted on a charge of com­
plicity In the death o f J. D. McGau­
ghey of Rayner, Texas, returned to 
Fort Worth this morning from Tam­
pico, Mexico, where Hills was burled 
following hl.s suicide at the time of his 
arrest by Mexican officers.

This letter was opened 
here by the attorneys before Mr. Guth­
rie had aver seen IL This letter ds- 
talls Mr. Rills future plans, which (n- 
clndeA a long journey through South 
American states previous to going 
abroad In May. Mr. Guthrie was again 
cautioned against giving any Informa­
tion as to Mr. Hills' whereabouts.

Here are a few extracts from the 
letter, which have a bearing on the 
’’affair," which without doubt means 
the sudden death of Mr. McGaughey:

“ I  suppose you have been wondering 
why I left so suddenly. Some day I 
will tell you

tlon to the Mexican government for 
papers for the detention of Hills until 
our arrival.

"From Austin we went direct to the 
C’lty o f Mexico. On our arrival we 
were chagrined to learn that the papers 
from the United States government to 
the United States ambassador had been 
received but were pigeon-holed in his 
office. W e went to his hotel and roused 
him out of bed and finally got matters 
In shape for the arrest by Mexican o f­
ficers of Hills. ^
Hills Hsd Left Cspital

"W e then started out after Hills and 
met with another disappointment. He 
had been In the City of Mexico but had 
left with a ticket for New Orleans via 
the Mexican and American steamship 
line from Tampico. He left the City of 
Mexico Dec. 21, the same day we left 
Fort Worth.

"Learning that no steamer would 
leave Tampico before Dec. 29, we start­
ed for that city on the night of Dec. 26 
via Ban Luis .Potosí, where we had 
to wait one day on account of the Ir­
regularity of trains.

"Some day I  am going Into Fort '
Worth as suddenly as I  left it, and 
when I  do there are some documents 
In ths box that I want.”  v

This letter is signed "J. C. H.” The 
letter which Is printed In full In the 
foregoing and signed "Annona”  la In 
the soms handwriting and both letters 
are In the eame handwriting as the 
letter received at the State National 
Bank hers from Mr. Hills In Mexico 
and signed with his full signature. This 
removes t t i r  doubt as to the genuine­
ness o f the two letters addrsssed to 
Mr. Guthrie.

“ We had telegraphed ahead to the 
Mexican authorities at Tampico g iv­
ing a description o f Hills and telling 
where he could be found. We were 
afraid If we did not do this we would 
arrive too late to catch the New Or­
leans steamer.

"W e received a telegram at San Luis 
Potosí In the evening stating that Hills 
had been arrested and had committed 
suicide. This was all we learned un­
til we reached Tampico."
Mexican Offiesra’ Story

Tho story of Hills' arrest and death 
as given to Deputy Buck by the Mex­
ican authorities at Tampico Is os fo l­
lows:

"H ills was arrested by two Mexican 
policemen on the Plasa hi company 
with two other Americans. He was 
taken Immcdistely before the chief of 
police and when be requested permis­
sion to go to the Delgado hotel where 
he was staying, and change hit cloth­
ing before going to jail, the request 
was given and two polioemsn were de­
tailed to scoompany him. At this tima 
Hills was dressed In the best clotbos 
bo bad with him.

"Arriving at tho hotel Hills started 
to go to his room with one of the po-

Ilcemen, the other remaining at the 
foot of the stairs In the office which 
was fairly well filled with people. In 
the crowd were several men whom 
Hills appeared to know and as he 
passed by them he said laughingly 
‘Come on up and see this change.’ 
Swallowed Prussic Acid

"On reaching his room Hills re­
moved his coat, shirt and trousers, 
opened his trunk and after folding up 
the clothing, laid It carefully on tho 
tray of his trunlj which he placed on 
a table. He then went back to his 
trunk and took a pistol from it. The 
Mexican sprang at him in order to 
get the weapon Hills handed It over 
to the officer, making some laughing 
remark to the effect that he was jok­
ing

"Hills next took a seat by the side 
of his trunk and reaching down Into 
It took out a four-ounce bottle of 
prussic acid, one-half of which he 
swallowed before he could be prevent­
ed. He put the stopper back In the bot­
tle, replaced it In his ti-unk and then 
fell forward, partly on his bed. He 
lived twenty-five or thirty minutes, 
never speaking after he had swallowed 
the poison.
Body Was Identiflsd

"The body was fully Identified by 
both Sheriff Senter and myself,”  said 
Deputy Buck, "when we reached Tam­
pico. Hills was burled under Instruc­
tions frem relatives In Texas. 'Wo 
were accorded every courtesy by the 
Mexican ofllcinls in both the City of 
Mexico and Tampico.
Hills Not Melancholy

“The story published a Monterey 
paper to the effect that prior to hts 
arrest end death Hills seemed melan­
choly and depressed Is untrue," said 
Deputy Buck. "X saw the correspond­
ent for the Monterey newspaper In 
Tampico and he told me that he had 
not sent out the story, but that It had 
been written In Monterey.

"From what I could learn from the 
Mexican authorities and others at 
Tampico, Hills was spending his time 
at Tampico while waiting for the boat 
to New Orleans, like an ordinary 
American tourist. He made friends 
with other Americans In time, was 
popular personally, and lived at a 
winter resort hotel. There was Noth­
ing in his conduct to Indicate that he 
jWas endeavoring to conceal his where­
about. He registered everywhere In 
his right name (the story that he reg­
istered as J. C. W illis Is Incorrect), 
and he mads no concealment o f his 
plans. Ho told American friends In 
Tampico that ha was going to New 
Orlsans and spoke some of going from 
there to Havana, Cuba.
Left no Massages

Hills personal effects were left in 
charge of the Mexican authorities who 
will hold them until some one with 
power of attorney frmn Hills’ rela­
tives goes to Tampico to claim them.

"Deputy Senter and myeelf ex­
amined Hills’ papers and personal e f­
fects. W e found nothing to Indicate 
why Hills should wish to end his life. 
Hills apparently did not have a great 
deal of money. W e could find only 
about $15. He had two trunks, a large 
and email valise and a suit cass. He 
had a great deal of clothing, the value 
of which we estimated at $200. He 
had a thlrty-Hght caliber Smith and 
Wesson revolver, a watch and a ring. 
All of these were left In Mexico to 
await action by Hills’ relatives.

"I examined ths acid bottle which 
was found in the trunk. There was no 
mark to Indicate where it had been 
purchased. The name of a New York 
firm was blown In the glass of the 
bottle.
Senter Goes Homs '

Deputy Buck says his trip to Mexico 
In search of Hills was made at the 
request of Deputy S«'nler for the 
Stonewall county authorities because 
hs (Buck) knew Hills well and also 
spoke Spanish. Deputy Senter accom­
panied Deputy Buck as far as Waco 
and went from there to Stonewall 
county.

BODY OF HILLS 
TO STAY IN MEXICO

C'lllt,'.\< i(>, HI., Dec. SO.—In contrast- 
to the Keiieral belief of the laymen that 
the be«'f trust- dictator of the price of 
the worUr» meat supply—Is on trial lu 
tlie Federal court In Chicago, the real 
facts are that the goveiinnent Itself Is 
on trial.

By a strategic ntove the packers 
have turned and placed the goveruiiient 
on trial and temporarily escaited theiu- 
eelvos.

The beef combine has made charges 
aguinsl the legislature, against Federal 
Commissioner of Corporations James 
R. Garfield, against the United States 
attorney general and against the Presi­
dent hlmsHf.

It has filed special pleas accusing the 
government of having promised Its 
packers lininunlty If they would oi>en 
their books and lead Mr. Garfield to 
discover whether or not there was a 
beef trust.

It has accused Mr, Garfield of hav­
inĝ  turned the evidence he secured 
from the packers Into the grand jur.t'.'i 
bunds to be used in indicting the (rust 
members.

A  jury has been selocted out of a 
venire of 148 Northern Illinois fanners 
to try the government on these 
charges.

I f  the jury decides the governineiil 
to be guilty as charged the packers 
will go free. Under such circumstances 
they cannot be prosecuted, even thougli 
they have violated the law by eonspir- 
Ing to regulate the prices o f the world's 
beef supply. The constitution inovldes 
that a man oannot be coini>elled to 
testify against himself.

This, In brief. Is the exact and ainaz- 
hig status of the beef trust cases In 
the United States district court In 
Chicago.

,lt Is not the construction glvon, how­
ever, either by the attorneys for prose­
cution or defense when I Interviewed 
them on the subject. It Is the status 
as I found It to exist by wading 
through a mass o f legal documents and 
sitting through a day’s session.

A day’s session o f the beef trial oc­
cupies four hours':—from 10 o'clock In 
the morning until 12, and from 2 o'clock 
In the afternoon until 4. Flv('-mlnute 
adjournments are taken In tlie middle 
of each session.

Tho fight Is undoubtedly one of the 
greatest legal battles of Its kind that 
ever occurred In the United States.

Sixteen beef barons are struggling to 
escape the penalty of years imprison­
ment In jull. All are fabulously wealthy. 
They have ruled the ruilroails. mas­
tered the markets, dominated the world 
of finance.

Thirty-five lawyers are battling In 
the court room In a last desperate 
stand to |)revent their millionaire

That point will not fade Into history 
simply by the decision of the jury now 
assembled. It will be carried to the 
supremo court, and, It la predicted, 
prolong a hearing of the main Issues 
In the beef trust litigation Into the far 
future.

“The decisions of this case as to 
what the laws are and what cun be 
done under them,’’ said President 
Roosevelt recently, "U of far greater 
tmporlanco ' than seiidingk the p^^kers 
to ja il."

When Garfield takes the w UiV sb 
stand he will be given hts first oppor­
tunity to vindicate himself after re­
maining silent under the criticism of u 
nation for two years.

"Garfield’s testimony will show that 
he dhl get to the bottom of the beef 
trust and that he has really been a 
sacrifice to Roosevelt’s policy," said 
one of the commissioner’s aids to me 
coiifldeiillnlly,

"Only half of Garfield’s report was 
revealed and that half was the most 
unimportant. The President himself 
cut out all tho facts damaging to the 
liH ckers and locked them In his private 
vault at the White House.

"Ths President withheld Garfield’s 
best facts because to give them out 
would glvs away the government’s 
hand In the prosecution of the packers. 
Garfield bore the brunt of public crlll- 
«■Isin for ‘whitewashing’ the beef trusi. 
Now his time to speak luvs come."

Tho government has prepared a 
staggering defensu lo the charges 
made by the packers, according to the 
Federal district attorney, who confi­
dently expects that the jury will deride 
the special plea in favor of the govern­
ment and make It neeessary for the 
beef trust to stand trial.

It Is promised that Mr. Garfield will 
furnish the surprise. The seal of 
silence will be removed from the com­
missioner’s lips for the first time when 
he takes the stand, and he will lay 
bare all the Inner details of the gov 
emment’s Investigatiun of the beef 
combine.

He will relate his conversations with 
the packers. Ids personal experience at 
the stock yards, his private reports to 
President Roosevelt and the mo­
mentous secret conferences at Wash­
ington which hbve led up to the crim­
inal prosecution of the meat million­
aires.

Garfield will swear that the packers 
offered, even pleaded for the chance to 
confess everything If he would let 
them swear to their testimony and thus 
secure the protection o f (he Immunity 
law.

One of the greatest troubles with the broeder.s of

flue stock of all kinds In the state of Texas Is that 
they do not Indulge In sufficient co-operation. The 
fact that another fellow Is engaged In the same 
lino of busines.s ns yourself docs not necessarily Im­
ply that he l.s your enemy, and the men who are en­
gaged In the great work of trying to Improve the 
beef breeds of cattle In Texa.s are too broad-minded 
to remain In anV such compromising attitude.

The Angus men Iiuve a great Incentive to got a 
movo on themselves and do tlitng.s now that the 
black muleys are In such high favor. It will bo re- 
riK'inbored that tho ohnmpion at the International cx- 
po.slllon Just Iii'ld In f.’hicago was one of these col­
ored gentlemen, and Iho Angus breed has proved Its 
staying power on many hard contested fields. The 
breeders of .Angus cattle In Texas owe It to them- 
Molves to take hold of this matter and at once proceed 
with the work of perfecting a state organization.

G A R F I E L D  E X P L A I N S  H IS  P O S IT IO N

Referring to tho beef Industry. In the niiMual re­
port of the comml.ssh)iicr of corporntlon.s, the secre­
tary of cmnnicrcc and labor, for the flsc.nl year 
ended June 30, 1905, Jamc.s Riidplph Garfield .«ays:

"The piihllshod portion of Ĥ .h ri-port dealt ihlefly 
with tjie question of prices at^l the margin of profit 
In Hie packing business. In/the course of this In­
vestigation tho bureau had/also obtained much !n- 
fonnallon bearing upon q^e.stlon of combination as 
between the large' packhié companies. At the time 
o f tho publication of tiy« report the department of 
Justice had under adv/soincnt proceedings against 
certain packing compares and tholr officers for vio­
lation of the federal anti-trust law. It was obvlou.s, 
therefore, that the /publlcntlon of the Information 
possessed by the bUroaii on the subJeM was Inexpe­
dient at that time, and, nccordlngly, by the direction 
of the President, nil the Information imsseased by the 
bureau on the subject of-such combination was with­
held from publication. Although this fact was set 
forth In the pubRshed report, the failure to treat 
therein bf thè question of combination waa the sub­
ject o f criticism. A  further ground of crtticlsm was 
4Jie failure o f the report to treat of discriminations 
by means o f private car companies. At ths time of 
making the report the extent and nature of govern­
mental control over such companies was the sub­
ject o f pending litigation, and It 'would have been 
Improper to anticipate the decision by assuming in 
advance any Jurisdiction over them.

"Other criticisms were directed at the accuracy of 
thé figures and conclusions reloting to prices and 
orotlts, but only a few  tended to disprove any spe­
cific statement tn the report, an«l . those particular 
criticisms were based upon figures secured by esti­
mates, or taken from a , very few Isolated Instances, 
and hence did not disprove the results stated In the 
report, 'which 'were based on general averages ob­
tained from figures covering the entire Industry and 
slaughter o f several millions of anlmala. In no case 
was any Information thus given that would be o f real 
assistance in correctlni^-hgures had they been found 
inaccurate.

“The Investigattnn' developed the line of dirision 
between tlie work of the dejArtment of Justice and

RAILWAYS AGREE TO BE GOOb
The railways of tho country have agreed to be 

good some more. A large delegation of managersJ
representing the Icadljig trans-MissIssIppt lines called 
on the Interstate commerce cominisslun in 'Washing­
ton a few days ago and held a long conference rela­
tive to the rebate situation and the efforts of the 
commission to do a'way with the existing discrimina­
tion by the railways in favor of large shippers.

Chairman Knapp and Commissioners Cockrell and 
Clements were the only members present, the other 
commissioners being out of the city.

The railroad men who attended tho conference were 
O. T. Nicholson, vice president of the Atchison, To­
peka and Hanta Fe; H. R. McCullough, vice president 
of the Chicago and Northwestern; J. H. Hiland, vice 
president o f the Chicago, Mlla’aukee and St. Paul; J. 
.M. Johnson, assistant to tho vtce president of the 
tjould lines; J. T. Holden, freight Jra^lo-manager 
of the Rock Island; J. W. Bladen, freight traffic 
manager of the Chicago and Alton: Howard Morris, 
vice president and general counsel o f the Wisconsin 
Central; C. L. Wellington, general traffic manager of 
the Colorado Southern; C. Halle, traffic manager of 
the Missouri, Kansas and Texas; W. L. Martin, vice 
president o f the Boo lines; J. C. Stubbs, vice presi­
dent and traffic director of the Harriman lines; E. 
E. Smythe, general freight agent of the Kansas City 
Southern.

Several of the railway men assured the commis­
sion that tha recent public disclosures concerning 
the giving o f rebates had so aroused pubitq sentiment 
that the roads are very desirous of putting a stop 
to the procedure complained of, and will co-operate* 
with the commission In an effort to stop further pro­
ceedings o f the kind. The following oficlal statement 
has been given out by tho conunlsslon relative to the 
meeting:

"The conference with -western railway officials 
was not sought by the commission, as certain papers 
have tneorecUy stated, but Its purpose was legitimate 
and commendable and warrants the expectation of 
beneficial results.' At a recent meeting in Chicago tho 
representatives of practically all the lines west of that 
city, from the Canadian border to the gulf, adopted the 
following resolution:

"That a Joint committee representative of lines In 
tha western trunk line committee, the trans-Mlssourt 
freight bureau. Southwestern freight rate committee 
and the transcontinental freight rate committee, bo 
appointed and Instructed to wait upon the Interstate 
commerce commission. Tho desire and purpose of tho 
respective members o f said committee or bureau to bo 
to co-operute with the commission in the enforce­
ment of the law to the extent of pointing out ways 
and means and giving tho comm^3slon any specific 

,, information that may come to Its kno)^Iedgo which 
will lead to effective Inquiry In uncovering unlawful 
practfees.

"The object of the Joint committee, whose names 
have already been published, was to present this 
rssniutlon and assure tire commission of the united 
and determined disposition of tho lines represented 
to conform to tho law In good faith and in every re­
spect and to aid the commission In Its enforcement. 
Pledges to this effect were given by all pre.sent, with 
the further promise to report eve/y illegal transfec­
tion which may come to their knowledge or of which 
they may have well founded suspicion.

"While this visit was unsolicited, as above stated, 
It was not unwelcome and the commission has no rea­
son to doubt the sincerity o f the movement or Us 
practical value. That It will result In the complete 
discoTitInuance of wrongful practices Is perhaps too 
much to exiiect, for time alone -ŵ lll test the degree 
of its usefulness, but a marked Improvement In the 
observance of tariff rates may be fairly anticipated. 
If the promised co-operation Is actually and continu­
ously afforded, the payment of rebates and the grant­
ing of secret advantage will be. It Is fioped, reduced 
to a minimum.”

These facts clearly and unequivocally show one 
tiling, and that is the great railway systems of the 
eoiintry realize they are completely whipped in the 
fight that has been made for government regulation 
of freight rates, and are showing a disposition to bow 
to the Inevitable and side with public sentiment by 
pleifglng themselves to observe existing laws In the 
future. It Is a different attitude from that In which 
these great corporations have posed In the past, and 
If sincere. It will put them tn much better standing 
with the public generally. But there are many who 
will view these sudden spasms of virtue with grave 
suspicion, believing that the only hope for the future 
lies In the enactment o f such legislation as will com­
pel every railroad In the country to toe the mark with­
out fear or favor.

At any rate, the present attitude of these great 
corporations is a standing tribute to the efficiency 
of the campaign of education that has been waged 
by the shippers and public generally. It is _an en­
during monument to the thorough work that has been 
done by the Cattle Raisers' Association of Texas, which 
organization has led In the fight that now seems 
crowned with every Indication of a glorious victory 
the benefits of which \wlll be enjoyed by the people 
generally.

of $3.76, and as the pine forests o f Southeast Texas 
are pretty much of equal value, we are disposed to 
thlnV Mr. Terrell lost money to the school fund on 
timber aales. Had be sold at as favorable price as 
Mr. Rogan, be would have "saved" to the achool chil­
dren e f Texas $10,811.88 instead o f t8,186.M.

The cattlemen located out in West Texas have con­
tended for the past two years that ths action of Com­
missioner Terrell In arbitrarily advant^g the price 
of achool land, both under sals and lease, was noth­
ing more than a matter o f playing to the galleries for 
the sake of political effect. His pointing to the sav­
ing that he has mads tô  ths school children of this 
state, when considered tn connection -with his candi­
dacy for a third term, will cause suspicion to almost 
assume the guise of conviction, and while he may gain 
favor In certain portions o f ths state, it Is pretty cer­
tain that the opposite will be the case In West Texas.

Coinnilssloner Terrell may have saved to the school 
children of Texas the sum of $18,000 through his ar­
bitrary action In raising the prices on land that was 
being leased by the cattlemen. But that saving was 
wrung from an Industry during thg time of Its great 
oppression, and when it was powsrless to raise Its 
hand In Its own defense. The cattlemen of the Texas 
range country have had a bard road to travel during 
the past three years, and many of them have been 
compelled to give up the fight and loss the accumu­
lated savings of years. At this time— when the state 
of Texas should have been merciful to the men who 
were struggling for their very existence. Commissioner 
Terrell applied the official screws to these men and 
foroed this blood money Into the coffers of the state. 
He doubtless feels Justified In his action, from the 
fact that It Is advanced as reason why democratic 
precedent should be violated and the commissioner 
retained at the public trough. But there are a few 
thousand people In Texas who feel differently about 
the matter, and the live stock Interests of this state 
can be expected to express their entire disapproval of 
the situation.

The state of Texas -wants a man In the position of 
land commissioner who is big enough and broad 
enough to do even and exact Justice to all interests— 
a man who Is actuated by patriotism and not a deslro 
for personal political preferment. Commissioner Ter­
rell has made the mistake of letting his right hand 
know what his left hand was doing when he was fish­
ing up this saving for the school children of Te.xas, 
and by so doing hs has greatly weakened his eau.se.

blows, or of a roof when cold rain or snow or sleet 
falls. Burely there la more tliari a hint In thsaa 
facts. Over mosj. of tho counti-y where the winter 
temperatures are- not rigorous, feeding cattle will 
usually do better when given liberty to seek shelteS 
when they desire It, and to breathe the open air when 
they so elect.

The difficulty in presenting the situation thus la 
that many a man who subjects his cuttle to severs 
exposure will accept It as confirmatory of his practice. 
It must not be so road. This is not giving cattle thei? 
choice o f a roof or the open sky; It ts not Inviting 
them to stand on the lee side of a windbreak or turn 
tall to tbe blasts. It Is giving them no -aUernative; 
It is offering them only exposure. This Is not th8 
suggestion. That practice cannot be defended. I* 
may be that the optional plan of seeking shelter or 
taking the weather will cost a little more feed, but 
Is It not possible that Increased health and vigor will 
oompensate? Here again the argument must proceed 
with extreme caution, in the rsmeinbrance of the 
man-who heartlessly exposes his animals to "mak4 
them tough.” The breeder or feeder who provides am­
ple shelter accessible to his stock at will and give« 
them liberty to .seek the open air even in low teni-> 
perature If they so desire, will be rea.sonably certain 
than he Ls following the dictate.? of the physical econ­
omy of his stock, and it Is a fair guess that animal« 
are usually better Judges of their individual comfo-| 
than ure their masters.

TEXAS WATER POWER
Texas, -while no4 potentially as great J jj water 

powers as some of the southern states, has numerous 
resources In this respect which, when properly devel­
oped, are destined to create new comrhunlties, large 
Industries, and to give employment for many thou­
sands.

In recent years northern capital ha.s been seeking 
Investment In the South, and the development of the 
resources of this wonderfully rich region has pro­
gressed rapidly. In Georgia Iron, and In Florida 
phosphajte mining have "been promoted; In Louisiana 
and Texas hundreds of thousands of acre3 once value­
less prairie land have been converted by Irrigation 
Into Pice fields, now so prolific that from an importer 
the United States has become an exporter of this 
cereal.

To bring about The fullest utllizaM >n of this natu­
ral asset of Texas, the water supply, I he luitional gov­
ernment, through the hydrogmhphtj branch of the 
United States geological survey, has recently con­
cluded a very careful Inve.etlgation, the results of 
■which arc given In two publications, entitled "The 
■Water Powers of Texas,’’ and "Irrigation In Texas." 
Thqge Investigations were made by Profeissor T. U. 
Taylor of Che University o f Texas, and the data gath­
ered by him. In the form of the above publications, 
are obtainable without charge, upon request to the 
director o f the United States geological survey, Wash­
ington. D. C.

The annual report of the Interstate cominerca 
commUston dwells at considerable lengtli upon the 
necessity existing for clothing that tribunal w luK, 
mor« power, and that Is 4ust exactly what the peopls 
o f the country are trying to do. It Is hoped that th« 
present session of congress will do Its duty In thU 
respect, and that henqeforth the commission will kt 
able to do the \Vork U was created to perform.

THE SHELTER OF LIVE STOCK
The season of year Is rapidly approaching when 

Texas stockmen figure on the probable loss of a con­
siderable amount of stock, and as a matter of fact, 
winter losses In this state, while not so great as a 
few years ago, are still far In excess of what they 
should bo! Texas cattlemen are learning from the 
lessons of the past, but they are not learning fast 
enough. The good blood tlfllt Is now represented In 
all the leading herds of the country Is sufficient to In­
sure much better attention than -was given stock a 
few years ago, but the fact remains that the average 
Texas ranch Is still painfully short on shelter. A 
hard spell of winter weather, with snow and sleet 
on the ground for several days, would send thou­
sands o f Texas cattle to that bourne from which no 
bovine has yet been known to return. We are learn­
ing, however, and the time will come when proper 
and necessary winter shelter will be provided on every 
up-to-date ranch. Commenting on the necessity for 
sheltering cattle at this sea.snn of the year, the Bret'd- 
era’ Gazette says:

ll^ldely different views, each based on the expe­
rience of the individual, are held as to the compara­
tive merits of th« close-barn or open shed method of 
winter feeding. A  sifting of all experiences and 
opinions would likely point to the conclusion that a 
middle course is best, avoiding the extremes of feed^ 
Ing In close Illy ventilated barns, or In the unpro­
tected open. The question of course Is almost wholly 
governed by temperatures, and temperatures are 
often the caprices o f seasons. The practice varies 
widely from that o l tho "advanced” dairyman who 
denies that cows need exercise and who keeps his 
milking cattle In tight barns tied by the head during 
winter weather, to the feeder who sets his feed bunks 
on a hillside and chops a hole through the ice so his 
cattle can drink. A  hard and fast rule applicable 
to one section would not answer In another, and In­
deed the «eason may readily enough vary any rule, 
no matter how set JPmay have seemed to be. A few 
fundamental faejs will lead farmers to sound con­
clusions. The farmer does not fill his stove with fuel 
and then open the doors and windows and try to 
heat all outdoors. Nor on the other hand should he 
close each crack and cranny at the fall of frost nml 
keep his house almost hermetically sealed without 
means of ventilation during the long winter. Tho 
stomach of a steer may be likened to a holler. It re­
quires a certain temperatiire to raise steam, and If the 
boiler Is exposed to zero cold It will require more 
fuel to raise and maintain steam than It will If the 
tubes are protected from the chilling effect of the 
wind and cold. Food Is needed to keep the body of 
an animal at normal temperature. Exponure to se­
vere cold and biting winds makes drain* on the sup­
ply of food to maintain that normal temperature, and 
no fact Is more certain than that an animal will ntlltze 
food for Itself before It returns reaulta <o Its master.

Man Is sometimes puzzled to read aright the con- 
.^diUons best suited to his animals. There Is a simple 
way usually available to solve many of the problems. 
Let the animal decide. In the matter of salting cat­
tle, which seems to trouble a few farmers, we have 
more than oaoe sur^'ested that It would be th* part 
e f wtadora to let the animal chooee for Itself the 
amount of salt It desires to take Into its system. Is

CAHLE SHIPMENT 
FOR 1905 HEAVY

E L PASO, 'iexas, Dec. 29.—During 
the past year the record for catle 
shipments from New Mexico estab­
lished In 1903 was not excelled. The 
mark made that year remains the rec­
ord. The last year’s shipments have, 
however.ecllpsed those of 1904 and com­
pared favorably with tliose of any year 
preceding the banner year of 1903.

According to reports wlilch have 
been issued by the cattle sanitary 
board of New Mexico, the shipments 
for the past three years were os fo l­
lows:

1903. . 1904. 1905.
C a ttle .............220,866 166,273 203^53
Horses ........... 13,499 14,967 15,398
Hides .............  30,221 88,866 38,835

The hide shipments have shown a 
steady and substantial gain each year, 
the mai'k reached during the pact year 
being almost double that In 1903. The 
horses exported from New Mexico have 
been greater In number each year, tho 
gain having been approximately one 
thousand a year. This branch of New 
Mexico’s animal mdustry has been 
growing steadily, l>uf without any per­
ceptible spurt or boom, as has been, to 
a certain degree the case with sheep, 
for example.

The cattle gain has been stea’dy un­
til at the present time the sanitary 
board estimates that Uiere are about
900.000 cattle in the territory. The 
boards attributes the gain in large de­
gree to the change In leasing laws, 
w'hlch has made It practicable and 
profitable to transfer a large number 
of cattle from Texas to New Mexico. 
The great increase In the number of 
herds Is Indicated by the fact that
6.000 brands have been recorded since 
March 1. A part of this Increase, how­
ever, has been brought about by the 
law requiring the registration of 
brandf.

Thè only .noticeable shortage . this 
past year has been In calf crop, which 
has been short fully 50 per Cent. The 
crop Is esélniated at 200,000. 
Misunderstanding Over Order

In the Gila river forest reserve there 
has been a misunderstanding as to re­
vision of the grazing laws which has 
not yet been cleared up. It was an­
nounced that the fee had been re­
duced to 10 cents a head, with 100 cat­
tle allowed to graze free. This report 
was Inaccurate, but a deflnlie an­
nouncement has not been made. For 
the benefit of settlers who need to save 
a part of the range near their liomes 
for fall or winter pasture a ruling has 
been made permitting the lease of pas­
ture lands, up to a limit of 860 acres, 
to settlers living within or on the bor 
ders of the reserve. The limit will be 
permitted only in extreme cases.

One of the largest recent shipments 
of range horses from New Mexico was 
that last week from Dem'Ing of 200 
head, consigned to North Carolina. The 
Lyons-Campbell Company and Prank 
Allison shipped the horses.

Ed Head and the Bell Bros, shipped 
Uilrty head of range horses this week 
from their range near Deming, N, M., 
to Roswell, N. M.
No Damage From Cold

Reports from the recent cold snap 
are unanimous In omitting any ref­
erence to damage. The cattle weath­
ered the temporary fall in temperature 
to the satisfaction of the ranchmen. In 
some parts of Arizona where the cold 
uas most intense the reports are that 
the cattle are In first-class condition 
and that the moisture following the 
melting snow is Just what was needed.

Importations through this port have 
been rather larger this week than us­
ual. C. P. Hunt, live stock agent of 
the Sierra Madne railway, brought in 
9,800 head of shéep from Mexico.

J. O. D. Boyd -brought In 450 head of 
cattle from Mexico, which were 
shipped to Dallas.

O. tv. Sylvester A  Bros, shipped 
twenty carloads of sheep from Santa 
Pe to the San Luis valley of New Mex­
ico.

Twenty-nve thousand head of goats 
will probably be allowed to graze on 
the new portion of the Glia forest re­
serve north of Plert-o and Fort Ba­
yard, N. M. „ .

Terse Tales of the JBovements of Cattlemen All Over the 

Orsat Rajoge Country of the Entire Southwest

M O D E S T  S T A R T  O F  A  C A T T L E  
K I N G

The death recently of D. C. Haggart. 
one of northwest Kansas’ cattle kings, 
brought out the following obituary rec­
ollection at his atart in Kansas, by W.. 
L. Gaston; Tn  .June, 1874, the writer 
saw Haggart for the first Urns. We all 
called him Haggart, für those . pioneer 
times were too read to use the ficti­
tious title o f ‘Mister.’ He came down 
to my father’s p.Iaoe to help move an 
old bam, and when I  -saw him first h* 
wa.s standing barefooted In a paint-for­
saken wagon which had neither front 
endgate nor tal^oartl, holding a span 
of diminutive bronchos, which team, 
as I  remeiTlber, was short about three 
eyes. He had come to work, and with 
hearty good will joined other neighbors 
In tearing down a log barn and putting" 
it up again In a more convenient place. 
Had you seen him that day, dressed In 
his overalls and hickory skirt which to­
gether conspired to furnish the legal 
amount o f raiment required, and had 
realized that his team and wagon, with 
a cow lariated at home, coiiamuted the 
sum total of his worldly jpossesslona, 
you would hardly have prophesied that 
in a few more years ho would be known 
throughout a populous county as a cat­
tle king; that neighbors for miles 
around would bring him their corn and 
pile It in ricks around his feeding pens; 
that hundreds of cattle and hogs would 
be feeding for market bn that prairie 
homestead, and that tall, athletic spec­
imen o f manhood who was beginning 
the struggle with almost nothing could 
write his check for thousands.”

. C O W  F E E D I N G  E X P E R I M E N T
At the Pennsylvania station It was 

found that In feeding steers a great 
deal of labor could be saved, and as 
good or better results secured with a 
constant supply of water. The pen 
needed to be cleaned but once n month 
or six weeks and the labor was re­
duced to feeding and bedding. It  was 
therefore determined to try the same 
method with dairy cows, but the 
results of this experiment failed to 
show any advantage In having water 
constantly before the cowp in the sta­
ble. The cows tiiat were turned Into 
the yard once a day for water made as 
good returns as those having constant 
access to water in the stable. Much 
more bedding was required to keep 
the cows clean and comfortable In the 
pen than in the stalls. Apparently It 
would not be economleal to keep milk. 
cowa_Uipse In pens on farms where, the 
supply of bedding Is limited. Consid­
erably less labor was required to care 
fop the cows In the pen than for those 
In the stalls. The Increase In the 
amount of bedding would also result 
in the production of a greater bulk of 
manure. The fewest bacteria were 
found in tho milk of tho.se cows wlilch 
stood In the stalls constantly, and 
which were consequently the cleanest.

P O I N T 8  IN B R E E D IN G
There are three principal laws in 

breeding animals that must be re<-og-
fnMM roproduces like

qualities, the law that produces vari­
ations, and the law of atavism or re­
verting back. While these different 
laws must be studied In relation to 
the stock In hand, the problem becomes 
Intricate from the fact that they are 
unknown quantities. Any one of them 
may produce unhaiked-for results from 
one mating; results that are entirely 
different from the preceding one. The 
laws themselves are fundamental, but 
may vary greatly In Individuals.

Tho underlying principles governing 
these laws rests on the survival of the 
fittest, which Is nature’s provision for 
reproducing the beat. The slron.gest 
characteristics predominate sooner or 
later. By projier manipulation the 
breeder assists nature In reproducing 
desirable qualities sooner than the 
natural law of tho survival of the fit ­
test could possibly bring It about. A 
strong constitutloned animal will Im­
press Its personality on suceeedlng 
generations to a greater extent tlias(an 
animal that is oonstitutionally w ^k . 
But the breeder must know whether 
these predominating qualities are de­
sirable or not. ('areful, painstaking 
study along lines of natural develop­
ment extcnllng through several gen­
erations will reveal many interesting 
Idiosyncrasies. A successful breeder 
Is a cai-eful student of nature.

S A L T I N G  8 T D C K  D N  GRASS
There Is an Interesting sight on a 

Gcdar county side hill where a cattle 
feeder has made a practice of salting 
his stock on the gralis. Knowing that 
salt will de.stroy the turf, the feeder 
always placed his salt on the same 
spots, and the result has been to doc- 
oi-ftte that particular part of the pas­
ture with forty or fifty  holes, each 
of them two feet wide and one-half 
foot deep. The value of the saline 
flavored- dirt as steer feed may not bo 
great, but the animals evidently like 
It.—J. S. Trigg, Iowa.

C D T T D N S E E D  M E A L
A bulletin from the Texas station 

says rejiorts of feeders who have used 
cottonseed meal for hogs Indicate that 
a light ff+d of cottonseed meal may be 
continued Indefinitely, and that the 
consumption of green feed lessens the 
danger of death from feeding It. A 
comparison of the results with those 
of other stations at which cottonseed 
meal was fed in the ordinary way in­
dicates that cottonseed meal may be 
used in larger quantities and for long­
er periods when fermented and fed in 
a slop.

D IP P IN G  IN O K L A H O M A
Stockman-Journal.

BLISS, Okla., Dec. 30.—The govern­
ment regulation governing the move­
ment of Texas cattle Into tho Osage 
and Oto reservations In this territory 
have been modified (on Nov. 2) to such 
an extent that cattle from all points 
below the Federal quarantine line can 
be dipped once, at de.stlnatlon. In crude 
Beaumont oil and be allowed to go into 
said territory without further deten­
tion.

This order amounts' to practically 
the same as was In force prior to May 
1, 1905.

W e dipped over 50,000 head of Texas 
oattle In the year of 1906 and can 
say that we do not consider the dip­
ping any risk or detriment to the cat­
tle. but consider It a benefit to the 
cattle and worth the cost of dipping 
In ridding them of all lice, ticks or 
other skin infection.

C O R N  A N D  A L F A L F A
At the Nebraska experiment station 

Inst year cut and ground alfalfa was 
fed, with corn and other grains, to fat­
tening hogs. The largest dally gains 

I were made on three-fourths corn and 
one-fourth shorts, but a gain practi­
cally equivalent was made at a lower 
cost where either cut or ground alfalfa 
was Bubstitutod for shorts In the ra­
tion. The cheapest gains were made 
on corn and rut alfalfa. Bran does not 
prove equal to either shorts or alfalfa 
when fed a.s one-fourth of the ration 
to pigs. .Aeration of three-fourths corn 
and one-fourth alfalfa produces greater 
gains than when one-half alfalfa is 
fed. Where alfalfa Is raised on tho 
farm, and when there Is no particular 
need to hasten growth In the pigs, a 
ration of one-half alfatfa hay and one- 
half corn may give cheaper gains than 
when a heavier corn ration is fed.

S T O C K M E N  U N I T E D

A U T O M A T I C  C O Y O T E  G U N
President F. J. Hogenbarth of the 

National IJve Stock association was 
In Chicago a few days ago attending 
the stock show there and incidentally 
having some castings made for a new 
Invention which he has purchased and 
which he calls an automatic coyote 
gnn. It Is an Invention which Mr. Ha- 
gfiiharth says will be of groat value 
to range sheep owners. It Is not In­
tended to kill coyotes, but to scare them 
away from the sheep..

“Coyotes will not bbthor the sheep 
when they hear guns around.” said 
Mr. Hagenbartli, explaining the nov- 
‘' “ y- "and It has been the custom of 
shiyp owners to have a man go around 
and shoot off a gun every few mo­
ments during the night to keep the 
coyotes away. This Invention is In- 
tenilod to take tho plsee of the man. 
It Is a solid round casting with twelve 
holes bored In It In which can be placed 
blank cartridges. It Is elevated about 
a foot above the ground and la operated 
by clockwork. Tho uttachmont can 
be sot so as to dtsolpirge a csrtridge 
at regular Intervats, and In addition to 
the noise, we load the oartrldgua with 
a chemical that makes a loud smelling 
Koe which Is heavy enough to lie dost' 
to the ground and still further annoys 
the coyotes. By placing several of 
theso guns at points around the bedding 
ground o f a flock of sheep, and ar­
ranging them so tliat one will be dis­
charged evory ten or fifteen minutes 
during the night, the flock will die per­
fectly secure from coyotes. It Is a 
now' Invention but it works like a 
oluirm and we have already found It 
a great proteotion on our Idaho rungo.”

T H E  R A T E  B I L L
T. W. Toinllnson, secretury of the 

American Stock Orow'ers’ as.soclatlon, 
passed through from AVushIngton to­
day on route to Denver. He lias been 
at the capital looking after legislation 
in which live slock men ufe Intcrnst.id.

Mr. Tnmlliisoii believes that the cum- 
lialgii for railroad rate luglslatlon is 
practically won. "The DoIIlver bill em­
bodies the wiinls of tho live stock 
grower and shipper and I bellovo It w ill 
pass,” he said.

2. That, in the absence of Inteirilnal 
parasites, other than the nodule-dlo- 
ease worm, lambs, intended for feeding 
for the early, nr other, markets, may 
be raised in thl* way, without their 
health being impaired, or thHr general 
condition affected by the disease.

Z. That, In the case of ewe lambs 
to be kcphifor breeding purposes, and 
which may have bocome only slightly 
Infested, there Is the possibility,-¿rwlng 
to the life history of the parasne, as 
given by helminthologists (those who 
make a special study of worms), at 
auto-lntestatlon and subsequent" Infec­
tion of c l e a » v w h i c h  the 
lambs may have been ilaced.

4. That, although the previous de­
duction as to Btich possibility, may be 
c/irrect, there caji hardly be any ques­
tion as to the great reduction in the 
prim ary ' Infestation by the bare-lot 
method, as compared ta that brought 
about where the lambs are permitted 
to grose on pasture infested through 
the dropipngs of tbeir diseased moth­
ers.

6, That ths method Is so simple, and 
Is so free from technicalities, that any 
flock master who wlH take the trouble 
to observe ordinary care as to the few 
dotalla. can obtain, at le&st, fair ré­
solu from Us adaption.

». That with the supply at some good 
vermifuge migtnre, to which the sheep 
can have free acoeos at all times. In 
odnjunctlon with the method, more sat­
isfactory results might be looked for, 
than was even obtained In our experi­
ment.

Of course, one needs a docent sort of 
a place to keep the fall caJves. else it 
Is not pracUcnl to have them dropped 
at that sea.»on of the year, but wltk 
a proper place to keep them, there ara 
certainly a great uuiny things In fa ­
vor of fall calves. The farmer has 
more time to attend to them. Oonra- 
quently, they are 6od more regularly, 
which means much to a young calf. 
He realizoe. too, that bo muet fof:d the 
calf everything naoossary for Us 
growUi, in summer time he depends 
somewhat upon the pooturo. which Is 
unreliable. The conditions are much 
more uniform. The calf le kept In 

'stable that is not aubjoet to extremi­
ties of temperature.

The fan calf Is never out In dis 
agreeable otorme. He is not nearly 
so apt to get off from feed os a spring 
calf. Whore they are *ed largely tifion 
eklm milk In the aummer time, the 
milk lo liable to be oour at one 
and sweet at nnothar owing to 
weather. In the wintw time the milk 
Is not apt to be soar at nB. It Is just 
about In the same condition at ooch 
teed and the calf is not as apt to get 
indigestion and scotiro as 4n tho sum­
mer thno. With tho aklm milk, a llt- 
tlo grain o f good Clover hay, the coif 
has a good ration sad will thrlvo woll.

Many calvos aro lajurod 1« tho M m - 
mer Wme by being oMt In toe b ^ in g  
hot gun. The temporoture o* a wtn»er 
xtablo Is much tworo enfoynbl# and 
they will thrive better. Then ogMn, 
young calves In the itommor tluvo are 
tormented v e r j muck w  flies and tliey 
rerely do well during f'F  time. In 
the winter time they iuffor ri# toonn- 
vonlenoe whatever from this sourc^ 
One quite important thing in favor e* 
fall calves Is that whort spring comes 
they are old enough to  wen* entirely 
and can he turned into the back pas­
ture, where they reqaire na attontlon.

ELECTRICITY IN 
BRAIN OF STEER

Remarkable Experiment Made 

by Sen Frandeoa Phyeiedan

BAN FRANCISCO. Cal.. D«s. 28.—A 
local sclentint, likely to come Into the 
world’s limelight of ochlevemept at 
very short notice. Is Dr. Albert .J. A t­
kin, who, by reason of a recent ex­
periment has proven deductions which 
may revolutionise all precon<Mlved 
biological and psychological theories.

Dr. Atkina has long believed«that all 
functions and pimceeeee o f life action 
are electro-chemical and that the body 
Is one vast eyetem of electrical cur- 
rente and counter-currente with the 
brain as a directing center. He has 
discovered that the proceasee ot hear­
ing, sight, touch, toete and smell are 
{»roduced, directly, by a diffusion of 
electrical energy through the sensory 
nerves, which are the wire* or con­
ductors of electricity, generated for the 
most part by the lungs and trsnaformed 
and directed by the convolutions of the 
brain.

'When Dr. Atkina first advanced this 
theory, several years ago, he wsa 
hooted at, condemned and even prose­
cuted by medical aclentiste at large. 
Now ha Is being recognised as one of 
the most remarkable men of his time, 
not only by eclentlflo oontempororlef 
of standing, but by the United States 
government, which assisted him In his 
lost sxpeHirieaL

Dr. Kmma A. Lewie, hie coworker dur­
ing the past five ywra, and Captain T.,. 
D. Wlldtnan of thHVntted States sig­
nal service, a notea electrical expert.

Two platinum electrodes were In­
serted In the uppar regiona ot the 
bull’s hreln and a distinct current re­
corded on a tangent galvanometer, over 
one hundred feet from the animat. Not 
only was this test succesefulty made, 
but It was shown that Intense emotion 
raised the current very materially, de­
flecting the galvanic needle It  points 
from the sero mark, when the animal 
was killed.

He states that thle is only 
the first step toward a complete ex­
planation of the electrical lire prlnet- 
ple and Hs action on the human body 
and that It opens to practical {»ooetblt- 
Ity an understanding o f mentaj_telep- 
athy which will soon reader what men 
now call miracles. In the way of 
thought tranamisslon, os eimple sod 
easy os telephonic or other m o<^ of 
communication. He states, also, that 
hla philosophy will result In a {lerfeot 
and accurals system for the enolysla 
o f mental processea and the elimina­
tion o f mental dieturbances.

“ In fact,” says Dr.'Atkins, "It meana 
a field of wimdrous {»ósalbllltlea, prao- 
tlcaily without limitation In psycholog­
ical and biological development and the 
overthrow of dootrinee that bavo stood 
the test o f ogea ta the world of 
aciones.”

W, N. Waddell, whose ranch prop­

erty is located at Odessa, Ector coun­
ty, said: " I am Just back from the
International live stock exhibit at Chi­
cago, where I had a very enjoyable 
time loklng at the elegant stuff from 
Texas, and shaking the hands o f my 
fellow stockmen. While my ranch stock 
are Herefords, I keep a herd of 250 
shorthorn cows for raising bulls for 
the market. On my way down from 
Chicago 1 stoped at Chnrley Leonard’s 
Ravenswood farm and bought ten nead 
of shorthorn bulls, six of which wore 
sired by the famous shorthorn bull 
I.avender, with which I pFopose to Im­
prove my herd. Out my way, the 
range Is as fine as any one could ask. 
Cattle are aa good as can be and fat 
enough for the fancy markets. There 
is no manner of doubt but that the 
stock will winter well and come out 
in good order and with but slight 
shrinkage. Under the favorable sur­
roundings every one anticipates a 
large calf crop. As to marketing, we 
hardly ever ship until July or August, 
as the sale of stoi^k has become siinxdy 
a calf proposition with us.

“There will be a great Influx of Im­
migrants from the north and east next 
year. Texas Is nil the talk there, and 
buyl-ng Texas lands at 110 per a c ’e 
seems to ho the main business with 
them. Already the farmers are getting 
homes In our section niid It is only a 
question of time before lands will he 
HO enhanced in value that It will be 
more profitable to sell than to raise 
stock.

Withdrawal of the North Texas Live 
Btock Cornmlssiuii Company from the 
Live Btock Exchange was officially 
announced today, n declaration being 
made at the offices (hat the action was 
taken because of unwillingness to 
abide by the regulations recently 
drawn up to become effective today.

These rules In addition to prescrib- 
 ̂Ing prices to be charged on all salon, 
also regulate payment for telegrams, 
meals, drinks and other courtesitis 
that have been extended by commis- 
•Ion companies In the past.

O. E. Flato, president of the Fort 
Worth Block Exchange, t(eclared the 
exchange hud nothing to say as to the 
Withdrawal of the North ’Texas Live 
Stock Coinmlssloir Company from the 
commission houses that compose the 
exchange. He déclared any commis­
sion Arm hud a perfect right to with­
draw from the assocliitlon whenever 
It saw proper, and no one was au­
thorized to Interfere with any course 
they might select.

P A S S IN G  O F  T H E  R A N G E
“When I ■saw you the other day," 

said Bert Simpson, "I was so much 
engaged In a matter with John Davis 
that I did not have time to give you a 
detailed Interview as to matters and 
things In our part o f God's country, 
Texas. I am a poor hand at the best 
to tell things so you will have to ques­
tion and then get the most you can 
out of my answers. As I told you be­
fore range and ea(tle are the finest 
In years and the general condition of 
the country has not been equaled In 
years. We have had rain more or 
less all the year, a thing not known 
before and the whole fall has been 
cloudy weather, and an unusual thing, 
very little wind. Because bf these con­
ditions there Is a fine season In’ the 
ground and with warm tveather and 
an early spring grass will spring up 
and outgrow Johnson grass. Our calf 
crop was excellent, and has all been 
sold at fair prices. I market caUves 
and do not hold for age. My stock Is 
mostly Shorthorns. Of course with 
the present prospect for cattle to go 
through the winter In the best of shape 
we can safely count upon an unusually 
average calf crop the coming year.

“ I read in the Telegram the article 
on the advance of the farmer and the 
retiring stockman and I .tell you It 
was a good article and told the con­
dition of things exactly. I used to live 
In Colorado City when It was a cow 
town. L.and8 are advancing In price,

either through Immigration or the good 
seasons, or both and the advance In 
price will continue. 1 am told that 
sixty sections have been taken up by 
farmers west of lllg Hprings this year 
and McKaddon, a real estate man Ihtr 
ty miles east of Monahan, sold two 
sections for |4,800 bonus to farmers, 
so you see the 'advance of the man 
with the hoe’ has about reached us. 
rt has been demonstrated that cotton 
will grow fine In our section with Irri­
gation. At Grand Fulls on the l ’oc(»s, 
just southwest of me, they have cot­
ton planted and irrigated and have 
raised this year from one to two bales 
to the aero. This seems a large yield, 
but It Is a fact, water can be reached 
In bored wells at 80 feet and with 
the present gu.sollne engines and wind 
mills the 'question of water for Irri­
gation Is settled. I Intend to cultivate 
this year 100 acres In cotton and 100 
acres In kaffir corn, and thus supply 
myself with •roughness for my stock 
and help the farmer In his efforts to 
bull ths cott<m market. There Is not 
a doubt but that as the Telegram says 
the advance of agriculture upon the 
ranges Is Irrlsistable and to mo It 
seems that the stockman having such 
lands as they have should turn their 
attention to the best methods of rais­
ing crops and thus meet the situation 
fairly and begin stock farming.

S O U T H  T E X A S  R A N G E
T. E. Daugherty, a stockman from 

Ban Antonio, Texas, was at the Stock I 
Exchange Friday, looking over the 
market condition. “ The ratige," sa id ' 
he, “ in South Texas Is better than it i 
has been for years, and not In spots, ‘ 
but all over the country. The splendid 
rains have fallen over every foot of 
that part of the state. Cattle are win­
tering in good shape. For market pur­
poses the supply Is limited— not enough 
to fully supply demands. W ith an 
early spring and early grass conse­
quent thereon, there will be an early i 
rush to market. W e are very pro'ud of 
our section and of our chief city, San ! 
Antonio, and hope that when the Gulf 
Shore and other roads that are being ' 
projected are finished we will not be 
behind any other section of the state 
111 the fuclllties offered for handling 
stock."

IN D IA N  T E R R I T O R Y  C O N D IT IO N S
J. R. Tune, a resident of the Indian 

Territory, whose home is at Ryan, was 
found at the Fort Worth stock yards 
and readily gave any Information he 
was asked for. He said that the range 
up with him Is not as good as could 
b e j^ s h ^  on account of the excessive 

Which Is bad for grass 
and Impedes the proper movement of 
stock. There is plenty of roughness, 
however, and no danger of stock suf­
fering for food the coming months be­
fore gross. He has as much as 2,000 
acres In farm and raises plenty of 
stuff for feed. There are a good many 
feeders In the territory and there will 
be plenty of fat cattle from there 
shipped to Fort Worth market. He 
brought In four cars of good stuff this 
trip. Asked as to the effect of state­
hood upon his business, he said, of 
course cattlemen looked for trouble 
when that occurred but there had al­
ways been more or less of that In the 
territory and stockmen were not going 
out of thelnJ^ny borrowing troubble 
over what will be.

T H E  P A S T  A N D  P R E S E N T
Ten years ago all that section of 

Texas west of a line drawn north anJ 
south along the eastern border of Tom 
Green county and the. counties to the 
north and south of (|hat county, were 
deemed peculiarly the domain o f the 
cattle raisers. Only In a fe%v sporadic 
cases was a farmer to he found tilling 
the soil, and very few of the stockmen 
supposed that a changu to any extent 
would ever occur. As a home for 
thi.*lr vast herds no part of the iJnlted 
Slates was Its equal and no one for a 
moment thought that It would ever ■be 
suitable for agrlcultunil purposes, be­
cause of the cllniHlic conditions.

It was a lonely land and was the 
pride of those who were so fortunate 
ns to possess a ranch and cattle within 
Its confines. But the ‘‘nian with the 
hoe," os has always been the case, h.as 
a<lvanre<l with steady pace, occupying 
section after section, and footing him­
self firmly In tlie scdl, driving hack 
ste:idlly the stockmen from their an­
cient holdings, and (>rovlng to the 
worlil that agriculture will flourish 
where none deemed it possible whou 
It 1s properly ‘ 'tickled" with his Im­
plements.

Ten years ago cotton, the "currency 
of the south," was an unknown prfSduct 
west o f the etielern border of Tom 
Green county, but thus far San Angelo 
has received 7,000 bales of the fleecy 
staple, many bales being handled In 
the seed from points beyond Sterling 
City, fifty miles west of the city of 
Siin Angelo.

Colorado City, the one time queen, 
city bf the cattle country, has re­
ceived from the farms In a year ns 
much ns 10,000 bales of cottori, all 
raised upon lands that ten years ago 
were solely used for grazing purposes. 
This year ths Texas and Pacific rail­
way estimates that Big Springs will 
receive and ship 2,500 bales and from 
Harstow on the Pecos 8,000 bales will 
be sent to market. The plains counties 
have become agricultural communities 
and are adding their quota to the 
Texas crops. The value of these lands 
have so increased that It does not pay 
the owners to hold them In large 
bodies for atock purix)8es, therefore 
large ranches hnve been cut up into 
small holdings and sold to settlers 
for farming purposes.

And still the quiet, steady advance 
of the men who till the soli goes on 
and the grass of the .lands that once 
were the grazing grounds of countless 
thou.ssnds of thrifty calllo Is being 
turned under and the rich earth pre­
pared to receive the seeds that In due 
time will proiluoe the crops that will 
make It truly agricultural.

■What can the cattlemen do tg ntsy 
this steady advance of agrlciflture 
upon their domains? The answer 
must be, Nbt'hing. It  Is Inevitable.

T H E  P A N H A N D i r E ^ A N G E
J. H. Zimmerman, a large stockman 

from Memphis, Hall county, Texas, 
said In speaking o f his section, that 
everything was lovely and range and 
cattle all that a thorough cattle raiser 
could wish. Stock is wintering well, 
and as there Is plenty of feed stuffs 
In the county, cattle will come out of 
the winter In good condition, and with 
an sarly, warm spring, will bs on the 
market earlier than usual.

Shipments to the country dur­
ing 1905 aggregated 728,000 head 
cattle and calves, against 711,687 heaff 
in 1904. The percentage of stocksrs 
and feeders sent to the country to th* 
total receipts, however, shows a de­
crease from the preceding year, whlla 
the percentage of cattle consumed M  
local packers and sent out on eastern 
orders shows an Increase.

Notwithstanding the receipts e t  
sheep the past year have been tb# 
largest on record, prices have averaged 
16 per cent higher than during BMl 
preceding year. The demand for shses 
and lambs for slaughter has largely tn-i 
creased during recent- years, and mucM 
of the time during 1905 was In ex­
cess o f the supply, while tbs offerlltf 
of feeding sheep and lambs was ■svae- 
equal to the demand.
