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■ v \ . The Inspection of Live Stock
On Wednesday, May 16. 1907, the 

commission merchants at the Chicago, 
Kansas City, Omaha and other live
stock market centers were notified by 
the American Meat Packers’ Associa* 
tlon, which includes in its member* 
ship practically all o f the larger pack* 
era who kill cattle for interstate com­
merce. that beerinningr on Monday, May 
S7. the packers would buy oows and 
heifers only subject to post-morteia 
ealuniaatlon. with the understand!ni( 
that i f  any o f the animals were con­
demned by the government inspectors 
payment would be made only acc«>rd- 
Ind to the value o f the condemned car­
casses. u'hich In many cases would 
prohably be only the hide and tallow. 
The commission merchants who are 
members o f the Hre stock eKofaansras 
at these different markets adopted 
resolutions to the effect that they 
would not sell live stock consiirned to

the packers under the propoHi»d ar­
rangement.

Since Monday, May 27, the paerkers
have aulhered to the policy which they 
adopted and the commls.<sion men who 
arc members o f the live stock ex­
change have refused to sell she stu ff 
to the* packers, and have been conir 
pelled to sell it to eastern buyers who 
ship cattle on the hoof and to small 
packing plants which kill for local 
cortsumption and do not enter the in­
terstate trade.

No question which has come before 
the stockmen of the country recently 
has provoked so much discussion as 
this dispute between the packers a^nl 
most important question to the live* 
■sock interests mid it is especially im ­
portant that the stockmen of ihc coun­
try understand the real situ.itioii, 
which at the present time we fear to..,/ 
do not.* I f  Is our puriib.-«e therefore to

make a plain, statement, first o f the 
controversy, and se<x>nd of certain im ­
portant facts which must be consid­
ered as bearing upori it

1. Looking at the matter from the 
standpoint of the packers, we may say 
that in ev«ry  packing house there are 
government inspectors whose duty It 
1« to iiKHpect thej^arcass of*each ani­
mal killed. If the carcass is dlmiased 
the government Inspector condemns It. 
I f  it Is generally diseased It Is sent to 
the rendering tank and the only value 
o f the animal hs the value of the hide, 
horns and h'mfs. I f the carcass Is only 
slighily diseased that part o f It which 
is distjased Is condemned and the re­
mainder permitted to be sold. Here­
tofore the packers' have bought the 
cattle -which ..were apparently In good 
health at full pr'^’es and have home 
the loss, o f Uie cai cashes which were 
condemned; or rath-»r have sppar'mtly 
borne the l<»ss. Th^lr records show 
about the percentage of animals which 
are omidemned. and in determining the 
prices which they rjui afford to pay 
hir cattle they buy the loss because 
o f condeninc'd aril nals is c>>ni>idcr.-!d 
and the prise*is shsvsd sufflsienlly

to cover this loss. The packer» s lv »  
two reasons for adopting the poHoy, 
of buying she stu ff only after the car­
casses have been Inspected by the
government. First, that the sellea 
should stajid the loss If he sells dis­
eased animals. Hecond, that tubercu­
losis Is rapidly increasing among dairy 
cows and hogs, and that ft is to the 
interests o f the entire live stock In­
dustry that  ̂it be stamped out as 
quickly as ^ss ib le . They argue that 
as long as the owners o f healthy ani­
mals bear the loss as they hare been 
doing under the past policy there nrtll 
be no effort made to stamp out the 
disease, but If the burden Is thrown 
upon the men who own the diseaaed 
stock they will be compelled to face 
the situation and dean up their herds. 
W ith regard to the payment for the 
diseased stock, the packers either pay 
the commission firm for the cattle 
when they pass over the scales with 
the understanding that If any are 
condemned the commission merchants 
shall refund their value, or they w ill 
make complete settlement by 12 o'clock 
o f the second day following, by which 
time the cattle will be butchered and
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rec^vcd a atlit«meiit f i«m

that the proposed Joint ae- 
* lion o f the packers is unlawful, arbl- 
' tmry, unjust to the producer and det­

rimental to the liest interests o f the 
1 trade; that It will work a hardship 

and damage upr»ii every producer and 
shipper of cattle, that it Is an unfair 
discriminatkJii against every other 
buylnK interest and unjust to the 

■butcherh, speculators, eastern shippers, 
order buyers and small piickers.”

"W'c quote from the sUtlement sub­
mitted to us as follows;

The somewhat common habit 
of knocking the crowns off shoul»! not 
be followed. They should be drawn 
with a pair o f forceps. W e repeat that 
»ufTiclent attenthm is not given to 
horses* teeth, and that a dollar spent 
for having them dressed Is usually a 
good investment, vrhile a bungling Job 
does more harm than good.**

Both letters regret the inability o f 
tile companies to furnish the figures 
asked for, both stating that they act 
a.s the agents of ti>e railrotids in the 
matter ami that the records which the 
i'.i*»ocintlon want chiefly are part of 
the property of the railroad companies 
an»l the railioa»! companies have or- 
deretl tho stock yards companies as 
agents not to give up the records.

Letter of the St. Louis association 
la. In part:

“ CHir reeor»! show« all the informa­
tion desired by the association with the 
exception of the shipping point and it 
would .«e»'m to us that this record, to ­
gether with the records of the com­
mission firms should be sufficient to 
supply the desired dates.

"The only record that tWs associa­
tion has giving the shipping point is 
recorded in books that are the private 
rroperty of the various railroad com- 
pantes for which we act as agents, 
and we have received instructions 
from each of the western lines not to 
allow Inspection o f their books except 
it be authorised by them.

"The disposition of this company is 
to give the Cattle ILiisers' Association 
cll the assistance possible, and any 
advice you bax-e to tbe contrary Is a 
misrepresentation o f facts.

Our sym - ¡f 
pathies are naturally with the shipper» f  
who bring business to the stock yards, f 
which produces the chief revenue o f > 
the company, while our relations w lth ^  
the railroads are merely those o f agent a  
for certain o f their business. It wouM 7 
be wholly in the power o f the ra il- s 
roads to employ other agents for th « ’ 
collection o f their freights, but this 
would <».une unnecessary delay and ex-  ̂
pemse. without serving any useful pur- 
p<«»e. Any refusal on the part of th » 
stock yards company to comply w itk 
their instructions on what is wholly, 
their business would, however, lead In- - 
evltably to this result.

Improved Stock on High Priced Land
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Visitors from the country usually 
are astounded when told the tremen* 
dous rents paid for stores upon the
leadiniif streets o f the lars? cities. 
Thousands upon thousands of dollars 
a month may be paid as rent for a 
restaurant in a basement or well-lo­
cated building, or corner drug store, yet*  ̂
the proprietor apparently is prospep^ 
ous and contented, as he is an, expert 
who knows what the people want, 
how best to buy supplies and how to 
present and sell goods to the best ad­
vantage. Bankruptcy soon would con­
front the merchant, were he to o ffery 
Inferior, shop-worn, out-of-date arti­
cles o f any sort. To pay rent and live 
comfortably, to draw trade and make 
a profit, he must provide exai^tly what 
the buyer is looking for, what the larg­
est number o f buyers need and he must 
supply it o f good quality and in at­
tractive form. I f  the- people want next . 
month to buy purple silk and fine linen, 
the merchant will seen the crowd pass 
his store without a second look st the 
windows if they contain pin\( poplin 
and cotton calico, instead of the gcM»da 
In popular demand. The shoppers will 
go where they can find what they want 
and create a brisk and profitable trade 

*for the merchant who Is wise enough 
to rei>>gniae the demand and see that 
It is supplied. How different is the 
condition o f affairs upon many a 
fiirm where this article will be read! 
That farm once was comparatively of 
little value. In its broad acres but lit­
tle cash capital was invested. By the 
sweat o f the brow it was brought into 
cultivation and everything it produced 
paid a profit, so long as little interest 
had to be debited against capital and 
a majority o f the work was done by 
the owner and his family. Under such 
circumstances, ordinary animals served 
fa irly  well for the labor o f the farm or 
to furnish meat for the workers and to 
sell, as occasion offered, or extra 
money was required. These ordinary 
animals were on every hand and the 
averag« price for them was small, com­
pared with the prices now 4n vogue. 
Soon, however, the city man of the 
high-rent restaurant, feeding the mul-* 
titude o f well-to-do merchants from 
the high-rented stores on the be.st 
atreeta, found It necessary to 'im prove 
the quality o f his viands to suit an 
Increasingly refined taste.

They 
have stock<i<i tip with improved hor.ses, 
cattle, sheep and swine and matty of 
them n«»w maintain pure-bred,(tuMii- 
greed studs, herds an<i flocks These 
men supply l|he modern demand for 
fine animals and meats and reap their 
just reward in living profits. Their 
land, tho high in price, still pays live 
profits, for their up-to-date bustness 
methods «nahle them to earn hand­
some dividend.>^yearly. and all because 

• they have disc.oT<le<l tUd-tlme, unprofit­
able beasts, seeds and implement.s and 
have personally learn how to farm “ to 
atilt the tim es.”

Unless scrub anirnals are wee«led out 
and improvetl or pure-bred ones kept 
upon high-priced land, the owner will 
fail to make their maintenance profit­
able. and, this particularly la true of 
scrub dairy cows that fall to pay their 
board. Better fiir to sell the high- 
prices land than attempt farming it on 
the old plan o f s«'rtib stock and slov'en- 
ly methods, but if farmed up to date In 
every respect, the modern farm at en- 
hancoil values, will pay a better profit 
than at any other time in Its history.

Fach birje o f them hud 
a sumptuous lunch ahd Insisted T 
should Join them, I said: “ Xo, I al­
ways make myself sociable at a oííw 
ranch.”

I made a bee-line for the dining 
room, where I was met at the door by 
one o f the ranch boys. Said I: “ Young 
man, where Is that bucket bf cold sweet- 
milk ?” He recognised me bt once, and 
with a brotul smile said: \ "Old cow- 
punchers like yourself are always wel- 
conie at the ranch; come right In." 
He at once went to a large ijox, raised 
the lid where the water was pouring 
In and running thru from the wind 
mill, and lifted out a tin bucket of 
milk iliat had been milked the night 
before and immediately brought forth 
a plate full o f hump-backed biscuits, 
made itp o f sour milk and idd-fashlon 
s(Kla; also a plate o f butter and the 
medasses pitcher. Said he: “Hold and
1 win remove that cream out o f your 
way o ff o f the milk.” I replied: "I>o 
uut trouble yourself about this cream."

B^w, lo say I enjoyed thi.s meal Is 
only putting It mildly. When I was 
thru I said to him: “ I./t'ave the door
ami mJlk box oitcn, and I will l>e bnek 
this way Saturday and will try and be 
roelablc wdth you again."

Seeing a lot o f nice fat, thrifty hogs 
laying around the barn lot, I inquired: 
"Htnv maiii' of these ftdlows are on the 
ranch?" He replied: "Something over
thieo hundre<l." Seeing no farm or 
ciirn cribs, 1 inquired what he fed them 
j « .  and he j dnted to the hills not fur 
away, saying this couhtry Is ooverod 
with shin (»ilk iiiul hogs kt.*<*p fat here 
nil the year around without ever eating 
u bile of grain. The conductor Inter- 
rujded my conversation by calling all 
ab(*a.rd, and \\e were o ff again for 
Seminole, thirty-five mih«s away.

I saxv some of a.s good corn and 
cotton raised within about four miles 
t»f town la.st year as 1 ever saw raised 

, anywhere in Texas, and if the people 
back east and north only knew o f these 
rich fertile lands at prices mnglng 
from $5 to 18 an acre, they certainly 
would come here. Good water is all 
over this country and Is secured at a 
depth o f from twenty to 100 feet.

Almost every man in this country 
Is raising more or less hogs, as the 
shlnoiüc, which rarely grows taller than 
two feet,' is loaded down every season 
with itio finest acorns that grow on 
the earth, being much larger than the 
postoak or blackj*ick acorna and are 
almost as sweet as chestnuts, and you 
hee M r, H og does not have to climb a 
tree a fter them, as he can stand flat 
footed and eat acorns o ff of the top 
o f the talletft o f them.

Now I do not intend to convey the 
idea that the whole country la thick­
ly «c t  w ith these shlnocüts. I presume 
abom half the land has H growing, and 
I  was Informed here that two gbod 
stout mules or horses could pull a plosc 
thru any o f it, turning It under. Fine 
crox>B o f dw arf mHo maiae are made on 
th iaaod land plowed this way.

Now’ I  know this to be the fact, be­
cause several o f my old time friends 
that live here, who I know to  be hon­
est, truthful, trust-worthy gentlemen, 
told me ao, and I also .was Informed 
that this country can down any place 
in the Hoitad States when It.oomes to 
m e k »s  and a ll loads o f vines.

I have km>wTi 
him for years aiid hia word Is as good 
aa gold In any bank in Texas. He sakl: 
"A ll we need here is men wUh good’ ;

The theory has been advanced that this dis­
crimination against she cattle Is the result of 
alarm on the part o f the packers over the proba­
bility of ranchmen generally g«>ing out of busi­
ness. Texas and the entire Southwest Is being 
rapidly settled up, hundreds of thousands of acres 
of lancn lands arc being converted Into farms, and 
wher« thi;se big ranches are being dlsmernberc«! 
the cattle occui>ying them are being forced on the 
market. Among them are hun»lre.ls of thou»an<3s 
of she cttile. In a»ldillon to the large number of 
heifer calve.s that are continually finding their way 
Into the shambles. If all the -lie cattle In the range 
country an- going to b< slaughtered, then it must 
necesHiirily follow that the, matter of future sup­
ply is a very grave problem.

It Is this feature of the situation that Is ap- 
pi-aJlng *o the packers, according to Zach Mulhall, 
v'ho Is a man pretty well p<»sted a » to the situa­
tion. >!f says the j.ackers have adopt«^ this dis- 
rrlrulnatory pidlcy for the pu^ppose , of putting a 
si«-p to the marketing of she stuff, In order that 
the big pac-keries may have something to work

U'liaj thos«- obj«-cts are, it will be dliiflcult to

W EST TE XAS CLIM ATIC  CHANGES

During the past four or five years the climatic 
rhangi's in West Texas have b« ên so primounced 
as to «xcit«‘ univ«-rsal att«'ntion. Ckiod seas««ni 
have foII«>wed in unbroken succession, and the 
people of that section as they have harvested 
abuiulant crops, have been at a h<s}« to under­
stand the beneficent devidopmcnt that has iri^ 
sured universal prosperity. B«*ekiug lui explana­
tion of the effect, they settled upon the formation 
of the Saltón sea as the cause of good season.s, 
apd during the session of the last legislature a 
resolution was passed at the instance of West 
Texas membere asking the fetlernl g«ivernment to 

"  investigate the situation and perpetuate the Saltón 
f sea If it wad really the cause of the phenomena. 
But It seems that West Texas has been unwlt- 
tinfOy working out her own salvation In this re- 
sjpeot thru the rapid growth of mesquite timber in
tliat section. In other words, it is the growth of 
metiqirite, and not the formation of the Saltón 
p.ea, that has brought good seasons to that sec­
tion. A dispatch from* Wlxshlngton says^

The mesquite, scrub oak and ce«lnr, Iwhcsfe 
plenteous growth on the numerous open spaces 
of the ICdwards plateau In the western ,^art of 
Texas Is a conamon sight, altbo hlth«'rto unno-

tJeed by the casual observer, have Interested tb#
officials o f the department of agriculture to such 
an extent that it has recently issued a beautifully 
printed and artistically illustrated oamiAilet telling ; 
of the important part that that class of vegetatKm '^  
ie playing in the changing of «Jimate and of plant 
life.

However useless the mesquite has been con­
sidered in the past, the planter, cattle herder and 
lumberman must hereafter_ treat it with great re­
spect, for, according to this recent report, it is 
tending t«/ work wonders in the L«one Star state.
As the result of the investigation which the 
bureau of forestry has been conducting for stime 
Dm«. (Vdlaborator W illiam L. Bray comes forth 
with the statement Umt tite mesquite growth is 
changing barren and arid slopes into gi*een fields. 
V.’ bcit was a cl«ian prairie, whose white, sun- 
bJeat hed condition met the observers eye a few 
years ago, is now almost completely covered 
with vegetation as the result of the encroachment 
of the hitherto apparently usei«(Ss mesquite.

When once well start««d on no matter what 
kind of siiil, this hardy plant sends forth its 
r»i«>t8 to the neighboring ground and gradually 
spreads until It has covered a conelderapWe area. 
The rajn water, which before had quickly rushed 
over Lht nude ground then, meets with a check 
In its pr»*greHS, and, b«*ing retarded, keeps the 
scil «lamp for a space of time which never before 
■was experienced. Altho apparently stopping but 
a moment, the rain water stays in the ground 
Jr.ng ermugh to nourish a minute bit o f vegetation, 
v.Viich in turn springs forth to offer another im­
pediment to the rush of its benefactor.

HYiirn the mesqutte-covered area one of scrub' 
growths resultfr and, as has been commonly dis­
ci vered by the department, •within a space of com- 
par<i,tiv<;ly but a few years, the ground becomes 
a thicket. As still more vegetation adds itself 
to the area, the rain water is retarded more and 
more and again the vegetation receives still a 
linger amount of nourishmenL The thicJiet 
changes to a region of still heavier and-. :^ r « iy  _  
trees until in lime a forest will cover the once 
barren w-aste.

When once the timber of a section becomes 
grown, a change in the climate will immediately, 
f«>l)ow. The transpiration of water vapor which is 
constantly going on from a leaf surface of a for- 
esj also operates to reduce the tempeature to some 
iVgree. just as drinking water is commonly cooled 
in dry air by suspending it in the breeze in an 
open pail or in a porous earthen vessel.

No matter how improbable thfe report appe-ars 
rt the present day, w-hen it is bard to imagine an 
alkali hill changing into a grove of shade trees, 
th( officials who have made the statement« speak 
« «  the result of no small amount of research and 
lu-cessarily should know something about which 
they arc talking.

apd w’allow’ing out of sight In the deep 
green grass. *T came on a flock of 
sheep in the morning,” said Mr. Mon­
toya, “and in the evening as I pa.ssed 
tljem again they had not moved fifty  
yards. The grass is so thick and rich 
they can’t make an impression on it. 
Thè lambs( which are now barely a 
month old, are fine and healthy. I 
never saw sheep in the mountain pre­
cincts look better than now.” — Chicago 
Drovera’ Journal.

Condition of Breeding Pigs
P igs to breed well should not be too 

fat. It is the aim of successful breed­
ers o f swine to keep their animals in 
a  medium condition, neither too fat nor 
too thin. A sow that is too fat w ill be 
hard to get with pig, w ill be less 
prolific, and will make a poorer mother 
than a thin sow. The fat animal is 
likeiy to roll on her pigs, and the pigs 
from these sows are apt to be small 
end weakiy. Do not breed sows until 
they are 10 or 12 months old, and then

keep them in medium flesh and they 
will do better than if toi» fat. Proper 
f(»otl and special care and attention are 
necessary to raise good pigs.

Round-Up of Western Cattle
An Alberta dispatch says: “The b ig ­

gest round-up organized for five years 
has started south from Lethbridge to 
,work the whole country from north­
ern Montana to the Big Bow arui the 
Cypress Hills to the Roikies. Cattle 
have drifted so far fr<»m accustomed 
ranches that the work of gathering in 
will be much heavief than usual. 
There w ill be eight wagons, each with 
Its complement of eight <»r ten riders, 
and their fifty  or more saddle horses. 
They will gather all the cattle belong­
ing to the larger ranches into d iffer­
ent bands, and the calves w ill be 
branded dipped. The calf crop
w ill be the lightest in years.”

Being Settled by Farmers

rapidly developing and is being settled 
up by farmers, w’hich has reduced the 
ranch area materially. The develoo- 
ment is largely due to railroad building 
now' going on in that section o f the 
countrv; at present a road is building 
from Wichita Falls to Cisco, w’hich is 
opening up a good country. Mr. Carver 
says that notwithstanding irregular 
and unseasonable weather condit.ona 
earlier, at present grass and grow ing 
crops are developing and prospects are 
for a good outcome.— St. Louis R e ­
p o  ter.

Feed Bread to Horses
Bread, onoe the .staple food of horses 

In England. 1« still u. êd in some parts 
of Europe, says the London L ive Stock 
Journal. Veterinary «’’olonel Nunn, re­
marking on the condiili>n of a mare 
behind w’hlch he was traveling ih 
Switzerland, wa.s told hy the driver 
that her conditon w’as due to the ration 
of bread which, he said, was given to 
all working horses in the Engadlne. 
This bread is made In long loaves, the 
usual foreign shap<>. tri>m third-<dai»s 
rye flour. They are baked aî  hard as 
a brick, and are perfectly dry. the 
people holding that dry bread is 
digestible and also keeps longer. The 
coachmen give their horses one pound 
of bread in the morning and a feed of 
bread when halting to bait; hay arid 
oats are given as w’dl. Two pound.s 
of this rye bread is considered equal to 
about tViree pminds of oats, but tne 
bread is more expensive than oats.

Shoeing Beef Steers
"^:EA’rT L E , Wash., Jun** 15.— S'^ven- 
y-tw'O head of beef cattle were shod 
lith iron and shipped from this city 

on the steamer Saratoga, Alaska- 
bound. This is the largest herd o f 
beef animals bought to b<* driven across 
the trail from Valdez to Fairbanks and 
presents a new solution o f the problem 
of fresh meat for the interior gold 
camps o f the far north.

The demand for fresh meat is far 
in excess o f the supply, and the prob­
lem o f getting animals for butchering 
is »*ne that has baffled the most en­
terprising merchants who supply the 
northerners with food. The present 
scheme was planned by Gardner St 
W atehter, meat merchants In Fa ir­
banks, who have been endeavoring to 
supply something besides salt meats, 
which form so large a part o f the min­
ers* food. The shoes, by the aid o f 
which it is hoped the steers can bo 
drl* en over the pass, are in two 
pieces, to fit the cloven hoof.

It is believed that with this protec-

tlon the animals w ill be able to w lth- 
etaiid the long drive over the trail, 
a distance of 380 milee. which w ill take 
alK ut twenty-five days to cover.

The promoters o f the scheme expex-t 
to make a handsome profit on the ani- 
nmls. as it is estimated that ea< h one 
w ill be worth $1,000 when prepared for 
sale at the gold mine .town.

Feeding Cows on Pasture
In an experiment on th* feeding of 

dairy cowy ut Offerton Hail ten cows» 
were divided into two equal lots, one of 
which was pastured for twelve weeks 
without concentrated feed, while the 
other lot, also pasturetl. was fed four 
pounds of concentrated feed daily dur­
ing the ftrst half of the experiment and 
eight pt^unds during the second half. 
The experiment was repeated t'lie yetir 
later. The results obtained during the 
two years Indicate, according to C. B. 
Jones, the author of the test, that with 
the average pasture the advantage of 
feeding supplementary grain ration of 
fC'ur to eight pounds, as regards mj|lk 
yields, is exceedingly small. The cost 
of concent rat e.d feed was out of all 
proportion to the value of the increarse 
in the yield of milk. The quality of 
milk was not appreci.ably affected. It 
is rtierefore considered unprofitable to 
give cows more than enougTi food to 
keep them in a thriving condition.

Dig Out the Loco
The Agricultural (''ollegc pastures, 

located in the foothilN near k̂’ort fo l-  
lins. in common with in«*st of tlu other 
pastures of this ch iraclei in northern 
Colorado, have becom*' more or less 
badly affected w ith the loco plant. 
About a month ago an eff<*rt was made 
to eradicate these dangt'rous plants 
from the iiastnies by pulling in a gang 
of men with weed sptnls. l»y means of 
which the tap root of the plant was 
severed ahonl an inch under ttu sur­
face <»f the ground. It is interesting 
to observe tiiat at the prosent time 
this inetliod of eradicating the weed 
seefhs to be very effeotive, as -ttic ro«>is 
have not a« yet sent out any shoots. 
Upwards of l.dOO acres of pasture have 
been gone over during the v*a-st few 
weeks at an average c»>st <»f about 7 
cents per acre. Some few of the sirn»li­
er plants, o f course, were missed, hut 
antiGier careful lnspe<’tion a little laler 
will completel.v era.*licale the loco.

made with bran (1.77 peunds per day), 
and the largest with alfa lfa  (2.42 
pounda per day). The cattle receiv­
ing cotton meal gained 2.11 pounds, 
and those receiving oil meal gained 
-2.32 pounds per day. The alfa lfa  cat­
tle were In the heaviest flesh and sold 
at 15.66 per hundred. The cotton seed 
meal and oil meal lots each sold for 
15.S5 per hundred. This difference In 
setting price was duo entirely to a 
difference In condition, the bran fe<l 
cattle being lower In flesh than the 
others. . Tho dressing o f these cattle 
was furnished by the Cudahy Packing 
company, and I f  Is suriitising to know 
that the bran cattle dressed os high 
a per cent as did the alfalfa cattle, 
namely, 63.4 for the bran cattle and 
62.8 for the alfalfa cattle. Tho latter, 
however, showed a much larger amount 
o f loose tallow, which was not figured 
In the carcass dressing, and the bran 
cattle nuute a large shrink In transit. 
The oil meal and the cotton seed lot.s 
each dressed 64 per cent. The stock 
yards weights on each of the four lot.x 
wsis as follows: Tho average weight
o f each steer In the bran lot wits 1,180 
pounds, the cotton seed meal lot 1.247, 
the oil meal lot 1,253, and the alfalfa 
lot 1,290. They were not, therefore, 
heavy cattle, and would have brought 
a margin above what they did if the 
feeding had lasted one Tnonth longer. 
Owing to the expense of tho last 
months feeding, however. It is doubtful 
If it would have proved profitable 
They wore good enough to .sell at the 
top of the market in competiUon with 
heavier cattle, only one load bn that 
day out.selllng the alfalfa fed steers. 
The top loa/1 the previous day sold at 
$5.60. These cattle cost at tho ranch 
last October 4 cents per pound.

"Tw o more lots of ten each will be 
marketed May 14. The.se are the same 
kind of cattle which have been fed on 
com. alfalfa and stover, but on a much 
smaller quantity of grain The indica­
tions arc tliat the lighter grain fed 
cattle, though requiring ouu more 
mouth to bring them to an equal fin ­
ish, will provu much more profitable 
in the end." |

lamb.

"I have, of course, overlooked .and 
left out many things e.ssential in the 
care of a flock, but believe if the be­
ginner will carry out and practice the 
few Ideas I have givt»n he will, with a 
few years* oxjM?rience. become aui’ce.ss- 
ful in htindiing a flock.

"Second—'Phe prevention of dépré­
dation of wild animals Now, thi.s is a

Bermuda 
grass, Johns«)» gross and the king of 
ill feeds, aif.ilfa FOr fall and winter 
Pissturei whe.it, .tats, rye. barley, sugar 
oaoa peas and alfalfa—some green 
pastase all Che time Oar hogs can 
grass tbo year around. f\M> .eupple- 
msntal fssd w« haw  low-grade flour.

Hog.s grow larger, mature quicker and 
weigh more on the .same feed in Texas 
than in any other climate. It is easy 
to make a car o f Texas-raised hogs 
weigh 200 {»ound.s each at 7 month.«« 
o f age. In the nor them states it Is 
necessary to build expensive hog 
Imuses and to feed *expensive heal-pro­
ducing feeds to keep hogs from frees- 
ing. In Tex.as they grow' every day in 
the year, sleep under cheaply-ton 
structed sheds and snore awaj' Ihei«' 
owners»* trouble and add to his dail.v 
bank a»’count. Each sow raises twx» 
litters o f pigs a year o f s*even or eight 
pigs to the litter; that brings at th»» 

j prew'nt packers' prices at least $10 for 
e.ich pig. making the total income on 
each sow at least $156 a year, against 
a litter a year raised in the north, with, 
o f course, one-half the Income.

"W ith  the God-given climate, the 
water, the feed, the best o f btoo<l. the 
h ««t shipping facilities and the m «rket 
we have in our midst, the Texas swine 
breeder has no need o f knowing even 
‘enough to sell his own hogs, for he 
can iiiai'e them in the cars and they ' 
will be landed in the Fort Worth stock 
yards, where they will find Mr. Stock 
rommlssion Man wailin.g. He will at- 
tvnd to the selling. r(‘turn the pr«)ceeds 
(a fter paying himself) to the breeder. 
But the hogman has produced the pork 
so chea|>ly that the proceeds recom- 
peuae him so liberally that he has 
never made a squeal k>ud enough to 
stop the packer frxMti hiring salesmen 
at the broeders* exiwnse. To new be- 
giimurs I say. come on; buy the be«l 
hogs; start now—the road is open and 
so wide that a fool or a wayfaring man 
c»u i»rooper therein.**

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^ D IT T A H . Tex., June 15— The blir 
ra^iches of West Texas are becoming 
I^Kiinarks of history. It does not re­
quire an abnormal imagrination' to see 
•lis. Each year they are passing and 
•ach succeeding twelve months’ period 
marks a quickening of their transition. 
This process has been going on -for the 
ftouBi five years now, but it ha.s only 
been during the past two or three 
years that the dismemberment o f the 
big cow-ranches has become distinct­
ly noticeable to the outside world. 
Soon they will be “ pleasant memories.”  
Ct subjects for the budding imagina­
tion of the hopeful novelist.

The initiation of the passing process 
or an example o f it at least could prob­
ably be found in the dismemberment— 
the cutting into small farms—of the 
Jc I T  ranch southwest of here, and 
ô ne o f the largest o f Texas, as it were. 
This ranch, a,000,000 acres o f land in 
area, was owned by Chicago pt*ople. It 
almost covered many o f the counties 
o f Northwest Texas, stretching over 
and well down o ff the Great Plains. 
Ten years ago it could probably have 
been purchased for less than $1 per 
acre if  it had been salable. Then the 

. farmer came. Farming began to rap­
idly take the place <*f cattle raising 
and it began to dawm on the cowman 
ttiat his rendezvous must be devel­
oped into a farm ing country—that he 
■nu.st be shoved farther w est The 
truth wa-s sad and painful, but per- 
tistent nevertheless.

He 
is still winning and an easy victory 
is already in sight.

Some three years ago the X I T  
ranch that had held supremacy among 
Texas ranches for so many years be­
gan to be sliced. Level portions here 
and there were surveyed o ff and sold 
to anxious buyers at goodly prices. 
The owners realized big money front 
these sales, especially when it was re­
flected that taxes had growm so large 
that grazing land had come to be poor 
porperty For two years the Chicago­
ans at the head of this ranch grudg­
ingly contented themiselves with “ slic­
ing on a grand scale. Last winter, 
however, the enterprising owners sold 
out the last o f their stock of cattle, 
surveyed the remainder o f their big 
tract o f land in l60-acre tracts and 
placed the whole o f it upon the mar­
ket. Almost the whole of it has been 
sold, most o f it at the fair price of 
|10 an acre. Thousands of busy fann­
ers are now tilling the soil ami con­
verting the land Into a smiling garden. 
The steer has gone westward to other 
ranches or eastward to the slaughter 
houses. VV’ lth him goes the memory 
of the X  I  T  ranch.

The Matador ranch, almost as large, 
is another good example. It is made 
up, however, o f three distinct tracts 
or pastures. The principal one lies 
north and west o f Paducah, taking in 
goodly portions of Cottle, Dickens, 
Motley, K ing and cotmties on the west. 
This ranch in the counties named has 
been fearfu lly sliced. Every year the 
owners come over from Scotland on' 
a* visit only to return with the convic­
tion deeper seated that their property 
Is slipping from their hands. Pros­
perous farms now dot this tract o f 
land at frequent intervals.

Another Ranch Divided
No better example o f a quick meta­

morphosis from a ranch to a tract of 
quick farms could be found than in 
the “ Moon” ranch, beginning one mile 
east o f here, covering the entire east­
ern half o f the country and extending 
even into Foard county on the east. 
Owners of this Wg ranch held out 
succes.sfully for many years against 
the encroachments o f the "nester,” see­
ing many o f their fellow cowmen go 
to the wall. But their time came at 
length. Last year the whole o f this 
ranch of several thousands o f acres 
was placed on the market at the low 
price o f $10 an acre This price ob­
tained whether 160 acres--the smallest 
tract sold— or the entire ranch were 
taken. Buyers came in by the dozens, 
and at present some fifty  farms are 
In course of cultivation within sight 
of this town, where twelve montlis 
ago was only rolling prairie on which 
browsed herds of cattle. One of the 
o\vners of this ranch has himself gone 
into the farm ing busine.ss, erecting ten 
miles out one of the most beautiful 
country residences o f the country, sur­
rounded by a cultivated farm of .sev­
eral hundred acres. The land i.s rap­
idly being sold, and two years from 
now, if not sooner, the famous “ Mtk)n” 
ranch will be a thing of the past.

Another proof of the passing of those 
features o f the “wild and woolly” west 
Is to be found in the O X ranch, be­
ginning some ten miles northeast of 
Paducah and covering a considerable 
area of Cottle. Childress and Harde­
man countless. Tw elve miles from 
this town there ha.s been laid out on 
this ranch a towmsite to be known a,s 
“ Dunlap,” named, by the way, after 
a Dallas man who is part owner of the 
ranch. This new town on the Paducah- 
Childress mail hack line, has already 
been staked o ff and the sale of lots 
is now going on. Farms dot the en­
tire ranch and the placing o f the land 
on the market i.s expected at any time.

Ranch Is Being Colonized
W. Q, Richards, owner o f the 3D 

ranch, touching this county on the 
southeast and covering a goodly por­
tion o f Foard county. Is trying the 
colonization scheme. This means that 
Mr. Richards does not intend to sell 
his land for some time yet, but that 
he is to go out o f the cattle-raising 
business. His plan is to divide his 
land into 160-acre tracts and rent 
these to tenants who will pay a part 
of their profits to him as the landlord. 
Last w inter Mr. Richards brought in 
several hundred enterprising German 
families and has established a German 
colony on his ranch. He announces 
his intention of pushing this scheme 
further and will next winter extend it.

Burke Burnett o f Fort W orth Is one 
o f the few cowmen who has thus far 
managed to keep his ranch intact. 
Mr. Burnett owns the “ 6666” ranch, 
6ying In King, Knox and Baylor coun­
ties. His headquarters are located at 
Guthrie, the county seat o f K ing coun­
ty. which village it might be said is 
owned almost In toto by him. His

The n'a.son the g irl’s 
place is so large is because- of tlic 
many ways In which she cun be help­
ful to others. I f  one of the fam ily is 
Bick, no one can nurse so well as a 
thoughtful, quiet girl.

“ I f  extra help is nee<led, as in th.e 
case o f an unexpccte<i guest, the handy 
girl is available. She knows how to 
go ahead with household duUes, while 
mamma entertains. If matnina Is out 
she can entertain hersclt a llttl(‘ and 
assures the guest <»f mamma’s regrets. 
If the younger children are to b<‘ cnreil 
for, she is a painstaking nurse girl for 
an hour or two. She often assists the 
father and brothers not a Utiles when 
they come In tired fifun out door la­
bors— and let me whisper— I have
known her to take the lead In the 
field, but circumstances must deter­
mine whether that Is her plac ê or not.

“ Now. having told you so many 
things, it seems her place to do for 
others, let me »peak of her opftorlu- 
nities for herself, width are found ru)- 
where but in her father’s house.

Almost every mother allow.s 
her girls time for «Pading, music, and 
fancy work, and every gi**l ought to 
appreciate the sacrifices that are made 
in the home to train her mind, and 
hand and soul for the conflict of life, 
(sufficieritly to rivet her attention upon 
that task.

H. P. A lt water, belter known a.s 

Professor A tlw ater o f Houston, Texas, 
well known' as au«hoiity fo r  Texas 
\ipon tl)e natural history- of plants, 
etc., sp<'akiiig of corn, said:

“ Maize, or Indian corn, is .said to 
have had Its origin In tropical Am eri­
ca. and was originally a giant cereal 
grass. It wae unknown to Burope 
prior to the discovery of -America. In­
dian corn hna been oultlvated from a 
remote antiquity by the Peruvians an l 
Mexicans, by whom It was held in 
great veneration. In some o f tho 

t museums of antiquities there Is evl- 
ucnce to show that thru uncounted 
centuries o f patient toil the ancient 
laces of .\meiica have developed this 
plant from scune prim itive form to the 
condition in which we received it at 
their handt and the agricultural world 
owes a- debt o f gratitude to thc,ie 
aborginal people for the part they took 
in the development o f g wild plant to 
one -which today produces the staple 
grain of the warmer parts of America, 
and w'hlch hga been introduced into 
southern Europe, India,, Au.stralia and 
other parts o f the world chiefly as 
food for both man and animals.

“ Indian corn is said to be the most 
advanced and highest type o f all our 
cultivated plants in existence. In its 
present form it seems to bear on one 
side the impression o f  infinite crea­
tive energy and skill and Qp the other 
just as plainly the Impress o f man’s 
modifying hand. This is so true that 
if tHe race o f man were to be blotted 
cut o f existence at once but the c li­
matic and other conditions to remain 
the .same as they are, Indian corn could 
not survive him a single year. H I« 
co-operation has made it what It is. 
and* its death must follow his. The now 
naked .seed would rot In the soil, and 
the plant has lost the power, i f  It ever 
possessed it. o f reproduction by j'oot, 
stalks, or buds, as in the case o f sugar 
cane.

“ There are many different varieties 
o f Indian corn, which differ much in 
form, size and color, hardiness o f 
grain and time of maturing. A  va ­
riety in which each grain or kernel Is 
separately Enclosed or covered -with a 
husk Or shuck is said to approach the 
native, form.

"Aside from Its great value as a'-̂  
cereal, field corn is considered by 
:nany farmers to be the best forage 
plant for fodders and ensilage. The 
husks inclosing the ears of ordinary 
field corn have been use<l In various 
w ays in many countries, a s 'fib re  for 
years for plaiting, for filling mat- 
’ resses, etc., and for paper making. 
There have been a number o f patents 
Issued fo r maize paper processes at 
lifferent times,« ch iefly in Germany, 
Austria and the United States, and 
there Is a record o f maize-paper man­
ufacturers existing in Ita ly  in the 
eighteenth century.

“ In some .states corn shucks are 
largely used In making horse collars, 
door mats and fancy hats, and some 

1 o f the Indian tribes are expert weav- 
! ors o f corn husks Into trays and other 

u.«»efu! uten.slls.
“Corn cobs are used for pipe bowls 

and tool handles.
“Com pith or cellulose o f com stalks 

is used in the manufacture of many 
important articles o f commerce, such 
as packing battleships, floor covering, 
insulators, steam pipe and boiler cov­
ering, varnishes, artificial silk, gun cot- 

1 ton, etc. New use.s for com  pith are 
continually being discovered and tho 
they are mostly in the experimental 
stages, enough has already been dem­
onstrated to warrant the statement 
that this source o f cellulose will mak.i 
possible the practical solution of many 
other articles.

* W ith normal roceipt« Monday the 
market wcus slow to open. Irat held 
steady In all departments with last 
.week’s close.

T h e ’ largest run of cattle ever re­
ceived on this market In any one week 
In June was yarded here last week, the 
supply totcUing 18,650 head, exclusive 
o f 4,710 calves. Receipts were 16,848 
cattle and 4,881 calves. Hog receipts 
decreased about 4,100 head from the 
previous week, while sheep receipts ex ­
panded naaterially, the run reaching 
9-.560 head and exceeding any week’s 
supply since June o f last year.

Beef Steers
Of the run o f grown cattle, steers 

Have formed about 75 per cent, with 
fed or partly fed cattle slightly out­
numbering the grasser contingent, but 
with nt> paucity of any cla.ss. The week 
closed with a lower range of prices 
ruling on all grades than at its open­
ing, a condition to which the heavy 
marketing here ami good runs and 
lower prices elsewhere are jointly con­
tributory, but deniaml has been broad 
enough to absorb a very large quota of 
the receipts and on the big runs of 
Monday and Tuesday the nmrket was 
on a very satls^factory basis. Mttnday’s 
trade, with 3,500 cattle, exclusive of 
cAlves, on offer, and about 2.50U of 
these steers suitable for the block, the 
market was in decidedly good lone,, 
buyers for Schwarzschild & Sulzberger 
and t'udahy being on hand and enter­
ing into the competition with local 
packers for sui»plies. The run w h s  
moved with dispatch on a full steady 
basis o f prices, a spread o f $2^be.ing 
shown in prices, thick fat 1.200-"i»oujid 
caked beeves selling up to $5.10, and 
common light coasters of €71 jiounds 
average down to $3.10. The following 
day. on an unusually large steer run 
o f one hundred or more car loads, the 
market was less brisk and m«>re or 
Jess spotted, tho a large share of the 
bupply .sold steady.
