DEMOCRATIC DOCTRINE.

The Eftect on Indiana—The Sherman-Han-
cock Letters.
Cincinnati Epquirer.

In 1870 the Democracy of Indiana
elected a Secretary of State by a ma-
jority of 2,668 votes. In 1872 the In-
diena Democrats elected a Governor by
1,337 votes. In 1874 the Democrats of In~
diana elected a Secretary of State by
17,252 votes. In 1876 the Democrats car-
ried Indiana by 5,084 votes in the Octo-
ber election for the Governorship, and
5,515 votes in November for the Tilden
Electors, In1878 the Democracy of In-
diana elected a Secretary of State by
14,113 votes; and this is the latest census
of the votes of Indiana, the latest sub-
stantial intormation that has been pub~
lished concerning the political com-
plexion of that State. How, even
before the Maine election, could
the Republican managers boast of
their ability to carry Indiana wuy
fair means? How, since the Maine elec-
tion, can the Republican shouters claim
that Indiana will by fair means sudden~
ly become Republican in October and
in November? The Republicans have
not elected a State ticket in Indiana in
the last decade. Are the circumstances
somuch in their favor that they can
change the political character of the
State and capture it this year? Isthere
such a tremendous tidal wave in favor
of the Republican party that Demo-
cratic States are likely to jump into its
arms ? Maine does not say so. Maine, on
the contrary, files notice on the Republi-
can party it can not this year carry Repub-
lican States. The contrast between In-
diana and Maine is marked. While In-
diana has been electing Democrats,Maine
has been giving Republican majorities of'
twenty thousand to thirty thousand.
The vote of Maine has unquestionably
indicated the disposition of the votes of
the country in 1880. The victory in
Maine—for no fact to come can change
this election into anything other than a
Democratic victory—is emphatic for sev-
eral reasons, First and foremost, it is a
complete answer to, and rebuke of, the
sectionzlism of the Republican -canvass. |
The sectionalistic cries of the Repub-
lican organs and orators are robbed of
their usefulness by the broad patriotism
and good sense of the voters of Maine,
whe would not believe or heed
the narrow, bigoted and hateful shib-
boleths of men who will not permit
peace. All the sectional lies were told
in Maine,and the fact shines out that
they were told unavailingly. Maine is a
State of the most pronounced political
character, and is so recognized. Maine
is as thoroughly a loyal, Union State as
he Union holds. It is an excellent
State in which to “fire the Northern
heart.” 1ts sympathies have been with
the most stalwart men of the Republic-
and arty and the most audacious of Re-
publican measures. It is the furthest
State from the South, and is likely to
know least about the Southern people,
and, therefore, is most likely to believe
the sectionzl lies told about these people.
But the Republican falsehoods of
the campaign ceuld not hold Maine, and
the Maine election is a complete and final
answer to the entire catalogue of Repub-
lican campaign slanders. It is an an-
nouncement that the country is tired ot
them. Itisa declaration that the coun-
try wants peace and not war; union, and
not sectionalism. The fact is that there
is no other State 1n the Union where
these campaign slanders would be so
readily accepted as truth, we may well
suppose, as in this State of Maine. We
have seen the result in Maine. What
may we expect to be the result in Indis
ana of the use of similar arguments, of
similar falsehoods about “rebel debts”
and “rebel claims” and “solid South,”
and setting aside the amendments and
sectionalism generally when used in In-
diana, if we can judge from their effect
in Main¢ ? We have shown that Indiana
has been a Democratic State fora decade.
If these Republican arguments could not
carry such a Republican State, can they
carry any Democratic States? Can the
sectional alarms which failed to save
Maine capture Indiana?

Sherman and Hancock in 1876-7.
New York Sun,

We have already stated that we re<
gard the correspondence which passed
between Gen. Sherman and Gen. Han~
cock during the progress of the Great
Fravd of 1876+7 as among the most im-
portant documents relating to the history
of that crime,

A careful examination shows that
while Gen. Hancock believed that the
peace of the country was in no danger,
provided the methods of counting the

votes prescribed in the Constitution

were observed, he most earnestly de-
plored the employment of the army

to overawe the people or upon any ;
pretext. He had not approved the mil~

| itary interference with legislative bodies
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in the States, which Grant himse'f con
fessed had been carried to a dangerous
and intolerable extent; and he must have
looked upon the gathering of troops
around the capital, when the Congress
was about to enter upon the settlement
of a disputed Presidential election, with
the gravest apprehensions. Had the
sword thus suspended over the heads of
the members of the Federal Legislature
but once descended, the right of the peo-
ple peaceably to choose their own rulers
would possibly have passed away beyond
xresovery, exceqt through a fierce and
bloody struggle with the conspirators
enthronead by force and fraud.

Under an officer holding views of pub-
lic duty like those of Gen. Hancock, the
force at Washington would have been as
harmless as if it had never been assem-
bled, except for the awe inspired by its
mere presence. It was his opinion
that a soldier was mnot bound
to obey an order manifestly uns
lawful. If the President for instance
had ordered him to strike down the Con-
stitution by dispersing Congress and in-~
augurating at the point of the bayonet a
man not elected he would unhesitatingly
refuse to obey. Inhis view, the execus
tion of such an order would have been
treason.

But not so Gen. Sherman. He incul-

sates the duty of absolute obedience, He
saw the dangers of regulating elections
by the bayonet and Legislatures by the
sword, and in express words deprecated
the practice. But said he: “Orders com-
ing from the President have to be obey-
ed,” although “they form a bad prece~
dent.” “The political orders to Ruger at
Columbia I preferred should go tohim
from the President through the Secre-
tary of War. They were not military.
“As a matter of fact, I dislike
to have our army used in these
civil conflicts; but the President has the
lawful right to use the army and navy,
and has exercised the right, as he be-~
iieves, lawfully and rightfully; and our
duty has been and is to sustain him with
zeal and sincerity.,” No officer of the
Czar or the Sultan could have put the
slavish doctrine of military supremacy
M plainer words! Gen. Sherman not
only insists upon the right of the Presi~
dent to use the army in elections and in
the supervision of Legislatures, but in
all the “civil conflicts” of the nation; and

he bespeaks ‘“zeal” and “sincerity”
in the execution of orders to
that effect. He would therefore

have cut out the leaves of the Constitu-
tion with his sword and delivered
them to the flames, if Grant had said he
must; and he would most certainly have
cleared the hall of the House of Repre-
sentatives with the bayonet, and arrest-
the Speaker, as Grant threatened to Mr,
Hewitt, if the conspirators had not gain-
ed by a swindle what they clearly con-
templated taking by force.

Gen. Sherman betrays in this corres-
pondence great uneasiness asto the prin-
ciples upon which Gen. Hancock might
proceed. Would he consent to turn the
public force against the people who
raised it and who sustainit? Would he
agree to strike down the liberties of
the country in order to seat a Fraudin
the White House? General Sherman
was very anxious they should understand
each other “before the crisis” was
upon them. He also regrettully chroni~
cles the gradual assemblage of troops at
Washington for the Revolutionary busi-
ness in hand, which it would seem he
solemnly and repeatedly denied at the
time, also, we presume, in obedience to
“lawful” orders; and when the “imbrog-
lio” is supposed to be ended by giving

such men as Garfield and Strong and
Bradley the power to sustain the fraud
in the Electoral Commission, ke is nerv-
ously cager to smuggle his artillery, in-
fantry, and cavalry out of sight, that the
people might not see in them the proof
of the hideous crime which had been
perpetrated, and the still more hideous
one which was in contemplation,
