I went one day, just after Longstreet
abandoned the sieﬁe, to see the chief
surgeon, to secure his certificate to the
papers ofa brother officer who had ten-
dered his resignation, on account of total
disability, arising from wounds and in-
juries received in the line of dJduty. I
failed to find the doctor in his office. It
was about the dinner hour. I pushed
my way past servants and flunkeys to
his private quarters in the second story
of a handsome mansion., There, in a
richly furnished room, stood a table
loaded with more than the delicacies of
any one season. A savory roast of beef
smoked in thecentre. There were dish-
es and dishes of vegetables; t cuts
glass stands were heaped with fruits,
while dishes to match were filled with
canned peaches and other temptingr;i-
ands. itwas a dinner fit for a king. The
hquids had not been overlooked. There
stood on a sideboard a bottle of the
si)lendid whisky furnished to the medic-
al department, and a couple of bottles of
wine. The doctor was not there, havin,
haltedin a lower room to wash an
touch up his toilet. About the time I
had completed the survey indicated
here he entered. I was seated in an
easy chair, and I retained my seat.

well near the town of Burksville, Ky.,
about two and a half miles from this
place, on the Cumberland road.

When they had reached the depth of
eighty feetthey struck petroleum ingreat

uantities. It flowed for two weeks,

lling Ranox Creek bridge dee;ii and
running off inte the Cumberland River,
covering the river for twenty miles,
when some mischievous chap set fire to
it, in consequence of which navigation
was impossible for days, It is estimated
that thousunds of barrels escaped from
this well at that time, and thousands
since. This was in 1828. Some of our
oldest citizens remember this, and will
verify our statement. It was the first and
is the oldest oil well in the world. At
this time the Company, knowing noth-
ing of its value, its use and qualities,
abandoned the work.

George Eliot’'s Declination.

It seems to be generally understood in
England that George Eliot will not write
any more novels or anything else. She
has, it is said, defimtely announced her
determination to retire from the pursuit
of literature altogether, “Theophrastus
Such,” although published recently, is
asserted to be a collection of essays writ~
ten from time to time durlngx the last
eight or ten years, and to have been
given to the public because her publish-
ers wanted something from her. She
has often said that George Henry Lewes
was a great mental stimulus to her, and
that she could not_have done “Middle-
march” or “Daniel Deronda” without his
encouragement. Since his death she
feels her incentive and mains ipm(xlg gone,
and as she has long been in delicate
health, she considers her literary career
over. She is now in her sixtieth year,
and no doubt feels particularly desolate,
having no children and leading a very
secluded life. It is notunlik:{ how-
ever, that after a while she _l’l feel
compelled to resume her pen in self-
defense, to dispel in part the sense of
solitude and grief caused by her con-
stant and devoted companion’s death.
She has lived so much and so lon
through her fine expression that she wi
be very different from most authors if
she can remain silent henceforth. Any
mind that can produce “Romolas,” “Silas
Marners” and “Middlemarches” has no
right to allow any bereavement to cut
short its literalz productivity. She
should have in her years of excellent
weork yet.

The Valley of Roses.
Boston Journal.

The name of Kezanlik first became
thoroughly familiar to American readers
during the Russo-Turkish war. Itis a
small town in a valley -but a short dis-
tance from the bottom of the Shipka
Pass, on the Roumelian side of the Bal-
kans. In this valley the culture ot roses
has for centuries been followed by hun-
dreds of farmers, and the distillation of
the famous attar is the chief, and per~
haps the only industry. The essence,
which is used so profusely in the ha-
rems of Constantinople and in nearly all
| the sensuous refinements of the East, re-
quires the consumption of millions upon
millions of roses annually. This year
the crop is said to surpass in abundance
and beauty any known heretofore for
very long reriodl of years; up to the
very summit of the hills nothing is to be

SULKING FOR PLEDGES.
How Cameron & Co. Hepe to Divide the
Spolls.

Those of our emotional and innocent

The Money Spenders.
New York Times.

A Savannah paper deplores the absen~
teeism of Southerners, who, as soon as
they have any money to spend. come
North. ihe writer says that prior to the
war from sixty to seventy millions were
spent out of the South independently of
the money expended in purchasing goods
in the North, and contends that, as in
the case of Ireland, it is this which has
tended so much to keep the South poor,
Prior to the war there was considerable
analogy between the case of Ireland and
that of the South, and the same causes
led to the same result—a few very
wealthy peosle who found it more agree-
able to spend their money at home than
abroad. But this is now changed. The
wealthy are wealthy no longer, yet those
who have anything to spare at all are for
the most part found away from home
during three or four months of each year,
Assuming that the large estates in Ire-
land are broken up, it is very doubtful
whether, in the sequel,’such good results,
in the shape of people spending their
money, at home, will follow as many
may imagine. It is not merely the great
landlord that goes away a-pleasuring,
The Irish squirearchv and professional
classes are greatly addicted to doing pre-
cisely the same thing, or their watering-
olaces would be very different from the
deadly-lively places they are. In England
it is notthe aristocracy or the t land-
ed interest who give prosperity to St.
Leonards, Tunbridge Wells, etc., but the
barristers, merchants, clergymen, etc.,
who have no country houses. In Ire-
land the same class of people go to Eu-
gland or to the Continent. In these
days of rapid transit people who have
money to spend will go where they find
the spending most agreeable, and wheth-
er on an Irish estate or a Georgia plan-
tation, a sheer sense of patriotism will
keep very few at home.

FROM THE WEST.
Santa Fe, N. M., July 8, 1880.
Do the Editor of the Courant:

Leaving Cottonwood at 6 o’clock,
yesterday morning, for this place,
I found crops very good tor about
one hundred miles; west of that
very poor. t'er hundreds of miles
there 1s no more vegetation to be
seen than on Broadway in Cotton
wood Falls. We passed over and
through the mountains, to-day.
The scenery 18 perfectly splendid;
it pays any one for the trip. There
is but little ot interest here, except
Gen. U. S. Grant and the peculiar
kind of buildings, which sre most
all mud, or, as they call them,
adobe houses. There is not a hotel
in the place, except that kind, and
only one story at that; but they
cover a great deal of territory.
When you leave the dining room
you are likely to get hungry before
you get uround te your room
again. The first night we faired
pretty well, as we had room No. 1;
but Gen. Grant came in the next
day, and registered. The landlord
asked us if we would change rooms,
as the one we had was the best in
the house. We made the change
10 accommodate the landlord. I
don’t like this place for pleasure or
anything else. We will leavehere,
to-morrow morning, for Cnlorado
Sprirgs and Mamtou. The cus-
toms here are amusing to any
stranger. The wood is all brought
in on horseback, or rather on doun-
kies, The customs at the table are
not very enucing. 1 like good
hash. 1 would not give a good
farm 1n Chase county tor all Colo-
rado and New Mexico tor farming
purposes or stock raising.

Puksre, Cov.,July 12. —We have
got this far back tewards God’s
country; Lope to be home on Sat.
urday or Sunday. Tell your
friends never to come west, except
for health, mining or pleasure, The
meat we are using here is shipped
from Kansas. You can not con-
ceive how poor the cattle are here.

THE HYPNOTIQ STATE.

Remarkable Things a German Professor
Has Been Doing.

According to a correspondent of the
Nation, Professor Heidenhain has been
doing some remarkable things at Bres.
lau in the way of hypnotism. This
scientist has been invited by the city
fathers to repeat and explain in a ra-
tional way the marvelous results which
Herr Hausen, the Danish “magnetizer,”
had been producing in a series of public
exhibitions. Many well known citizens
had been hypnotized by the Dane, the
modus operandi being for cach one to
look fixedly at a bright glass button held
by himself about eight inches from and
.nam'u his eyes. The subjsct hypnotized
became insensible to pins thrust inte his
hands, imitated sounds and motions
made before him, and performed many
strange and absurd antics. On awaken
ing, he was unconscious, as well as in-
credulous, of what he had done. Prof.
Heidenham declared his ability to repeat
all of Hausen’s performances, and his
doings have created a sensation among
the Germans. The hypnetic state could
be brought on by slight, constant and
uniform, or repeated, irritation aflecting
the eye, ear, or skin, “passes” with the
hand—the warmth of which is often et
fective at a distance—a tuning fork, a
watch or a distinet fixation point, with
thoughts occupied only by the object
felt, seen or heard. 1Inone case each of
five Polish soldiers was told to hold a
loud-ticking watch to his ear and listen
intently. In five minutes two of them
had fallen into a profound cataleptic
sleep and become insensible to pain. On
awakening, they declared that they had
not been asleep. A constant touch on
the back of the neck made some sub-
jects perfect imitation machines, repro-
ducing exactly every word, look and
motion of the person on whom the at-
tention was fixed. As soon as the finger
was taken from the neck the repetition
stopped instantly. But stranger still,
Prof. Heidenhain and his colleagues suc-
ceeded with some subjects in hypnotiz
ing one-half of the brain and body,
while the other half remained normal.
One side of the face would smile, while
the other side remained unchanged in a
cataleptic state. One arm and leg could
be moved at will, but not the others,
One eye would see distinctly and the
other imperfectly or not at all. Professor
Heidenhain’s experiments were made
only with men, and he succeeded with
about one subject in twelve. The first
time was fnum{ to be the most difficult
to hypnotize a subject. After the first
time some grew more sensitive to the
influence, while others finally lost the
power of being affected. Some acquired
the faculty of hypnotizing themselves.
Prof. Heidenhain maintains that the
production ot hypnotism is not injurious
to the subject. "The Professor’s brother
was hypnotized on an average two or
three times a day for two months, and
claims to be none the worse for it.
