London News.
When the silence and loneliness of 

ocean or river depths are added, to the 
blackness of darkness and the dread 
presence of death, tho diver must needs 
nave courage who boldly descends. In 
the o|>eratiotis not yet concluded at the 
Tay Bridge old hands and loss 
experienced- divers were by some 
suspected of succumbing to ’tho ter­
ror* of the situation. If there wove 
any human bodies there they were im­
prisoned in a double prison of carriages 
and cago-like girders. It was impossible 
for any diver quickly to clutch at the 
body, und, ere he had time to think of 
his ghastly work, to procure by signal 
tho instant withdrawal of himself and 
solemn burden to the surface. The work 
involved patience and deliberate hand­
ling of the dead in the dark and silent 
deep, and few who suspected the divers, 
of shrinking from his task felt brave 
enough themselves to blame them seri­
ously for it. The suspicion after all had 
probably but small foundation: at least 
two of the divers strongly declared that 
no “oorie feeling” would prevent them 
doing their duty, and said that if neces­
sary they would bo glad to bring up the 
dead even in their arms. Still, the very 
way in which these men talk of this sub- 
ect seems to show that below water they 
can not face the dead with the callous­
ness of men who are brought into contact 
with bodies on shore; that, in fact, they 
have to reason with themselves against 
a natural timidity. “My duty,” said 
one diver at the time, “is to
the living. When I go down to 
find the dead, I feel that I am go­
ing down to do what I can for the peo­
ple, they belong to, und that it is not the 
dead I have to be frightened of. I think 
of the friends to whom the bodies are to 
he restored, and nothing would give me 
greater pleasure than to give them their 
only satisfaction.” If death and dark­
ness do inspire timidity even in these 
hardy men, it is sometimes more difficult 
for the diver te go among the dead in tlie 
light of day. “The horrible conceit of 
death and night” is matched by the real­
ity, as seen, for example, by the divers 
of the Princess Alice, when they met the 
cold stare of the group of cabin passen­
gers who had clung together in agony as 
the ship went down, or as experienced 
by certain divers who refused to recover 
wrecked treasure at the Faroe Islands, 
because they saw dead sailors in the rig­
ging and could not bear the sight.

The qualities which it possesses at the 
time that it, comes from the confectioner 
are all familiar to the youngest of us. It 
certainly seems to bo a very attractive 
•dible The reason for this is not so hard 
to find. Think how much eating there 
is in it in proportion to actual weight 
and cash value. But there is more in 
chewing gum than is dreamed of in ju­
venile philosophy. One can easily com­
prehend the main ingredients ofeantdf, 
out who, without being told, would sus­
pect that chewing gum is often onlv a 
refined product of petroleum." The time 
was when the fragrant spruce lurnished 
tho most common mutcnal for the pur­
pose. But this is no longer the case. 
The reader familiar with the processes of 
refining coal is aware that the thick 
brown liquid which comes from the 
earth, at one stage of its manufacture, is 
strained through heavy linen cloths. The 
residium left after this operation) is a 
dirty,brownish yellow wax that smells 
abominably. That unpromising sub­
stance, melted, bleached, deodorized and 
prepared for commerce, appears in massos 
that weigh about one hundred pounds, 
ie-enabling oblong blocks of clouded ice. 
It has no odor and no taste except what 
belongs to any wax in its purest state. It 
may bs used for many purposes, but it is 
not necessary to describe them now. 
The manufacturer of chewing gum pur­
chases these blocks ready made to bis 
band, and at once melts tliem down. To 
two hundred poutuls of wax he adds 
about thirtd pounds of sugar, and gives 
tha mixture a flavor by the use of some 
essential oil, as lemon or vanilla, and per­
haps adds some coloring matter. The 
melted mass is poured out upon a clean 
marble slab and cut in the various shapes 
known to masticators.

The youthful epicure rarely becomes so 
luxurious as to demand balsam of tolu; 
but, if he does, the manufacturer is ready 
for him. This resin, which Is obtained 
from South America, is at first in an al­
most fluid condition. It is the product 
of a tree known as—now hold your jaw, 
for the name is worse than a whole box 
of chewing gum—myrnspermum tolu- 
ferum. This balsam is bailed by the 
manufacturer until finally it is brought 
to Btich a consistency that it can be run 
through rollers. It comes out!in the 
shape of a little tender rod, of a brown­
ish-yellow color, which is cut into pieces, 
eaeh about two and a half inches long. 
The balsam may sometimes be mixed 
with a less costly wax, since its flavor is 
▼ary marked.

The balsam of the “chicle” tree, from 
Central America, is used in making what 
is known ns snapping gum. I t is very 
duc’tile when worked and moistened, and 
the process of making is similar to that 
of pulling taffy. The original gum ex­
udes from Iho treo and forms in a n i l  
sometimes several pounds in weight. 
Ewen in this natural state it wfttdd bo a 
very satisfactory substance to Veep the 
toeth at work. It cannot be worn out.

H o w  th e y  G ro w  T r e e s  on  th e  P r a i r i e s .
St. Paul Pioneer Press.

During the winter time cut cottonwood 
poles, trimming them up and then saw­
ing them into pieces about a foot long. 
In the spring as soon as the frost will 
permit plowing draw a deep furrow 
where the row of trees is wanted, lay in 
the pieces, using none less than two 
inches in diameter, as iauapart as desir- 
ed; turn a furrow on the pieces, then a 
third furrow as in plowing land, harrow 
a little—that is all. The trees will come 
up from the pieeesand grow steadily and 
much faster than cuttings or young 
trees set out. They should when 
planted this wav, never be culti­
vated, as they grow so swiftly and 
tall the first year or two that the wind 
will break some of them off unless they 
have weeds as a protection. The piece 
of pole forms a root and possesses suffi­
cient sap to make the trees grow even on 
high gravel soil. I have seen trees plant­
ed in this way live and thrive, though 
eaten off by the hoppers the first season 
elose to the ground.
