P h e s id e n t  G r a n t ’s  policy toward the 
South was mapped out by Morton, 
Chandler, Logan and Conkling. The 
moderate men of the party, represented 
by Senator Carpenter, were ottuu shock­
ed at the extreme, unprecedented and ' 

unlawful course of the administration I 
toward the States and people of the 
South. Grant was in full accord with 
the most vindictive spirits of his party. 
We know that even John A. Logan felt 
that he was required to go a little too far, 
when he was summoned to support the 
administration in organizing a “State 
legislature” at the point of the bayonet. 
The South needs no words of Gen. Grant 
to inform her of his sentiments. The 
acts of Prosit lent Grant have left him no 
chance for doubt on this point.

I f Mr. McCrary would address his 
agile intellect to the indispensable labor 
of cutting down the estimates for the j 
army appropriation bill, he would reduce 
the work that the appropriation commit­
tee of the House will shortly be called to 
wrestle with. Mr. McCrary has gotten 
hold of the notion that a thing is valued 
in proportion to w hat it costs, and he is 
hoping to make the people love the army 
enthusiastically by causing them to pay 
some needless millions for its support. 
This is a mistake. The people have no 
malice toward a military establishment. 
They are willing to pay any reasonable 
sum for its maintenance. But they don’t 1 
believe it need cut so deep a swath 
through our annual income. Air. Mc­
Crary should slash oil' superfluities and 
try to “get down to hard-pan.”

F r y e , of Maine, is putting in his best j 
efforts and working extra time to secure ' 
the presidential nomination for Blaine, in 
the hope of succeeding to his seat in the 
Senate. Mr. Frye feels more than confi­
dent that the convention will bo held in 
Chicago, and ho says, if it is held there, 
Blaine will get the nomination, in case 
Grant is not in the way. Mr. Sherman 
does not like the political atmosphere of 
Chicago, and is straining every nerve to 
secure control of the national committee, 
in order to make its influence felt in his 
lndialf. As heretofore slated, he feels 
quite sure that he can manipulate 
the Southern members of that committee 
by the sagacious use of patronage. With 
these and the Ohio member, he will have 
enough to heat any single opponent, and 
oan only bo defeated by a pooling ar­
rangement between the rest. The fight 
is becoming exciting, and therefore in­
teresting.

—It is reported that during a recent 
cyclone in the Bay of Bengal the storm wave 
swept over an adjacent island, drowning 
several hundred persons.

On the evening of the 1st, an explosion 
of fire-damp occurred in a mine in Saxony, 
and from seventy to eighty persons are re­
ported to have been killed.

Tarapaco, Ecru, lias been captured by the 
Chilians. The allied forces of l'eru nnd Bo­
livia stubbornly defended the place. Losses 
on both sides were heavy.

A dispatch from Cabul reports that Gen 
eral Baker attacked the Afghans in his front 
in force on Thursday The enemy fled at 
the first assault, and the tribes dispersed in 
every direction.

—The Eldorado, a steamship belonging to 
the British India Company, with ninety’ j 
five passengers and a crew of Lascars was 
badly disabled in a furious storm In the Bay 
of Biscay. The cowardly crew become 
panic stricken with fear and had not the

passengers exerted themselves heroically all 
on board would no doubt have been lost.

Seven cars of the Czar's baggage train 
were thrown from the track hvan explosion 
on ttie night of the 2d. The Czar had passed 
over the spot in his train but a half hour be­
fore. Search is being made for those who 
caused the explosion and thus tried to kill 
the Czar, hut failed in the attempt. The 
Czar was heartily congratulated on his es­
cape, and made ii speech saving lie was In 
the hands of Providence, and that sedition 
must be stopped.

—The twenty-fifth anniversary of the con­
secration of Bishop Thomas A. Clark was 
commemorated by appropriate public ser­
vices In Grace Church, Providi a e, R. I., on 
the 6th.

Henry Wise, of Lebanon, I’a., implicated 
ill the insurance conspiracy, and murder of 
Joseph Raber, has been sentenced to be 
hanged. Drews and Stickler were recently 
executed because of their connection with 
this murder.

The Marecllus powder mill, twelve miles 
south of Syracuse, N. Y., exploded Friday, 
destroying three buildings and 6,000 pounds 
of powder. The report was heard twenty 
miles distant. No persons were injured. . 
Loss about $6,000.

On the night of the 3d a man named Ui>- 
ton, of Ansonia. Conn., went home drunk, 
and threw a lighted lamp at his wife. The 
blazing lamp fell into the cradle where the 
baby was lying, and the poor innocent was 
burned to death, in trying to save her dar- ;

The commissioners at the Ute agency 
have their guns and revolvers by their sides 
as they hold their tongue councils with the 
treacherous Indians, anil are prepared for 
any little game the noble red men may try 
to inaugurate.

—The Ute chief Jack has concluded his 
testimony and the commission has demand­
ed the surrender to justice of eleven Indians 
Implicated in the Meeker massacre. The 
Utes have been given forty-eight hours to 
decide whether they will comply or not.

Colorow, the White River Ute, made a 
penitent speech to the Indian Commissioners 
at Los Pinos Agency on the 2nd, and then 
surrendered himself to justice. Gen. Hutch 
thinks the light of the Indians with Thorn­
burgh’s soldiers was accidental, not premedi­
tated.

The Cane Growers’ Convention at $t. 
Louis adjourned on the 4th. They asserted 
that the making of sugar from sorgo cane 
would save to this country $100,000,000 an­
nually. Resolutions were passed urging 
the National and State governments to aid 
in the home manufacture of sugar by estab­
lishing schools of instruction in the grow­
ing of cane and its manufacture into sugar.

At tlic meeting of the Ute Commission 
Friday morning Ouray reported the arrival. 
Thursday night, of a runner from Douglas’ 
camp with the information that owing to 
the advance of troops the Uintahs had left 
the agency and reservation to join Douglas, 
prepared to fight ; that the White river Utes 
decline to return, and Jack sends word that 
he will not come there until the Uintah 
trouble is settled. If this is true, the work 
of the commission is ended for the present.

D e p a r t in g  C h in e s e .
Tlic Chinese in California have begun 

to go. The steamer that sailed from Sun 
Francisco for Hong Kong on the 15th 
took 1)01 of them to their native land. 
The port statistics of San Franciscft show 
that the arrivals of Chinese during the 
year ending Nov. I were 0,128, and de­
partures 8,740—of whom 0,229 went to 
China and 2,517 to Honolulu—the excess 
of departures over arrivals being 2,018. 
It is estimated that there are 62,000 Chi­
nese on the Pacific coast, which shows 
that this population is decreasing instead 
of increasing, for when the anti-Chinese 
agitation was begun, a few years ago, the 
estimate was 100,000. The total number 
of Chinese arrivals for the twenty years 
ending December, 1878, was 260,430, ami 
the departures and deaths 133,491. At 
this rate the Chinese will soon cease to 
trouble California workingmen.

AN ELECTRIC SPRING.

T lic  M ost W o n d er fu l N a tu ra l C u r io s ity  Yet 
D isco v e r ed .

[Nashville (Tenn.) Banner.]
The beautiful Buffalo valley —the 

mountaineer’s paradise, and one* of the 
most romantic spots in Tennessee—lies 
along the eastern bank of that lovely 
mountain stream, the Cnncy Fork. Three 
or four miles from the mouth of this val­
ley stands an old water mill, whose huge 
iron-bound wheel, it is said, performed 

! ils Inst revolution somewhere about the 
i  year 1818. The mill in its day was no 
doubt a wonder in that part of the coun­
try. for, judging by its present appear- i 

I ance, it must have been the most won- 
| derftilly constructed building of its kind ■ 
ever erected in that vicinity. It is now 
the home of rats and owls, and the ashes 
of the jolly old miller, who long years ! 
ago was the life and light of the place,

1 sleep peacefully on a neighboring hill. 
Under this old mill is the most wonder­
ful spring of which the world lias ever 
heard. Among the inhabitants it is 
known as the “Devil’s Spring,” No one 
seems to know how or when it received 
this unpleasing, unfortunate appellation. 
Few people, other than those living in 
the immediate vicinity, know of its ex­
istence, and they rarely visit it, from the 
fact that it is believed to exert a-power­
ful and evil influence over all who were j 
rash enough to venture sufficiently near 
its confines to allow a single drop of the 
bubbling, boiling fluid to fall on them or 
their garments. Besides, the old mill is 
said to be haunted, and this alone would 
keep those superstitious, though pious, 
people from risking their lives by fre­
quenting the accursed place, much less 
the fact that the devil keeps his spring 

j  underneath it. Notwithstanding the 
nuiny harrowing tales related by the 
natives of the loss of fortune, reason and 
finally death to those who ventured in 
too close proximity t*> the unhallowed 
spot, a gentleman recently visited the 
mill and the spring, the latter of which 
he thoroughly examined and pronounced 
it the most remarkable natural curiosity 
he had ever seen. The spring is describ­
ed as boiling up from the centre of a 
solid rock, its shape being very like that 
of a bushel measure and about as large. 
The sides of this basin or hole are per­
fectly smooth, having tlic appearance of 
having been polished by the hand of man. i 
Its depth is not known. The people who 
reside in the immediate vicinity say it is 
without bottom. IIow this may he we 
are not prepared to state, but true it is 
that an iron wedge and 3U0 feet of cord 
failed to reach it. The water is a dark- 
blue color and boils up with great force, 1 
—so reat that it spouts up several inches ! 
above its proper confines. And not only : 
does it boil up with immense force, but 
it whirls around w’itli tremendous veloci­
ty, something after the fashion of a whirl­
wind.

The gentleman who describes it says , 
that he dipped an ordinary tin dipper in­
to the spring for the purpose of procuring j 
some of the water for a closer examina­
tion of its qualities, and that the moment! 
the dipper touched the water it was 
wrenched from his grasp as though it had 

i been struck from bis hand by a stroke of 
1 lightning, and indeed, he states, that his j 
arm felt very much as if it had lieen sud-1 

j denly paralyzed. In endeavoring to re­
gain the dipper, which didnotsink more 
than six inches below the surface, but 
which kept whirling round and round so 

: fast that it was almost imiiossible to see j 
it, he placed his hand into the water, lie  
says that, the sensations lie experienced 
at the instant his fingers touched the 
water were singularly strange, causing 
him to think that thousands of needles 
had pierced his body at one time. But j 

i he didn’t succeed in getting the dipper j 
out. He tried time and again to wrench 
it from its fastenings, but the greedy 
waters seemed loath to give up their 

! strange captive, to which they clung with 
i more than a vice-like grasp. Giving up 
all hope of rescuing the dipper with his 

j hands, the gentleman bethought himself, 
of an empty flask which he carried in 

I his companion. With this be again at­
tempted tn lift some water frpm th e ! 

i spring, and was rewarded with success, . 
1 not, however, without a considerable 
effort, for it required his entire strength 
to prevent the angry waters from snatch- 

| ingthe flask from his hands. Pouring a 
single drop of the strange fluid in the 
palm of his left hand lie examined it 
minutely with a magnifying glass with 
the most satisfactory resnlts. He states 
that the drop of water closely resembles 
a flake of snow viewed with the same in- 

I strument. He examined several other !

drops, and, strange to say, each presented 
a marked difference in appearance. The 
first assumed the sha|ie of a star, the 
second that of a crescent, the third a 
dagger, the fourth a comet, and so on. 
After concluding his examination, the 
gentleman resolved to further test the . 
qualities of tlie water by tasting it. Let­
ting a single drop fall on his tongue, he 
was surprised anil delighted to find that 
it sparkled like the best brand of import­
ed champagne. He then concluded to 
swallow a portion, which he did with the 
most delightful effect. He says the mo­
ment the water began descending his 
throat he enjoyed the most pleasant sen­
sation of his life. It seemed, indeed, as 
if he were truly sipping the nectar of the j 
gods. The draught seemed to divide | 
itself into a million parts the moment i t , 
passed ldsthroat, a portion passing with 
the speed of lightning along every vein of 
his body. So delightful was the effect 
that he forgot for the time where lie was, 
and littered peal after peal of the wildest 
possible laughter. He avers that the 
sensation of squeezing a pretty girl is no 
comparison to the ecstatic joy which he 
derived from one draught of this water.

Owing to the peculiar effects which the 
water lias on the human system, the 
gentleman before leaving the place 
christened the spot “The Electric Spring.” 
lie claims that this name is peculiarly 
appropriate, for there is no doubt but 
that the water is heavily charged with 
electricity. He will endeavor next sum­
mer to form a company for the purpose 
of merging 1 he place into a summer re­
sort, as i is believedthat the water of tbe 
spring will cure any and all ills that flesli 
is heir to.
