Qur railroads reach into
the very heart of two great grain districts,
and when the roads are completed we will
have shipping facilitizg second to no town
in the State.”

During the past cix months the popula-
fion and valuation of property in Osborne
City has almost doubled. This confirms
the opinion of all who have been here to
leok up business locations that the town is
going to be one of the most prosperous in
Northern Kansas,

The Lawrence Journal says: “Atchison
has a tow factory, which makes a market
for all the flax straw there is in that part
of the countryv. Down here farmers raise
the flax for the seed alone., If now they
could get a fair price for the straw, the
crop would be made a profitable one,”

Gen. Clarles W. Blair, of Fort Scott,
has been personally invited by Gen.
Thomas Ewing to take part in the present
Democratic campaign in Ohio, and in re-
gponse thereto will shortly leave for a
two or three weeks' visit to his native
State, for the purpose of making speeches
in advocacy of Gen. Ewing's candidacy.

The follewing are the extensions or new
lines in process of construction in this
State by the Atchison, Topeka & Santa
Fe railroad company, viz: Emporia to
Howard, 82 miles; Wichita to Arkansas
City, 56 miles; Mulvane to Caldwell, 36
miles; and Florence to MePherson, 50
miles.

The Emporia News says that steam
mills at Hutchinson and Steiling, in tne
Arkansas valley, are using hay for fuel.
It seems as though that article is to be-
come a formidable rival of coal aud wood,
and, if so, it wi'l add largely t. the self-
supporting capacity of Kansas, where hay
is always superabundant.

The Millbrook (Graham county) Times
anncunces the discovery of coal in Mill-
brook as follows: Last Monday after-
noon while prospecting for water on
Muin street, in this place, a vein of
very superior coal, at least two
feet in thickness was struck. On the fol-
lowing day another thinner vein of coal
was struck, and specimens of several kinds
of mineral have been obgerved in the bor-
ings,

Hays City Sentinel: The election on the
propositlon to issue $6,000 in sechool bonds
was declared off, it becoming apparent that
this sum could not be legally voted. The
law prohibits the issuance of more than
five per cent. of the property valuation of
the district. What action will be taken
has nmot been developed. The sum of
$3,500 can be legally issued, and a new
election will likely be called.

Newton Republican: Hay, as fuel for
steam mills, has come into general use,
both in Hutchinson and Sterling. The sav-
ing in cost is said to be equal to fifty per
cent., besides making the article hay an
important item to the farmer. It puts
money in the hands of those who can in
return make use of it for the benefit of
trade generally, whereas the coal monop-
olist drains it trom the country, and mon-
ey 80 paid is a direct loss to the agricultu-
ral districts, It will be seen that there is
more in the use of hay for fuel thanat first
appears, and we hope this fuel will come
into general use, not only in manufactur-
ing establishments, but also for cookiog
and heating purposes. This is a sure way
to bring down the price of fuel. We hope
that hay burning will be introduced in this
county, for it will bring up the price of
hay, and add a new demand for that plen-
tiful article. g

COMMISSIONER LE bDUC.

Some of the Novel and Original Efforts
of the Agricultoral Commissioner in
Amateur Farming at the People’s
Expensd?

[The following satirical review of ye
Commissioner Le Duc’s public services is
entirely too good te be buried in a Wash-
ington City Sunday paper. It was con-
tributed to the Republic by Sam. P. But-
'er, of the Baltimore Gazette, who is one
)f the most ready, racy and humorous
newspaper correspondents at the nation’s
capital] :

00 much cannot be said in praise of
the great advances made by Commissioner
Le Due in his management of the agri-
cultural department of this immense coun-
try. Without having farmed an acre of
land in his life, he appears, as if by intui-
tion, to have grasped the most hidden se-
crets of the art and put them into practi-
cal use for the benefit of the United
States. It may be said without fear of
‘suceesstul contradiction that the country
owes Gen. Lo Duc more than it can hope
to repay by years of economy and self-
sacrifice. He began slowly to administer
the sacred trusts of his high office, Im-
porting the tea-plant from its Orlental
home in the hope of making it congenial
to our soil, he soon succeeded in growing
it luxuriantly on the Pacific slope, where
the atmosphere is humid, and gradually
extending the growth eastward till cold
tea could be procured at the House Res-
taurant, in this city, for fifteen cents a
oup. . This success attained, he went into
other fields of industry. DBread was high
In the country and it was not sold in an
atiractive shape. After geveral months of
study he managed to graft the bread tree
on to a superior quality of Western re-
serve butter, so that even the common
laborer, at a trifling outlay, can now ralse
warm buttered rolls for breakfast., One

morning, in surveying the scarlet verbe-
nas, it occurred to him that by breeding
this beautiful flower to the ordinary bean-
stalk, he could produce the striped broom
handle of commerce. As a result of this
unusual experiment, the variegated broom
handle can now be found in the humblest
homes of the country. This was only the
beginning of great retorms. While observ-
ing a picture of Italian lazaroni enjoying
macaroni under a canvas tent, he con-
ceived the idea that this succulent truit
could easiy be raised in America. He
tried it on bis experimental farm in
Bladensburg. The eggs were carefully
watched, and now the commissioner,
nearly every Saturday night, has the
pleasuge of regaling himself under the
spreading shade of the vines that clamber
in great profuslon over the back shed.
Macaroni can now be obtained at any stall
in market for one cent a yard, inclading
the cheese. By noticiag closely the hab-
its of the tramps who infest watermelon
patches, he was enabled finally to cross
the watermelon with the Mexican cactus,
80 as to produce a melon with a prickly
protuberance, sald to bsffi) the Ingenuity
of the most versatile tramp. But he was
not content with the domain of agriculture
proper. The birds of the alr and the
beasts of the sea were to suceumb to his
geniug, He Iimported twelve English
rooks at a cost of $1,100, but the invest-
ment turned out bad. The gardener,
thinking the rook a species of guinea pig,
built liabitations for it on the ground.
After a heavy rain it was discovered that
only one rook remained to tell the tale.
The rest had been drowned. But the com-
missloner hopes, by breeding this rook to
the South American cassawary, to secure a
fine quality of ostricheggs. Returns willb3
in by September 1st. He has also select-
ed a spot near Annapolis, on the Severn
river, where he is now prosecuting a most
interesting experiment. He confidently
believes that by breeding the Arotic seal
to a bolt of summer flannel, he can pro-
duce a quality of cloth resembling the
seal skin, but thin enough to wear In warm
weather,

The latest endeavor of the Comrrlission-
er is watched with peculiar interest. It
will be remembered that he recently asked
Congress (o appropriate money enough for
bim to run afarm on the prairies to raise a
domestic quality of buffalo. He has lately
sent the following letter to a gentleman of
Wasbington who wanted to inspect the
wheat crop for so much a day and ex-
penses:

“In the locality to which you are go there
are no seed that [ know of that could pur-
chased with advantage to the country. If you
could make & collection of say twenty-five or
fifty bushels of bull-berry seed at Bismarck I
would purchase it of you at §5 per bushel.
These berries grow in great abundance on the
bottom of the Missouri river in the immediate
vicinity of Bismarck, and would have to be
gathered and dried in the sun or by hot air in
order to prevent the {ermentation of the hull sur-
rounding the seed, or pethu‘)s the seed oould be
washed out, when very little drying would be
necessary. They could be got ready for ship-
ment under your immediate supervision with
very littie trouble, except the care necessary to
see that the berries were picked when ripe, prop-
erly dried and bagged.”

There can be nc doubt that the above
interestiag berry is to be planted early in
the spring on a large tract selected in Col-
orado. It is said that three men can
watch a field of one thousand acres, and
it is estimated that the yileld will not be
less than {wenty buffalos to the acre. The
objective point is the wool, which is to su-
percede the camel’s hair thawl.

Cattle in the United States.
National Live Stock Journals.

English farmers have expressed the
opinion that the caitle of the United
States would not hold out for any con-
siderable increase in exportation. They
say that, to all appearance, we are in-
creasing as fast proportionally in
population as in cattle. It is no
doubt true that 28,000,000 cattle in
1870 was perhaps a greater proportion
to population than we have to-day. The
statistician of the Department of Agri-
culture figured about 30,500,000 in 1877 ;
and it is probable that our increased
production since the stimulus of foreign
export has been given will show next
year that we have at least 35,000,000
cattle; but that is not likely to be a
greater proportion to population than
we had in 1870. But the mistake is in
supposing that the numbers represent
the same quantity of beef. ‘The last ten
years has been devoted to improving the
character,quality and weight of the cattle
rather than their numbers. The increase
in average weight and quality is equal
to an increase of 25 per cent. in num-
bers. Then another peint of consider-
able importance must be noted. Better
feeding produces earlier maturity; and,
therefore, if 5,000,000 of these are ready
for market at 2! years instead of 3 years,
and 5,000,000 at 3 years instead 3} years,
and 5,000,000 at 3} instead of 4 years,
this would give about 16 per cent. more
cattle for market each year without in-
crease of the aggregate numbers kept.

The statistics for the fiscal year end-
ing June 30, 1878, show some peculiar
cantrasts in the value of our cattle. We
exported 80,040 head of cattle of all
kinds, and of these about 40,000 head
went to Cuba at $17 per head, and 24,-
834 head to England at $07 per head.
These latter were Shorthorn grades,
which, with better feeding, sold for 5.7
times the price of the former. Thisisa
most remarkable contrast to occur in
our different grades of stock the same
year. The weight of the Shorthorn
grados was about twice that of the Tex-
ans, but the value six times as much.
Ten years will bring a remarkable change
in the quality and weight of these Tex-
ans, and we may safely say that the im-
provement will be more than enough to
supply in (quantity our present exports
to. Europe. It is easy to see from these
few points how our cattle are likely to
meet all demands upon them from Eu-
rope. Ilach year, probably, adds near-
ly 100 pounds per head to their live
weight ; thus there is o prospect of the
British farmers escaping our competi-
tion from a lack of cattle,
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Sedalia, Mo., 1879.

The (ness
tions are so well defioed that bavieg beeo
brought to the coceideration of the voter, no
one need besitate where to cast his ballot
And to my mind some of them are 5o vital as
10 invelve the very cxistence of free governs
ment, .

I propose this evening to calmly elaborate
te you, my neighbors and friep@s, some of
these leaging questions, and to fairly pre-
sent them to your miods, a8 they nppear
to me, and to earnestly and patriotically
appesl to your deliberate judgment for a
verdiot,

POLITICsL ISSUES,

I would first call your attention te the po-
Jitical fssues raised by the late session of
Congress, and now relegated to the people,
the sovereign power of the land, for their
decision at the b:l'ot-hox. The posiiion of
the Democratic party on the:e (uestions .is
set forth in the first two resoiuuons of our
piatform as follows:

Reso'ved, That the Damocracy of Oalo des
mand free and fair elections, and to tnat end
denounce all interference with elec'ions by
the miiitary power; that the experience of
this and other countries has abundantly
proved that the piesence of troops at the
polls is des'ructive of freedom of elections,
and {s fucomparinie with the e¢xistence of frea
ipstitutions; thatithe |awe enacted by 3
gress which under the pretense of reculat-
ing the manner of Congressional elect ons,
inter‘e e with the election of Siate cflicers,
and overthrow the laws of the States govern-
ing the choice of such officers, are unconsti-
tutional and for that reason ought to be re:
peaied; that they are also instrumentalities
of fraua, force and corruption, by which the
party in power uses the money of the people
to corrupt, and thousands of irresponsiole
cflicers to harass and coerce the voters and
especially by force and fraud to deprive our
naturalized citlzens of the right to vote, and
for these reasons aleo said laws ought to be
immediately repealed.

Resolved, That impartial jaries are essen-
tial 1o the administration of justice, and
thereby to the preservation of iiberty; that
no man can be secure in his person or
property when the jaries are bscked and
controlled by the government for despotic
and partisan purposes; that under the fed-
eral jury laws now in exwstence, juries may
be avd have been 80 packed and controlied
and that the highest interests of justice and
free government require that these laws be
changed g0 as to secure fair, impartial and
iodependent juries in the federal courts.

These are the political doctrines of the
platform, and I sppesit to ail fair-minded
people, all who love the constitation and the
country as to the jastness and right of these
vrineciples.

VIEWS OF THE CABINET.

In view of the sentiments promulgated in
these extraordinary vetoes, which were
prohably shared by all the members of the
(Usbinet, I propose to submit the views of
some of them touchiug the unwarranted
use of the army. S:cretarv Sherman, in
1826, then a member of the House of Repre-
seatatives, proposed an amendment to the
Army Appropriation bill as follows: **fro-
vided, nevertheless, that no part ot the mil-
ftary force ot the United States herein pro-
vided for shall be empioyed in aid of the en
forcement of the laws,” referring to the
laws of the Kansas Legislature.

Toaspeech tlon CarlSchurz, now a mam-
ber of Hayes’ Cabinet, said 1n his place in
the Senate:

United States soldiers, with fixed bayo-
nets, decided the case against them, and
took them out of the legisiative halls by
force. » ¢ I cannot, therefore,
escape from the deliberate conviction—a
conviction conscientinusly formed —that the
deed done on the 4'h of January, inthe
State house of Louisiana, by the military
forces of the Uaited States, constitutes a
groes and manifest violation of the copstitn
tion and laws of this Republic. * * o
[t this can be done in Louisiansa, and it such
things be sustained in Congress, how long
will 1t be before it can be done in Massa-
chusetts and Onio?

He who, in place like ours, fails to etop.
or even justifies a blow at the fundamental
laws of wne land, makes himself the accom
plice of those who strike at the libertics of
the people.

Ia spesking on the same sutj2ct before the
Coper lostitute indignation meeting, Mr
Evarta aleo entered his memorable protest
against the military usurpation in Louisians
in the following langusge:

When men vote, and when their choice in
offi ;ers meet, and wben without violence
sud witheut demonstration of insurrection
they undertake to conduct the affairs of their
:mliclcal government, no scldier can fater:

ere.

There are two very distinet, firm Jines of
Hmitation, which, observed, will protect
the machinery of the government ot the
people to-day—that is, the shle interventiow
of the Federal power within Staie author
ity shall be to suppress violence, and thas
their oflice after that shall not assume to go
further unless when iuvited o go further by
the supreme aathority of the Swate. .

What i the use to give the purse and the
sword totbhe House of Commons if the King
or the President, by military power, can
determine what shall be the constitution of
the House of Commons or the Houseo
Congress? And that 1s what they fought for
.in Kagland, » v - Aad for thie
reason the people of the Uanited States are
Jusitied in assum pg that the rupreme civi:
power shall dowinate over the military, and
that no merging of them or interference
with them ehall be permitied.

Aunother member of Mr. Hayes’ Cabinet,
Mr McCrary the Secretary of War, also
strongly condem 18 the use of the army. In
bis book cn eleciions (page 315), he says:

An armed force 1an the neighborhood of
the poils is almos: of necessity a menace to
‘the voters, and au loterference with thels
freedom avd iodependence, and if such
armed force be in tbe hands of or under the
control of partisan friends of any particalar
caadidate, or eet of candidites tne proba
bill'y of improper influence becomes sull
stronger.

SUPERVISORS AND DEPUTY MARSHALS:

I pass now 10 the confegeration of wneelec-
tion Jaws. providiog for Supervieors and
Deputy Marrhalg ‘Phese laws are to be
found in the Revised Scatutes of the Ualted
States, sections 2 0Ll to 2 031 inciusive
They are too long to quote, but to brisg the
subject more claarly betore you I will briedl ¢
atatg their import. These lJaws were passed
eb. 2% 1871 They never existed before
and up to that time it was conceded that the
States were the on'y proper authority to con-
trol elections and protect their citizens
These vicicus measurés were passed when
all branches of the governmment were in
the hiands of the Republican varty, and un-
doubtedly for the purpoke of perpetusting
that party in power,

Uuder these laws. an application of two
cinzens in cities of 20 00 snd upwara, or
of ten c¢liizems im any county in anv Con-
gressional dstrict, the judges of the Circuit
Courts of the United Srates are authoriz-d
to appoint two Supervibors of elections for
each votiog precinot in the Uaited Stares.
E.ch to be paiid 10 per day for his services

Chese supervisors are ‘‘authorized and
required 1o attgnd at =1l times and plaees far
hoiding elections for representstives or del-
gates in Congress, and for counting the votes
cast at such glection; to challenge any vote
offsred by any person whose legal qualifica-
tons the rupervisors or either of them may
dount,”” and to further take codtrol, person-
ally scruten'ze and ipspect the maoner of
voting, the baliot-boxes, the poll books,
uallies, ete , avd, in tue absence of the Mar:
shal and Deputy Marshal, to make arrests,
without process, of any one they believe or
pretend to believe to ‘bave violated in anv
way the election law. Tous you see at any
election for member of Congress, this law
p'aces the voters and the ballot hoxes in the
electious in the States for all ¢flices, county
and Stste, in the hands of the Federal gov-
ernment. Could anything be more degrad-
ing and bumiliatfog? * Are not our local of=
ficers and Judges ot E'ections fit and com-
petent to count and canvass the voles they
receive? Have the people hecome slaves
that they. must hs yoked to l'ederal over:
seers? No. No! The monstrous provisi ns
of this bad law will only have‘to be made
known, when the people will indignantly
rluel in their might and demand its re-
peal.

But bad and reprehensibla as these Super-
visors of Kec'ions, the Deputy Marshals
and their fuoection, are irfiaitely worse.
These Iawa further authorize, in cities of
ten thousand and upward, on the written
spplicarion of two citizens, the sppeintment,
by the United Srates Marshal for the dis-
trict, uf any sumber of Deputy Marsbals’
to hold their positions for not over ten days
for eachelectjon, ard receive a compensation
of 85 per day, or £50 for ten days. Super-
visors are limtted to two for each voting pre-
cinct. An uclimited number of Deputy
Marshals may beappointed These Marshals
and Deputy Marshais **ehall keep the peacs,
snd support and protect the Supervisors of
Election in the aischarge of their duties,
preserve order at the polls, prevent frauda
lent voting, or frauluient conduct on the
part of any oflicer ot election, and either
o«fore or after votiog arrest and take into
custody wi'h or withlout process, any” per
son who commita, or attempls or cffers to
commit, any of the acts or uffenses prohib-
tted herein, or who commits sny (ff nfe
szainst the lasws of the Uaited Srates ”
“ould laws be tramed more usrepublicas ?
You will mark that the Supervisors are
appointed by the U ited States Courts and
are limited The Daputy Marshala are ap-
poiluted by the Marsnal «f the district and
sre un'imited. All are paid $5 a day for
their services—the money 10 be iaken out of
‘he KFederal Troasury This Jaw is the
greatest shuse of coustitutional and per~
sooal liherty. Itis worse than 2 disgrace on
the payes of our statuie books—ir is a crime

of soctety, and sometimes criminais. They
d0 noibing toward Keeping the peace. bur
are generally unknown. persons working
for the election of the parties in whose em-
plov they are 'The evil would' be j1st as
glaring if the Democratic pariy was in
vow r.

The coustitutional authority to regulate
Corgressional electinus which belongs to the
government of the Uuited Siates, and which
it s necessary to exert to secure the rizht to
vote to every citizen possessing the re¢ quisite
qualifications, ougat to ba entorced by ap-
propriate legislation.

J NATIONAL ELECTIONS

The President in bis last message. as he
did in others, discusses the subject of *‘na-
ttonal elections,” arguing that the etvil and
mgllury auchority ot the government should
be retained and used to control and protect
them, and consequently these bad laws per-
mitting the use of troops at the polis and
Supervisors and Deputy Marshals to control
wlections should not be repealed. If he were
right in kis premises his conclusions would
not mnecessarily follow. But we deny the
proposition, and assert that ucder the law
there is no tuch thing as a national election.
There is no such thing as a national voter
Tne Federal government has no voters of its
own creation. Kvery man has a right to vote
because of Siate laws and under S:ate asu-
thority, not national Suflcage is under the
control of States The Federal government
creates no voters. How them {f there
are no national voters, neither ¢csn be, cao
there be uatienal electiont? Can you have
elitiions without voters—the first element
of an elec'ion? Certainly not, [t isclaimed
that the fitrteenth amendment to the consti-
turion gives additions! rights to the ottizens
uf the Uaited S:ates. It ounly ovrovides that
the right of citizens of the Uaited States
shall not be abridged on avcount of * ‘race.
color or previous condition ot servitude
The right of eufl*age is not given The de-
sistoris uf the Supreme Court are conclusive
in:tbie regard Ia the United States va
Cruikshank, 2 O:to, 55, the Supreme Court
re~flirms the doctrine of these words:

Io Mipor vs Hasppersett, 21 Wall, 178
®e decided that (he comstitution of the
Uaited Siates has uot couferrea the rizht of
suffrage upon auy one, and that the Uaited
States have ao voters of their own creation
‘n the States. 1In the United States va
Riese et al supra page 214, we hold that
voe fifteenth sm-ndment has invested the
citizens of the U sitea States with a new con
stitutional right, which is exemption from
discrimination in the exercise of the elective
francnise on account of race, enlor or pre
vious condition ot servitude From this it
appears that the right of suffrage is not a
necessary attribate of -national citizenship,
but that exemp ion  from discrimination in
the eXercize of that right on ac€aunt of race,
etc., 18 The r'ght to vote in the States
comes trom the Suates, but the rizht of ex-
emption from tha probibited discrimination
comes from the Uniwed States, The tirst has
not.been gran‘ed or secured by the conati-
vt.,mlonp{ the Uaited States, but the last has

een, @&y 3 .

Then the constitution has not conferred
the right of suffrage on anyone, there are no
national voters, and there can he no national
eleations, as the President claims, to be con-
trolled by national authority.

POWERS OF GOVERNMENT,

No one will aeny that the generasl govern:
ment is one of delegated powers, defiued and
limited by the counstitution, while the grest
mass of powers are resel vad to loega! author
itles—the States and the people. So jasious
were the fathers'of the interests of the peo-
ple that in 1791, but two years after the
sdoptfon ot the consticution, the terth
amer dment was ratified, which provides:

+‘I'ne powers not delegated to the United
States by the coastitution, nor prohibited to
it by the States, ara reserved to the S ates
respectively or to the people.”

We have a dual system ot government,

Bark Lice on Apple Trees.
New England Hemestead,

Judicious pruning of the branches,
draining the land where the trees stand,
manuring the soil and keeping it free from
grass and weeds, a'l have the effect to
promote vigorous growth, and are, there-
fore, useful in 1 reventing the depredations
of bark lice. Uuless a\izorous growth of
a tree can be insured it i3 of Jittle use to
apply eubstances to Lill thc lice, The Jit-
tie lady bird, whose presence should al-
ways be welcome on tarms, is the mortal
enemy of the bark louse, as it is of many
other sorts of insects. But burtful insects
increase so much faster than useful birds
do that we may never expect to see the
latter extermisate the former. Indeed,no
amountof cultivation and po number of
tirds ever collected in an orchard will be
sufficient, to clear i% of the scale of bark
lice if they are generally distributed among
the trees.

If but-a few trees have bark lice on
them, and they are well covered with
them, it is best to cut them down and
burn them up, This herci: treatment
will prevent their spreading to other trees.
The time to kill the inseets i8' when they
begin to hatch. They are mest readily
killed by applying some wagh to the bark
with a stiff brush or swab, . The, articles
most highly recommended for killlng the
lice are strong lve made of wood ashes, a
solution of caustic soda of potash, diluted
soft soap, and a mixture of iime whitewash
and kerosene oil. If the latter i3 employ-
ed the proportions of the n.ixture one piat
of kerosene to a gillon of whitewash,
Whatever substancees are chosen should be
applied thoroughly. To insure complete
destruction of the insect a second appliza-
1ﬂi )nt should be made¢ some days after the

rst.

Sir Humphrey wickedly
accepted the cue, and day after day for
afortnight went through the same simple
ceremony, when he was able conscien-
tiously to pronounce the patient cured.
M. Volecipelli, a Roman physician, play-
ed a similar trick upon some of his hos-
pital patients, who were greatly affected
whenever powerful magnets were
brought near them. = _Placing them un-
der exadtly the same “conditions, to all
appearance, but taking particular care
to exclude maguetic influence, he found
that every one of them was disturbed

in the same degree as when the mag-
nets were actually employed.
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
