A recent atalcwlde hearing 
on bniceiloaia In Austin offer­
ed an opportunity for many 
liveatock producers and mar­
ket operators to volca their 
views on the present program 
and the changaa proposed by 
the Tbxas Animal Health Com- 
miaalon.

Many of the beef rattle pro­
ducers and market operators 
felt that the proposed changes 
would pose undux- economic 
hardship to the cattle industry, 
while several dairymen felt 
that the Texas animal health 
authorHies should carry oig 
a program to arsdicate the 
disease as soon as possible.

The nine-member commi- 
aalon, representing all seg­
menta of the industry, vxjted 
not to adopt the proposed 
changes after evaluating the 
testimony presented. The pre­
sent pnigram will continue un­
til industry leaders determine 
future cluingea that may be­
come necessary.

In conjunction with bnicel- 
loaia eradicatkm and the cur­
rent depressed liveatock mar­
ket, producers should attempt 
to cull low pniducing animals 
or those affected with diseasea.

The present Indemnification 
ia 540 for gr.xdt and $80 for 
registered animals found to 
have brucellosis when tested 
on the farm or ranch. In addi­
tion, producers with livestock 
in areas where bntccllosis la 
more prevalent should consider 
using the calfhnod brucella 
vaccine In all replacement 
heifer calvea. However, ac­
curate vaccination records 
should be maintained.

Every gardener worth the 
title haa a few packets of flow­
er or vegetable seeds leftfrom 
spring and summer planting. 
Or they may have collected 
seed from their own or from 
their nelghbiir'a plants.

Although old seed often haa 
a lower germination rate as

well as reduced vigor, espec­
ially If left In a hot shed or 
storage area, the tempUtion 
ia to try to save it fur naxt 
year. lYoper storage ran 
greatly increase the shelf life 
of many seeds.

The seed should be air-<b-iad 
before placing In tightly seal 
ad containers, tt should then 
be kept In a refrigerator or 
cool baaement at a temperature 
range of 35 to 50 deitreea F'.

When collecting seeds from 
gardan plants, remember that 
many of the new Improved 
varieties ai'e hybrids and will 
seldom mme true. Thla means 
that the ufTsprlng will have 
little or no resemblance to the 
parent plant.

Healthy trees are valuable 
In any landscape and they 
should be protected and cared 
for.

Homeowners should be un 
the lookoul for possible dam­
age to their trees and should 
know how to protect trees and 
correct «ttmsgr.

Any cut or break In the bark 
of a tree leaves R open to 
biaecta and diseases. F'lrat, 
clean the wotatd and get rid 
of Itnae bnrk. then apply a 
special prxming compound. 
Thia will dry hard and pre­
vent bisect or diaease entry.

We discourage wrapping a 
wire or metal band tightly 
around a tree trank. TMs 
breaks the bark and ruts atf 
the flow of food from the 
leaves to the rxMits. If the band 
ia left on, the tree will even­
tually die.

Mnce a tree's main "feed­
e r"  nnts are in the bip 15 
to 18 Inches of the soil, care 
should be used to avoid pack­
ing the soil. Noil that Is com­
pacted by automobiles or ped­
estrians can prevent normal 
root development. If piMsIble, 
try to reroute traffic around 
the tree by fencing or by using 
plantings.

I.andarapr fills or the add! 
tion of more than four to six 
Inches of soil annind the base 
of a Uee can be especially 
harmful. H suffocates the tree 
by keeping <Ng water and air. 
If a shallow nil la essential, 
it's bc.st to use sand or gravel 
soils that let In air and water.

( )nr way of protecting a tree 
from a fill ia to build a brick 
or Slone well two to three feet 
out from (he trunk.

The first step is to remove 
all xrgetatton within the well 
area anaatd the tree. Then 
Install agricultural itoalii tile 
nut and ck>wn from the tnmk 
in a spokelihe pattern. Huild 
the well around the tree and 
fill It gradually over two or 
three years with coarse sand 
and gravel.

Once the well is construct­
ed, the ouLsldr grade can be 
raised as desired.

The best way to protect 
trees is to prevent damage 
before It occurs.
