Jessie Duren, daughter of 
Phil, married Charley Green 
and late in life she was left 
a widow with two small grand­
sons to rear. No lovlier music 
could be heard than that pro­
duced by ‘ ‘ Aunt Jessie”  at 
the organ, James at the guitar 
and Bobby playing the banjo.

Early teachers were the 
IXiren girls, Louella and 
Fannie, Lucy ^ n c e r ,  Elsie 
IXjrham, G. H. Templin and 
August King.

As the number o f children 
Increased In the community, 
the size o f the school in­
creased. Willie Wasserman 
came to teach at Duren when 
it was a one-teacher school, 
and it gradually increased to 
a four-teacher school during 
his 23 year teaching career 
there. He is loved by every­
one and his form er pupils 
have spread throughout the 
world, using the knowledge 
and principles he taughtthem.

Other teachers at Duren 
were Gladys .Shaw Cockrum, 
Ruby Cave, Lois EXjller, Jewel 
Black, Prudence .Schanoles, 
Leta Roberts, and Mrs. Turn­
er, who was the last teacher 
in 1947. Duren was the last 
rural school to fade into the 
past in Mills County.

These secret 
ballots were opened and count­
ed December 9 at the County 
ASCS Office. Community Com­
mitteemen form the grass root 
foundation of the organiza­
tional structure of A.SCS oper­
ations.

COl'NTY CONVENTION
These same elected Comm­

unity Committeemen met 
Wethiesday, December 15, to 
review the County Office oper­
ations during 1976 and provide 
input for 1977 operations. In 
addition, they were charged 
to elect one County Commit­
teeman for a three year term. 
Lee Roy .Schwartz from the 
Priddy Community was re­
elected to this position. This 
process is an annual event, 
with each of the three County 
Committeemen serving a 
three year term, staggered so 
that one term expires each

year.
Howard EUhridge, from the 

Democrat Community, with 
one year left in his current 
term of office, was elected 
Chairman of the County Com­
mittee. J. D. Berry, with two 
years left in his current term 
of office, was elected Vice- 
Chairman. J. D. lives in the 
Rattler Community.

Elected as first alternate 
to the County Committee, for 
a one year term, was Jack 
Edington from Ridge. The 
second alternate to the County 
Committee position went to 
Glenn Dale Duncan of Star. 
Alternates will serve in the 
absence of regular County 
Comm itteemen.

The County Committee 
meets the 2nd and 4th Thurs­
day of each month for a morn­
ing session. They provide the 
direction for all programs 
administered by ASCS, within 
the guidelines of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture.

Pompey Mountain Church

The first little church in 
Pompey Mountain, now called 
Duren community, was built in 
1885, a little one-room lo^ 
cabin that served a dual pur­
pose as church and school. 
The school was always called 
Duren and the church called 
Pompey Mountain, though they 
met in the same building.

Later, a.; need became 
necesaary, another building 
was erected for the church 
and school on land donated 
by Phil Duren. At this time

there were four different de­
nominations holding services 
in the building - M. E. Metho­
dist, Baptist, Church of Christ 
and Congregational Methodist; 
however, almost everyone in 
the commmity attended the 
services, regardless of de­
nomination. As time went by, 
one church and then another 
ceased to function until the 
only remaining church was 
the Congregational Methodist, 
the only church o f that denom­
ination in Mills County.

As years went by the old 
buildiiiig began to show dcs-

parate signs of needing re­
pair, and it was decided that 
it should be tom  down and a 
new church built. The old 
building was razed in Feb­
ruary of 1961 and the first 
service held in the new build­
ing in August of 1961, a fete 
almost impossible for a com­
munity so small; it could not 
have been done without faith, 
determination and willingness 
to work by the whole congre­
gation. There was never a debt 
on materials or labor to build

The Bible gives us little m ore than those bare facts 
about the Journey w hich  ended at a m anger outside B eth- 

i. It haslehem. rem ained for biblical scholars and archae
ologlsts to try to  All In the details as best they can  from  
facts known or guessed about the Palestine o f  that time 
and from  other Indirect evidence In the Bible Itself. 

A lthough Joseph was a Judaean by ancestry, he lived 
nd piled his trade as carpenter some 70 miles to  the north 

In Nazareth In Oalilee, where Jesus spent his early years.
and plied his trade as carpenter some 70 miles to  the north

thus becom ing Identified as Jesus o f  Nazareth.
There was a good  road leading southward from  Nazareth 

to Jerusalem and Bethlehem , for  this was no “ backw oods" 
area but one traversed by m erchants and their caravans 
as well as functionaries o f  the Rom an Empire, all follow ing 
in the footsteps o f Invaders and travellers o f  m any years.

A Journey o f  som e 70 miles over m ostly hilly coim try 
w ithout a car m ight give m anv o f us pause today, par­
ticularly In view o f  M ary's condition. A ccording to trad i­
tion, M ary rode a good part o f the way on  an ass, a com m on 
beast o f  burden and one certainly m ore appropriate to 
the task than either cam el or horse, even had these been 
available to  Joseph.

A Journey o f that distance, with Joseph walking and 
leading the ass, would be bound to consum e several days, 
so it Is likely that the travellers made provision for e n d ­
ing some nights along the way and. also, carried suiftcient 
food  and water in case supplies were not always available.

A lthough Nazareth was a fair-sized town. It was reported 
to have had onlv one good source o f  water, known today 
as Mary's Well, from  w hich It would have been prudent to 
obtain  a “ canteen" before setting out on  a Journey. Wells 
and springs were to be found Infrequently In the hills, 
particularly toward the end o f the dry season, w hich his­
torians believe was the m ost likely period for the trip of 
Mary and Joseph. As to food, there would have been no 
problem  In procuring rations o f bread, olives, and other 
provisions for the Journey from  an area as rich  In agri­
culture as Oalilee.

Arrival at their destination in Bethlehem  did not bring 
an end to “ roughing it" for the travellers, fo r  there were 
so m any who had preceded them  that ‘ 'there was no room 
for them  at the Inn." Therefore, this predicam ent lead 
Mary and Joseph to  the m anger, a cattle shelter outside 
Bethlehem  w hich symbolizes the birth  o f Jesus.
