The Goidttiwaite Indepen­
dent School District Board of 
Trustaea, meeting In regular 
Mssion Monday, granted 
ralsaa for key school lead­
ers.

The Board unanimously 
voted to give SigA. GUbert 
Davis a $1,000 par year 
raise. His ttirae-year con­
tract waa allowed to slide 
by to a two-year contract. 
It waa the concensus of the 
Boerd that the long contracts 
were not necessarily fai 
accordance with good bual- 
ness principles, and that 
there waa absolutely no dta- 
■atUtoction with Mr. Davis’ 
effMla.

The motion on the aupei  ̂
tntendent’a contract waa 
made by Douglas Dennis.

The next matter attended 
to by the Board was the 
principals’ contracts. Both 
high school principal BUI 
Michaels and elementary 
principal T. J. WtllUma 
were granted $500 raises 
and their two-year contracU 
wete set at one-year con­
tracts. The motion on the 
principals’ contracts waa 
made by Troy Berry, and 
was a lauuitmous decision.

The head coach contract 
is regularly reviewed at the 
February meeting by the

It was 
the dacUton of the Board 
that all contracts receive 
favor.

BOOCTERSMEET 
WITH BOARD

A group of four leaders 
from the Goldthwalte Boost­
er Clid) met with the School 
Board concerning Items that 
needed to be purchased for 
the athletic program.

A high Jump pit costing 
$1,149 will be purchased by 
the Booster Club and placed 
for the school to use at the 
E ^ e  track. A foam rubber 
mat for the pole vault pit 
will ha purchased by the 
achool at a cost of $2,700. 
Thasa mats could become 
mandatory for safety pro­
cedures in the near future.

The Board also voted fav­
orably to a proposal by the 
Booster Club that a building 
ha erected at the track for 
storage. W. D. Henry Weld­
ing 9 »p  wUI construct the 
buUding, meeting certain 
spaclflcattons, if the school 
wUI pour the concrete slab.

The policy, as adopted h>' 
the Boerd. follows:

The Goldthwalte School 
%stem must require diset- 
plhw. A learning climate 
cannot be achieved without 
diactpltne. All persons in ttw 
system areexpected to main­
tain strict, fair, and unbiased 
dtscipltne. All students arc 
expected to adhere to the 
policy established by the 
Board.

The a<bninlstratian and 
other school system employ­
ees will take punitive actiori 
to correct each situation as 
they see fit, after varefUl 
study of the problem. 'This 
action could include con­
structive talks with the stu­
dent, asiilvunent of appro­
priate extra activities, ex- 
pu’.sion from school, speok- 
Ing, suspansion from esira 
curricular activttiaa, or 
other action they feel ta 
proper and nacassary.

All classroom teachers 
must maintain discipline. 
Thoy are encouraged and 
axpactad to hands routtna 
dtacipline cases through ttw 
use of punitive action stated 
In this policy. Classroom 
taachars wDI ask for aastst- 
anca fttan ttw Principal and 
(or) avortntsndsnt whan 
flw need artsaa.

Ttw 
motion passed with Aider- 
man Felton Wright voting 
against ttw measure.

City Manager Dale Allen 
presented a cost analysis of 
the City Sewer Depa,tment 
and recommendations for 
rata increase. It was noted 
that the last two rate ad­
justments ware tn 1969 and 
1936. Even tn 1969, the rate 
waa not made commensurate 
with coat of service. For 
ttw six-montti period of 
June-November 1976 costa 
of ttw department were 
$2,561 more than coliac- 
tiona. By unanimous action 
the Council approved the 
following monthly rata struc­
ture, effective February 28- 
March 20 service which will 
appear on the April 1 billing, 
and waived second and third 
readings;

Tlw CouncU called an 
election for AprU 2, 1977, 
at which time the electorate 
wUl chooae a City Mayor 
and two aldermen. The polls 
will be open from 7 sjn. to
7 p.m. and the voting place 
wUI be the City Hall faculty. 
Candidates may fUe their 
declaration with the City 
Secretary at the City Hall 
before 5 p.m. March 2. Mrs. 
Valeria Gray was appointed 
Election Judge. Mrs. Gray 
will appoint two election 
Clerks to assist and wUl 
be paid the amounts estab­
lished by law.

City Manager Allen pre­
sented the annual Elnployee 
Salary Study and merit 
recommendations. An aver­
age 9 percent salary 
increase wae granted toCtty 
employees.

In separate action the 
CouncU approved a slmUar 
increase for the City Man­
ager. Mr. James Kni^t was 
placed on monthly salary, 
rather than hourly, and 
approved his serving as Act­
ing City Manager to ttw ab­
sence of Dale Allen.

famUy or cbtld of your best 
triend. Talk to ttw chUd*a 
teacher and determine 
whether ttw ehUd la srorking 
reasonably hard, and than 
accept the grade and the stu­
dent with true understanding. 
This idea camot be stressed 
enough. Love and accept ttw 
child for what he is, not what 
you wIMi he were.

Then parents must real­
ize that they in a large 
measure eet the stage for 
the students’ school careers. 
Parents must be positive in 
their attitudes towards the 
school and education for It 
to be caught by ttwlr chUd­
ren. Then if parents provide 
an atmoaptwre fat which ttw 
child is encouraged to study, 
and help the chUd learn good 
study habits, ttw need to 
cheat wUI be much Tesa, and 
all concemad wUI be also 
much happier. And this. In 
turn, generally means batter 
grades.

Also, If oaranta want 
honest chUifaren they must 
sat flw azampla. Tlwre is 
no substituto for this, for 
averyona teams much more 
from wlwt be sees than ftrooi 
what ha hears. And fai this 
period at the Malory of our 
country, paronts have a 
greater raaponsfoUity In 
order to coonlar ttw aver- 
praaant evfatenea of riwatieg 
and lyfa« tn soctety In gate 
eral. (Tte ckerch also has a 
greet reKwafoiltty hare.)

I feel that passage of such 
legislation will reduce the 
sixe of state government, 
while Improving the quality 
of service and keeping down 
the cost.

Another Mem of Interest 
to the people of District 43 
is the Open Meetings - Open 
ilecords Act for Electrical 
Co-Ops, Houae Bill 639, 
which I am sponsoring in 
the House. The BUI has 
been referred to the House 
Committee on Agriculture 
with public hearings set for 
February 7 in Austin.

At present, chances for 
passage look good, as I have 
found widespread support 
among Houae Members who 
feel, as I do, that consumers 
have a right to know how 
their utility dollars are be­
ing spent.

I would, in closing, urge 
all interested individuals to 
attend public hearings for 
this BUI in support of its 
passage.
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
