They were abaolutely 
filthy, and looked aa if they 
had never been changed. We 
left there right away."

Mrs. Minnie Stark recalled 
that her family, the John 
Whitta, spent the night in a 
wagon yard at Lampasas; the 
people-room there offered 
nothing but a dirty bare 
floor, but they spread their 
own quilts and slept there 
anyway.

Mrs. Lottie Rudd told 
about a trip urith her parents, 
the John Carters, when they 
went to Lampasas to trade. 
They took a wagon load of 
cotton with them, and all the 
Carter younguns' rode on the 
cotton. Mrs. Rudd (my Mom) 
said. “ People with a large 
family of children couldn't 
afford to go to a hotel to 
spend the night, so they 
eaither camped on the edge 
of town, or went to the wagon 
yard; on this trip we went to 
the wagon yard. The room 
there was long; a family had 
already taken one end and 
another had taken the mid­
dle, so we took the other end. 
There were no partitions for 
privacy; we all slept on our 
own quilts. Not a single 
family knew the other."

Another lady recalled that 
once her family stopped in 
Lampasas st a wagon yard 
jnst at dusk. This particular 
yard was fiill of wagons and 
the family could hardly find 
room for their own.

Almost every wagon was 
full of people making down 
beds to spend the night in 
their wagons, since this 

yard offered no room for 
people. The lady raid 
"There were four of u t 
children and not enough 
room for the entire family to 
sleep on the wagon floor, so 
we double decked it with 
frames built for that purpose.

Quilts were spread on the 
bed of the wagon for the 
children, and the mattress 
we had carried along was put 
on the frame that rested on 
top of the wagon sides. 
Mama. Papa and the baby 
slept up there; I was scared 
half out of my wits all night 
with 10 many strangers 
sleeping close by."

After thinking over all 
these interesting stories. I 
could imagine ail Ihe mos­
quitoes and other insects that 
surely slept in the wagon 
yard. too. but they came out 
at night to buzz and bite.

Then I thought of the 
horses stamping and snort­
ing all night long, and of all 
the other sounds that must 
have gone on. and I won­
dered how people that lived 
in "the days of the wagon 
yards" and spent nights 
there slept a wink.

The first wagon yard was 
built in Goldihwaite in 1886. 
when Ihe city was in its 
infancy, and was called 
"L ane 's  Wagon Y ard." It 
was located where Johnson's 
Laundry is now located, and 
ran more than half a block 
toward 4th Street.

The nest wagon yard, and 
probably the largest in Goid- 
thwaite, was built before the 
turn of the century by 
M elhisf McGirk. It was 
located on Reynolds Strv ' 
between 3rd and 4th Slreeti. 
and was Just behind the

Pesticide Training Meeting

A Pesticide Applicator 
Training Meeting will be 
held in Mullin, at the Mullin 
Community Center building, 
July IV, beginning at 7 P.M.

The purpose of the meet­
ing will be to provide partici­
pants Ihe opportunity to 
receive certification for the 
use of lestricted pesticides 
under new regulations which 
will become effective Octob­
er 21.

use of lestricted chemicals.

The EPA will specify all 
chemicals as either general 
use or restricted use after 
October 21st. All persons 
using restricted use chemi­
cals after this date will be re­
quired to have completed 
certification requirements.

As to which chemicals will 
be labeled restricted use, 
and which will be general

use, no one will know until 
the EPA releases this in­
formation.

Certification can also be

attained through a home 
study option. Study materials 
are available in the County 
Extension Agents Office.

present postoffice and the 
Mills County Locker Plant; it 
ran the entire length of the 
block.

According to Mr. Grsxver 
Dalton, a Goldthwaite gen­
tleman with a remarkable 
meiiKiry, the McGirk Wagon 
Yard had a room for people 
on the southeaat comer and 
everybody was expected to 
bring their own bedding. 
Stalls ran along the sidet of 
the yard with a passage 
between: later a shed for the 
protection of wagons was 
adtled.

I <io imt know the exact 
year this wagon yard that 
played an important part in 
the history of Goldthwaite 
was torn down. Harry Ogles­
by, a gentleman that lisred 
moat of his life in Big Valley 
community, says he knows it 
was there in 1914. Harry had 
made two bales of cotton that 
year and he and his younger 
brother, Chester, brought 
the cotton to town in two 
wagons late one afternoon. 
They drove into McGirks 
Wagon Yard to spend the 
night. Both boys slept in one 
wagon. Late in the night, 
they were awakened by a 
loud and thunderous snor­
ing. Upon investigation, they 
found that a neighbor named 
Trowbridge bad crawled into 
their other wagon sometime 
in the night and wns peace­
fully snoozing away.

Harry said, "The next 
morning John Burnett of­
fered me 40 cents for my 
cotton. When I liesitated. he 
said, "Harry, you better sell 
because cotton is going 
down", so I sold. Before two 
days had passed, and before 
Burnett could resell the 
cotton, the price had dropped 
so much that he lost over $50 
on the two bales, but I took 
home $402.00. due to his 
good advice” .

Mrs. Bertha Rost said. "I 
remember driving down to 
Goldthwaite with my par­
ents. the Kunkels. from 
Pri<ldy, when I was a little 
girl, and we left our wagon in 
McGirks Wagon Yard and 
walked to Clements Drug 
Store to eat ice cream. I 
thought there was never 
anything so good as that ice 
cream."

The Ford Wagon Yard 
was the last one built in 
Goldthwaite. It was located 
wh>-n- Vhwarlz Grocery and 
parking lot now stands, 
including the iocalinn of 
Johnny Vaughan'v K.i.lxr 
Shop.

Wagon yards are now a 
part of yesteryear and most 
of us cannot remember, or 
never saw one; but un­
doubtedly they were as 
important to people in early 
days as the filling stations 
and motels arc to us today.
