The country road 
depicts the old Fort Phantom 
Hill trail that passed dose to 
the base of the Peak in the 
early l8S(b. The small white 
cottage b  a symbol of all the 
brave pioneer families who 
came to this county and 
establiihed hornet against 
great odds. The cattle, the 
cowboy and hb horses rep­
resent the coming of the 
cattle industry to the county. 
The plowed field and the old 
plow depict the beginning at 
farming. The windmill rep- 
reaenta dependence of the 
early settlei^on the toil for 
sustenance.

The old Santa Fe boa car, 
used as a hay shed in the 
mural, b  a reminder of the 
coming of the railroad to the 
county and the important 
part it played in its hbtory. 
The bucket in the foreground 
and the milk cans seen 
beside the box car arc 
symbols of milking and 
churning done by early 
families and of the dairy 
industry in tlie county. The 
smokehouse depicts the 
struggles endured by early 
settlers to secure food in a 
harsh and untamed land. The 
abandoned Model T car rep­
resents the coming of the 
automotive age.

The goat and sheep-dog 
portray the industry of wool 
and mohair and its im­
portance to the county’s 
economy. Tlie two men in the 
foreground symbolize har­
mony between the residents 
of Mills County and with all 
the ea rth 's  peoples. The 
child is representative of 
Mills County's future gene­
rations and their dependence 
upon the present generation 
to tee that this county b  one 
they will be proud to inherit - 
a county with a sound belief 
in God, tlie only basis for a 
promising lieritage.

Aa the Depreasioa intensi­
fied over the entire natioa, 
people lost their job* and 
their homes. They drifted 
into shanty towns • set up 
camps around city dnmps 
and built small sbehers from 
old pieces of tin and card- 
boaid; fassibes kept house in 
mated worn-out car bodies 
on vacant lots, in old car 
dumps, or any place they 
found available. They made 
makesbifi hovels from any­
thing that could be found; 
they improvised tents from 
scrap* of ducking and doth. 
The camps were aever far 
from a dump where food 
could be pulled from the 
stinking rabbage of cities.

The new communities 
were called "Hoovervilles"; 
other names became com- 
raoa such as “ Hoover Hogs" 
referring to jackrabbita peo­
ple often ate to keep from 
being hungry; and there 
were the “ Hoover Blank­
e ts’’, referring to news­
papers thousand* of men 
u s ^  to cover themselves at 
night as they slept oo park 
benches. It soon became 
evident that President Hoov­
er and his administration 
were blamed for the con- 
ditkm of the country, gnilty 
or not.

In Mills County, many 
families staved off hunger 
with sqairrel dumplings and 
vinegar cobblers.

It was almost impassible 
for Mills County boys be­
tween the ages of 16 and 25 
to find work and if it was 
found, wages were low, so 
they took to the highways 
and hitchhiked to wheat 
fields in Kansas and Okla­
homa to work in the harvest. 
They were paid M per day - a 
phenomemal wage. Others 
hitchhiked to  the Texas 
Valley to work* in the citrus 
crops.

One summer a truckload of 
Milts Couaty boys left Gold- 
Ihwaite headed for Carpus 
Christi to pick cotton; they 
rode s fUl bottomed Model T 
truck bed with their legs 
dangHng off the sides. It

trip over dusty dirt roods. 
Lyle Geeslia, Hollis Black- 
well, Chester Head, Marvin 
Yeager, Aubrey Head, Red 
Jones, Oran Cook, J .  W. 
Roc, Shorty Jones, Bob 
Sparkman and Clarence El­
der were part of the group. 
Everywhere they went they 
found hungry, homeless 
ftrailie* searching for shelter

Several MlHs County boy* 
took to the trains and rode 
freight cars; they wandered 
aa far away as California 
hoping to find work of any 
kind. A few were picked up 
by the law and charged with 
vagrancy becaeie they slept 
on park benches and hod no 
money in their pockets; for 
the first sad o^y Umc la 
their lives, they spent a night 
in jail. The next day they 
were taken to the edge of the 
city and told to be oo their 
way; and ao h wax with MlHs 
County’s young men. Most 
of them returned home soon, 
but some found permanent 
employment elsewhere.

No one knows exactly how 
many people were out of 
work during the depression. 
A complete count was never 
taken, but estim ates ran 
between 12 and 16 miHion. 
The sight of good men 
waiting forlornly in bread 
lines or clustered around a 
smelly garbage heap digging 
for food with their hands was 
appalling to American peo­
ple. It was a period of bleak 
despair.

After a year or two of 
drifting and honestly lookiag 
for work that could not be 
found, men from cMes and 
over the nation gave np hope 
and became Hoboes. T h ^

' gathered in groups and slept 
on the slum street of cities. 
Sanitation was a very real 
problem, so the homeless 
vagabonds were rousted 
from their huddles and put 
on the roads. Eighty-five 
percent of the hoboes were of 
Caucaskm race.

They rode the trains from 
town to town and begged for 
food from house to house - 
IhiMsaMis and thousands at 
them. They wore old clothes, 
either found in a dump, or 
given to them from a man’s 
worn-out wardrobe. They let 
their hair grow long; their 
beards grew because they 
had no razors; they became 
dirty and degraded - they 
were a hopeless, helpless 
mass at suffering humanity.

All Mills County residents 
who were around in those 
days will remember the 
Hoboes, sometimes called 
tramps. They rode through 
Goldthwaite on freight trains 
dinging to box cars; at times 
they covered the entire tops 
of cars. They rode inside 
empty freight cars if pos­
sible. but if not they clung to 
any available space.

At first railroad officials 
made an effort to keep the 
hoboes off their trains. In 
1932 Southern Pacific ejected 
663,000 trespassers seeking 
shelter inside their freight 
cars. Finally, almoat oil rail­
roads gave up and added 
extra cart to accomodate 
them.

In Goldthwaite the Hoboes 
built a crude shelter south at 
town near the tracks; it was 
made of tin, old boards and 
road signs. At the trains 
slowed to enter the city 
limits, several tramps 
jumped off each day at their 
little shed. Later they came 
into town, knocked at back 
doors and begged for food. A 
few were willing to do odd 
jobs to pay for a meal.

Most housewives were 
terrified of tram ps and 
slammed back doors in their 
laces, but a few gave them 
food. This fact soon became 
known among the Hoboes 
and the houses were marked 
os an easy touch for meals on 
a map of Goldthwaite homes

drawn on the shanty wall; 
following tramps knew where 
to go for food.

Most hoboes were hungry, 
ronming men seeking noth­
ing more thnn food by dny 
and warmth by night; but 
among them were shopliflers 
and undesirnble chnracters. 
Often farmers frMnd where 
tramps hod spent nights in 
their boms.

Citizens of the county 
complained to Sheriff Hem 
Harris; however, there was 
little he could do but send 
them on their way. The coat 
of ja ili^  all the tramps, even 
for t  night, would have been 
prohibitive. Mnch of Sheriff 
Harris’ time was spent ans­
wering calls frtmi f^h tened  
Lwusewives lumpiaining that 
tramp* were at their doors.

The pecan weevil is one of 

the most damaging insect 
pests of pecans. Chemical 
control procedures are de­
signed to reduce emerging 
sdult numbers before feed­
ing and egg deposition 
occurs. Once the pecan has 
been punctured or eggs have 
been deposited, the nut is 
destroyed. Proper timing at 
insecticide appHcatioas and 
retreatment schedules are of 
prime importance in achiev­
ing nut protection.

Each year in early fall, 
pecan weevil adults emerge 
from the soil and move into 
pecan trees to mate and 
deposit their eggs. After an 
egg has been deposited, the 
larva will develop inside the 
pecan, cut n hole in the shell 
about 1/8 inch in diameter 
and emerge from the pecan 
as a ftiUy grown larva in late 
October of December. Larvae 
will tunnel into the soil 4 to 
12 inches. Much at the pecan 
weevil’s 2 to 3 yeat life cycle 
is spent a* a I n ^  in the soil. 
Larvae that enter the soil tins 
fall will emerge as adnlts

Larvae that enter the soil 
this fall will emerge in 
August of 1979 with the 
exception at about 10 % of 
these larvae which will 
emerge as aduHs during the 
fall of 1980.

When pecan weevil infes­
tations are heavy, this pest 
caa destroy a large portion of 
tile pecan crop. Eorty matur­
ing varieties are usually 
more susceptible to weevil 
attack. Feeding of adult 
weevils causes the nuts in 
the water stage to drop. 
Chemical control during the 
water stage may be required 
to protect the fruit load on 
the tree. After the kernel 
begins to reach the dough 
stage, the nut is susceptible 
to egg laying. A single 
female may deposit up to 60 ’ 
eggs over a month period. 
Adult weevil populations will 
vary greatly from year to 
year but in heavily infested 
orchards pecan weevil pop­
ulations will probably be 
present in moat years.

Frequently certain trees in 
llie orchard are more heavily 
infested than others. Begin 
cliecking trees now to deter­
mine in there is a need for 
pecan sreevil control. Several 
methods of clierkiag pecan 
weevil infestations have been 
developed. Jarring at limbs 
gives an indication at weevil 
presence in trees at any 
given time. To accomplish 
this, place s large sheet 
under a tree and jar the limbs 
with a padded p ^ .  Weevils

will drop to the ground and 
remain motionless for a short 
period of time. Placing 
emergence cages under 
known infested trees and 
periodically recording catch­
es has been useful in 
determining the presence at 
aduh weevil emergence and 
indicating the number of 
weevils present. Insecticide 
appheations should be appli­
ed to pecans as the pecans 
reach the dough stage. This 
can be determined by cutting 
through the developing pe­
can kernel to determine if it 
contains water of gei.

Nut protection can be 
acliieved with several appli 
cations of 80% Sevin. An 
application rate of 2 to 3 
pounds at mnterioJ per 100 
gallons of spray may be 
needed to effectively control 
pecan weevil infestations. 
Reapply the iaaecticide if 
rain occurs soon after appli­
cation. There should be an 
interval of S-12 ilayt between 
applications. When using 
any pesticide, read and 
follow the directions given on 
the peaticide label carefaMy 
and nse the iaaecticide only 
os directed.
