AfMr the m ilk had been 
strained in io crocks aad set 
it  the milk cooler under a 
dripping canvM, supper was 
over, the kitchen cleaned, 
fcet and faces washed to a 
ilane - that was the tim e for 
resting.

It was then that the entire 
tomily gathered on the fron t 
porch to enjoy a deep 
softness which seemed to 
settle just before dark.

As a member of the com m it­
tee on Ways and M eans,

tax policy, a large portioo of 
the questiona irc  » h ich  my 
office mailed out dunng the 
past legislative sesskm »as 
dedicated to  the issue of 
revenues.

Basically, the voters of the 
Forty-Third Legislative Du- 
tnek agreed w ith the fiscally 
conservative approach which 
I advocated dunng the past 
session.

Evidence o f the trend 
towards regulated spending 
can be found in the response 
to the p roposition  th a t an 
election shinild be required 
netore any long -te rm  debt 
can be assumed by a govern­
m ental u n it. 965 voters 
favored such a po licy  as 
opposed to IB6 who did not.

Of the polled householdî  
which responded. 780 agreed 
w ith  Gov. B riscoe 's "n o  - 
new-taxes" approach to gov­
ernm ent w h ile  289 d isa­
greed.

One of the main issues of 
concern, which showed up on 
the questiona ire . was tax 
reform . 782 respondents 
wanted to enact a statewide 
program to insure equality in 
property va lua tion  as op­
posed to 369 who did not 
favor such a proposal.

When asked if  they would 
favor financing public edu­
cation by some means other 
than by the property tax. 9 »  
voters answered a ffirm a ­
tive ly  as com pared to  225 
who p re fe rred  the cu rre n t 
system.

A la rge num ber o f the 
in d iv id u a ls  answ ering the 
questionaire wanted to plan 
ahead on tax matters. 917 
persons fe lt the need to set 
aside a portion of our current 
tax revenues in a reserve 
account, should our o il and 
gas revenues dwindle in the 
future. 218 voters opposed 
such a proposal.

Poage spent m ore than 

five decades ia  public o ffke , 
firs t e n te rin g  the Texas 
House of Represenutives ia 
I92S and later serving six 
years ia the Texas Senate 
before being elected to  the 
'^ th  Congress ia 1936 and 
being reelected to each s ik - 
cecdiag Congress th rough  
the 9Sth Congress.

He is currently the secoiMl 
seator member of the Hmise 
of Representatives and has 
served as cha irm an and 
vice-chairman of the House 
C om m ittee oa A g ric u ltu re  
since I9S3.

Changing sen tim en ts in  
governm ent were c ite d  by 
Poage as one o f his principal 
reasons fo r re tir in g  from  
office.

" In  recent years I have 
seen the sen tim en t o f the 
country and of the country’s 
representatives cliaage.”  he 
said. "M any people seem to 
bebeve that government caa 
and should give them aU of 
the good th in gs  o f life . I 
cannot corm istcntly represent 
such views. I believe govern­
m ent cannot change eco­
nomic law. I believe we must 
work fo r a b e tte r life . I 
be lieve in  the B ib lic a l in - 
junctioo. ‘ In the sweat o f thy 
brow shall yon eat bread.’ I 
liave seen what an overdose 
of socialism has doue for the 
once proud people ia Great 
B ritain. I do not want to  be a 
party to leading my country 
down that primroae path.”

Poage said he lias reached 
tlic  conclusion " th a t my 
efforts to  mmm aur cauntry  in  
what I consider to be the 
righ t direction may not be as 
effective as those o f a new 
face would be.

"S e ve ra l com petent in ­
dividuals have expressed an 
in te re s t in  assum ing the 
responsibility when I lay it 
down. I liave no desire to 
select my successor. I think
