An annual report from 
Mgr. Allen about the Swim­
ming Pool showed 9,919 
swimmers had participated 
in the pool activitty during 
the summer.

Members o f the Council 
discussed the petition o f 
Senior Citizens group for 
cash donation, which was 
tabled from the last regular 
meeting. Alderman Long 
moved the request be con­
sidered in the 1978-79 
Budget planning for Revenue 
Sharing funds. Alderman 
Bridges seconded the mo­
tion, which carried unani­
mously.

A new Fireman Pension A 
Retirement Fund law will 
require City participation 
with volunteer Fire depart­
ments. The estimated cost 
will be 812 per month per 
fireman. Because o f the 
nature of the local depart­
ment, high coat to city taz-

payers and low return to re­
tired firemen, Aldermaa 
Bridges moved the Oty elect 
not to participate in the 
program at this time. Motion 
was seconded and carried.

Discussion fallowed about 
cost of fire fighting and it 
was noted that City firemen 
and equipment have re­
sponded to 72 fires in the 
County and 8 inside the City 
during the last 14 months. 
An average fiie-fightlag coat 
is 8365 per month to the city.

It was agreed that costs for 
fires outside the city should 
be shared by aH concerned 
agencies.

Manager Alien presented 
the resignation of Fue Mar­
shal Paul Henderson. Aider- 
man Long moved that Ancle 
Morgan be appointed Fire 
Marshal. Motion was sec­
onded and pasted.

A rate increase is being 
sought by LCRA, wholesale 
supplier of electricity to the 
C ity. With figures now 
available, it appears a por­
tion of the base rate charge is 
being transferred to the 
add-on fuel charge, which

will reflect a nominal in­
crease to Goldthwaite users.

There were no reports or 
requests from Councilmen.

Farm and ranch fires not 
only produce great financial 
losses, bat in many cases 
have totally terminated a 
producer's business.

Special emphasis to reduce 
such losses is the subfect at 
National Fire Prevention 
Week. October 9 • IS.

Many farm and ranch fire 
losses are associated with the 
use of tractors and machiii- 
ery. Common causes of 
tractor and machinery fires 
include defects in fuel or ig­
nition systems, improper 
methods o f refueling, 
smoking and matches, over­
heated engines, sparks from 
exhaust systems and various 
sources of friction.

The agent points out the 
following preventive meas­
ures:

• Use good practice when 
refueling, taking special care 
to prevent spills or contact 
with hot surfaces.

• Permanently ground fuel 
storage tanks to prevent a

buildup of static electricity. 
Further, be sure the storage 
tank is electrically bonded to 
the tractor through the hose 
or a separate bonding wire 
before refiieling.

• Tolerate no smoking near 
fuel operations or near 
materials which are highly 
combustible.

• Watch for and repair 
leaks in fuel lines, carbu­
retors, pumps, filters and 
exhaust systems.

• Keep engines and ma­
chinery properly tuned and 
lubricated to avoid backfiring 
and friction.

• When using flammable 
materials while overhauling, 
degreasing or repainting, 
work only in a well-ventilated 
place or outside. A lso, be 
cautious about welding and 
other sources o f heat or 
sparks.
