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Sought By City

From Dept. of Health

The Goldthwaite City
Council met in regular
session last Thursday night,
and is nearing completion of
a long-time goa! of receiving
Texas Department of Health
official approval of the city's
water system and supply

City Manager Dale Allen
reported that only two
obstacles are in the way at
the present time stopping the
approval.

The first is the fact that
non-chlorinated water is
being sold to Landrum Ford
and the Dairy Queen just
north of town along the water
line from the city’s two wells.
The businesses take the
water directly off the line
before it reaches the chlori-
nator, The water will have to
be chlorinated at the individ-
ual establishments by Nov-
ember 1, according to the
council, or the firms will have
to seek water elsewhere

The second holdback in
receiving the permit is the
in-line booster pump serving
four customers in Chaparral
Estates Addition, in the
eastern part of the city. A
booster pump station, main-
tained by James Boykin was
installed to the city water line
to improve the pressure in
the line at the top of the hill
The state requirements state
that a minimum of 20 pounds
per square inch must be
maintained at the entrance of
a pump such as the one in
this case. An automatic
cutoff has to be installed at
the point of the entrance of
the water into the pump. The
pressure at the pump
entrance is presently not at
the 20 pound level.

City Manager Allen stated
several alternatives to the
situation. The pump may be
moved to a lower location in
order to reach the minimum
pressure at the beginning.
This would involve installa-
tion of new electric lines to
the spot. Since the city
already serves the customers
on the opposite end of the
pump station the water
supply must be maintained,
under state law.

Mayor J. D. Harper sug-
gested that the council confer
with Boykin at the October
session on the matter and
discuss the alternatives. The
council approved this sug-
gestion

After these two items are
dealt with, the City would be
eligible for a permit from the
State.

1% SALES TAX
RETAINED

The council voted unani-
mously to retain the 1% city
share of the sales tax on
utilities (electricity and gas).
The other 4% has been
dropped following action by
the State Legislature. The
money derived from this 1%
tax amounts to approxi-
mately $3000 annually that is
returned to the city.

Mrs. Iris Rudiseal of
Brownwood, City Auditor,
outlined the audit of the
city's departments that her
office just completed. She
commented that she found
no discrepancies in the
reporting of the funds, and
that all accounts balance with
cash figures. The audit,

prepared every two years,
covers the full spectrum of
city financial matters. Each
department was reviewed
briefly and following some
discussion, the council a-
dopted the audit with unani-
mous vote,

The council approved the
tax roll for 1978 as submitted
to the Board of Equalization.

Total real and persoral
property on the tax roll was
set at $19,860,348. This
figure, when coupled with
the 20 cents per $100 tax
rate, results in the city
anticipating $39,720.86 in
taxes. The city usually
collects 95-97% of the taxes
annually.

The Mills County Fresh
Water Supply District No. 1
taxes added to the city
amount, make the total
$53,609.11 that city and
water district residents will
pay in taxes this year.

City and water district
taxes are figured on the basis
of 100% of fair market value,
as established by the Board
of Equalization.

In other tax matters, the
council set a figure of $2400
as the fee for collecting the
water district taxes.

NEW ADDITION

Mr. and Mrs. Parker Shaw
were in attendance to
present their plat of a new
addition to the city, Pecan
Ridge Estates.

Co., owner June Clifton, was
also in attendance at the
meeting.

Clifton stated that he
planned extensive improve-
ments to the property and
would like to have a broader
agreement with the city,
encompassing a longer term
or purchase

Mayor Harper concluded
that the city attorney will be
contacted concerning the
implementation of a better
agreement to the satisfaction
of Mr. Clifton and the
council. The mayor added
that the commission is a fine
asset to Mills County and the
city, and that he wanted to
see all parties involved
reated well.

LANDFILL FACES
BURNING PROBLEMS

The city landfill, located
cut Farm to Market Road
574, was denied a permit to
burn garbage by the state.
The close proximity of
residences (two within one
mile) was the primary reason
for the denial.

The city will apply for a

temporary permit if certain
guidelines can be met. If the
residences involved have no
objection, and if necessity
can be shown, the city may
be able to burn, on a
controlled basis, at the
landfill site.

If burning is not done at
the landfill, a covering of dirt
will have to be placed over
the garbage every week, and
the odors and flies could be a
problem.

In other council matters,
the second reading of a rate
request by Cable Vision was
tabled. Represeniatives from
the company will be asked to
attend the next meeting to
discuss problems with the
system.

CITY MANAGER'S
REPORT

City Manager Allen gave
his monthly repert to the city
council. He reported:

*Wholesale power cus-
tomers of LCRA are organ-
izing to better handle any
unnecessary rate increases of
electricity. The city will join
this group.

eCharges of criminal mis-
chief were filed against a
former city employee last
week. The man allegedly
poured sand into the crank-
case of one of the city dump
trucks. The damages could
reach $1400 and probably
will be pzid by insurance on a
vandalism claim.

*The other city dump
truck, an older model,
suffered minor damages
when it rolled over onto its
side following the breaking
of a wheel. City employee
Victor Jalufka was driving
the truck, and suffered no
injuries. The truck will be
repaired and put back into
service.,

*The Step 3 part of the city
sewer project should begin in
October. Phase 3 is the
design and specification
portion of the project. The
funds for the project will
come from a federal grant
and local bonds voted several
years ago. Actual construc-
tion on the main line
extension, line repairs, and
treatment plant is expected
to begin later in the year.

* A parking lot at the senior
citizens building has been
paved.

oThe city handled 71
connects, 61 work tickets for
the month and completed the
paving of 61 blocks of streets
for the summer.

state spending; and for
property tax administra-
tion.”

NUMBER ONE
(S.J.R.50)
SJ.R. 50 proposes an

amendment to the Texas
Constitution to delete an

archaic reference to the
“Deaf and Dumb Asy-
lum.” The amendment

would allow the State of
Texas to purchase prod-
ucts and services done by
handicapped individuals
in mnonprofit rehabilita-
tion facilities without
complying with bid re-
quirements applicable to
other state contracts. The
amendment also would
eliminate the formality of
the approval of certain
state contracts by the
Governor, the Secretary
of State and the Comp-
troller of Public ' Ac-
counts.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment deleting the
archaic reference to the
‘Deaf and Dumb Asylum,’
allowing certain products
and services of handi-
capped individuals to be
used by agencies and de-
partments of state gov-
ernment, requiring the
procurement of other
products and services re-
quired in the operation of
state government to be
made under bids awarded
to the lowest responsible
bidder, making all such
procurement processes
subject to laws enacted
by the legislature, and
eliminating the require-
ment that the Governor,
the Secretary of State,
and the Comptroller of
Public Accounts of Texas
be personally involved
with such transactions.”

NUMBER TWO
(S.J.R. 55)

SJ.R. 656 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to permit
local governments to issue
bonds for the reconstruc-
tion or acquisition of fa-
cilities (land, equipment
and improvements) de-
signed to develop employ-
ment opportunities. These

bonds would be payable
solely from the revenue
from the sale or lease of
these facilities. The build-
ing or acquisition of such
facilities must be deter-
mined by the local gov-
ernment to be necessary
to develop employment
opportunities.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to provide
that the legislature may
permit political subdivi-
sions to issue revenue
bonds to develop employ-
ment opportunities for its
citizens.”

NUMBER THREE
(S.J.R. 44)

SJ.R. 44 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution which would
allow the legislature to
authorize cities and towns
to issue tax increment
bonds to finance the re-
development of blighted
areas. The bonds are to
be paid solely from reve-
nue from municipal tax
increments, Payment can-
not be made from the
revenue of municipal
taxes, utilities, or other
services,

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to give the
legislature the power to
authorize cities and towns
to issue bonds to finance
the redevelopment of
blighted areas and pro-
hibiting any city or town
from granting its money
or lending its credit for
such purposes.”

NUMBER FOUR
(3.J.R. 53)

SJ.R. 53 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to allow the
legislature to exempt from
taxation solar or wind-
powered energy devices.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment  authorizing
the legislature to exempt
from taxation solar and
wind-powered energy de-
vices.”

NUMBER FIVE
(H.J.R. 37)

H.J.R. 37 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to grant ex-
clusive jurisdiction to,
justices of the peace in
civil cases where the
amount in controversy
does not exceed $200, ex-
cept where the legislature
gives exclusive jurisdic-
tion to another court.

The amendment grants
justices of the peace con-
current jurisdiction with
county courts where the
amount in controversy is
between $200 and $500,
except where the legisla-
ture gives the county
court exclusive jurisdic-
tion,

The .amendment also
grants justices of the
peace concurrent.

tion with both county and
district courts where the
amount in controversy is
between $500 and $1,000,
except where the legisla-
ture gives the county or
district court exclusive
jurisdiction.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to extend the
jurisdiction of justices of
the peace in civil cases.”

NUMBER SIX
(S.J.R.45)

8.J.R. 456 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to allow the
legislature to expand the
number of judges on any
court of civil appeals
Presently courts of civil
appeals are limited to a
chief justice and two as-
sociate justices. The
amendment also would al-
low the courts to sit in
sections, with the concur-
rence of a majority of the
judges sitting in the sec-
tion necessary to decide a
case.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment permitting
the legislature to increase
the number of justices on
a court of civil appeals,
permitting a court of civil
appeals to sit in sections,
and requiring a concur-
rence of a majority of
justices to decide a case.”

NUMBER SEVEN
(S.J.R. 48)

SJ.R. 48 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution eliminating
the State Building Com-
mission and the State
Building Fund, The au-
thority of the State Build-
ing Commission has been
transferred by law to the
State Board of Control.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to repeal the
constitutional authority
for the State Building
Commission and the State
Building Fund.”

NUMBER EIGHT
(HJ.R. 42)

H.J.R. 42 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution allowing cer-
tain political subdivisions
or districts in the state
that can presently issue
bonds or other indebted-
ness or otherwise lend its
eredit to engage in fire-
fighting activities and to
issue bonds or otherwise
lend its credit to support
such activities.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendments authorizing
certain districts to engage
in fire-fighting activities
and to issue bonds or
other indebtedness or to
issue bonds or otherwise
lend their credit for fire-
fighting purposes.”
