Figures released by the 
State Treasury Department 
in Austin indicate a sizeable 
Increase In stamp tax 
collections.

According to State 
Treasurer, Warren G. Hard­
ing, state cigarette stamp tax 
collections for the fiscal year 
ending August 31, 1978, 
amounted to $239.601,633.42 
an increase of $12.105,664.37 
over collections in the 
previous fiscal year.

Collections hit an all-time 
monthly high in May. 1978, 
when $27.071.882.90 was 
collected. The increase re­
flected during fiscal year 
1978 averaged in excess of $1 
million per month.

Collections from the sale of 
stamps on liquor, beer, and 
wine amounted to $1,836, 
206.29, an increase of 
$70,959.63. This tax is 
imposed on tourists who 
bring alcoholic beverages 
across the bridges from 
Mexico into Texas.

■The Tax Relief 
.Amendment*’

(H.J.R. I)
H.J.R. 1 proposes an 

amendment to the Texaa
Constitution allowing the 
legislature to exempt in­
tangible personal prop­
erty. requiring the legis­
lature to exempt certain 
household goods and per- 
.sonal effects, and allow­
ing the legislature to 
exempt all or part of the 
personal property home­
stead from state and local 
property taxation.

The amendment re­
quires the legislature to 
provide for the taxation 
of farm and ranch land 
in the basis of its produc­
tive capacity instead of 
I t s  market value and al­
lows the legislature to 
provide for the taxation 
of timber land on its pro­
ductive capacity.

The amendment pre- 
xenl.-i local guvernments 
from increasing property 
taxes unless the govern­
ing liody provides public 
notice and conducts a 
public hearing.

Irgislature to provide by 
law for each property 
owner to receive notice of 
the revaluation of his 
(•roiierty and the amount 
t.ixes will lie increased.

The amendment limits 
appiiipriations from state 
tax reienue to an amount 
not to exceed Texas’ esti­
mated economic growth 
rate, with the legislature 
authorized to make excep­
tions for emergencies.

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Texas Sheep & Goat Industry News
There will be oo limit oa 

Texas bobcat pelts allowed 
into the export maitel for the 
I97S-79 season.

It wouldn't do to become 
too optimistic, but it appears 
that the federal regulatory 
boys are at least temporarily 
satisfied srith the degree of 
control they’ve been able to 
exert over lawmaking at the 
state level.

At you may recall. Texas 
was for a time threatened 
with a bobcat pelt export ban 
dunng the 1977-78 season 
We eventually managed to 
work out a 10.000 peh i|uoU. 
but it took an executive order 
from Gov. Dolph Briscoe 
enabling the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department to es­
tablish a pelt tagging 
program.

The quota it no longer 
hanging <wer oar heads and

neither ia a threatcaod ban. 
but the fact remains that our 
state goverament was co­
erced Into paaaiag manage­
ment regulatkiM that it most 
likely would not have passed 
otherwtae.

The federal agency ap­
plying the pressure was the 
Endangered Species Scien­
tific Authority, another of 
those mushrooming regular- 
lory bureaus that the poli­
ticians keep promising to 
elim iaate but persist in 
creating instead. Moat of the 
regulatory outfits look for 
something less than Ivory- 
pure about a product or a 
practice and then ban it. but 
ESSA does tilings the other 
way around. They have veto 
power over the international 
export of certain plant and 
animal products, and their 
ban is automatic unless it can

be proven to them that such 
export SHOULD NOT he 
prohibited.

Never mind that "qn ilty  
until proven innocant" vt»- 
lates the most sacred and 
basic principius of American 
law and tradition. Those 
tam e basic principles pro­
hibit the federal government 
from forcibly meddling in the 
internal legal affairs of the 
sutes. and we’ve p u t  seen 
how the same agency treated 
Texas in that regards.

Possibly the moat gaffing 
thing about it i t  that the 
proposed ban had a tempor­
arily disasterous effect on the 
price of bobcat pelts, and for 
no justifiable end; ESSA 
acknowledged that its pur­
pose was to torcc puaaage uf 
state-level harvest c o n tr^  
measures on the bobcat, a 
predator that is well known

to be la absolutely so danger 
of extinction in the State of 
Texas or the United States as 
a whole.
