The Goldthwaite City 
Council met in regular 
session at City Hall Thurs­
day. October 5, and had a 
light agenda.

City Manager Dale Allen 
presented the quarterly trea­
surer’s report to the council. 
All accounts were reviewed 
and the report was approved 
as presented. The report is 
reprinted in its entirety on 
page 9 of this week’s Eagle.

Along with the treasurer’s 
report CM A llen gave the 
council the percentages o f 
the city departments through 
the budget for the first 
quarts o f the city ’ s fiscal 
year. In order to comply 
perfectly with the budget, a 
2S% mark shoud be attained. 
’The percentages were:

Collected Disburaod | 
General 17.44 38.37
Sewer 25.00 19.80
Water 38.02 41.53
Electric 35.30 34.37

Allen atated that the 
purchaae of the new garbage 
truck was the prime reason 
that the general fund was out 
o f step with the bu tlgef, 
percentage. Other depart­
ments are running at a cloagr 
margin.

The annual swimming pool 
report was given, 't showed 
that the city had incurred a 
net toss o f S788.52 in pool 
operation for 1978. The total 
swimming pool fiind shows 
in the red S961.61.

GARBAGE BAG 
PLAN NIXED

The council voted down 
the use o f garbage bags to 
heilitate the city’s garbage 
handling. A fter investiga­
tion, it was found that the 
cost o f the bags would be 
prohibitive and the labor 
savings in a small city such 
as Goldthwaite would be 
minimal. The bags would 
have cost about 6V5 cents 
each.

The sanitary landfill 
burning proposition was 
discussed. A temporary per­
mit from the State Health 
Department is anticipated in 
the very near future. A ll of 
the guidelines for such a 
permit have been met by the 
city.

CM Allen told the council 
that a hydraulic ripper is 
needed to cut through the 
rock at the landfill site. 
Conventional methods are 
not successful in digging the 
landfill trench deep enough. 
Allen was asked by the 
council to check Into either 
the purchase o f one or the 
possible renting of one from 
the county. I f one is 
available.

An Hem on the agenda to 
dose a street in the northeast 
part of town was disposed of 
by taking no action. Several 
residents of the area arerc in 
attendance to voice their op­
position to the closing and 
therefore the council did not 
vote to dose the lane. No one 
in favor of the closing was at 
the meeting.

The d ty  council voted to 
inerasse the Insurance bene­
fit paid to employees by 
about 30%. The dty uses the 
Bfoe Cross and Blue Shield 
group plan. The reason for 
the Increase was that the 
company was going up on the 
basic mtas. Employees of the 
d ty  also changed the basic 
poHcy coverage slightly, 
getting srhat they felt eras a 
bsttnr deal for the money. 
The d ty  pay« only the

insurance on the employee 
himself. Additional spouse or 
family coverage is left to the 
discretion of the individual 
emplovee.

The rats iitfciwwSS ordi­
nance submitted by Cable- 
vision several months ago, 
s.id passed on its first 
reading, came up for a vote 
on the second reading at the 
meeting. It was unanimously 
voted down by the coundl.

In another ordinance mat­
ter, the coundl unanimously 
passed the second reading of 
the ordinance leaving the I % 
sales tax payable to the dty 
on the utility bills. The State 
legislature had left it up to 
the individual dties whether

to continue the l% . The 4% 
state sales tax will be 
dropped in the near future.

The council heard a 
petition signed by 37 Goidth- 
waite residents, asking the 
council for some actioo in the 
cleaning of a house and lot in 
the dty limits. The petition 
listed the area as a ’ ’ fire 
hazard and unsightly.”  The 
coundl accepted the petition 
and instructed the city 
manager to contact the 
owner and try to satisfy the 
petitioners. If no action can 
be extended by personal 
contact, the matter may be 
turned over to local and state 
health officers and fire 
department personnel.

It was the consensus of the 
council that there was a 
hazard in the area.

City Manager Allen issued 
his regular monthly report. 
Topics included:

• The Dairy Queen and 
Landrum Ford were notified 
that they could not condnne 
to be served with untreated 
water by the dty. The Dairy 
Queen is in the process of 
digging its own vrell and the 
situation at Landrum is 
unknown. A November I 
deadline for the cutoff was 
issued by the dty last month.

• A request for water in 
the same area as the Dairy 
Queen and Landrum was not 
allowed.

When in your tank, it is exposed to heat and 
expands, thus causing it to overflow if  you've filled 
your tank. O f course, you can't fill your tank com­
pletely with gas. There will always be an air pocket 
and air, too, expands. I f  your car is parked uphill 
when refueling, tlic air pressure will force gasoline 
out of your tank. But if  you park facing downhill, 
only air will escape. Since gas leaks are always 
dangerous, it would he wise not to fill your tank too 
fall and, whenever possible, park your car fac ing^A  
downhill when refueling.

I Q. Is it legal to allow small children to sit in 
my lap while driving?— K . N ., M ilsap

A There are no laws that specifically ban carrying 
small children on your lap. However, there is a state 
statute that prohibits drivers from carrying passengers 
in such a way that they interfere with the driver's vi­
sion or driving mechanisms or control o f the vehicle.
Even if you’ re driving only two blocks to the neigh- 

j borhood grocery, carrying a small child on your lap 
, could interfere with your ability to steer, prevent 
you from turning to look over your shoulder when 

I passing or backing, or limit your field o f  vision. 
Should you have to brake suddenly, the child could 
pilch forward and injure himself, or you could 
lose control o f your car trying to restrain him.

The s-afest place for children to ride is in the center 
tearK-ai. Buckled up. I f your children are under four, 
years of age or small enough to slip out from under a 
seat belt, then they should ride in a child seat or in- 
fant carrier or car bed. Pels, too, do not belong in 
your lap while you’re driving. Even a minor distrac­
tion could cause a major collision.

In other areas, check with local cycle 
dealers They usually know about existing courses 
offered by the local authorities and motorcycle 
clubs

TO THE PARENTS-
I feel tough today' As I sit 

here swinging my pen 
around, I have the urge to 
burst a few balloons. I have 
read psychology books by the 
bushel, and in all of them 
great portions are devoted to 
our wayward youth, vanda­
lism. drug scenes, anti-social 
behavior and self-identity.

He 
then acquires a feeling of 
insecurity and tries to cope 
with this problem. But the 
biggest problem o f all that 
has snow-balled concerns 
lively children that have good 
perception.
